greatly interested in the development
of this county.
There is seldom a year, continued

Brown, but a farmer can enjoy great-
er returns from his labor by feeding
his grain and sorghum crops to farm,
animals and later selling the animals,
than he can by selling the feed direct
from his farm to the feed buyers who
also have to figure a profit in its re-

sale
“Most of the farmers of this county,
however,” said Mr. Brown, “are new

settlers and have only a few head of
livestock of their own which do not
begin to consume their raised feed
crop, and it is a matter of a few years
vet before they will be able to handle
their crops in their own feed lots.

“It has been conclusively demon-
strated that in many instances people
owning livestock can better afford to
move their stock to the feed location
than they can ship the feed to the
stock location. There are several coun-
ties in this part of West Texas who
for the past two or three years have
been feeding thousands of head of
livestock very profitably. This year
Lamb, an adjoining county, will feed
more than 4,000 head of livestock that
has been shipped into that county for
such purposes. The feeders will make
a profit by so doing, and the farmers
furnishing the feed will make a larger
profit than by selling their feed on the
open market to be shipped to some
other point to be fed.

issue of county seat location which has
already been agitating the minds of
citizens of that .county _for _several
years past.

It is a known fact that when the
town of Amherst was laid out a few
years ago it was placed within the pro-
verbial five mile center radius of the
county for stragetic purposes, and the
public generally was advised that this
new town was to be the muture capital
of the county. But Littlefield, an older
and larger town of that county, also
had aspirations in.the same direction.
A little more than a year ago the ques-
tion came _to .issue .when _Littlefield
made application for privilege to vote
on moving the county scat from Olton,
the present location, to that flourish-
ing newer municipality located on the
Santa Fe railroad. Amherst promptly
intervened, and asked the privilege of
having her name on the ticket that
citizens might also have the privilege
of voting for Amherst as the new coun-
ty seat. The result _of .the _election,
which was hotly contested by thé¥three
towns interested, was the remaining
of the county seat at Olton,

Now, the proposed building of a new
railroad through Lamb county, which
will practically .split .the _county _in
halves, as this road would run directly
north and south through the county,
has again raised the _question .as _to
what may be the future location of the
county business site. According “to a-
vailable information, the proposed new
line of the T. & P. N. will run about
12 miles east of Earth and seven and
one-half miles’ west of Olton, passing
through .the .community _known _as
Pumpkin .Center. _Olton' _has _inter-

It is also reported that the towns of

Earth _and .Amherst .have _recently
Jl‘in‘d Olton in testing against the
P, N. now 1 being run through

lhe center of Lamb County. The pro-
test is based upon an alleged damage
that would be done the three contend-
ing towns, since the proposed route
does not touch a single existing town
of any consequence between Littlefield
and Dimmit. Each town fighting in-
dividually and collectively for its own
future, feels sure if this railroad is
permitted to pass through the centor
of the county in a north and south di-
rection, they will surcly be damaged.
It is pointed out by some of the citi-
zens of these towns that the building
of a new town on the north side of the
sand range and one on the south side
would mean the changing of present
school districts and forming new ones.
Practically all the present school di
tricts now have brick school buildings
and are heavily in debt through bond
issues. So serious is the condition, some
of the citizens of the above named
towns have declared it preferable that
the towns involved be missed entirely
and the railroad not be run through
the county .at all rather than pass
either one or all of them just a few
miles, thus causing them to suffer a
deflected population which would con-
tribute to the building of the two sug-
gested new towns located north and
south of the sand range.

Meanwhile, interested citizens and
political strategists of Lamb county are
again discussing with vim and vigor
the various merits and demerits of the
proposed railroad and what effect it
may have upon future development of
that county in general and upon the
future location of the county seat in
particular. It is contended by some,

if the proposed rairoad is run through
Lamb county as now indicated, it will
probobly mean the moving intact of
the town of Earth to Pumpkin Center,
with a considerable deflection of pop-
ulation from Olton .to .the _growing

“Rats are perhaps the most diffi-
cult of all the rodents to kill” sair
Mr. Hill, “and it will require the use
of several methods including poison
baits.” Red squill, barlum carbonate,
and lye are common poisons and all
are effective, but neither one will get
all the rats. To completely rid a place
of rats where numerous, it will re-
quire a thoughtful campaign and more
than one method, and some time to do
it.

“Now, therefore, I, Herbert Hoover,

There is seldom a year, continued
Brown, but a farmer can enjoy great-
o urns from his labor by feeding
his grain and sorghum crops to farm
animals and later selling the animals,
than he can by selling the feed direct
from his farm to the feed buyers who
also have to figure a profit in its re-
sale.

‘Most of the farmers of this count;
however,” said Mr. Brown, “are new
settlers and have only a few head of
livestock of their own which do not
begin to consume their raised feed
crop, and it is a matter of a few years
yet before they will be able to handle
their crops in their own feed lots.

“It has been conclusively demon-
strated that in many instances people
owning livestock can better afford to
move their stock to the feed location
than they can ship the feed to the
stock location. There are several coun-
ties in this part of West Texas who
for the past two or three years have
been feeding thousands of head of
livestock very profitably. This year
Lamb, an adjoining county, will feed
more than 4,000 head of livestock that
has been shipped into that county for
such purposes. The feeders will make
a profit by so doing, and the farmers
furnishing the feed will make a larger
profit than by selling their feed on the
open market to be shipped to some
other voint to be fed.

“It is a case of producer and consmer
getting together,” said Brown, “and
bargaining for each other's mutual
benefit. It would.be a worthy move
indeed, if some arrangement could be
made for shipping livestock into this
county for feeding purposes. There is
an abundance of feed here.” ¢

County Agent Starts
Campaign To Destroy
Rodents Of County

The pol\on]n[' of L.Ophrxi rabbits,
round squirrels and prairie dogs in
Bailey county was discussed with J. M.
Hill, of the Biological Survey, U. S.
NDepartment of Agriculture, by Fred S.
eynolds, county agent, Monday and
Tuesday.

Several parts of the county were vis-
ted by Reynolds and Hill during the
fwo days to see farmers and ranchers
vho were interested in killing any of
the rodents that were doing harm.

Poison grain is the principal bait
1sed. The county has 2 supply of this
for sale at 8c per pound. Anyone may
get it by applying to the office of & E.
Adams, county judge.

“Rats are perhaps the most diffi-
cult of all the rodents to kill"” sair
Mr. Hill, “and it will require the use
of several methods including poison
baits.” Red squill, barium carbonate,
and lye are common poisons and all
are effective, but neither one will get
all the rats. To completely rid a place
of rats where numerous, it will re-
quire a thoughtful campaign and more
than one method, and some time to do
it.

Mr. Hill will be in Bailey county the
second week in December again to co-
operate with County Agent Reynolds
in poisoning prairie dogs and jack
rabbits.

A probable solution to the Lamb
county irritation has been suggested
in that the proposed railroad be turned
northwest at Levelland from its pro-
posed route through Lamb county, and
build through Bailey, Parmer and Deaf
Smith counties into Vega. Bailey
county has never taken any steps to-
ward the deflection of this new rail-
road from its neighbor county, but in
the interest of harmony among its
fellow county citizens would suffer the
building of such a transportation ar-
tery through its boundaries.

The building of this railroad through
the three named counties would open
up a much newer county than Lamb
county now is. It would mean the de-
veloping of an area of county not now
adequately served by any railroad. Tt
would mean the building of more new
towns in these three counties, towns
that are really needed to serve the
country popuation. The land of these
three counties is just ar rich as that
of any of the other counties through
which the proposed line desires to pass.
Everything in these three counties is
just as favorable to agricultural and
other pursuits in common with 'the
other counties. The citizens of these
three counties would doubtless be a

unit in accepting this new railroad.
There would be no county seat ques-
tion hinging upon its right-of-way.
