Grim Tragedy, bearing its black flag’
of disaster with the skull and cross
bones imprinted upon its  bosom,
stalked in the darkness on Highway
No. 60 Monday night when Hugh T.
Kennedy, Muleshoe baker, fell a vic-
tim to its inevitable clutches.

Kennedy had been w Clovis, N. M.,
on business that afternoon and was
returning home that night about 9:30
o'clock, when the Chevrolet coach he
was driving collided with a truck own-
ed by Shipley Bros, ranchers, resid-
ing about 20 miles northwest of Clovis,
and occupied by John Shipley and L.

. Hickson.

P'x‘he accident occurred on @ culvert
about four miles west of Farwell. Ship-
ley and his driver had been to Borger
after a heavy steel tank which they
were bringing back to their ranch to
be used for grain storage purposes.

Doc Neeley, local welder, stated
he was returning home from Clovis
the same evening, driving a model “T"
Ford car, and going about 15 miles per
hour. About a mile and a half out of
Clovis he was passed by Kennedy who,
at that time, was traveling at a very
reasonable speed, estimated by Neeley
to be not more than 30 miles per hour.

According to Shipley, who was in
the on-coming truck, Kennedy pulled
well over toward the right-hand side
as he approached the truck, but see- |
ing the road markers on either side of*
the culvert both cars were approach- |
ing, again pulled nearer toward the|
center of the road. It is supposed he |
became blinded by the opposing lights |
and pulled too far toward the center,
crashing into the truck. The lights 0!‘
both cars were said to have been burn- |
ing just before the impact, and smp-‘.

liable for any purchases of such mort-
gaged grain.

Heretofore, under normal times, it
has been the custom n this country
to deduct from the grain sold the nec-
essary expenses of . hauling
and other harvesting expenses.

It is explained by one of the eleva-
tor managers that under the law in
Texas now existant the person who
gives the mortgage has no right to de-
duct such expenses, and in buying the
grain the elevator managers have no
right to pay such exepnses out of the
proceeds of the grain sold, unless the
person holding the landlord lien or
mortgage gives his consent for
to do so.

Management Have Records

Elevator managers, in consequence,
have been forced to arm themselyes
with a copy of the mortgage records
from the Bailey county courthouse as
a matter of convenience and protec-
tion in  checking up on mortgaged
grain received by them. In some in-
stances, the situation proves somewhat
embarassing where an elevator man
must interrogate a customer relative
to his mortgage before settling with
him for the grain delivered, yet it
must be done as a matter of good bus-
iness on the part of both the buyer
and the seller and as a protection to
the elevator management.

As the season opened, it was sug-
gested to wheat farmers as a matter of
protection to themselves so they .will
not be forced by some person holding
a landlord lien or mortgage to pay
the entire proceeds of the mortgage
to such a person, and then raise the
money to pay for combining, hauling,
| ete, from other sources, that they
should before harvesting take up the
|matter with the person or persons
| holding the landlord lien or mortgage
on their crop and have them in writ-
ing to authorize a deduction of the
| combining, harvesting and marketing
| expenses from the proceeds of the

Users Of Gas When

‘With more than $500,000 in gasoline
refund claim now due farmers in Tex-
as, State Comptroller Geo. H. Shep-
pard, is using every possible means at
his dis) | to make the proceedure
for obtaining the tax due farmers as
easy and simple as possible. This is a
new law and some specific instructions
relating to steps necesary in securing
the refund of the tax that is due the
indiivdual might be of some assistance
in preventing delay in making out a
claim properly and receilvng the
amonut due.

The refunding of the gasoline tax to
farmers under certain provisions in-
tended primarily to benefit the farm-
ers of Texas. It applies to individuals

than use in a motor vehicle operated

| Whatever gasoline has been paid di
| rectly or indirectly, the person who
| pays this tax on gas used, other than
| for the exception mention, is entitled
to a refund of the amount of the tax
paid

Before the individual can secure the
refund that is due him according to
provisions of this law, he must do cer
tain things. First he must
from the person from whom he makes
his purchase a duplicate invoice of
exemption known as form 7065-B. This
must be received at the time purchase
is made and not afterward. Then,

purchase, a claim for the tax paid on
gasoline may be made and this claim
must be made on a form known as
7065-E which is furnished upon re-
quest from the state comptroller. This
request must be made by purchaser
direct.

Infection to Poultry

The quality of the water for poul-
try showld be determined by ecleanli-
ness and freedom from possible in-
fection. Cleanliness can be taken
care of by rinsing the container daily,
or more often, it necessary. The
water ¢an be kept much cleaner, if it
is elevated from the floor to a point

where litter ecannot be scratched
Into it.
Quality of water ag a source of

Infection can be taken care of by
giving water from a well or the water
supply which is used in the home. It
18 dangerous to dip water from
streams or stagnant pools. One ean
never dell where such water comes
from and what diseases it carries. A
bird may have died of some con-
taglous disease and have dropped into
this stream or stagnant pool causing
an infection which when carried to the
poultry house may mean disaster to
the flock

Early Fall Layers

Some people have objected to the
early layers in the fall, as they will
often molt in the early part of the
winter and thereby slacken up in egg
production. On the other band, when
such birds do go into the molt, they
will again start laying In the early
part of the year and the eggs will be
especially suitable %or hatching pur-
poses, as the birds will be better ma-
tured. un fact, many hatcherles pre-
fer eggs from this age of pullets for
hatching purposes.
