OVER TWO MILLION GALLONS OF WATER  
USED IN MULESHOE IN MONTH OF JULY  
M ANY LAW N S AND GARDENS WATERED

Warm weather always brings an in­
crease in the use of city water, accord­
ing to City Secretary A1 Isaac, and 
during the month o f June 2,105,910 
gallons were used in Muleshoe. To 
date this is the greatest gallonage 
consumed in any one month o f this 
year. The peak load o f  the day. said 
Isaac, generally starts in about four 
o'clock in the afternoon when gardens 
and lawns are being watered, tho 
Isaac refused to make any wise cracks 
about how much was used at the week 
end for Saturday baths.

There are now 148 meter connec­
tions in the municipality, their total 
consumption for June being 1.242,510 
gallons. In addition the Santa Fe rail­
road system used 368,400 gallons of 
water last month, and the local swim­
ming pool in three fillings took 495,000 
gallons for the month.

It is stated that more gardens are 
being watered this year than ever be­
fore in the town's history, also, more 
people are taking a direct Interest in 
having nicer lawns than before.

The cost of pumping water for con­
sumers last month was 14 cents per 
1000 gallons: 6 cents of this is for 
electric current at the rate o f three 
cents per kilowatt, while 8 cents is for 
repairs and administration ocsts. At 
this season o f the year the city pump 
is being run an average o f 10 hours 
per day, with an additional two hours 
required when filling the Santa Fe 
tank or the local swimming pool.

Water in Muleshoe costs $2.00 for 
a minimum or 3.000 gallons, and 12% 
cents per 1000 gallons for all amounts 
over the minimum. It is stated that 
about 60 per cent o f  the users ran 
over the minimum amount last month.

Lower Grain Rate 
In Prospect From
Muleshoe Aug. 1

% \  %
A new grain freight rate, originally 

intended to be in force July 1, will be­
come effective August 1, as a result of 
the Hoke-Smith resolution passed at 
the last session of Congress, the temp­
orary injunction of the Chicago feder­
al court having expired on that date.

The new rate is one of an interstate 
nature and will necessitate an adjust­
ment of all intrastate rates. From Mule 
shoe the rate will be 31 cents as com ­
pared with 33 cents per hundred 
pounds.

This rate applies to shipment to gulf 
ports for export which is the maxi­
mum rate and is the rate on which 
grain is bought, the maximum rate al­
ways being deducted.

Not only will the new rate, based on 
mileage, effect a change in export 
rates and reflect added income to the 
farmer but it will open a new market 
for Plains grain. The new rate puts 
Kansas City and Fort Worth for ex­
ample, on a competitive basis for mill­
ing wheat and will open a more free 
demand here for milling grades of 
wheat.

WASHINGTON, D. C — Lowered 
posts o f living and wholesale prices in 
June were set forth tast Saturday by 
the Labor department to show that a 
1926 dollar was worth $1.42 last month.

The plan of the windbreak is simple 
A belt o f trees describing one-half 
square on the north and west side of 
a farmstead is called a windbreak. 
This belt of trees will consist of from 
four to six rows o f trees and will be 
from 75 to 100 feet in width. The outer 
rows of the belt will consist of Chinese 
elms from five to ten feet apart in the 
rows, the rows being ten to 15 feet 
apart. The two or three inside rows of 
trees will be evergreen, probably 
Scotch Pine and Arbor Vitae.

Each cooperator getting grapes will 
be required to plant 14 varieties, and 
three plants of each variety, a total of 
42 grape vines. At present no particu­
lar variety of shrubbery has been des-

McKelvie Ranch Using

An unusual feature of the McKelvie 
ranch at Goodland, managed by 
Henry Hanover, is the systematic rec­
ords being kept.

I of infection. Frequently winds blow 
| the smut spores from one field to an- 
other and there they attack the new 
wheat seedling as it sprouts, because 

! the smut pore and wheat grain both 
j germinate best under about the same 
j moisture and temperature conditions, 
j This wheat seeding that has been at- 
, tacked will bear smut heads or balls 
; each of which contains thousands of 
j spores,- which are seeds of smut, just 
| as truly as the wheat grains is the seed 
of the wheat plant.

Smut can be prevented as there are 
several proven methods of control, all 
of which are cheap and easy to apply 
so that one can hardly have an excuse 
for producing smutty wheat.

O f the several methods to treat 
wheat for smut, the one found most 
desirable is the use of copper carbon­
ate. This is a dry treatment and as 
such has many advantages over the 
wet treatments, which are:

Does not injure germination as does 
formaldehyde and copper sulphate 
(blue vitrol or bluestone.)

Treated seed does not have 
dried.

There is no wetting of the seed to 
hinder drilling.

Treated seed can be stored and used 
when desired.

It is very cheap.
It is easy to apply.
Copper carbonate coats the grain and 

so it is not re-infected by coming in 
contact with sack or drills containing 
any smut spores.

Less danger of smut spores ir 
ground attacking it as copper carbon­
ate on wheat kernels kills any smut 
spores near the planted kernel.

A good method to treat wheat 
smut with copper carbonate is to use 
a barerl mixer. To each bushel 
wheat use two or three -ounces o f  52 
per cent copper carbonate. Should it 
contain only 20 per cent of copper 
carbonate use about twice as much per 
bushel. A heaping teaspoonful p i  cop­
per carbonate weighs approximately 
one ounce and is accurate enough for 
the job. Each batch mixed should be 
turned about two minutes or until all 
grain seems evenly and well coated. 
The mixer should have the axle ran 
diagonally thru the barrel and a baffle 
board in it to aid in quickly mixing 
the wheat and copper carbonate 

Floyd Wentz, who has had three 
years o f work in the vocational agri­
cultural department o f Fort Morgan 
high school made a mixer in the agri­
culture farm shop. No smut could be 
found in Floyds wheat this year as he 
treated his seed, while some o f the

While borax is enective in repelling 
roaches, water bugs, ants, etc., it is al­
so non-poisonous and safe to use.

Although it isn’t necessary, there 
are various ingredients used to bait 
the insects, such as sugar and cocoa, 
mixed with the pure powdered borax. 
The simplest method is to wash the 
cupboards. woodwork, and likely 
haunts, with a solution of warm water

and common borax (about two table­
spoons of borax to a quart o f warm 
water); then sprinkle the dry powder­
ed borax in the back o f pantry shelvs,
behind baseboards and around the 
kitchen sink. A few applications Is all
that is necessary to Immediately drive
away the pests.

While some Bailey county farmers 

are storing their wheat feeding it or 
saving it for winter fuel, others are 
putting away sufficient for their own 
flour during the coming year.

Another way of using much of it 
during the coming 12 months is as a 
breakfast cereal. Have it ground at a 
grist mill to any degree of fineness 
desired, tho barely cracked is gener­
ally conceded the best. Cook it about 

hour, according to method and 
kind o f heat used—double boiler cook-1 
ing is the best as grain formation is| 
not disturbed. While still hot, it may 
be put up in glass jars the same as 
fruit, keeping indefinitely, to be open­
ed as needed for me&ls.

Or for dally consumption, it may be 
cooked the evening before and warmed 
up for b reakfast. Served with cream 
and sugar, or with fruits or jellies as 
other cereals, it will be round of de* 
licious flavor, exceedingly nourishing 
and much cheaper and more desirable 
than any cereal that can be purchased 
at a store in sack or package
