Onion Market Value 
Based On Old Crop 

And N e y  Prospects
Ohiofts are-ong o f srv^n-

lative of the vegetable crops and pe»- 
« t s  depend large* on chKerminlng the
proper time to sell, according to C. L. 
Brown, foreign and domestic market 
investigator. In years of short crops 
it invariably pays to hold onions late 
into the season and sell them out dur­
ing February, March and early April. 
Last year, for example, the prices ob­
tained after February first were more 
than double those obtained during the 
fall months. On the other hand, prices 
two years ago were lower after Feb­
ruary first than at harvest time.

Records show that during the past 
forty years there have never been two 
consecutive seasons when it was highly 
profitable to holdonions for the late 
market. Last year it paid handsomely 
because of the short crop, so if prices 
do rise after February first this sea­
son it will be a decided exception to 
the rule.

The crop this season was one of the 
largest ever harvested, being only 
slightly smaller than that o f 1930. Be­
cause of the large crop o f late onions 
following a heavy crop o f midseason 
onions, early fall shipments were ex- 
cetpionally light. This means that an 
unusually large quantity of onions was 
stored for later use.

Imports of onions will probably be 
a minor factor throughout the entire 
season because of the tariff rates now 
in effect. However, the storage hold­
ings of onions are sufficient this sea­
son to more than compensate for the 
lack of imports.

Another factor that will have an im­
portant bearing on the closing weeks 
of the storage onion season will be 
the new crop in Texas. Early indica­
tions are that a large acreage will be 
planted, particularly in the earlier 
sections. Of course, there is no cer­
tainty at this time that a heavy move­
ment of new crop onions will begin 
early, but there is a strong possibility

Those who are holding onions will 
undoubtedly find that a free selling 
ixriicy during the early winter months 
will be more profitable than holding in 
hopes of a rise at the end o f storage 
season.

Down in the village of Plateau, near 
I Mobile, lives Cudjo Lewis, described by 
■ W. H. Blumenthal in the New York 
Evening Post as "the most historic 

! Negro in theUnited States," a title well 
bestowed.

For Lewis is the last living o f all 
the slaves brought from Africa to this 
country', and made the trip on the 
Clothilde, last of thes lave ships to 
bring a cargo to our shores, on the last 
trip of her unholy trafic In 1859. 
Lewis is supposed to be 94 years old.

With 109 others of the peaceful Tar- 
kar tribe in Africa hew as captured by 
the more savage Dahomeys and sold 
to thew hite slave trader, Captain Billy 
Smith o f  the Clothilde. The unfor­
tunates suffered indescribable hard­
ships during the 70-day voyage, being 
kept most of the time in the foul hold 

j of the vessel with only a scanty al- 
I lowance of bread and water for sub­
sistence.

They were finally landed on the 
j Alabama coast and soon after sold to 
I various masters, whom they served 
’ faithfully. After the Civil War they 
agthered together to form a colony 
at Magazine Point, where they were 
employed in a ship-yard. Later they 
bought some land and engaged in 
truck raising.

But one by one they passed away 
leaving Cudjo Lewis as the only link 
between the African slave traders and 
the present. He still cultivates his 
garden and serves as sexton of a near­
by church, in the graveyard of which 

i his wile and six children are buried.
