State Engineer 
Praises Water
System Of City

*. \
II. E. Hargis, sanitary engineer with 

the State Health department, was in 
Muleshoe last week looking over the 
sanitary conditions of the city.

Mr. Hargis stated that the city 
water supply was maintained in ex­
cellent condition. The water for the 
city comes from a well 110 feet deep 
and is located about two miles north­
west of the city. The city records show 
that the total o f 1,496,100 gallons of 
water were consumed during 
month of September, and there being 
approximately 150 meters of water 
connections in the city, this would 
mean that 10,000 gallons is the average 
oensumption per connection for the 
month of September. However, these 
figures would not be an accurate aver­
age for domestic users as the commer­
cial users consume a great deal more 
per connection than those domestic.

Mr. Hargis also stated that the peo­
ple and the City Commission should 
be complimented for their interest in 
sanitation, especially in the elimina­
tion of the open surface toilets that 
cause mose typhoid and summer com­
plaint. He called attention to the fact 
that there are provisions in the state 
statutes giving cities the right to proper­
ly enforce any valid laws or ordinances 
that a city might pass relative to san­
itation and he especially urgeq that 
all Muleshoe citizens willingly sub­
scribe to and support the sanitary sys­
tem now in force. This is put in for 
the protection o f  all citizens and should 
be appreciated by them, he said. The 
City's sanitary ordinance was 
arid adopted for the benefit o f all cit­
izens and any provision set forth in it 
is not to cause any particular hardship 
on any individual citizen or group of 
citizens, but with the thot that what 
is good for one will have beneficial e f­
fects on the entire citizenship and the 
town as a whole and thus raise the 
standard of sanitation and living con­
ditions for every one residing in Mule­

Fears that the State Government 
would not be able to meet the $17.50 
scholastic per capita payments have 
been dispelled by S. M. N. Marrs, State 
Superintendent of Education, who has 
announced that in November he will 
make another $1 payment for every 
student on the rolls, which means the 
forwarding of nearly $1,600,000 to the 
public schools.

The cigaret tax has been coming in 
at the rate o f $150 per student, M a m  
saying that in the course o f a year the 
public school share o f this levy will 
amount to at least $2500,00. which 
will make the total cigaret tax collec­
tions $5,000,000 or more annually. The 
law gives one half to the schools and 
the other half to the general reevnue 
fund.

No tax was subjected to as much de­
bate as the three-cent levy on cigarets 
the first estimates placing revenues 
from it at $6,000,060, and later the fig­
ures were revised to  $4,0001)00, Gover­
nor Sterling himself expecting no 
more than this amount. Apparently 
the State will receive $1,000,000 more 
than many predicted.

Other Taxes Little Changed
Other occupation taxes have chang­

ed little from last year, Marrs said, 
the gasoline tax showing a gain, all 
of which benefits the school system, 
which is given one-fourth o f all occu­
pation taxes. In addition the schools

this will yield is not yet determined.
Because of the split payments of the 

ad valorem taxes, as authorized by the 
Forty-second, Marrs was unable to 
predict what property payments would 
be as far as the schools were concerned 
the biggest ad valorem payments com ­
ing in January, February and March. 
Payments due last winter were post­
poned by law until Oct. 15, when they 
become due again.

M a m  expects the $1750 per capita 
apportionment will be met all this 
year, a sign regarded as an upturn in 
economic conditions. Since the recent 
advance of five cent* in the ad valor­
em rate will mean much heavier pay­
ments from large interests next year,

New Motor Law In 
Effect Makes Some 

Rigid Requirements % s  s
According to the new automobile 

law, applicants for registry o f any 
commercial vehicle are required 
make affidavit showing weight o f such 
when empty.

Speed of passenger vehicles are lim­
ited to a maximum o f 45 miles per 
hour on state highways, while the lim­
it through any unincorporated town or 
village located on a state highway is 
20 miles per hour.

For trucks whose gross load is un­
der 6,000 pounds, the speed limit is 40 
miles per hour, while over that weight 
only 25 miles per hour is allowed. The 
speed limits of commercial vehicles 
within the corporate limits o f any town 
or village is set at 18 miles per hour, 
while passenger busses are limited to 
40 miles per hour on state highways.

Operators of all commercial motor 
vehicles on state highways must first 
obtain a chauffeur’s license.

Commercial vehicles must not ex­
tend more than three inches beyond the 
line of fenders on the left side and not 
more than six inches beyond the fen­
der line on the right side.

After January 1. next year, loads of 
commercial vehicles will be limited to 
7,000 pounds.

INDICATIONS OF GOOD DEMAND FOR 
TURKEYS; NOW IS THE TIME TO BE 

GETTING BIRDS READY FOR MARKET

W A N T E D !

Just whether the coming turkey 
market is going to be good or bad, ap­
pears now to be a much mooted ques­
tion. Some produce dealers declare it 
will not be very good, while from oth­
er sources comes the information that 
it will be much better than last year.

The fact that cold storage holdings 
of turkeys are now small, that impor­
tations are now being received and 
that quotations are actually appearing 
earlier this year than usual would at 
least indicate that stocks of turkeys 
now on hand have been pretty well 
sorted over and that the best trade is 
already in the market or about to get 
there for fresh stocks o f superior 
quality at high prices. Consequently, it 
is stated, a strong pre- and early 
holiday demand can be anticipated.

One o f the best commercial observers 
writes: “With this storage situation 
existing, there is quite likely to be a 
demand for matured turkeys even be­
fore the Thanksgiving market opens 
up and finished turkeys will be in de­
mand for this market. Inasmuch as 
conditions look favorabe for at least 
fair prices for Thanksgiving and 
Christmas markets, producers are urg­
ed to finish out their flocks to get the 
highest market price.”

There are probably not nearly so 
many turkeys raised around Muleshoe 
this year as there were last, but it is 
suggested that such producers of these 
bixds should now begin taking immedi­
ate steps toward getting their turkeys 
ready for market. City markets de­
mand well fleshed birds, and with the 
general abundance of feed there is in 
this section this year, there is no ex­
cuse for any grower presenting any 
other kind of turkeys for market. 
Really, considering the low price of 
grain this year, growers can prepare 
their turks for market cheaper than 
heretofore, and should therefore have 
more No. l turkeys.

How To Do It
Farm and Ranch magazine, in a re­

cent number tells how to prepare the 
turkeys for market, as follows:

’Start fattening the birds by gradu­
ally increasing the night allowance of 
grain. In a week or so. feed them all 
they will clean up. Field arrangements 
are frequently such that the flock can 
harvest their own grain, by running 
them in a grain sorghum field planted 
for the purpose.

“ A mash feed is needed to balance 
the heavy grain feeding. This mash 
may consist of 84 pounds of two or 
three common farm grains, finely 
ground, to which is added 10 pounds 

I of meat scrap and 5 pounds of alfalfa 
leaf meal, and 1 pound of salt. This 
mash may be put out in troughs in 
he afternoon so the flock can eat 

when they return from the range. If 
the birds do not eat the dry mash 
readily, it may be mixed with milk or 
water to a crumbly consistency and 
they will eat it more freely. For sani­
tary reasons, the grain should be 
trough fed. Milk is an excellent feed 
and may be used in abundance when­
ever available. Continue heavy grain 
feeding until marketing time.

Most years find the Christmas mar- 
t superior to the Thanksgiving, 

though this may not be true any in­
dividual year. For this reason the 
grower does not have to rush his birds 

the earliest market. At selling time 
divide the flock in three groups:

“ 1. Mark as many as needed of the 
very best birds to save for next year’s 
breeders.

Pen, for selling, those that are 
properly finished and ready to go.

Save for further fattening the 
small, poorly fleshed birds or those 
having numerous pin feathers. Con­
tinue feeding of the third group, and 
they should be ready and in fine con­
dition for the later market.

“ It is surprising how easily turkeys 
may be scuffed and bruised while be­
ing caught and hauled to market. 
Bruised birds can never be put in the 
highest grade after they are dressed. 
Crowding them, too many in a coop, 
taking them to town with wings and 
feet tied, putting them in sacks, are 
all very common ways that bruise tur­
keys and lower the grade.

“ Catch them carefully by driving 
them into a catching coop of some 
sort, handle them easily when placing 
or removing from coop. See that they 
are delivered with crops empty of 
grain. A dressed turkey with more 
than 8 ounces of feed, no matter how 
fine a carcass, cannot grade higher 
than “common” unless the entire crop 
is removed at the dressing plant and 
the cut sewn up.
