Puzzle of the CLH"IOJS Twm‘ «Stars
Krown as Delta Cepheic

None of {hé modern incindes-
cent, arc or other lights are half-as
wondeirful ag the light that nature
provides at all times. There are in
the sky many lights that the 1
man has never lxcard of that are

brighter than the sun. Many, of
these are noted for the Lriiliancy

of their color and the m'mexot
their variations.

For instance;“there 'is & Istar
named Delta Cephei, which in the

ourse of aLout three days glter-
nat ely gains-and loses a drwc%part
of its IiOht The spwtro\cope has
preved tmt Delta Cephei consists,
of two stars revolving dIOﬂHd one
another, much like a pair of double
pmwhcde, although.they never get
far enough apart to be separately
visible from the carth.

Even when viewed with a tel-
escope their light is blended into a
single star disk, although if we
could go near enough to them we
should find that they are in reality
millions of miles apart. When
brightest the ‘united light of the
twin stars is two or three times
greater than when fainest.

One “of the explanations offered
Fy astronomers to account for these
changes is that one of the stars
composing Delta Cephei has a very
thick atmospheric veil, consisting
of clouds of condensed
vapors, and that when the stars
raw near one another in their or-
bital motion the increase of heat
dissipates the obscuring veil 'and
permits the star to which it belongs
to shine with_a splendor that it can-
not obtain when its rays are inter-
rupted by its envelope of clonds

It is difficult to believe that in-
worlds could exist in-the
neighhorhood of such a pair of suns
as. that.—Omzha World-Herald

ages, still to be seen represented iz
the pictures at the Alhambra.

The making of swords was not
formerly confined to one establish-

ment. The espaderos, or sword-
makers, worked at their own homes
alone or with a certain number of
apprentices. Like all
they were bound together in guilds.

Many of the l\ln% of Castlle ac-
corded to the- finest swordmakers
of Toledo certain privileges, such as
exemption from certain 1mp<>>ta and
duties appertaining to the sale of
swords, the purchase of iron and
steel and other primary material.
