Tho famous loaning tower of 
r ija  is a campanile or bell tower. 
Tlio bTiilding, which is eylimlrical in 
form, is 11>7 feet high and 50 feet 
in diameter, made entirely of white 
mar->le. It is called the leaning 
tower from the fact that it inclines 
some thirty feet from the perpon- 
d'*' ’ .r, and it is -not generally 
;lv:j.u>vn tliat this inclination, which 
gires tho tower snoh a remarkable 
appearance, was not intent io.nal. 
’ \ t  the tin'.e it was about half done 
•the error in measurement Wiis per­
ceived. It v:as guarded against by 
•the u.se of extra braces in tho f ’.ir- 
ther construction of the building 
end an ad-a]>tation of tlie stone in 
the highest portion. Tiicro a^e sev­
en hells on the top of the tower, 
•the large.st of which weigh.s 2,000 
ijTOUiids. Eind tliese iiro so placed as 
t.o counteract as. far as possible 'ho 
leanii'g of. tlie towyr itself.

Av«rtt)d e Tf-aaedy the Day It W sf  
F i r s t  Given a Triril.

PcrsoiTS who fihoultl have knowB 
■better tliought WYstiiighoube visiou- 
jiry whAin IbtTy were told 'that ho 
.proposed to stop a train by air. No­
body .seemed inclined to let him try 
his ^plan ,on a real trEiin, but they 
did not .object to his working a 
model fif it .in a shop uliere he 
couldn’t do any liarui or Tnvolve 
anybody else in expense. He knew 
his scheme would work, but he could 
not make any one else believe it. 
So he continued to sell hi.s inven­
tion for replacing derailed cars on 
the tracks and to talk about his 
brake to any railroad man who wms 
W'iliing to listen.

‘^Well, have you ever stopped a 
train w.ith this air tiling of yours?” 
they would ask.

No; he couldn’t say .that he had 
done-so. Nobody would'let him try 
it even on a train of dump car.'i.

One day he,arrived in Pittsburgh, 
selling his other invention.and talk­
ing about his brake notion to .a man 
connected with a railroad there. 
‘̂ That’s a great idea of yours,” said 
the naan. “We will try it on our 
line.”

So the officials of this railroad 
permitted Woatinghouse to put liis 
new “kickshaw” on one of their 
trains. Rut he had to agi'ee to in­
demnify tlie road far any <lamago 
that Tuiglit be caused to the train as 
the result of tho trials. Tiie train 
w.as equipped. On the .designated 
day the con.ndcnt inventor and a 
group of skeptical railway men 
boarded the train on whieii tho first 
air brakes were fixed. Off wmnt the 
train on its trial trip. Tho engineer 
put on full speed, and juRt as he had 
.rounded a curve he saw ahead, at a 
.grade cros.sing and .in .the middle of 
tho track, a loaded wagon, a man 
and a Roy and a balky horse. The 
engineer moved his little lever, and 
the first train that was ev.er stopped 
by air pulled up at a standstill sev­
eral fectehort of t,he obstruction.

Thus, on its first trial, the West- 
inghpuso air brake saved life and 
prevented damage to property. 
Thenceforward talking Fa3 un­
necessary; all that had to bo done 
was to make brakes. The inventor 
thought of that clause securing 
compensation to the railroad for 
any damage lie might do to the 
train, and lie laugiiod. His fortune 
dated from that day. He was then 
only twenty-two.

Worrusn of Mtflicl*.
In the time of Louis XV. there 

was an actress engaged at the 
Theatre Francais—Mile. Gauthier 
—who could break a coin between 
the fingers of one liand and roll a 
silver plate into the form of a cup 
of conical shape. No one could bear 
the pressure of her hand, aud only 
Maurice do Saxe, one of the strong­
est men of his time, was able to 
open her closed hand.

In tho same century -there lived 
in England a woman, JMiss Bettie 
Thompson, who could break chains 
with her hand.

Miss Kerra, a young mulatto wo­
man, who appeared in most of tho 
capitals in Europe, was, we believe, 
the first to perform the feat, while 
banging with tho bond of her knees 
in a trapeze, of holding a man at 
his belt with her teeth and turning 
him rapidly round with her hands.

Lung Capacity .
I t  has been sliown by recorded 

tests made principEilly abt^ad that 
by tho means of systematic exerci.-ie 
the capacity o,f the lungs may be 
increased to the extent of more 
than 12 per cent. This figure wuis 
the average increase note<l in the 
gymnasium at Bonn. In some indi­
vidual cases the beneficent reaults 
of the exercise were far greater, but 
the lung capacity of the average 
indent on entering tlie institution 
was found to be 207 cubic inchcvS, 
whereas after a course of training 
it was increased by twenty-five cu­
bic inches.

J l̂ayiog ty Sweeping the Strings With 
a Feather.

Open wide your piano ;.s.o-that .the 
wires are exposed. Over the a'iree 
place sheets of music, and when von 
etnkc a tone you will .find Uiat •: 
has a rattling sound. If now you 
play a tune in the same manner, 
with the sheets of music still lying 
on the strings, it will sound as if 
the instrument were a banjo. Any-, 
how, it is a good imitation. ;

Now remove tbe musdo sheets 
aud press down gently but firmly 
the keys belonging to any chord. 
Take the simple chord C, E, G, for 
example. The keys must bo pro.ssod 
down without sounding them and 
held down wiiile some one g<rntly 
brushes the strings with a featlier 
or a straw, d’ho effect wdli bo as if 
the chord were played far away and 
is heard by you as very soft tones.

Change the chord, always pre.=8- 
ing down tho kev's without sound­
ing them, while the feather still 
sweeps the strings lightly, in this 
way yon may modulate or play a 
slow piece, and the effect w’ill lie 
very licautiful indeed, as if heard 
from a great distance.

'the reason of tin’s is that ordi­
narily a damper rests against each 
string, hut wlien tho corri'sponding 
key is struck or pressed down the 
damper i.s raised. In sweeping the 
strings wdth the feather lightly 
only the strings that are undain 
pered sound, the others being licld 
mnto by the dampers, but if ihe 
touch of the feather is too heavy- 
even tbe other strings may sound, 
60 your care must Ix̂  in making a 
light and delicate touch.

Now pre.ss down a key gently and 
iiold it. Strike very liard the octave 
above this key, ;bnt do not hold ilj 
after striking the tone. When the 
wire of tlie tone struck has been 
-sniTiciontly dam pered, so that il 
doe.s not sound so loud, the press­
ed down key will bo heard to 
“sing” clearly, oven though it was 
not struck. Thi.s is because every 
note struck is composed of several 
notes, being in reality a chord in 
itself, and each note contained in 
that chord causes the correspond 
ing note in the keyboard to vilirate. 
or “sing,” in sympathy if held down 
in like manner.

The other notes that w'ill sound 
under these conditions will-always 
be the fifth above the octave, the 
second octave, and the third and 
fifth above that, and the.se tones 
that sound are called “overionos.”

For iilnstration, if C in the lower 
part of the piano bo struck, any or 
all> of tho notes that follow will 
sonfid' if their keys are "first pre.ssed 
and held dowm. — Philadelphia; 
Press.

If, then, your brother do 
you an •injury, do not take it by the 
hot hard handle, by representing to 
yourself all the aggravating circum­
stances of the fact, but look rather 
on tiie soft side and extenuate it as 
much as is possible by considering 
the nearness of the relation 4ind the 
long friendship and familiarity be­
tween you—obligations to kindness 
which a single provocation ought 
not to dissolve. And thus you will 
take the accident by its manageable 
handle.—Epictetus.

Much Feosalional gossip regard­
ing malta fever in the goat herds 
of Te»as been goidg the rounds of 
the press. U* qu^'Siionably Ibis 
disease more or less prevails in 
Angora and milk goat herds in 
cerlaia sections of the country, 
particijlary Texas and New Mex­
ico. Thai a certain kind bl fevti 
has aiiracied not only goals but 
ihe allendanis on goat farms bat- 
been known for a number of year, 
but that the disease has reached 
epidemic form and is serious cause 
for aiarm is largely new spiper talk 
It is well known that the Lureau 
of animal incusiry investigated 
the disease last year and Dr. Bray 
of that department made a report 
to the department of agriculture

some eighteea blood tests were 
made from goat herds and four 
showed fever, presumably the 
malta fever, a disease that for at 
least twenty five years hks been 
oommoaly know among the goal- 
breeders of the eoutn west as slow 
fever, goat feyer,: or walking ty ­
phoid or du«t fever. Generally 
the children of berd.eiB on goat 
f a r m a have com pi ai n ed o f i h i e 
disease, patlituiHrly dyrieg the 
kidding eeaaon and a few monihfc 
afterwards. As a rule only those 
who drank goal rpilk were affaettd. 
k^or years-very lu ile  atieulioa was 
paid to this matter, for the viciim# 
of the disease generally recovered, 
with no serious resuiis following.

Mrs. Armer, lh« goat queen, 
who has lor twenty.five years 
raised goats in New Mexico, de? 
d a red  the had teen a number Of 
cases and that her own children 
had been afek with it. Mrs. Ar­
mer throught th;e ‘drinking water 
in the goat raising area was most­
ly to bieme. Bhe also staled Inal 
goal’s milk will causa it if not 
cooked, but she dots not believt- 
ihat the goat dust is ijae'cause ol 
Jt.

.One of the Wilt brothers spoke

Johann Strauss wro.te some of llie 

jno.'t alluring. waIUcs that liave 
ever bewitehcd the fee.t oX the 
•world, and they have npt.iy been de- 
Bcribed as “those irresrstible w’altzes 
tfmt first catch the ear and then 
eurl around the h.ead liU on/a sud­
den they invade and .will liave the 
legs.”

Tlic music of the waltz originally 
consisted of two sections, each com­
posed of eight moasu/es in three- 
i'ourths or three-eighths dime. K.t- 
ainples of these primitive forms are 
found in Boethoyeu’s and Mozart’s 
German dances. The n ex t .develop­
ment was the stringing togetlier of 
feveral of these giid-oon measure 
waltzes and the addition of trios 
and ii coda, ll'dmrrwd first ofYoeted 
this in 1808. The base of modern 
waltz music, however, is found in 
the dances of Schubert. l)u.jt it is 
to Weber that tlw waltz owe.s 
what, musically spoakmg, is its 
most important development. The 
composition of tlio “invitation to 
the Dance” marked the adoption of 
the waltz form into the sphere of 
.absolute music and prepared the 
Avay for the stream of pianoforte 
and vocal waltzes not inU'^^ded as 
accompaniments .to danoing, the 
beet c.xam.ple;? of which are the 
waltzcg of G,hoj)ih and Itubinstcin.

•Johann Strauss, tlie fust called 
**The fatUej of the waltz,” raised the 
waltz to a higiier level than it had 
ever been raised before, and Jo­
hann, his son, called “the waltz 
Icing,” devo!oj)ed the waltz to its 
jiresent form. Strauss, the son, 
wrote over 400 pieces of dance mu­
sic, of which “The Beautiful Blue 
Danube,” his first vocal waltz, was 
tlie most popular. His waltzes wmre 
built up of such beautiful musical 
themes, often so inspired and mov- 
■jt’g, as well as rhytlmijcaliy alluring, 
that theyr were in a, scuse sym­
phonic.

In the early part of the nine­
teenth century the composition of 
waltzes for dancing was almost en­
tirely in the hand.s of the Viennese 
romposers and the Straus.s family 
in particular. The Strauss wuiltzt's, 
"Which were written for the ball­
rooms of tlic gayest dancers in tlie 
-world, are full of piquancy, coquet­
ry and vigor, as full of raomen'tary 
hesitancies and sudden abandon- 
mont of reserve as the conduct of 
coy but ardent lovers.

Wagner wrote, “A single Strauss 
iwaltz surpasses in grace, refinement 
ntid real musical sub.stanco most of 
the products of foreign rnanufac- 
;tnre wliicli we often import at great 
jeosb” Hans Von Buclow publicly 
advocated the occasional inclusion 
of vStrau.ss waltzes in the programs 
of symphony concerts, .and Bralini.s 
(Wrote under the opening measures 
jof “Tlie Blue /Danube Waltz,” 
' ‘.Vot, unfortunately, by Johanne.s 
Brahms.”—Cleveland Plain Dealer.

T ac i tu rn  Carlyf*.
Thomas Carlyle was taciturp, and 

jone writer gave him the jairado.vical 
Title, “ the roaring apostle of taci­
turnity.” The same writer once 
rode witli Carlyle in the Chelsea 
otnnibu.s and opdeavore<] in vain 
with questions to induce the great 
man to break his golden silence and 
x;oin a few sentences of silver 
speech. Carlyle preserved a moody 
iftilence. But the defeated ques­
tioner had bis revenge when, affect­
ing not to kmow* Mr. Carlyle, he 
asked the conductor as they got out 
■who the gentleman was and re- 
oeivod the following reply:

“Oh, yes, sir; I know him well 
^.nough. *E’s wot you call a littery 
g’ent-—rwrites books wot nobody can 
•understand. Tv’s a bit off his chump, 
3ike many of those gents, but ho 
Ain’t a bad sort if you take him the 
right way.” ■

A dirigible balloon, L’Aigle, was 
to have made a journey from the 
Champ de Mars on Aug. 17, 183L 
The poetic wording cl the prospec­
tus i.s in itself a curiosity, and the 
aerostat also was not wanting in in­
terest. I t  was fotty meters long— 
that is, ,T30 feet—and fifteen in 
width—that is, forty-eight feet nine 
inches. I t  fiafi the form of a mon- 
,6ter .sea fish and was inflated.^with 
hydrogen.

Within was a second .envelope, 
w.fiich, with the aid of pumps, com- 
pres.sed e r  rarefied the gir for as­
cending or descending, as the case 
might be. At the extremities were 
two great “roues a gileltes” for 
.steering purposes.

There was no motor, and the nav-. 
igators had to work the machinery 
with their hands. Tlie car of wick­
er was described as a marvel of 
comfort, with seats fior ten persons. 
The dirigible was to have n>ade it.s 
ascent wutli the two .aeronauts. 
Mil. Lenon and Edam, wdio wmre 
to have been accompanied by their 
wives.

The prospectus of tlie 1834 dirigi­
ble informed tiie public that the in­
ventor had constructed tw'o years 
ago at Montmartre a monster ma­
chine wdiich he raised one night far 
away from curious eyes to study its 
capabilities, but the result was not 
equal to his expectations. Today, 
after great improvements, the ap­
paratus was ready for victory.

This would be acliievod in the 
presence of a great concourse of 
spectators, and the inventor and his 
wife, with several people, wmuld 
make the ascent. Given favorable 
wind, two hours w'ould be .sufficient 
for the journey to London, which 
is ninety-eight leagues from Paris. 
The itinerary was indicated with 
great precision.

But in spite of the magnificent 
promises and after the expenditure 
of groat trouble and energy the ap ­
paratus was got to the Champ de 
Mars, but beyond that it would not 
move. The crowd was enraged and 
sma.shed the machine.—Paris Let­
ter.

G reate s t  of In fan t  Prodlgiejf.
Perhaps tlie most marvelous in­

fant prodigy on record was Chris­
tian Heineoker, born at Lubcck, 
F’eb. (), .1721. At the age  ̂of ten 
months he could speak and re­
peat every word which was said to 
liim, when twelve iTLonths old he 
knew by heart the principal events 
uarraied in tlie Pentateuch, in his 
secoud year lie knew most of the 
Bible by heart, and before he was 
throe he learned to speak Latin and 
French.

' Launching a vesselT
T he  Crucial M oment Comes W hen She 

T ak e s  the  W ater .
That a launch is a matter of 

inatliematics, as well as of great 
skill and labor, is shown by the fact 
that the man of science who has the 
matter in charge always makes a set 
of calculations showing the strain 
of the ship and its precise condition 
at practically every foot of the jour­
ney down tlie ways.

if  a boat should get in the way, 
or if it should take an unusual 
length of time to knock out tlic keel 
blocks, or if any one half a dozen 
things should cause sei'ious delay, 
the scientific man knows just how 
long he can wait and just how far 
the limit of safety extends.

There is always one supreme mo­
ment in a launch, and it  js .at a time 
tliat escapes the average spectator. 
It is when the vessel gets fairly well 
into the water. This is when an im­
portant facto^r known as the “mo­
ment of buoyancy” comes into play.

If you can imagine a vessel slid­
ing down an incline without any 
v/ater into which to drop you can 
SCO that the vessel would tip down 
suddenly at the end wliich lias left 
the ways and would rise at the end 
still on the incline. But really in 
succcssfid lannchos the stern of the 
vessel is gradually lifted up by the 
water, and tiiis throws the weight 
forward on that part of the ship 
still rcating on the ways. The force 
of the water is called lke“̂ ‘inomonl 
of buoyancy,” and tlie natural tend­
ency .of the ship to drop to tlu' hot 
tem.of the stream is called the “ mo­
ment .of weight.”

Now, the moment of buoyanc} 
must always be greater than l.Ir 
moment of weight, but it must no 
be vc.ry much greater, for if it wer( 
it would throw too much vvi’iglit for 
ward on the part of the ship still o.r 
the ways and might break them 
down or injures ,td>o pla,t('8 or keel. 
When the English battleship Ra 
millics was launched <lid really 
happen, and so great was ;th.e strain 
near the bow that parts of the cra­
dle were actually pushed right ii>to 
the bottom of the vessel.

I t  is this danger of disaster that 
causes the scientific launelior to 
make the moat careful calculations 
as to the conditions surrounding the 
ship at every foot of her journey 
into the water.

T h e  Gates  of Parad ise .
When the plague whicii visited 

Florence in the year 1400 had sub­
sided the people decided as a thank 
offering to add bronze gates to the 
baptistry of the Church of St. John 
the Baptist, and the guild of mer- 
cliants invited the best artists to 
compete. The design of Ghiberti 
was considered faultless, and lie 
,was int.rusted with the work on 
Nov. 23, 1403. I t  was twenty-one 
years before the two folding door? 
were completed, and so exquisite 
were their design and workmanship 
that Michelangelo a century ,.hMor 
said of them, “They are worthy to 
be the gates of paradise.” This ap­
plied also to another door wrought 
and designed by the same artist, 
which was put in place June 10. 
1452, a most important creation of 
Florentine art and one which evi­
dently influenced .Michelangelo him­
self. _______________
