ABSURD EAR ORNAMENTS.

Grotesque Manner In Which African
Natives Adern Themselves,

No people in the world are fonder
of personal adornment than the
black natives of Africa, and oneé of
their favorite forms is to foad ihe
ears with all manner of rade orna-
ments. The ahsurd estremes to
which this custom is carsled in some
parts of Afriea is described by Mr.
J. Bland-Sutton in \1411 and Beast
In Eastern Kthiopia;”

“The boys and girls at the age of
thirteen or fourtesn have their ear
Tobies-pierced, A #hin spigot of wood
js -inserted in the hole, which is
gradually enlasged by the introduc-
tion of thxc}&r picces until it is
large cnough to receive’ a stoné
with a groove running round it
These stones vary in size, but the
ultimate result is the transforma-
tion of the iobe into a rounded cord-
like loop, which in the black ears
of these men and women looks like

ring of india rubber. Among the

Rlasai the full size is attained when

the cutancous ring of one side will
meet its fellow over the crown of
the hexd. :

“When the lobe has been strefch-
ed to its utmost capacity it becomes
the 'receptacle of many strange
things, such as plugs of wood, rings
of horn or ebony, and omnmmnll\
a can or gallipot. The Briti<h mu-
seum has a stone ear plug that
weighs two pounds fourteen onnces
It is not an uncommmon sight 1o sed
natives with scores of rings in caci
ear.

“The ornaments possess variot
social or tribal significance. N\
Masai womad ventures fo loave o
her ear adormnents in the presen
of her hushand. Shouid she happe.
to take them off in his absence =h
would on hix return ran into th
hut and resume them immediately.

“Po break one of those rings o/
tissue is a great offense, and ae
cordingly when native women “fali
out’ they snaich at cach other’s car
Joeps and scek to spoil ome an-4
other’s ‘heauty.” T ho tribes'have
men among thiem, however, whe are
skillful umu"h in plastic sargéry to
réunite the ('udi of broken eiir lmnpx .

“Just how strong is the desire of
the black man to mutiliate his body
ean he seen by the fact that the n: -
tive police; after three years of
civilizing service under the govern-
ment, generally go back to their na-
tive villages, strip off their uni-
;onns, smear themselves with greasy
clay and weight down {heir cars
with wooden pluns and metal rings.’

A Chair For the Editor.

Although the source of fhis little
anecdote about Mark Twain is not
definitely known, there.is no good
reason, according to Harper's Mag-
azine, to doubt its genuineness:

One morning soon after Mr.
Clemens had purchased an interest
in the “nfiio Hxpress he arrived
at wae office to begin his duties as
editor.
