plied with less than 2,000,000 head.

The National Feedeics and Breeders’ 
Show is a. part of the Fort Worth mar- 
■'ke-t, for in its years of  existenco it 
has been and aid to the market, .la 
that it has been the direct cau.se of taa 
improvement of treed. With the ira- 
provc-ment of breed came a bigger an i­
mal and a rise of market prices and to­
day the Fort Worth market is the best 
in all the Soutii.

Hogs and cattle have improved in 
the Southwest duirng the last decade 
as no other liveslocK have, and tne

The hog . .^rms of the Central-North 
liave been intectc-d. evith chedera for 
several years, and, tbirough Texas and 
tlie iiuuthwest, this disease has not been 
common. 1- or this reason alone uic 
licras of the Southern farmer must be 
built from the pens of the Southei'n 
breeder, h or hundreds of  years the 
thrifty Celt, Teuton and Scot have 
been breeders of  lard -' hogs. Triese 
thrifty people have seen the value of 
tile .smooth hog and they buive bred 
him lo perf,j-ctioii. England ha.s co n ­
tributed hei' share lo the improvement 
of  the hog abroad, but no more has 
England or any other cl^ss of people 
contributed lo the purifying of  strains 
than has the NationaJ Feeders and 
Breeders’ Show. This show has brought 
about a change in general livestock 
conditions ihioughbut the Soutliwest 
that twent ■ years ago was never 
dreamed of. but tlie change in twenty 
years’ time i-s no,w beginning t-o be 
reckoned by the gre-at packing indus­
tries and tlie big f  ort Worth Scow  will 
this year reap the benefit of its la’oors.

Alforh Branch is a wida-av.’aioo farm­

er boy living at Overtoig-Rusk County, 
Texas, xvho, by careful preparation of 
his land in the fall of 1311, so that it 
was in conditio* fdf'the winter rains 

'to . înk in and to.be stored for the 
ifse of the plarLt.tiuuihg the, following 
season; who hGlected WliB
best seed-corn. t'bntAwas grown in hia 
section and by -snaliow and constant 
cultivation from Hve “time the corn wma 
a feyv inches higlritotil it wms actually 
mature, not only a^ept it freefrom  
weeds, bat kept th(3 surface , for an 
inch and a half or two inches so finely 
pulverized that it acted as a mulch 
and prevented the loss of mcisture by 
capillary attraction, has raised on ono 
acre of second bottom lane! IGTpa 
bushels of corn at a cost of 13 cents 
per bushel. Rating the corn at tho 
low price of 70 cents per bushel, thero 
was a neft profit of $9.5.35 from this 
acre. Adding to this the $250 prlz 
money awarded him by the Texas in­
dustrial Congress, makes a total of 
$345.35. which is the interest at G per 
cent upon $5,755.83, and represents 
the value of an intelligent combination 
of brains and work.

This young man broke his land in 
the early winter w’ith a two-horsa 
plow, cutting about six inches deep; 
follov/ed ia the same furrow with a 
team pulling what is known as a “bull- 
tongue” that cut ten inches further into 
the earth, but turned up no new soil, 
and formed a reservoir to hold the 
moisture as well as to aerate the land, 

»and make more .plant-food available, 
used five huntlred pounds of com­

mercial fertilizer that bad been recom­
mended by a reliable house as best, 
adapted to the successful gi'owth of 
corn upon his black, sandy land, which 
had been in grass for a, number of 
years' and had an amplB supply of 
humus. He used seed-corn that was 
popular in his neighborhood, knoxvn 
as the “Bloody Butcher.” He states 
that he made as much corn on the one 
k-ere by the better methods abo've- 
'.mentioned as his father made on ten 
acres prepared and cultivated in the 
old-fashioned v/ay.

LARGEST PRlZE-VvdNNING YIELD
The general average of all contest­

ants was fifty-one bushels to the acre, 
v/hile the general average for the 
State in 1912 was but twents -̂one 
bushels. If all of the corn growers 
in Texas had averaged just what these 
contestants averaged, at the prevail­
ing price, the crop would have brought 
one hundred and sixty-odd miiiion dol­
lars more than it did.

In 1911 the average corn crop of 
Texas vyas 0.6 bushels to the aero. 
Seventeen hundred and forty-six cor 
testants for the prises offered by tĥ . 
Texas Industrial Congress, coming 
from one hundred and sixty-one coun­
ties, averaged 81% bushels of corn 
per acre. All of the prizes were won 
in seventeen counties. In 1942 there 
■R’ere 4,030 contestants from 205 coun­
ties. Fifty-five counties won prizes, 
and 16 of the 17 that won in 1911 won 
again in 1912. This clearly demon­
strates that the work of the Congress 
is constructive, permanent and cumu­
lative.

The Congress keeps in touch with 
all contestants, makes sugges^ns as 
to preparation of soil, conserving mois­
ture and fertility to make plant, food 
available, as to seed selection and tba 
best methods of cultivation, but all 
of these are subject to any changes 
that the contestant thinks best to 
make; the only obje(;t being to offer 
suggestions that cause the farmer to 
investigate and with all the informa­
tion at hand to determine the best 
methods to adopt.

Tbe annua! report of the Dep- 
artment of Agriculture gives the 
amount of live stock on farms in 
the Uoited States up to January 1, 
gives the gf'and total of hogs, cat­
tle, sheep, horses and rau es as 
194 140,000 head. All kinds of 
cattle decreased 1,432 000 head, as 
compared with a year ago; hogs 
decreased 4 232,000 bead and 
sheep decreased 889 000 bead. 
The value of milch cows was given 
as S4 53 higher than a year fgn: 
the other cattle were quoted 85 16. 
higher; hugs advanced 8 
sheep 54 cents and horses S4.8 
per hear’ . These figu 0'  as o, ih> 
hog p c ju a t io n  show 1 3&7 OCO 
more hogs than the figures giveo 
out by Statislician B W. Sqow a 
short time ago.

The inhabitants of the mountain­

ous' districts of Sardinia eat large 
quantities of fermented milk, re­
sembling koumiss or ko))!nr. It is 
prepared by allowing the milk of 
the.,cow, sheep or goat to fiutnenl 
at a modoj'ately high temperature, 
either spontaneously or after the 
addition of bakers’ yeast, until it 
thickens into a more or less ccni- 
sistent homogeneous mass, at which 
stage the fermentation is slopped 
l>y plunging the vessel into cold wa­
ter. h’his product, which hn? a 
sharp acid favor, is eaten either 1)V 
itself or is spread as a butter upon 
bread.
