And What Happens to the Mollusks
Atter They Are Landed.

The gathering of mussels forms
an iniportant ‘industry in the mid-
dle west.  The-mussel fisherman's
mlt[.t consists ot boat and a pair
of dredges. A dyedge is-composed
of ordin: iry jf;::s‘ pipewsherétoaaum-
ber of hooks are. aft achied,- cach
hook showing four prongs

Fuastening a stout mpx {o  his
dredae, the huiter drops .+ .over-
board, and as the boat drifts with
thie curgent the dredge drags along
the bottam® of the sbream. The
mussel - les  with shelb open, and
when the prong of a hook strikes
within the opening of the mussel's
two shells the: gk hhh '« mollusk, un-
der the tmpression that it has eap-
tured something edible, closes down
on the hook with a \Mlhke grip.
After floating twenty or thirty
vards the dxeum is puiled up and
the remaining dled% I3 dxom,od
from the o])posxtc snlc of the boat.
It is not unuglal for a fisherman to
captyre as many asa bundred mas-
sels at a single drop of the dredge.

When the fisherman ‘has got as
many musgels as his boat will con-
veniently carry he raws ashore and-
undertakes £he * ‘cooking out” proe-
ess. - The mussels are transferred
framm the hoat to a tank that holds
from 500 to 1,000 ponnds. lere the
mussgels are boited for one honr, a
process that loosens the nmieat, {rom
The shells are. placed
upon a platform, where they are
sorted and eleaned for shipment.
The price paid for the shells'in ton
lots frequently touches ithe §10
mark.

While tha shells form the prin-
cipal praduct of mussels, the fisher-
anan not tmlrequently has the luck

"There are
curves also to right or left, but
these are normally very slight.
When they are so g,imt as to be
noticeable they constitute the.de-
formity called lateral curvature of
the spine or scoliosis.

The curve usnally begins to form

in childhood and increases very

4 slowly, without pain, so that it often

exists a considerable time without
being discovered.

The absence of pain has its un--
fortunate side, since it is naturally
in the.carly stages, hefore the bones
of the spine have changed their
Hmpo that treatment is most suc-
cessful. First of all, it is necessary
to determine the cause and remove
it, if possible, for the disease can
never be cured while the canse con-
tinues to act.

The curvature may be due to a
wrong sitting position in school, the
result of bad lighting, defective eye-
gizht or badly constructed desks; to
the carrying of heavy weights on
one arm, as in the ease of school
children who take a dozen hooks
home for study every day or of the
“little ‘mothers” of the poer, who,
themselves hardly more than in-
fants, carry baby brothers and sis-
ters round all day, or to the short-
ening of one leg, which throws the
body to one side and makes the
child lean sidewise in order to keep
Other causes, such as dis-
ease of the lungs, which produces a
falling of one side of the chest, have
to be considered as affecting the re-
sults of treatment, although they
may be themselves incurable.

The treatment of lateral curva-
ture, if begun early, offers much
hope of permanent improvement,
but it must be sybfemfmc and per-
severing if it is to be successful.
It consists chiefly of systematic ex-
ercises that twist the spine in a di-
rection opposite to that of the ab-
They tend to
make the spine elastic and strengih-
eén the muscles so that they are able
to hold the body ercet t after it has
been straightened.—Youth’s Com-

Remarkable di- vs of so called
eat lightning” are often observed
alonﬂ the crest of the Andes and
are sometimes Vvisible Far out at
sea. Thunderstorms are rare in
Chile, and this fact may possibly be
explained by the assumption that
the Andes act as a gigantic light-|
ning rod between which and “the
clouds silent discharges take placc
on a yast scale:

The visible discharges occur dur-
ing the warm season, from late
spring to autumn, and appear to
come especially from certain fised
points.  They are confined ahmost
exclusively to the Andes proper or
cordillera  real as dlstmrruls’hed
from the coast cordillera. - \’ iewed
from g fav()rable'point near their
origin there is seen to be at times a
constant glow around the summlts‘
of the mountains, with oecasional |
outbursts, wh'oh often simulate the
beams of a gpeat searchlight and
may be dlrectod westward so as to
extend out over the ocean. ~The
eolor of the light is pale yellow or
garely reddis sh. s

One striking feature of these dis-

charges is th“t they are especially
magnificent  during - earthquakes.
At the time of the great earthquake
of Au.c,rnvt 1996, throu(rhout cen-
tral Chile the whole sky “secmed to
be on fire.
" “The natives regard these lights as
the reflection in the sky of ‘the glow-
ing lava in the craters of volcanoes,
but there seems to be no doubt that
they are electrical Jm,lmrgcs.

It is planned to make spectro-
scopie observations of this singular
phenomenon and also, if possible,
measurcments of the electnn(.] state
of the aLn‘O\phexe in the high
‘Andes; where it appears to have gts
origin. Possibly the result may be
to connect up “Andes nnhtmn(r
with a  peculiar form of aurora
which has been observed by Lem-
strom over mountain ¢ summis.
