Senate Bm Nol 3 provides for the

tions.
Senate Bill No,

30 provides for the
issuing of state Bonds in a sum not
to exceed $20,000000 at 4% per cent
interest, payable serially not more than
100 years from date of issuance, pro-
ceeds of suc hsale to be used in re-
lief work.

House Bill No. 43 voted on favorably
permits the sale of 3.2 beer in the
state.

Senate Bill No. 32 provides for the
exemption of $3,000 valuation of home-
steads from state taxation.

Texas' share of the $400,000,000
provided for road construction in
President Roosevelt's public works
bill will be $23,908,000, according to
estimates made by the United
States Bureau of Public Works.

This will mean the building of
numerous miles of needed addition-
al highways in this state, and the
probable near completion of State
Highways Nos. 7 and 28 in this
vicinity.
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Beer Selling In
Texas Now Going
On, Vote Aug. 26

Whether the people of Texas shall
have beer now, after awhile, or not at
all seems to be the most moot question
now raised. In some sections of the
tate, the citizens, impatient to await
a vote of the electorate on August 26,
which will determime whether or not
this state shall legalize 32 beer, al-
ready have started openly the sale of
the beverage.

License for the sale of beer has al-
ready been granted in 20 or more of
the larger cities of Texas and similar
license issuance is also reported in
several New Mexico towns and cities
These permits are issued with the
understanding that no state protec-
tion for their use is given at all, only
federal protection to the sellers being
guaranteed

While the use of such selling permits
is granted ilegal and the very posses-
sion of such is prime evidence that the
possessor is in such business, yet there
seems to be a division of opinion
among officers in various counties as
to the advisability and their ability to
enforce the present prohibition laws,
even some judges refusing to affirm
ocnvictions under proof.

James E. Ferguson spokesman for
the present governor, has declared the
state rangers could do nothing toward
the present anti-liquor law enforce-
ment. The district attorney of Bexar
county has acknowledged his inability
to produce convictions in San Antonio
and environs for liquor viclations be-
cause grand juries have refused to re-
turn indictments on such.

|local option manner at the time of
| the statewide election to be held Aug-
|ust 26, as it is declared that in coun-
ties where local option previously ex-
isted such vote is mandatory before
|the state law, if it is repealed, would
become effective.

1883—Fifty years ago women wore
hoopskirts, bustles, petticoats, corsets,
cotton stockings, high buttoned shoes,
ruffled cotton drawers, flannel night
gowns, puffs in their hair and did
their own cooking, baking, cleaning,
washing, ironing—raised big families—
went to church Sunday—were too busy
to be sick

Men wore whiskers, square hats, as-
cot ties, red flannel underwear, big
watches and chains—chopped wood for
the stoves—bathed once a week—drank
10-cent swhiskey and 5-cent beer—rode
bicycles, buggies or sleighs—went in
for politics—worked 12 hours a day—
and lived to a ripe old age.

Stores burned coal oil lamps—carri-
ed everything from a needle to a plow
—trusted everybody—never took an in-
ventory—placed orders for goods a
year in advance—always made money.

1933—Today women wear silk hose,
short skirts, low shoes, no corsets, an
ounce of underwear—have bobbed
hair, smoke, paint and powder, drink
cocktails, play bridge, drive cars, have
pet dogs, go in for politics, and are al-
ways sick.

VIOLENT DEATH PAINLESS

The strange experl;xb\ce of the survi-
vor of a coal mine explosion proves
again that nature has its own anes-
thetic, and that violent death is seldom
extremely painful.

John Sharp, had finished placing a
blast at the Cardoan mine, near Glas-
gow, Scotland. He retired to a safe dis-
tance while an expert fired the shots.
Evidently the mine was filled with in-
flammable gas, for immediately after
the blasts Sharp heard a dull bang
and immediately noticed that his
mouth was filled with coal dust.

Rescue crews entered the mine at
once and found 11 dead, with Sharp
seriously burned Sharp did not real-
ize he was burned until in the hospital
some time later, the experience of his
mouth being inexplicably filled with
coal being the only thing he remember-
ed. Evidently the mental shock was so
great that he was réndered temporarily
immune to pain.

Hunters and animal

trainers who

reported a complete absence of pain or
terror at the time of the experience.
Survivors of other serious accidents
have also claimed there was neither
mental or physical agony during the
ordeal. Parachute jumpers have had
their 'chutes fail to open the first time
they pulled the rip-cord, and have
experienced interest rather than men-
tal anguish while giving a second or
even a third, try. Natural the subse-
quental efforts were successful or they
couldn't have told us about them.
‘Thousands of wounded soldiers will tell
you they felt no immediate pain.

These experiences have caused sci-
entists to believe that there is nothing
inherently cruel in nature’s seeming
ruthlessness, and that when an animal
kills another for food the victim feels
neither mental or physical pain. Not
dying, but the thinking about it, is
what is hard.
