Despite SplQndld Courage, They Nevor
Won a Battle From Us.

The buttle of Bucna Visty was
one of the decisive battles of the
Megxican war. There were .a_bout
’.‘3‘“\\1 exicans to some 3,000

té“(_‘g troaps enguged, und
Wsun "put the northern part of
cico at the mercy of the United
tes.

£t may be said that as it was in

aat battle so it wasyn every battle

of the Mexican war. From the be-
ginning to the end the Mexicans did
not win a solitary victory.

The Mexicans showed a splendid
courage. In nearly every instance
they great}y outnumbered their ad-
versarics,” and in nearly every in-
ptance, again, they had the advan-
tage of pasition,
cans invariably beat them.

At 1’alo Alto 2,000 Americans
‘routed 6,000 Mexicans, and at Resa-
ca de la Palma the odds were about
the same. At Monterey, Taylor,
with 6,000 men, stormed a place
that was defended by a foree 12,000
strong. At Buena Vista the odds
were four to one against the Amer-
icans, as they were also at Shera-
mento. At Sierra Gordo General
Scott, with 8,000 men, found Santa
Anna strongly intrenched with 12,-
000, and yet he walked right over
him, killing and wounding 1,000 of
his men, capturing 3,000 and dis-
persing the rest. Finally Scott,
with 12,000 men as against 30,000
of the enemy, won Churubuseco,
Chapultepec and the City of Mexico
itself.

A MAN OF MEMORY.

Flev. Thomas Threlkeld, Who Knew the
Yfhole Bible by Heart,

Of the many examples of prodi-
‘gious memories that have been re-
corded from time to time, none per-
haps have been so run.uuxble as the
case of the Rev. Thomas Threlkeld,
who was a Presbyteriun minister at
Rochdale, IKngland, for twenty-
eight years and died there in April,
1806, at the age of sixty-seven. =

Threlkeld’s mem oty first attract-
ed attention when he attended the
Frammar school at Daventry, where
e began to make a close study of
the Bible. When a pessage 'was té-
cited to him he could immediatel
give it, chapter and ‘versé, and, on
the other hand, if a chapter and
verse were given he couldat once

2 rchat the passage.

oth at-Daventry and Warrington,
where he went ta finish "his educa-
tidn, his- fellow students” delighted

1 in putlmg his: memory to the test,
and never once was it known to be [*

at fault.
In later years, says Mr. Feank
Hird jn “Lancaghire Stories,”

“Threlkeld was looked upon as a
living concordance to the Bible in
Rochdale and the nexghborlmod and
was constantly asked the most puz-
zlmg questions,by his brather min-

.ers, sometimes actually 'for the
mfor'm\tmn but generally for mere
amusement. He was never known
to be wrong.”

Threlkeld’s powers of memory,
howevar, were not golely concerned
with theology. He was also a lin-
guist and knew nine or ten lan-
guages, while dates were a passion
with him, no matter how unimpor-
tant. His knowledge of historical
dates, of chranology, heraldry and
genealogy,  was encyclopedic, and
one of his favorite amusements was
to go through the succession in the
episcopal sees and trace the pedi-
grees of families.

“In only one dirgetion,” continnes
Mr. Hird, “would this wonderful
memory seem to have been of direct
service. Threlkeld was one of the
managers of a fund for the benefit
of the widows of Presbyterian min-
isters and consequently
“guently appealed to “on circum-
stances connected with the lives of
dead miinisters, and such was the
opinion of his memory that if the
books ‘had been consulted and had
reported differently the arror wonld
have been imputed t6 the sccretary
and not to Mr. T3s memory. This
was deemed infallible.” :

“These Curious Arctic Pegple Have No
Use For Stingy Strangers.

As we scrambled over rough bhowl-
ders to our arctic home the night
pronoua we had noticed dark masses
of natives grouped on the slope of
the village to the right 6f the gov-
ernment buildings,
until the next morning that we
were introduced to the whole popu-
Jation, when they engulfed”us in a
good natured br yn {lood.

Tlhe first step Was to look us and
our helongings oversthe next was to
beg for (hﬂ'ment artxcies which espe-
ma115 appealed to their fapey. This
is a trait which the Kskimo shares
in common with all the native
¢ribes and which somewhat mars his
sociability. The prodigal “generos-
ity of whalers and miners has con-
vinced him that all white men are
rich, and he regards them as his
natural benefactors.

The Eskimo code of etique_f_:tel
gl b

runs something like this:
stranger has nothing give him any-
thing you have got: if he has plenty
ask him for everything.” The gen-
erosity or stinginess of a newcomer
on his initial visit forever estab
lishes his reputation among the Ts-
~kimos. If he withholds the usual
presents and pays sparingly for his
laborlhe is blazoned throughout the
country s a “tightwad,” the Iiski-
mos are promptl_\ comerted, so far
- as he is concerned, into thieves and
but if, on the other hand.
- he pays the natives well for wnlodd-
ing his carge and dispgnses little
presents - with  discretion, he is
known as a “good fellow” and the
awhole tribe stands ready to do his
bidding.

er colors. There is n fixed seuence
in the strokes of his painted objects,
with an established order in which
these objects are introduced into the
composition, v .
The artist rarely outlines. He
prefers to paint without defining
boundaries: This charming manner
is known as bokketsu. He paints
upon the m‘xttm&T floor seated on his
heels.o. He makes no tentative
strokes. He knows in.advance what
‘is nedded and -paints from a well

stored and  trained memory. He/
never retouches. A stroke once
p .

made can neither be reealled nor

concealed. He paints with the great-
est Qge('dom of the arm, with the
bmsh held perpendicularly and with

a stroke vigor “like the movements
of a dragon,” and. he invests each
stroke with.a.sentiment gorrespond-
ing to the very nature ol the thing
painted.  Nor must he hesitate or
delay in the act; else the psycho-
logical moment would be gone.
