Franklin Gavs John C.afton Credit Forl

Starting it In America.

A valuable little passage in Frani-
lin’s autobisgraphy is that which
describes the introduction 8f street
lighting in America. It is found
"his record for 1757 and speaks for
itself.

“It was by a private person, the)
late Mr. John Clifton,; giving a sam-
ple of the utility of lampq by placA
Ino one at his door, that the people
-were first Ill]I)l‘G§~C(1 with the idea
of lighting all the eity. The honor
of this pubhc benefit has also been
ascribed to me, but it belongs truly
to that gentleman. I did but follow
his example and have only some
merit to claim respecting the form
of our lamps as differing from the
globe lamps we were at first sup-
»plied with from London.

“They were found incenvenient
in these respects: They admitted no
air helow; the smoke therefore did
not readily go out above, but circu-
lated in the globe, lodged on its in-
side and soon obstructed the light
they were intended to afford, giving
besides the daily trouble of wiping
them clean, and an accidental stroke
on one of them would demolish it
and ronder it totally useless. -
therefore suggested the composing
them of four {lat panes, with a l(mg
funnel above to draw up the smoke,
and erevices admitting the air helow
to facilitate the ascent of the smoke.
By this means they were kept clean
and did not grow dark in a fow
liours, s the I ondon lam;,q do, but
continued bright till morning, and
an accidental stroke would generally
break but a single pane, easily re-
paired.” . -

An Austrian Dogkerry.

The Vienna men of law once dis-
tinguished themselves in a unique
manner. A Wachau peasant had
been canght in the eriminal
throwing stones at rabbits. le had
not hit them, and the rabbits had
decamped without so much as sus-
pecting the attack, but the peasant
was hauled before the high courts
of justice.

And
thus the man from Wachau went to
prison for three days, and the wise
judges of Vienna hounded into fame

The Colors of Grapes,

dark red color of certain
grapes is due to a compound of
tannin which all varietics of the
wine contain. The color seems to
depend on the combined action of
the air, licht and heat. The change
in color is produced naturally in the
vine by means of a gpecific ferment
which carries the oxygen of the air
to the grape. These ferments are
often the agents of ccloring in vege-
table substances, as they are often
secn in applestand in potatoes which.
have been cut open and thus ex-
posed to contact with the air. The
grapes that are white on maturity
owe the absence of coloring to the
absence of this ferment.—Harper’s
Weelkly.

LAZRADOR'S ICEBERGS.

&n Almost Endless Pracassion of All
Shapes and Sizes,

1t is the icebergs that make Lab-
rador {weinating, They gieet yon!
when you steam out of the strait of |
Belle lsle, the northern gateway of
the gulf of St. Lawrence, and head
northward up the coast of Labra-
dor. They come floating from the
north, an endless procession, all
shapes, fantastic, colossai, statu-
esque, even grotesque—a magnifi-
cent assemblage of crystul domes
and turrets and marble fortresses.
Your steamer picks her way carce{ul-
ly among them lest they be jealous

of her intrusioh and fall over upon
her. And in the midst of this glori-

ous company you come to Battle
Harbor.

The settlement is on an island
p(‘!lldp\ 200 vards iIn didmcter,
which is the mltpr)qt of a larger is-
land, and plows the waves of the
ocean like the prow of some gigan-!
tic oceun liner.  In storms the spray !
leaps almost across its ledgy sur-
face. A cove hides behind {he bluff
gea wall, and on its rim nestles a
ting village of avhitewashed cot-
tages. You climb the hill to the
fookout. Away to the north and
south spreads out the vast proces-
gion of the icchergs. Thev come
ont of the gporth, the fog surround-
ing their tops and streaming like
smoke from their pinnacles. 'T'hey
slowly southward, perhaps
three or four miles a day. Some go
direcily south down the New mmd
land coast: some furn west as they
approach the strait and are swept
by the tide into the gulf of St. Law-
rence.

Curious Wells,

A curious forim ef water hole is
found in the deserts of Western
Auztralia, dry by day, but yielding
an abundant supply of water by
aight. The flow of water is preced-
ed by hissings and sounds of rush-
ing air. The phenomenon is dis-
enssed by Dr. Maleolm Maclaren,
who has located and examined one
of these ‘wells. Ile found the wa-
ter supply occurred in a long, nar-
row trench. at the bottom of which

«was a.thin plate of gneiss separated

by a cavity from the main rock mass
heneath.  Apparently the heat of
the dav eauces this plate to expand
in the form of a depression, into
which the water retreats. \When it
cools and contracts at night it forces
firet air and then water back. into
the {rench.—Scientific” A merican.
