The paving of Main street in Mule- 
shoe was finished last week when a 
top coat of asphalt was placed on it. 
This gives two blocks of real ‘city 
streets," and probably another will be 
asphalted before the work is stopped.

The entire job is of first class type 
throughout. The work was all done un­
der supervision of H. N. Roberts, assist­
ant state highway engineer, and John 
Benson, an expert cement mechanic. 
The entire street was first brought 
to a level and the proper drainage 
established by engineers, after which 
the required excess dirt was hauled out 
to establish the proper grade and ca­
liche hauled in for base. It is estimated 
by the engineers that the caliche us­
ed on these two blocks is worth 6( 
cents a yard or a total of $3,600, though 
it cost only the hauling which was paid 
for with R P C  money.

Curbs and guttering of the best type 
were laid on either side of the street 

' at a minimum cost of $12.78 per 25 
foot lot for material only, these curbs 
and gutterings costing $613.33 for the 
entire two blocks. Placing the asphalt 
and oil on the street cost $350 00 for 
the two blocks, and there was a total 
of $2,355.49 paid for in labor from RFC 
funds. Thus these two blocks of paving 
cost only $3,494.00 or about $1,747.00 
per blo.ck

This is without doubt the cheapest 
paving ever laid in this section of the 
state and all owners with property 
abutting on these two blocks are in­
deed well pleased with the job. Much 
commendatiin is due members of the 
City Commission, members of the RFC 
committee and to other citizens who 
took an active part in this paving pro­
ject.

$15,000,000 May Be Appropriated Each 
Year For Two Years By Federal Govm’ t 
For the Building of More Texas Highways

State Project Engineer Harry N. 
Roberts received a letter Tuesday af­
ternoon from a close friend in Austin 
stating that Gib Gilcrist, state high­
way engineer, who has been in Wash­
ington, D. C., stated upon his return 
from the national capital there was 
positive indication that the Federal 
government would apportion the sum 

$15,000,000 annually to the State 
of Texas, for the coming two years 
for highway construction, that sum 
representing Texas’ participation in 
the big labor relief program now being 
inaugurated by President Franklin D.

Roosevelt.
Mr. Roberts was greatly elated 

this sensational good news, and stated 
it would, in all probability, mean the 
finishing of paving on State Highway 
No. 7 from Muleshoe west to the New 
Mexico line, also paving of the same 
highway east into Lubbock. U. S. high­
way No. 70 will also come up for pav­
ing from Muleshoe east through Lamb 
county to the Hale county line. Engi­
neering work and right-of-way for 
these two highways have already been 
completed and. are merely awaiting 
funds for construction.

Snow In Mountains 
Raise Water Level 

For Irrigationists
S Y A

Recent heavy snows in northern New 
Mexico and southern Colorado insure 
plenty cf underground water in the 
sunken Agua Nigra river of the Black- 
water valley for irrigation purposes 
during the coming crop season, ac­
cording to reports.

There have been two snows averag­
ing nine inches each in those areas, 
and which piled five and six feet deep 
in some of the mountain gorges.

Geologists declare that Clovis, N. M. 
some 34 miles northwest of Muleshoe, is 
located on a submerged mountain, and 
on each side of this mountain there 
flows an underground river. The one 
to the left flows toward Portales and 
furnishes the abundant underground 
water for irrigation of that valley, 
while the one to the right flows toward 
Muleshoe furnishing a never-failing 
supply of water for irrigation in this 
section.

Farmers having irrigation wells say 
the general water level has already ris­
en about two feet and a still higher 
level is expected as the snows of 
northern New Mexico and southern 
Colorado slowly melt and percolate 
their way through the porus strata 
flowing onward in this direction.

Facts From Bureau *. % s

Bailey county holds the reputation 
of being the healthiest county in Texas 
if records of the Vital Statistics De­
partment of the State Board of 
Health mean anything.

For the years 1930. 1931 and 1932 
the record of births in this county are 
260, 338 and 322, respectively, while 
the record of deaths is 160. 186 and 
159 respectively. Vital statistics of 
Bailey county are kept by J. E. 
Vaughan and E. S. Gee, justices of 
the peace.

Records of births and deaths are 
very important, and Texas seems to be 
the only state in the Union where 
such are not adequately kept. Some 
counties are keeping such records, but 
others are not.

A birth or death record not filed 
as the law requires, may cause the 
individuals concerned much trouble in 
the collection of insurance; the estab­
lishment of age, citizenship, legitimacy 
and parentage. The widows and or­
phans of numberless ex-service men 
have had their claims delayed because 
such records were not filed. This bu­
reau issued 5,200 certified copies last 
year, and approximately 70 per cent 
were to be used as the basis o f the 
claim as required by the ’’Federal 
Government.

C. Still another benefit derived from 
the depression is said to lie In the 
fact that it is now easier to find men 
willing to do Jury duty than it has 
been for many years. In the first place 
there are far more men with leisure 
time than in days when the job hunt­
ed the man, and in the second place 
the dollar received for jury duty now 
looks bigger than ever before.

Eight or ten years ago the average 
Muleshoe man would do a lot of duck­
ing and dodging to escape performing 
this service, yet knowing all the time 
that it is the duty of all good citizens 
to come to the aid of their courts when 
called upon.

The textile department o f tM  col­
lege has designed and now has in prac­
tical operation a hand loom which’ 
weaves beautiful and serviceable wool­
en cloth siutable for suits, overcoats, 
and other garments. The loom was 
manufactured by carpenters here in 
Lubbock with the exception of the 
harness, reed, and shuttle, and these 
may be had for a total of about $10,00 
The maximum cost of the loom com­
plete is $65.00 and this figure may be 
reuced materially if one does his own 
work and utilizes materials on hand.

With this simple, easily constructed 
loom the average person may learn to 
weave his own cloth. Dr. Knapp pro­
poses that the college wil give instruc­
tions for installing the loom and also 
for operating it. It is suggested that a 
loom might be installed by a com­
munity on a cooperative basis and some 
one or two learn to operate it.

To give some idea o f the practical 
operation and efficiency of this hand 
loom, a skilled student is able to weave 
a yard an hour, or enough cloth in 
a day to make a suit or overcoat. If 
one does not want to spin his own 
wool, there are a number of mills 
which will take one’s raw wool and 
return a per cent of yam.

The irresponsible agent appears at 
the door. He or she shows you samples 
of goods. You are prevailed upon to 
buy for it appears to be a bargain.

It is not in accordance 
with the sample or representations. It 
is cheap stuff, may not fit, and is 
entirely unsatisfacotry. It Is returned 
with request for correction or return of 
money.
