No Title Pagc in Early Boeks.
The idea of a title page did not ee-
cur to the early printers. *“¥he books
started straight off with ‘Ineipit’ or
‘Here beginneth,’ without author's ot
publisher’s name. This causes much
difficulty in attributing earlier works
to the proper sources.” The idea of a
title page with names seems first to
have occurred to a Cologne printer
named Therheeruen about 1470, but it
was not generally adopted until fifty
years later. The early puncthation
was very simple, consisting of an ob-
lque line and a full stop. One of the
first books to introduce the colon and
notes of interrogatioy and exclamation
was a “Lactantins’ printed at a mon-

astery near Rome in 1465.—lmprint,

GRIPPED

BY A LION

His Narrow Escape.

A BATTLE WITH A MANEATER.

The Wounded and Maddened Monster,
In a Paroxysm of Dying Rage,
Caught the Explorer In His Jaws and
Shook Him as a Terrier Would a Rat.

David Livingstone, thesfamous Afri-
can explorer and missl\z%ry. once had
a singular encounter with a wounded
llon that almost put an'gnd to the ex-
plorer's remarkable career before It
had fairly begun. But the story must
be upfamiliar to many persons who
have mnever read Dr. Livingstone's
books. The adventure occurred while

{ he was living among the Bakatlas, not

far from the present town of Mafe-
king. This account is from his own
narrative:

The people of Mabotsa were trou-
‘bled by lions, which leaped into the
cattle pens by night and destroyed
their milk and draft animals. They
even attacked the herds boldly by day-
light, and although several expeditions
against the wild beasts were planned
the people had not the ecourage to car-
ry them through successfully.

It is well known that if -one in a

: troop of Hons is killed the others leave

that part of the country. I therefore
went out with the people to help them
marauders. We
fcund the animais on a small bill coy-
with trees. The men formed
round it in a circle and gradually
closed up. Being below on the plaiu
with a native schoolmaster named Ma
balwe, I saw cpe of the lions sitting
on a piece of rock. Mabalwe fired at
him. and the baH kit the rock. The
HHon bit at the spot as a deg does at'a
stick or stone thrown at him, and then.
leaping away, biroke through the cir-
cle and escaped. The Bakatlas ought
to have speared him in his attemipt to
get out, but they were afraid.

When the circle was reformeéd we
saw two other lions in it, but dared
not fire lest we should shoot some of
the people. The beasts burst through
the line, and as it was evident the men
could not face their foes we turned
back toward the village.

In going round the end of the hill
I saw a lion sitting on a piece of rock,
about thirty yards off, with a little
bush in front of him. I took good aim
at him through the bush and fired both.
barrels.

The men called out, “He is shot, he
Others cried. “Let us go to

I saw the lon’s tail erect in anger
and said, “Stop a little till 1 load
again? I was in the act of ramming
down the bullets when 1 heard a
shout, and, looking half round, 1 saw
the lion in the act of springing at me.

He caught me by the shoulder, and
we both came to the ground together.
Growling horribly, he shook me as a
terrier dog dees a rat. The shock pro-
duced a stupor like that felt by a
mouse in the grip of the cat. It caused
a sort of dreaminess, in which there
was no sense of pain or feeling of ter-
ror, although I was quite conscious of
what was happening. This placidity
is probably produced in all animals
killed by the carnivora, and, if so, it is
a merciful provision of the Creator for
lessening the pain of death.

As he had one paw on the back of
my head, I turned round to relieve my-
self of the weight and saw his eyes
directed to Mabalwe, who was aiming
at him from a distance of ten or fif-
teen yards, The gun missed fire in
both barrels. The animal immediately
left me to attack him and bit his
thigh. Another man, whose life I had
saved after he had been tossed by a
buffalo, tried to spear the Hon, upon
which he turned from Mabalwe, and
saized this fresh foe by the shoulder.

At that moment the bullets the beast
had received took effect, and he fell
down dead. The whole was the work
of a few moments and must have
been his paroxysm of dying rage. In
order to take out the charm from him
the Bakatlas on the following day
made a huge bonfire over th@”c'lrcae%
which was declared to be the lurgest
ever seen.

Besides crunching the bone into

‘splinters, eleven of his teeth had pen-

etrated the upper part of my arm. The
bite of a lion resembles a gunshot
wound. It is generally followed by a
great deal of sloughing and discharge,
and ever afterward pains are felt pe-
riodically in the part. 1 had on a tar-
tan jacket, which I believe wiped off
the virus from the teeth that plerced
the flesh., for my two companions ‘in
the affray have both suffered from the
usual pains, while I have escaped with
only the inconvenience of a-false joint
in my limb.

MORTALITY OF THE 1913 EPIDEMIC.

A greatmany reports of cares
have been sgent in, bat most of
these reported cared animals pro-
bably were never infected with tne
anthrsx bucilius.

WORE ACCOMPLISHED.

E lacational —Since the ¢harbon
law became affcctive, not ntil
Jaly 1st, at least two woeeks after
the epidemie had started, it was
appsrent from beginning that the
greatest good to be accomplished
was by instituting an educational
propaganda, laying particolar

est and most eﬁecuve way of reach |
ing the public, being through the
newapaper, this mediund was util

ized, The cattle owaers and raie

ers were adviged te vaccinate their
well animals, in the infected re-
gion¢; to isolate and quarantine
all active cases; to burn all ear.
cagses, particularlv those dead of
charbon disease. While these pre
cautions have been carried out
fairly well, a rapid decrease in the
number of cases has not been no'ic

‘ed, because prophylaxis was not

pfacticed uotil too late in the sea-
son. “Yet we ‘beléive the epide
mics wauld have heen greater in
pumber “wnd~ meore.. exteneive in
area, had Hot the -public been in-
most erroneous and mysterious
ideas obtained in the miuds of the

At this same
time the common gray horse fly
was appearing in this same region
in larger numbers than were ever
observed before. Following the
appearance of the swarms of the
borse fly, many cattle and other
live stock began to develop locsl
swellings and to die in from two to
six days. On various raoches the
appearance of the borse fly in
great numbers was repeatedly fol
lowed by epldemtcs of charbon of
thé *-Cutaneous form *’ ‘And coo
versely, another observation, when
these horse flies dicappearsd, the
number of new oases of eharhor
diminisrhed, and finally the loocal
epidemic would cease with the
total disappearance ot the horse
fiy.

During July and August. there
were practioally no surface pools
of water in these three counties
and during these months practic
ally all of the animals dying of
charbon in theee three counties
rhowed looal swellings, indicating
the cutaneous reute of infection,

showed no external maniféstations
of the disease, indioating that the
infection entered through the re
spiratory cr alimentary tract.
Another observation relating to
the borse fly was as follows: Oa
the West ranch, 13 miles from
Uvalde, the owner in two weeke

lost 84,000 worth of fioe stock,
including horses, mules and

oattle. All died of eharbor,
begining with the local ewellinu
(:ataneous infection) Oa
ranch and at this time the horse
fly was more abuadant than ever
before, and the mnearest knowno
case ol oharbon was seven miles
distant. Oa the West ranch ooly
horses, mules and cattle died, bu.
oo sheep, goats or hoge, even
though all classes of his animale
bad a common food and water eup
ply and a commduity range. The

could not penetrate the wool of
the goat or sheep, and would not
attack the fogs.

Foilowiog up this cltis & fow of
these herse flies (Tabauus Sagax)
were trapped on tnis ranch. Io.
gested blood, which they bad suck
ed from the sick animale, was
taken from inotestinal canals of
these flies and cultured, The cut
tures were found to contaiv pure
colonies of anthrax bacilli, There
fore the conclusion; that the exten
sive epidemics of charbon in West
I'exas are largely due to the horse
fly, which carries the infectiou
from the sick to the well.

Some of tLese fiss have been
sent to the enmmuloglaw in Wagh
ington for classification, favorite
places of breeding, etc., so that
the cattlemen can be intelligently
iustructed how to go about ex
terminating thie fly,

A. That the greatest good that
bas been accomplished has been
along educational linesin giving
advice for prevention rather thao
cures,

cine heve been given where prev
ious years none was used.

(2) The people are now realiz
ing the importance of burning the
carcasseR,. and soon Do prosecu
tions will have to be made to gain
this end. .

SLIPPED PAST DEATH.
Curious Cases of People Who Missed
1t by a Hair's Breadth.

At Geneva recently a professional.

He swam unhurt to the
shore, just missing death by a few
yards, for had he not sprung from
his seat when within fifty feet of
the lake he would have been dash-
ed to pieces on the rocks.

An even more miraculous escape
after a fall over a cliff was that of
a seven-year-old child who had been
gathering - flowers on Culver cliff,
near Sandown, Isle of Wight, who
slipped and fell 200 feet., She was
only slightly injured, a bottle which
she carried being unbroken.

Rdlly o‘? the Confederates Af'ter the
Petersburg Mine Exploded.

It was on July 30, 1864, that
Grant exploded the mine Whlch.
blew up the center of Lee’s lines at'
Petersburg.

From a Tidden ravine in front of
Petersbuig a mine was dug under- |
neath the strongest of the Con-
federate forts. 'The construction
of the mine was suggested by Colo-
nel Pleasants of the Forty-eighth
Pennsylvania and was prepared by
his men, who were mostly coal min-
ers from the anthracite regions of
the Keystone State.

He excavated a nearly horizontal
shaft about 500 feet in length, at
the end of which and sixteen feet
below the surface of the earth a
large chamber was excavated. In
this chamber were four magazines
containing in the aggregate some
six tons of pewder, up to which rau]
the fuse.

Just at dawn on July 30 the
mighty blast of 12,000 pounds of
powder wag fired. The big guns in
the fort, its garrison of 300 men
and huge masses of earth were

<" EARLY NEW YORK.

Towne of Mannados.

Wkhile many persons are aware of
the fact that New York has not al-_
ways been so called, baving for a
time at least been known as New
Amsterdam, probably not one In
10,000 is a varc of the fact that in
carly days it possessed stiil another
and now forgotten name — the
Towne of Mannados. That this
wus the cuae however, is shown be-
yond the sh wadow of a doubt by a
\nap which hangs in the armeory of

the Old Guard of the city of New
York among its collection of early
Americana, the authenticity of
which 1is Lertmed to by the manu-
script department of the British
museum, 1n whose possession is the
original irom which the copy in the
possession‘ of the Old Guard was
made.

As a quaint representation of
early geographical ideas of what is
now Greater New York the map in
question is interesting. It is one of
the very few on which the name of
Towne of Mannados is given pri-
ority over that of New Amsterdam.

The facsimile which hangs in the
0ld Guard armory, certified as be-
ing a correct copy in every par-
Liculur, is entitled “A Description
of the Towne of Mannados, or New
Amsterdam; as It Was In Septeni-
ber; 1664 - 1f;- however, thé
“towne” at that time existed in the
shape indicated by the plan, ex-
tremely violent earthquakes must
have occurred since. The map, a
curious illustration of early ideas of
geography, shows New York, or,
rather, the Towne of Mannddm, as
a peuinsulu, jutting into an inclosed
bay formed by “Hudson river” on
one side and an unnamed stream on
the other, probably regarded as its
continuation. To the west lies an
unexplored territory designated as
the “maine land” and to the cast
“Longe Isleland.”

What is probably Staten Island
is depicted as lying due west of
what is today Wall strect, and the
only outlet from the inclosed bay
into which the Towne of Mannados
juts is a single extremely narrow
pass between the “maine land” and
“Longe Isleland,” which almost
meet at a point in the vicinity of
what is now Sandy Hook. On either
side of this passage is the descrip-
tive title “Heads.”

That, in brief, was the idea of
the Towne of Mannados in 1664
The plan also shows a spot marked
“Water Mill” at the mouth of a
stream which i§" probably the Har-
lem river, while “Ye Governour’s
House” is located at the extreme
southeastern part of the island.
The territory, which was ecven
vaguely mapped, hardly extends
above what now 'l‘\'v'enty-third
street. Beyond that on the “plan”
there lies a vague territory much
used by early geographers.

Senate and Lords.

The British house of lords is a
survival of the ancient aristocracy
of the kingdom, which for a long
time was supreme in all national
matters. When the democratic
sentiment won a place for itself in
the shape of the house of commons
the natural and apparently inde-
structible conservatism of the Brit-
ish people held on“to the house of
lords as a check vpon the commons
and a perpetual reminder of the an-
cient institution. The senate of the
United States was the result of the
compromise struck between the Na-
tionalists and State Rights parties
in the convention that formed the
constitution. Some were for merg-
ing the representatives in a single
body, while others insisted upon the
second chamber (the senate) as a
recognition o the political equality
of the states.

By some pretext he
gained admission to the tent where the
girl was kept prisoner, and late at
night they managed to escape in the
darkness. Their flight was soon dis-
covered and pursuit began, but the
young couple reached the river far
enough in advance of thelr pursuers to
embark in a canoe and push off from
shore. They were still followed, but
the warrior was young and strong and
succeeded in getting his little craft
safely into a cove at the juiction of
the great river and a little stream en-
tering into it between two high, pro-
tecting banks, where they hid, and
later found a friendly tribe.

Rejoicing that the place had been a

in the Pequot tongue, the Indian equiv-
glent being *“Apa-keep-sinck.” Today,
after having filtered through the-Dutch
and English tongues, it is known as
Poughkeepsie.—Ladies’ Home Journal.

CURIOUS HERMIT CRABS.

They Keep Housemaids, and Also Use
Sponges For Protection,

It has Dbeen said that crabs are as
artful as *a barrow load of monkeys,”
and no one who has read Professor.
Edward Step's
Strange Companionships In Nature,”
will deny that there is considerable
truth in the remark. Amazing indeed
are some of the revelations which the
professor makes regarding crabs.

He relates, for instance, how the
common hermit crab actually keeps a
housemaid to clean out his house.
When he first starts life this particu-
lar spectes of crab lumts,for some large
shellfish’s shell in which he can live
at ease, rent free. He usually chooses
a large whelk shell and introduces a
large seaworm, belonging to what is
known as the “nereis” family ard
which grows to a length of six or
eight inches, to keep the Interior of
the shell clean. The crab feeds hearti-
ly on sea creatures that wander care-
lessly into the shell and throws the in-
digestible parts of them about the
floor. The nereis worm promptly con-
sumes these remains and keéps the
shell as clean as a new pin.

The artfulness of this crab. too, is
strikingly illustrated by the ingenious
manner in which he protects himself
against the large fish which look upon
him as an excellent article of food.
Sometimes he induces a spohge to
grow on his shell. Sponges in a living
condition give out a strong odor, which
is distinctly unpleasant to fish, and
even a dogfish will not attack a erab
protected in this munner.

Two Kinds of Snobs.

An interesting sense history is that
of the word snob, a term of obscure
origin, In its earliest use, in 1871, mean-
ing a shoemaker or cobbler. Now
there is a distinction between the Eng-
Hsh and the American use of snob—a
distinction due to the influence of aris-
tocratic as compared with democratic
traditions. An English snob is a man
who falls short of the perfect aristo-
crat through a taint of democratic vul-
garity. An American snob is a man
who falls short of the perfect demo-
crat through a taint of aristocratle ex-
clusiveness.—New York Post.
