000,000 last year because he failed
to produce enough pork to supply
the local demand and the commun-
ication advises his sons to raise

The latest census 1ep01ts which
relate to January 1st, 1914 show

with a total value of $22,515,000.
This is ‘an increase over the pre-
vious year of . 125,000 head and
$1,574,000 -in ‘value.” At every cen-
sus - during ‘the five years prior to
1914 a q'te‘ady decrease in the num-
ver of Texas hogs is shown. The
values, . hewever, “have steadily in-
jreased. A decade ago the Texas
| hog was worth $4.68 per head, but
Uncle Sam’s latest valuation is $8.60
per head.

The growing demand for young
Texas raised pork. has become so
strong that he is going to market

;8 year earlier and at the weight of

219 pounds, while a quarfer of a
tentury ago the average marketing
Welg“lt was 275 pounds.

[INEXPENSIVE FARM HOME.

Department of Agriculture Fur.
nishes Free Plans.

The farm house is the most im-
portant b'lding on the farm, and
money judiciously expended in its
olanning and construction is well
invested. The United- States De-
partment of Agriculture; through
its Bureau of Farm Management,
has heen Investigating conditions
in the rural districts and in many
instances found that the living
apartments were inconsistent in cost
with the value of the farm, and
very often in striking contrast with
put-buildings and farm machinery.

The Department of Agriculture
is not only striving to make the
business of farming more remuner-
ative, but is also endeavoring to
make farm life more attractive. A
series of plans for the construction
of farm homes has heen prepared.
[n designing these homes, service,
economy and attractiveness have

Yeen -combined in a frame structure

which can be built for $800 in a
community where average prices
for material and labor prevail.

The specifications call for a sim-
ple four-cornered structure. There
is but one chimney and one outside
entrance.  Another door may be
provxded by sacrifice of wall and
floor space or by increasing the
size and cost of the house.

The government experts in plan-
ning these homes realized that the
comfort and convenience of the
farm woman was paramount. They
drew their plans accordingly. The
kitchén is the mest pleasantly lo-
cated room in the structure. It
opens on a screened porch where
a large part of the work may be
done in the summer.

The water problem has also been
zarefully considered. Cistern water
may be drawn from s bucket pump
on the back porch or from a pitch-
er pump in the sink. Hot water
is provided by a reservoir connected
with the kitchen stove. The sink
with only a drain pipe to be pro-
vided, has been found too inexpen-
sive be omitted.

The living and dining room sis
combined and affords sufficient space
for the longest table the harvest
~days will ever require. 1t has two
routes to the kitchen which are
convenient for cerving a large num-
ber of workmen. 7The Bureau of
Farm Management is trying to help
the farmer ‘and will gladly furnish
free plans to farmers contemplating
building homes,

Problem of t&e Tencut,

Dunug the past ten years more
farmers have lost tﬁexr homes than
in any previous decade in the his-
tory of Texas agriculture.

Uncle Sam has been auditing the
books of the Texas farmer and in
the southern group of states, of
which Texas  forms an important
factor, we find the total annual
sales of the farm to be $516. The
sost of operating the farm is placed
at $340, which leaves the farmer
$176 to live on and educate his
family, provided he owns his home.
If he is a tenant farmer and pays

it will cost him $1%2. There is an
item of $38 taxes and $50 mainten-
ance of buildings in cost of oper-
ation, which the tenant farmer
would not have to pay, leaving him
an annual net income of $92 to
clothe his family, buy groceries
and educate his children. = These
figures are, of course, averages and
may not apply in specific cases, but
the percentage will perhaps cover
all cases and the general correctness
of the figures are proved by the
decrease in home owners and the
pitiful condition ef . the tenant
farmer as he sinks deper and deep-
er into the mire of debt. One fourth
of our population is moving rest-
lessly to and fro- like wild birds !
ﬂeelng,before a storm.

There are 220,000 nelpless ten-
ant farmers driven like dumb brutes
into the basement of civilization by
the lash of peasantry. The lower
stratas are giving away under the
terrible strain and their bones are
erunching and their blood spatter-
ing against the mudsills of society
as they moan and groan under the
awful weight.
