es  /as the First Man to Set
¢ Upen the Lofty Pinnagle.
Tradition melates that ‘the “early,
fealt okplorér who ascended

gk fodnd  there a'’ rough
r »f Hlocks of granite that cover
summit, erected by earlier Mex-
an-explorars.” The piety, the cour-
, thie @uriosity, the adventurous
spirit, the thirst for gold—distin-
guishing characteristies of the carly
HBpaniards — ronder - it probable
ihat they wexplored the

sscended to the summit of Pikes
peak.

-History dees not record any such
ascent, however. Captain Pike, as
he records 1 his diary, never as-
cended the summit of the grand
mountain, which is today his great-
-5t monument. On the bleak No-
vember day he and his party had
ascended the ridge in the southeast,
in the midst of a gathering snow-
storm, and then gave up the at-
tempt, he made this statement in
his diary:

“The summit of the grand peak,
which was entirely bare of vegeta-
tion and covered with snow, now
appeared at a distance of fiftecen or
sixteen miles from us, and as high
again as that we had ascended. It
would. have taken a whole day’s
mareh;to have arrived at its base,
and I believe no human could have
ascended ito its summit.”

The distinction of being the first
white man—and as far as historical
records go, the first man—who ever
set foot upon the lofty pinnacle, be-
Tongs to Dr. Edwin S. James, who,
with three unknown men and a vol-
unteer named Harris, reached the
summit on July 14, 1819. Dr.
James was a member of the party
headed by Major S. H. Long, who
was sent out in 1819 by Sceretary of
War J. C. Cathoun, in charge of
“an- expedition from Pittsburgh to
the Rocky mountains.”

The party followed the Platte
river fromn the Missouri, reached
the mountains in June and explored
the country along the range from
the Cache 1a Poudre to the Arkan-
sas, among the prominent features
mapped out being the great peak
head, the head of the Cache la
Poudre, which today bears Major
Long’s name. OUn guly 13, it:3,
the party encamped *at the famous
“Indian Medicine Springs.” From
here Dr. James and his four follow-
ers started to ascend, probably
through Engleman’s canyon, what
he designated as the “highest peak.”
8tarting carly in the morning, they
reached the summit about 4 o’clock,
and after an hour’s rest began to
descend, spending the night on the
side of the mountain. They reach-
ed the springs at noon of the next
day.—Colorado Springs Gazette.
