advtintage of any favorable fluctuation 
In the m arket prices. As to tlie typo 
of hog the m arket demands, th a t  must 
be determined by local Inquiry, but in 
o rder to bring the highest m arket price 
hogs must be well finished and fat .

Is it not about time that therP̂ ri'̂ - 
lieh-stpeaking people see to jt that 
the soicntifie literature be p.qblished 
in English? Germany ha§ furnished 
public funds when the publisher of 
technical data was not able to sell

a profit.

Tl^e eongreas that assembled to set 
lu -b rd e r  the ufTnlrs of Europe af ter  
the recent tremendous upheaval na t­
urally i-nlhs to mind the congress of 
Vienna, which met over a hundred 
years ago for a similar purpo.se af ter  
the Amst upheaval of the Niipoleimlc 
wars. Then, as now, the delegates 
professed to meet to establish a con­
dition which should ensure a lasting 
peace.

T h e  armies of France had been u t­
terly defeated. Naimleon had em-

In the courtyard of Funtnlncbleu and 
pijssed away to Elba. Nearly a mil­
lion troops. w hich  the alJU*d sover­
eigns hud employed to drag dowm 
the Corsican, had gone back to their 
own countries for deinohUlzntlon or 
wfere on their way there. The wars 
which, with slight lnter\ '0ls for re­
freshments snd rest, had ravaged the 
world for 18 yeurs, were over with 
one exception. The United State.s 
nnd England were still at war. ITie 
United States had come Into the con­
flict only two years before, hud made 
ro  alllancos or ns.soclnflons. nnd was 
‘‘playing a lone baud” against Eng­
land.

 ̂ Royal Pomp and Splendor.
' The congress assembled on Septem­

ber 5, 1814, and Vienna was a scene 
of royal pomp nnd splendor. The em­
perors of Austria and Ilussin. the 
kings of Prussia. Bavaria . Wurtem- 
berg and Denmark, the princes of the 
smaller Genunn states, great s ta tes­
men like Talleyrand nnd Castlerengh, 
nnid a host of minor delegates repre­
senting every political division In 
Europe w’ere there. The rieiegates 
spent the mornings in discussion nnd 
the  evenings In revelry, each night’s 
entertainments eclipsing in splendor 
tho.se of the night before.
