Arriving at one of the most crltleul stages of the war, when the Teutons 
were forelng the Italian army hack to the IMave, the Ainerkna lied Cross 
rushed emergency relief from I’arls hiui revived the drooping spirits of the 
w'hole country. In addition to furnishing rations and comforts and medical 
attantiou to the fighting men, the American Red Cross instituted 42 soup 
kitchens, 8d children’s hospitals, 10 children’s dispensaries, 14 artificial limb 
factories, five homes for refugee children, 10 rest stations for refugees.

I sa t down at the edge of the bluff, 
convinced that the conclusions of the 
negro were probably correct. That 
was undoubtedly about how it had 
happened. To attem pt pursuit up­
stream  with only oars as propelling 
power would be senseless, but the pas­
sage upward if this troop boat af­
forded Kirby aa opportunity he would 
not be slow to accept.

Washington. (Special.)—-Throvgh a  
complete report of the w ork 'o f "ih* 
American Red Civ>ss in the war by 
Cbalrman Henry P. Davison, on be­
half of the war council, the organiza­
tion on the eve of its annual enrotl- 
ment of members during the Third 
Red Cross Roll Call, November 2 to 
11, has rendered an acoTunt'.ng of the 
many millions given it by the Ameri­
cas people to help our fighting men 
and our allies. The statement is, in 
part, ns follows:

**lT,e war council of the American 
Red Cross Is now prepared to make a 
complete accounting to the American 
people of money contributed and ex­
pended, as well a*8 the work done by 
the Anterlcan Red Cross during the 
period In which the war council was 
In control of its affairs. Th* war 
council was appointed May 19, 1919, 
and went out of existence February 
28. 1919.

“It was the prscile© of th* war 
council to give complete publicity to 
its policies and finances, but it Is only 
DOW that a picture of the war period 
as a whole can be presented. It is 
the feeling of the war council that a. 
report in this summarized form should.  ̂
be made directly to the public which 
provided the money sad gave :^ e  
fort which madq^the a America 
Cross & "
