Must Sho'jy T rus Figures.
In figuring np liis earniugs for in­

come tax purposes ;i person must take 
into consideration ail items of taxable 
income, and bach item itself must be 
accurate in amount. Guesses and es­
timates must be avoided, for the re­
turn is made under oath.

Everybody Aviio bad an income dnr- 
\r>g 1919 must uoav determine AA-b.etber 

or her net income Ava.s sufficient in. 
-.iionnt to require an Income T ax  re­

turn. The best Avay to find out is to 
get a Form lOlOA and folIoAV the in­
structions printed on it. That form 
Avill sor\e as a reminder of every’ item 
of income; and if a return is due, it 
tells boAv to pr-pare and file if.

One of the important points to keep 
in mind is that a person’s net income 
is found by’ a coin.putation prescribed 
In tlie laAV, and (Itat each item of in­
come from every source must t>e con­
sidered, unles.s specifically exempted.

Anotlier thing to remember is that 
ttio personal oxomption allowed tax­
payers by laAV has no relation w hatever 
to tlie requirement to tile return. This 
exemption is not to be considered until 
a person has fig\ired out lus net in­
come and determined wlietlier it Avas 
sufficient to require him to tile a re­
turn. Then, if a return must he filed, i 
be should read carefully’ the instruc­
tions for claim ing exemption, and com- | 
pi etc lii.s ret Him. |

If in doiilfl on any point as fo income 
or d('dactions, a person may secure 
f ir e  advice and aid from the nearest 
Internal Revenue office. Many banks 
and trust companies ai'e also fnrnisli- 
ing sim ilar service during banking 
houi'S. j

Heavy Penalties in Law. j
For failing to make a return on tune 

the penalty is a lino of not more than 
$1,000 and an addition of 25 per cent 
to the tax. if any. For making a false 
or fraudulent return the penalty is a 
fine of not more than §10,000 or im- 
prisonmont not exceeding one year, or 
liolh ; and, in addition, 50 per cent of 
the tax. There are other penalties for 
failin g to pay tax when due and for 
understatoment of the tax  through 
negligence. I

Many Sources 6f Income. |
Aside from AA’bat one may earn by 

his services, there are many other 
sources of incomo. If he sold any 
proiiert.v during 1919 ho must figure 
out the gain ronlii-icd. If he rented 
buildings, land, apartm ents or rooms 
such rents must be conridered taxa- 
ahle,' and be may claim deductions for 
necessary expenses incidental to rents,

Interest on m ortgages and notes is 
taxable; also bond interest received 
from corpora lions. j

Memliers of partnerships or personal 
service corporations or heneticiaries of
