SPINNER’S GOOD YEAR.

The year 1918 was an extremely
profitable one for the spinning in-
dustry in Japan and, owing to fa-
vorable business conditions, it be-
came more firmly intrenched as the
leading manufacturing industry of
the country. At the end of 1918
there were 177 mills in this district
operated by 43 companies, with a
combined subscribed capital of $96,-
438,000, of which $69,247,000 was
paid up and reserve funds amount-
ing to $46,213,050. The 177 milla
eontained 3,175,768 ring spindles,
51,910 mule spindles and 40,391
looms., They eonsumed 833,288,000
pounds of raw cotton and turned out

883,000 pounds of lint, and 5,204,-
000 pounds of waste. They employed
27,063 male operatives, earning av-
erage daily wages of 33.2 ceuts, and
99,664 female operatives, earning
21.6 cents,

ANALYSIS OF SOVIET RULE

Cold Reasoning Easily Proves Fallacy
on Which the Idea s Based—
Demagogism Its Fsundation
8tons.

Leniue bas frequently observed that
| representative government is a fall-
ure. lie has Imsisted that the demo-
‘cratic form of govérument (s de-
bauched and destroyed by the political
machine; that political corruption ve-
toes the will of the people.  If Lenine
is right in this ceneclusion, then the

just frem three to five times as much
chance for political corruption as our
own form of gevernment, If it is dan-
gerous for the American people teo
entrust their business to an agent
whom they directly eiect and who i8
directly responsible to them, how
much more dangerous must it be to
turn over the public business to 17
men appoiated by a central executive
committee, the members of whick
have been appetated by an All-Russian
congress, which All-Russian congress
Is elected by soviets for whom the
peeple did not vote? Applying this
plan to our own government, our con-
gress would be elected by the state
legiglatures and the sldermen of the
citfes, then this congress so elected
would plek an executive committee of
200, and this committee would elect
17 commissicners to whom would be
given the supreme power of the state,
both legislative and executive power,
the right to make laws, and the au-
thority to enforce the laws.
Democracy or Autocracy?

Al dewn through history two the-
ories of government have been at war.
One s that the majority shali rule—
the other, that the minority shall rule.
The people struggling fer freedom
have battled for the former; the few
seeking special privHeges have fought
for the latter. The first Is democrat-
{e, the second autocratic. No compro-
mise is possible; there Is no middle
ground. These two antagonistic ideas
have uothing in commion; iike parallel
{ines, they can never meet, in their
nature they are separate and apart.
The government of the late kalser of
Germany, the government of Nicholas,
the autocrat of Russia, were founded
oo the idea that the minority shall
vute, Hislory shows that minerity
rule has always enslaved the major-
ity The rule of a minority over 8
majority means slavery for the many.
It 1s human pature. The principle
always works the same result. If It
18 a political meeting and the minor-
ity runs It, the result is a machine
and & bess. When it is a nation, you
have & buresucracy and a dictator, de-
riving his power not from the consent
of the governed, but from the bay-
onets of the army. There may be room
for honest differences of opinfon be-
.tween honest men on many questions,
-but ‘fhere iz not any room for differ
ence of Opmiuu .among honest free
men en the pmposr:lon that mMOtlty
rile ‘is ‘4 ‘menace.

-In ‘Article -FI of the ‘bolshevik co#-
stitution we find incontrovertible evi-
"dence that the government of goulet
Russta is. built on the tyrant’s etone,
minority rule. Sectlon 23 reads:

“The All-Russian congress {s .com-
posed of representatives of city sovi-
ets In the ratio of one delegate for
every 25,000 voters, and of represent-
atives of the soviets of the provinces in
the ratio of one delegate tor evtry
12.0000 inhabitants.” & >

Diserimination Against Peaunts.

.No explunation is: giveén for> ‘Easing
the representation In congress: from
the elties on the number of .yoters,
_while the representation In congress
from the provinces is based en the
wumber of inhabitants. The words are
not synenyms, a voter Is an inhabit-
ant of certaln age and possessing cer-
tain qualifications. An Inhabitant is
anyone who llves In the province, re-
gardless of age or qualifications. If
the word inhabitant is given the same
meaning that the word voter is given,
then it is apparent that the constitu-
tion unjustly disceriminates against
the “poor peasant.” As they have had
no general elections in Russia, It is
impossible to give the official construc-
‘tion of these two words. 1f the word
fnuhabitant means any man, womgn or

erimination agalnst the “poor peas-
ants” I8 just us obvious, although it
does not go to the same length. As
an illustration, If we read this im-
portant provision of the censtitution
glving te the word Inhabitant the same
meaning as we give to the word voter,
then we see that the voters of the
city have one congressman for every
25,000, while the “poer peasants”
have one congressman for every 125.-
000. If we censtrue the word veter
to mean the qualified legal voter, and
the word inhabitant to mean any hau-
man being lving in the provinces, we
learn that the people of the city have
one congressmuan for every 235,009
voters, wlile the pcople of the prov-
inces ‘have one congressman for every
62,5000 voters. [ reach this estimate

In Russia
both men and women have the suf-

| wote is eighteen years. I, therefore,
figure that there would be one veter
for every two im population. There is
©o question sbeut the discrimination
against the “poor peasant” and the fa-
voring of the city voter. It is ounly
& question of how much.
Machine Politics.

Lenine may be the idealist some peo-
ple say he is, but this section of the
constitutlon proves -him to be & prac-
tical machine politician ia his meth-
@ds. The provision was written to
meet a situation. It has & purpose.
benine has frequently written and
spoken about the “poor peasants.” He
can be forgiven for overworking the
phrese. The “poor peasants” make
up the great bulk of the population of
Bepsia. It 18 not bad politics, al-
®ough it smacks of demagogy, to
spaek often and sympathetically of
the “suffering poor,” particularly when
the “poor peasants” make up the ma-

jority of one's constituency. Many
successful ~ politicians .owe  thelr
offices . to this appeal. In Russia

over 80 per cent of the people live on
the land—over four-fifths of all the
Russians are peasants. Less than one-
fifth of the population live In the
tewns and cities. Measured by his
words, Lenine s the friend of the
“peor peasents;” by the constitution,
their enemy.

As we have seen, the constitution
specificaily declares that the supreme
power of the gevernment s vested lm
the All-Russian cougress. Of course
this is true onty ia theory, for we have
read how the All-Russian congress
turns the supreme power over to the
central executive committee, which in
tarn surrenders the power to the 17
people’s comimissars,

The discrimination against the “poor
peasant” runs all through the consti-
tution ; the bolsheviks are at least con-
sistent. DParagraph “B™ of section 53
of the constitution fuarnishes addition-
al evidence of tne conspiracy against
the peasants, It reads:

“The provincial soviets are com-
posed of representatives of the city
soviets and the rural soviets, one rep-
resentative for 10,000 inhabitants of
the rural districts, and one represent-
ative for 2,000 veters in the city.”

In the regional congresses it is the
same, one representative for 235,000
inhabitants of the country, and ong rep-
resentative for 5,000 voters of the eity.

Alm at Disfranchising Peasants.

The governments of the nation, of
the regions, of the provinces, are based
on the disfranchisement of the “poor
peasants.” I am wondering if there
is any significance in the fact that the
people of the city have one represent-
ative for a certaln number of votes,
and the people of the country have
one represeututive for just five times
the number. You will note the rotio
is always the same: For congressiaen
it is 25,000 In the city, as against
125,000 in the eountry; in the regienal
cougress it is 3,000 voters vi ihe city
as against 25,000 imhabitants of the
country, in the provimcial congresses it
i3 one representative for 2,000 voters
in the city, one reprcsentative for
10,000 tnhabitants from the rural dise
tricts. Why this five to one? T am
wondering how Lenine hit upon the
ratio of five to one; is there any con-
nection hetween this five-to-ene dise
crimiuation agalnst the “poor pedss
ants” and the ratio of population in
tussia  between ecity dwellers and
“poor peasants,” which is about fivs
to one? It is not difiicait to guess the
reason for this aection. Any American
ward politician could furnish the ex-
planation In a wminute. All political
experience -proves that a political ma-
chine s best controlled, easiest or:
ginized in the cities. Political mé-
chines have never heen popular in the
country districts. The soviet form of
government Is a political machine. The
contrel of the machine Is insured by
disfrgmchising the “poor peasants.”
The men who' designed the bolshevik
constitution kuew one thing about
practical politics, and knew that one
thing thoroughly, and that s that ¢it-
fes are accessible -to ‘political contrél.
amenable to political influence, ideal
for the political machine,

The soldlers and sallors are gen-
erally stationed in citles. This gives
them the power of city voters. They
are npot discriminating against, they
are favored. Soldiers and sallors are
not free agents in the sense the ciyil-
fans usually are. Civillans have a
freedom of thought and action that
the military do not enjoy. The sol-
dier’s occupation prevents It. First, he

)

is &n employee of the govern-
ment; second, he i3 under disci-
pline; third, the people's commissarg

fix his pay, determine the quantity
and quality of his food, arrange for
the comforts of the barracks; the
votes and the bayonets of the military
sustain- and. support Lenlne as truly
as the military force held the czar on
his throune.

LlGHT IN THE PHILIPPINES

American Plan eof Education Already
Is Producing Results of Greaf
Pragticai Value.

The schools in the Philippines are
probably brought closer to the peo~
ple there than in any other country
in the world. One of the govern-
ment’s handbooks on thz schools ex-
plains that this is due to the fact
¢hat work has had to be done “and
no other crganization has been so
well equipped to undertake it.” This
document adds: “Through its gare
dens, farms and food campaigns the

agricultural interests have been
aided.  Children have been turned
out to fight the locusts. Assistance

has been given to the bureau of
health in many instances by the in-
formation concerning health -and
epidemics. The schools, in conjunc-
‘tion with the bureau of health, un-
dertook spyeral years ago the train-
ing of Filipino girls as nurses. Aid
has been given to the bureau of posts
in popularizing its postal savings
bank and in other ways. Tor sev-
eral years the schools have been do-
ing pioneer work in & public welfare
movemeng. Through its library, its
literary societies and its entertain-
ments, the schoolhouse has become
the social center of the community.”
