Japan leads the world in propor­
tion of divorces to marriages, it is 
asfeCiLcd here. UnolhciaJ reports say 
the divorces in 1918 numbered 56.-

marriages.

This is contrasted with the Ger­
man rate of 21.6 per thousand, 
which is said to be the highest di­
vorce rate in Europe.
