HOW MUCH BLCCD
CAN WE LOSE?

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Hdh mucli-blood is there in the
human body? Thi%is not an idle
question. It is a mattet of vital im-
portance. . The amount of blocd that
a person can lose, either accidentally
or through a bloed teansfusion oper-
ation such as is being frequently per-
formed nowadays, depends on how
much blood there is to draw on and
how much will be left in the body..
Until recently, says a recent edito-

rial in The Journal of the American
Tedical Asscciation, our knowledge of |
amount of blcod in the body has |

the
been based on observation on animals.
Naturally, the amount in the human
body may and probably does differ,
not only among human beings but be-
tween human and animal bodies. That
this is true is shown by the wide va-
riations of different scientific writers
whose estimates run all the way from
one-twernticth to one-third of the en-
tire weight of the boedy.

It is of course impossible to draw

off all the blcod in the body and meas- |
‘ ure fit.

It is cqually useless to muke
any accurate estimate after death, as
the blood coagulates in the larger
veins and blood sinuses as soon as the
heart stops. So nothing but guesses
were possible up to about ten years
ago.

Istimates before that time were
based on animal experiments with one
exception. Several hundred years
ago, when decapitation was one form
of capiial punishment, a French scien-
tist, Heller, asked the opportunity of
measuring the amount of blood of two

murderers condemned to be beheaded. |
The king gave permission and the !

blood was duly measured and weighed.
One murderer had 28 pounds of blood
in his body, the other had 39. But
as the body weight of neither-gf these
men was taken, the result Is useless
for purposes of comparison.

About ten years ago, Drinker and
Longworthy, tyo physiological inves-
tigators, worked ocut a new method.
A very small dose of a harmless dye
was injected into the veins of a volun-
teer. After the subjeet had walked
around for about fifteen minutes, so
as to tho.oughly mix the dye in the
bload, a small amount of blood was
drawn off and analyzed as to the de-
gree of dilution which the dye had un-
dergone. Finding this, it was easy to
calculate how much liquid it had re-
quired or in other words, how much
blood there was in the body to dilute
the dye to that extent.

Wood Big Factor as

Electric Power Fuel
Wood as a fuel for the produc-
tion’of electric power by public util-
ity power plants is a factor of great
importance in Oregon, according to
a bulletin issued by the geographi-
cal survey. ‘In that state during
the month of June, 18,664,000 kilo-
watt hours were produced by burn-
ing wood, as against only 33,000
hours from other fuel
sources, and 47,857,000 from water
power.

In the state of Washington wood
fuel produced more electric power
than all other fuels, the total for
wood being 2,581,000 kilowatt
hours, against 895,000 for all other
fuels. # Other states in which wood
is an important electric power fuel
are: Alabama, 90,000 kilowatt
