WHAT CAN WE DO TO PREVENT 
FIRES ?

We hear much during these days 
concerning “ Fire Prevention!” It is 
not a new subject. Volumes have 
been written on it. Public lectures 
have been delivered on “Fire Preven­
tion” as the subject. The scren has 
shown the horrors of the flames to 
millions. And yet, the extent of the 
fire destruction has not lessened. The 
need for careful attention of “ Fire 
Prevention” has steadily increased 
within recent years.
Fact About Fire During “Fire Pre­

vention Week.
1. The’ dollar loss from fires in the 

State of Texas for the year 1926 was 
approximately twenty million dollars

2. The dollar loss in the United 
States fcr the year 1926 was aprox- 
imately $56t|,500,000. (Estimates of 
the National Board of Fire Under­
writers.)

3. The dollar loss in Texas from 
January 1st to September 1st, 1927 
approximately $11,621,446.74.

4. A conservative estimate of thf 
fires in Texas that are preventable 
is 85 per cent. The same per cen' 
is estimated by the National Board 
of Fire Underwriters as preventable 
in the U. S.

6. Ten thousand lives were lost in 

the U. S. in 1926.
7. The percentage of fires in Texas 

of incendiary origin for the past five 
years is approximately ten per cent 
This estimate was hard to arrive at, 
but was made from the estimate on 
facts that werb available for use.

8. 24 towns in Texas have a wholly 
paid fire departments.
The protected towns that have wholly 
volunteer fire departments are 216.

9. The protection o the Forest from 
fires is carried on under the United 
States Government. The State of 
Texas has made no progress in the 
matter of preservation of oUr For­
ests. We are giving you the followin  ̂
information given out by the National 
Fire Protection Association relative 
to Forset fires.

“ In 1925 we had over ^8,000 forest 
fires, which devastated an area of
26.000. 000 acres, at a cost of $28,000. 
Our forett area at the beginning was
822.000. 000 acres of Virgin timber 
stand out of a total land area of
2.000. 000.000 acres. The virgin stand 
of timber today is less than 125,000,- 
acres. The average forest fire burns 
an area of about two-thirds of a mile 
in diameter. If all these forest fires 
were put side by side, they would 
reach across the United States fif-

- teen times in flaming bands two- 
thirds of a mile wide.

The following facts and figures are 
copied from the National Fire Pro­
tection Week Supplement:

Life Loss by Fire 
Statisticians placed the loss of life 

caused by fire during 1926 at 10,000. 
This is a reduction of about 34 per 
cent in the last three years largely 
due to the extensive educational work 
carried on in the interest of “ Fire 
Prevention.” There has been a ser- 

-ious increase, however, in the number 
of persons injured, as the statistics 
available show an average of two 
persons injured to one killed. This 
persons injured to ce killed. Thsi 
on the basis of our estimate, would 
show at least 20,000 persons injured 
by fire. The largest percentage of 
both killed and injured are of the 
dependent class, namely, mothers, 
children, the sick in hospitals, and 
unfortunates in institutions. It is 
also noticeable that a large percen­
tage of casualties are among those 
engaged in fire service.

Property Loss From Fire 
The preliminary estimate of fire 

loss for 1926 is $560,548,624. This is 
an average of $1,535,750 per day, or 
$1,066 for every minute of the year. 
A comparison of figures for the last 
decade shows an alarming increase 
in fire losses:

Sutton County Land 
Valued at 9 Million

According to a bulletin issued by 
the Bureau of the Census, U. S. De- 
partmejgt pf Agriculture, the value 
of the 965,000 aefes of land in Sut­
ton County plus the value of all 
buildings in the county is $9,521,616. 
Buildings alone are valued at $431,-
500.00.

Subtracting the value of buildings 
from the total valuation, leaves a to­
tal of $9,090,116.00, representing the 
value of the land alone, or aproxi- 
mately $9.50 per acre.

This bulletin represents valuations 
as of 1925, and has just been com­
pleted.

Land in this county is only render- 
for taxation at $1.50 to $2.00 per ac­
re, about the lowest in the State.

Who Pays The Fire Loss 
It is the general impression that 

every time the fire bell rings one or 
more insurance companies suffer loss 

Where These Fires Take Place 
Over 60 per cent of the number of 

fires take place in the homes, which 
means a home fire for every four 
minutes. Each day of the year, on 
the average, five schools, five chur­
ches, 15 hotels, 1 hospital, 4 ware­
houses, 9 farms, 6 department stores, 
2 theatres, 8 public garages, 3 print 
ing plants and 3 dry goods stores are 
burning.

their rebellion against Gaiies.

in 15i7 the consutation of the U- 
nited States of Mexico was re-drafted 
and the main proviso in every depart­
ment of the constitution w'as to do 
away with the ciause permitting a 
Trsfcident of that repuonc to again 
run for or hold that office after hav­
ing served two four-year terms. L'ai- 
les based his campaign for the pies- 
idency on that clause of “no reelection 
as did Obregon.

Serrano and Gomez then, are rebell­
ing against ualies’ pact with Obre­
gon to have Obregon elected again 
as President of Mexico, to succeed 
L̂ alles, which is clearly a violation 
of of the new constitution. Obregon 
supported anjJ Virtually elected Calies 
to the presidency. They are both big 
land-owners in the State of Sonora 
and Obregon is virtually the Musso­
lini of Northwestern Mexico, as well 
as being the real power behind the 
throne of the present administration.
The whole thing resolves itself to 

a “scratch” my back and I’ll scratch 
yours” agreement between Calies and! 
Obregon. When Obregon’s term ex-1 
pires, if he is r-eelected, Calies will' 
he the successor. I

The rebellion or revolution will no 
doubt fail. Most revolutions fail in 
Mexico. After all, the best and most' 
procperous years Mexico ever enjoy-1 
ed were the thirty odd years that 
Porfirio Diaz ruled with an iron hand! 
as a practical, tho benevolent, despot. |

PolULcal ectnomists, soc.plogists, 
and students of government tell us 
the population of Mexico, only five 
per cent of whom can read and wrte, 
are unsuited for self-government. This 
contention is • borne out at election I 
time, when the “voice of the people’ ' | 
is merely the expression of the few 
educated ones. The average Mexican 
peon has no more idea of what it is 
all about than a road-runner. They 
congregate about the polls, vote as 
they are told to, and receive a scorch­
ing hot drink, a pair of sox, or maybe 
a peso for their vote, and once more 
the never-ending political feud is on 
between the “ scientificos” and the ad- 
vocates of self-government.

Probably the best thing for Mexico 
is a dictatorship such as Calies exer- 
c’ ses practically at all events, if not 
ethically.

FIRE PREVENTION WEEK

THE VALUE OF THE
NEWSPAPERS RECOGNIZED

October 9 to 15, National Fire Pre­
vention Week, has become one fo the 
big weeks of the year Not only are 
fcXudents of schools of every descrip­
tion schooled in the common-sense sci­
ence of abating th efire evil, but every 
citizen in the United States receives 
information on this all important sub­
ject, either directly or indirectly.

Howevar, th ecommittee in charge 
of fire prevention trains its guns on 
school children especially knowing that 
children in school can be a vast fac­
tor in the elimination of fire waste.

When it is learned that in the State 
of Texas alone, in 1926, 231 lives were 
lost lost and property valued at f l l , -  
621,624.00 W’as destroyed, and that the 
total for the Unted States was 10000, 
lives lost and twenty millon dollars 
worth of prop^erty consumed then the 
efficacy and the need for a national 
program of fire prevention is appre­
ciated.

This splendid work will be taught 
in the Sonora Public Scholos during 
fire prevention week, according to M.- 
0. Britt, superintendent. The largest 
conrtibutor to fire loss is the lighted 
cigar or cigarette end, carelessly toss­
ed away, which alights close or on 
some inflamable substance. Almost 
all fires are preventable even those 
caused by spontaneous combustion, 
such as cotton, wool or paints in stor- 
ago. Watch those matches, cigarettes 
electric irons and other fire makers. 
Fire is the greatest servant man has, 
but likewise, it is man’s greatest en­
emy if not kept under control

A. A. Anderson, secretary of the 
Pacific Coast Building-Loan Associa­
tion ,in an address at the Pacific 
States savings and loan conference, 
recommends new’spaper advertising as 
the most effective and economical 
means of reaching the public. Fur­
ther, he urged that the building-loan 
associations throughout the United 
States should have a fund of at least 
$1,000,000 for such a campaign.

As Mr. Anderson knows, it has been 
fully demonstrated that the newspa­
per stands by itself as a carreir of 
messages to the greatest possible num 
ber of people. It is the only medium 
that is sure to reach the citizens of 
a community and be read. This' fact 
is being more fully appreciated every 
day.

The smaller city dailies and country 
weeklies are the great medium for 
reaching the masses of the people who 
represent th emajority of the reading 
and buying power of this nation.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Oct.6.— 
A new and novel idea to simplify 
the ever present problem of “ What 
shall I serve?” has recently been 
presented to hostesses by a concerted 
effort on the part of the soda foun­
tain industry to encourage members 
to sell crushed fruits and other fla­
vorings for home use, together with 
ice cream.

The “ Serve Fruit Sundaes in your 
home” idea, as it has been named, 
has met with an immediate response 
on the part of distracted hostesses 
and housewives, who find in it an 
easy and quick way to meet any e- 
mergency. All that it is necessary 
to do when one is ordering ice cream 
from a fountain is to add “ And please 
send me such and such an amount 
of crushed pineapple,” or whatever 
flavor one desires.

The idea has even gone so far that 
special containers have been created 
,for the delivery of the crushed fruits. 
The four ounce size (quarter pint) 
contains sufficient crushed fruit to 
dress from four to six servings of 
ice cream, depending upon your idea 
of size of servings. The eight ounce 
container (half pint) contains suffi- 
pient for eight to twelve servings. 
The small size sells for ten or fif­
teen cents and the larger size for 
twenty to twenty-five cents.

There are several advantags to the 
idea. First: there is a wide selec­
tion of flavors from which to choose. 
Secondly: any quantity can be or­
dered, and if unexepeted guests ar­
rive, orders can quickly be supple­
mented. The idea eliminates the e- 
fort of preparing ice cream dressings 
in one’s own kitchen, and, as these 
crushed fruits are prepared by ex­
perts especially for ice cream sun­
daes, they are ideally suited to the 
purpose, usually being better than 
anything the housewife can repare 
herself.

Our great cities of today are pos­
sible only because of modern plumb­
ing and sewage disposal. If the wa­
ter or sewage sysems of our large 
cities should fail in operation thous­
ands of people would die from dis­
ease.

Great masses of people can not 
live healthily together in a crowded 
area unless there is provided a safe 
water supply, unless sewage is taken 
away and disposed of properly

In the middle ages, great plagues 
swept away millions of people in Eng­
land, France, Germany (and Italy. 
Epidemics were caused by neglect of 
the commonest laws of sanitation. 
Even today in many European cities 
the most common form of sewer is 
the gutter in the middle of the paved 
street. All waste is dumped into the 
gutter, which runs to the nearest 
river.

But, in America, it is different be­
cause the plumber, as a pioneer of 
public health, has prvoided safe san­
itation through the proper disposal 
of sewage waste and by furnishing 
a supply of pure water. The plumber 
installs and maintains means of bring 
ing pure water into the home and of 
leading the water out again, after it 
has been used in the form of drainage 
sewage, and waste. It is just as im­
portant to remove and dispose of 
sewage properly as it is to bring 
in pure fresh water.

The extent to which the plumber 
has conserved human Hfe is shown 
in a survey made by the children’ŝ  
bureau of the United States govern­
ment. This survey shows that where 
water has to be carried into the house, 
from out of doors, the death rate; of 
babies is 198 out of every 1000. Where 
city water is piped into the house, the 
infant death rate is only 117 out of 
every 1000. Where there were bath 
tubs in th ehome connected with run­
ning water and sewerage, the death 
rate of babies is 71 out of every 1000. 
Where there are not bath tubs the 
death rate is 165 out of every 1,000, 
more than twice that in homes with 
plumbing.

In homes where there is a toilet in 
the home the baby rate is 108 and 
in hemes the yard closet is in use 
the death rate is 169. It is thus 
shown that the plumber is a sani- 
Itarian. He protects the health of 
the nation, and is a pioneer in every 
movement towards improved sa i ' i*-y 
conditions which makes'our cities 
more habitable and healthful, 'le  is 
as a good citizen, interested in any 
movement that will improve sanita­
tion and public health generally.

What is true of the city is true 
in the smaller town, and as the Sonora 
JP. T. A. is taking for their work 
this year “ Better Health” and making 
conditions safe for the children it 
would be well for them to -onsider 
the oportunity offered by the coming

SEWER BONDS.”

The manner of holding said '■lection 
shall be governed by the laws of the 
State governing General Elections.

A copy of this order, signed by the 
Mayor of the City of Sonora, -nd 1 1- 
tested by the City Secretary <if .'•aid 
City, shall serve as a proper nctice 
of said election.

The Mayor is authorized and di­
rected to cause said notice of election 
to be posted at the Gilmore Hardware 
Co., Fm’nituie Department, (the place 
designated for holding said election) 
and at two other public places in the 
City of Sonora all of said notices to 
be posted for at least thiity (30) full 
days prior to the date of election.

The Mayor is further authorized 
and directed to have said notice of 
election published in the Devil’s River 
News, a newspaper of general circu­
lation, published in said City, and 
which notice shall be published once 
each week for five consecutive weeks 
the date of the first publication to 
be not less than thu’ty (30) full days 
prior to the date of election.
