The “Devil,” his wife and angel 
baby girl spent the latter part of last 
week in Big Lake with relatives. The 
Wife' and kid remained- in Big Lake, 
while the Devil journeyed over to the 
oii fields.

First, I visited the Big Lake field, 
where that field has been producing 
twenty-five to thirty thousand barrels 
of 38-gravity oil for the past four 
years. In that field the discovery 
well, the Santa Rita No. 1, was con­
tinuing its production of 100 barrels 
dailJ  ̂ The production in the Big Lake 
field has been pinched, due to the low 
price of crude.

From there I went to tlie McCamey 
area in Upton county. McCamey is 
a growing oil town. Two years ago, 
the writer was in that town where all 
its inabitants, numbering only twen 
ty-fivc, including the prou'oters ol 
the new towm. But, today, there is 
a population of seven thousand in the 
towm of McCamey rnd the McCamej 
oil fields. This is a typical We^t 
lexas oil field town seething with 
acitvity. W e barely found parking 
space there.

Continuing our travel we next w’eni 
through alkali dust abuiC a yard dee;' 
to the famous Yates field— a field 
that has a potential proilnetion of 
half a million barrels daily, and the 
biggest shalloAv wells in the State I 
saw where the big 65,000 barrel w’eil 
came in. The mountain sid^s, some 
of tliem inclining for more than a half 
mile were blackened with oil from the 
gushers. There are three towms wh.-ch 
have recently sprung up almost over 
night in this field. The first towm 
Iraan, which gets its name sake fron' 
Mr. and Mrs, Ira G. Yates, is now a 
tmvn of two to three thousand people, 
lot to mention the workmen in th< 

field. While here we w'alked into 
a little tailor shop about 20x30 and 
asked wdiaCa building this size Avould 
rent for per month. The proprietoi 
calmly told us that he was paying 100 
per month, and that other buildings 
no larger wmre commanding more than 
that.

The Yates field is in Pecos county 
alongside the, Pecos River. It was 
■*'' to us whTe there, that Pecos
county wms going to be divided into 
two separate counties, the new county 
to be named Yates county. A  block 
in Iraan has been designated as the 
site for the ncAV court house.

We were also in Red Barn, tlie 
Yates headrpiarter ranch town. Mr 
Yates has leased this site to Hala 
mieek Brothers of Big Lake for a 
period of five years. This new town 
is right in the heart of the oil fields..

Across the river, about a half mile, 
in Crockett county, a new town is 
being built The man Borger, who 
promoted the Borger townsite, and a 
man by the name of Grube, are put­
ting on this new site. They, accord­
ing to reports emanating from relia­
ble sources, will run this neAv towm 
“as an oil field town should be hand­
led.” W e were talking to a cafe man 
there who said that everything in this 
new town would “run Avide open.”

IS PROHIBITION
COMING OR GOING?

There came into this office yester­
day a man from a city on the Ohio 
River— a city of about 100,000 popu­
lation. He is a prosperous tobacco 
manufacturer. A  certain popular 
brand of cigarets is among the pro­
ducts of his factories. He has been 
more or less active in politics. He is 
a good fellow in the better sense of 
that much-abused designation. He 
was here to attend the debate which 
was held last night at Soldier field.

We talked about that; about the 
tobacco business; about politics, and 
finally the conversation drifted -a -  
round to prohibition. Said he:

“ In ten or fifteen year.s this coun­
try will have forgotten about liquor. 
‘T used to want a few drink: every day 
When the eighteenth amendment was 
enacted I stocked up well. For a 
while I kept up the old habits, but 
now I don’t take a drink oftener than 
rmee in six months. I just don’t think 
about it any more, and that’s true 
o f my friends.

“ It has made a big difference to 
the workers in my factoiy. Fellows 
who couldn’t own a white collar now 
have their own homes paid for. They 
are buying gasoline with the money 
they used to spend for booze, and 
the family, that didn’t have shoes to 
■walk in when the saloons were busy, 
aiow goes driving in the car every day.

“ No sir, you can’t induce me to vote 
fo r  liquor to come back in any way, 
shape or fashion. The only vote I’ll 
cast on that question would be to 
make the law stronger.’’

And there are thousands of men

throughout America who have reached 
a like conclusion for a like reason. 
We, who live in the big cities, where,

I

!n the nature of things, the outlawed 
liquor interests will make their last 
stand, do not realize to what an ex­
tent America is really dry,ing up in 
the smaller cities, the towns and vil­
lages.

Here is the testimony of a differ­

ent sort of witness, but in his own 
way no less competent— a preacher, 
John Andrew Holmes, who writes in 
the current issue of the Congrega- 
tionalist.

“ Having lived my entire half-cen­
tury of life with not a single full 
year’s exception in dry towns and 
cities from Massachusetts to Califor­
nia, in every one of which there was 
nullification by the authorities and 
law-breaking by the j^eople— 'oad e- 
nough in themselves but cunningly 
magnified by false propaganda until 
the very elect were deceived anfl dis­
couraged— but in every one of which 
the cause of law and order trium­
phed in the end, I call upon all en­
emies of drink to bear up, keep up 
the fight and wait patiently for God. 
All the present hue and cry, with the 
horrible stories of actrocities which 
we always have to hear in such times 
of war, is ‘old stu ff’ to me. I heard 
it for years in a township, but we‘ 
muddled thru it. I heard it for years 
in a county, but it died down. I heard 
it for years in a city, but, it was fin­
ally conceded that the city should be 
run without license money. I heard 
it for years in a state, but it did not 
last a generation. Now that I hear 
it in a larger area, how well I know 
its raucous voice! That voice, how­
ever loud, cannot deceive me.’’

The cigaret manufacturer and the 
preacher are agreed. Eadi from his 
own viewpoint sees the same happen­
ing. Prohibition is coming, not go­
ing; it is winning, not losing. The 
clamor we hear is the clamor of the 
defeated; it is not the voice of A - 
merica.— Editorial in Chicago Evening 
Post.
