COLDEST SPELL
HERE SINCE THE
YEAR OF 1888

Old Man Winter breathed his cold-
est breath here last week since 1888
when the mercury dropped to five be-
low zero. Temperature here the latter
part of last week was around the
three below zero mark, according to
several who had thermometers.

Late Friday afternoon snow began
falling and continued until aturday
night, and began again Sunday and
fell until about noon. From twelve to
fifteen inches were reported by sev-
eral ranchmen from various seetions
of the county. This was the largest
snow in the history of the county,
according to W. L. Aldwell, Geo. J.
Trainer and G. W. Stephenson, pio-
neer ranchmen of this section. Mans
Hoggett, Mertzon ranchman, reported
only three inches on his range. Men-
ard reported 18 inches, six at Ozona
and three at Del Rio.

The snow will benefit the range,
since recent rains had already put a
fair season in the ground. It will,
according to ranchmen, insure enough
feed for sheep during the winter and
start weeds and grass next spring.
Most all the water from the snow will
soak into the ground.

Roads in various sections of the
country were made almost impassa-
ble, due to the heavy snow, and after
it had thawed roads were muddy and
slippery. Tuesday at noon nearly all
the snow had melted and roads were
passable.

|GOOD ROADS

DIRECTOR LOGS
HIGHWAY NO. 277

United States Highway No. 277,
extending through Abilene north and
south, is destined to become-one of
the most popular tourist routes
through Texas and within a year
2,000 motorists will be passing over
it daily, says the Abilene Morning
News.

This was the forecast made here
yesterday by R. A. Singletary, direec-
tor of the United States Good Roads
association and manager of the good
road division of the Oklahoma City
Chamber of Commerce. Mr. Single-
tary and E. J. Price, in charge of
highway publicity of the Oklahoma
City organization, were in Abilene
yesterday and conferred with Judge
W. R. Ely, state highway commis-
sioner.

Mr. Singletary left Oklahoma City
Friday morning enroute to Del Rio,
the southern terminus of highway
No 287. He is logging the recently
designated United States highway,
which through Texas is known as
state highway No. 30. He and Mr.
Price will return through Abilene to
Oklahoma City early this week.

Cuts Distance to South

The route through Abilene is des-
tiried to become the most popular one
for tourists passing through Oklaho-
ma City and enroute either to Del
Rio or points west, Mr. Singletary
said. The reason for this is that it is
a much shorter distance to Del Rio
and Arizona and California points
than any other route and when pres-

ent projects are finished it will be the :

most completely paved road, he
pointed out.

It is 76 miles nearer to Abilene
over U. S. Highway No. 277 than
by way of Fort Worth which for years
has been the most traveled route, Mr.
Singletary said. His speedometer
showed the distance between Abilene
and Oklahoma City to be 824 miles.
With 12 miles to be lopved off this
distance in projects now under way,
the distance will be only 312 miles.

“I was agreeably surprised with
the condition of the roads from Ckla-
homa City to Abilene,” said Mr. Sin-
gletary. “When the people in the
north and east learn of this route it
will result in an immense amount
of traffic. By following this highway
they will not only save 76 miles but
those going to points in the west will
have much more paved' surface than
they will over No. 66 by way of Am-
arillo, Santa Fe, N. M. and Flag-
staff, Arizona.”

Highway No. 277 branches at Okla-
homa City and an all-weather route
leads to Sioux City. Twelve paving
contracts now are unled way between
Oklahoma City and the Texas boun-
dary.

Predicts Many Tourists

“I predict that within a year’s time
No 277 will be carrying 2,000 tourists
each day, provided the route is given
the proper publicity,” said Mr. Sin-
gletary. “You have the four-cent gas-
oline tax in Texas. For every fifteen
miles he travels the tourist puts four
cents into your road and public
school funds, to say nothing of the
amount he spends for gasoline, food,
repairs and in hotel bills. If we can
put 2,000 cars on that route each day
it will mean much to Texas and Ok-
lahoma.”

The Oklahoma City Chamber of
Commerce is working out a publicity
plan for the route, Mr Price said.
While they are logging the route at
present and getting- exact informa-
tion as to how much of the road is
paved or to be paved within three or
four months, he and Mr. Singletary
are calling on all chambers of com-
merce and others along the route in
pushing it as a favorite road for
tourists to travel.

Want Income Reports
In By March 15

Abuse by taxpayers of the priv-
ilege of securing an extension of time
in which they may file their income
tax returns will no longer be tolerated
according to orders issued by the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue
and announcements made in this Dis-
trict by Collector Geo. C. Hopkins.

Heretofore, tax experts, with a. long
list of clients have been in the habit
of asking and securing extensions,
chiefly on the ground that they have
movre clients than they can physically
attend to around March 15.

“The Commissioner of Internal
Revenue has authorized me to advise
all taxpayers and all representatives
of income taxpayers that only in
those cases shown to have genuine
merit will extensions of time for
filing be granted,” said Collector
Hopkins today.

“The records show that for several
years the extension privilege, has
be n abused, and that in many cases
taxpayers or their representatives
have habitually requested extensions
year after year so that delayed re-
turns have been the rule rather tham:
the exception. ey 2R

“It is believed, therefore, in these
as well as in many other cases the:
delay was occasioned primarily bys
undue exercise of the privilege af~"

forded taxpayers of securing extenm-.

sions of time rather than by merito-
rious causes, hence the recent instrue-
tions to all collectors to grant exten-
sions only upon the showing of a good
and sufficient cause. In other words,
extensions will be granted only in
those cases in which, by reason of the
circumstances involved, the taxpayers
could not have filed timely returns
through the exercise of ordinary dil-
igence.

“This is to advise representatives
of taxpayers that wholesale requests
for extensions (a long list of clients)
presented at the eleventh hour, ac-
companied by no better reason than
“mpossible to collect data,’ or ‘physi-
cally impossible to reach all’ will not
be granted.

“We advise representatives of tax-
payers who have a large clientele to
commenece operations immediately af-
ter January first and not wait until
March fifteenth to file returns.

“We advise taxpayers who depend
on others to prepare their returns to
furnish all data to their agent ilg;
mediately after January first. The
return can then be prepared but no
filed and tax paid until March 15.”
