He spoke in complimentary 
terms of Sonora and the surround­
ing territory, and believes that 
this city will serve a great portion 
of West Texas as a dristributing 
point.

LION SCHWEINING CHOSEN 
DELEGATE TO STATE 

CONVENTION

Following an elaborate program 
of song and instrumental selections 
by members of the Epworth Lea­
gue, J. J. Wells, traveling auditor 
for the Panhandle & Santa Fe Ry. 
Company, addressed the Lions club 
upon railroad matters as affect­
ing the general public, and hinted 
at future legislation governing 
highway traffic. Mr. Wells took 
opportunity to congratulate the 
young people who appeared on the 
program. He said it was not so 
much the trend of modem youth 
that counted, but the examples 
set by their elders.

Mr. Wells said that the raih*oad, 
like Lions clubs and other organ­
izations, was a co-laborer for the 
upbuilding of the neighborhood. 
He spoke of these depressing times 
and reminded the Lions of the 
stories of old of the seven fat years 
followed by seven lean ones; that 
the world moved in cycles. He re­
called the drouths of the past 20 
years, at which times it looked as 
if ever3d;hing had gone to the dogs, 
but the United States had come 
through okay—down for a time, 
but never out.

“ It has been the disposition of 
some to think of the railroads as 
something separate and apart, in a 
class to themselves,” said Mr. 
Wells, “but this is not so. Man 
cannot live by himself alone, and 
the same is true of organizations. 
The railroad is here to give hearty 
co-operation; it is here to upbuild 
the community and to contribute 
in the way of taxes.”  He referred 
to early railroad construction, to 
cut-throat competion and the freez­
ing out of small shippers with 
special favors to the big ones. He 
reviewed the receivership days and 
the ultimate passing into govern­
ment control for the duration of 
the war. “Two good points came 
out of the war and government 
control—the public learned the 
necessity of railroads and the roads 
gained new ideas of service.” Mr. 
Wells said that the railroads were 
permanent  ̂ and that millions of 
dollars were being spent for safety 
of public and patrors.

P. J. Taylor, local Santa Fe 
agent and Sid Evans, ranchman, 
were guests.

Lion Caldwell presented the ques­
tion of a clean-up campaign and 
asked the co-operation of the city 
officials. Lion Gilmore, speaking 
for the city council stated that if 
the Lions would see that all 
premises were cleaned up and the 
rubbish piled conveniently, the city 
would haul it off free of charge.

Lion Alfred Schweining, who 
made quite a reputation as state 
convention representative last year, 
was unanimously elected to the 
same post for this year. The state 
convention will meet at Port Ar­
thur on April 21.

Gomer Minnick, president of the 
Epworth League, thanked the club 
for the privilege of serving the 
luncheon, and stated that the 
money thus made would be used to 
defray the expenses of a delegate 
to the state meet at Kerrville.

PLEDGE 75,000,000 

LBS. TO CO-OPS

FIELD REPORTS SHOW UNITS 
GETTING LARGE VOLUME 

FROM NEWf MEMBERS

A short in the switch box of an 
electric sign at the Corner Drug 
Store Monday night caused quite a 
bit of smoke and the fire depart­
ment answered the call. The wires 
had been disconnected by the time 
the fire truck reached the scene. 
Some quick work by R. A. Steen, 
manager of the drug store, and 
Gene Bailey prevented any serious 
damage.

Louie Hoffmaster, salesman for 

the West Texas Utilities Company, 
was here this week.

Reports from all wool growing 
districts of the United States to 
headquarters of the National Wool 
Marketing Corporation tell of the 
fine support which wool growei's 
are giving their co-operative at the 
beginning of its second marketing 
season.

Estimates the middle of March 
placed the co-operative tonnage of 
1931 wool actually signed at 75,- 
000,000 pounds, which is far in ex­
cess of the volume at the same 
time last year.

Reports from the field indicate 
that co-operative units are getting 
a considerable volume of wool fx'om 
new members. Current belief is 
that the co-operative wool tonnage 
for 1931 will exceed the large vol­
ume given the growers’ organiza­
tion during its first year of oper­
ation, 1930.

The Utah Wool Marketing Asso­
ciation, Salt Lake City, which 
handled 10,210,000 pounds in 1930 
had approximately 12,500,000 lbs. 
signed the middle of March with 
more wool expected when shearing 
gets under way. Of this volume, 
roughly 1,030,000 fleeces, approx­
imately 434,000 fleeces represent 
new members. Jas. A. Hooper, sec­
retary of the Utah association, also 
vice president of the National Wool 
Marketing Corporation, reports 
growing interest in co-operative 
marketing throughout the entire 
intermountain district.

From Yakima, Wash., comes 
the report that the Oregon-Wash- 
ington association, which handled 
a little over 5,000,000 pounds last 
year, already has signed about 4,-
500.000 pounds of which fully 500,- 
000 pounds represent new member­
ship. J. F. Sears, secretary of the 
Oregon-Washington association, an­
ticipates that the volume this year 
will be considerably greater than 
the amount which the growers 
consigned to the co-operative last 
year. Shearing is now under way 
in Washington.

The Eastern Idaho association, 
Pocatello, had,' approximately 3,-
724.000 pounds signed the middle 
of March, reports A. H. Caine, sec­
retary. Of this volume, about 475,- 
000 pounds is from growers who 
are new members in the Eastern 
Idaho unit. Although the season is 
just getting well under way in 
Idaho, this unit is very close to its
1930 tonnage, which was 4,176,000 
pounds. Many of the leading clips 
of Idaho are again coming into 
the co-operative program. The 
Western Idaho association, Boise, 
has signed again this year the John 
Archabal clip of approximately
500.000 pounds. This is one of the 
key clips fo Idaho.

The Colorado Wool Marketing 
Association, Denver, which in 1930 
handled approximately 5,500,000 
pounds, expects the tonnage will 
be at least 6,000,000 pounds this 
season, according to L. W. Clough, 
secretary-treasurer. The middle of 
March the Colorado unit had signed 
approximately 479,000 fleeces, or 
about 3,830,000 pounds. Last year, 
clipping time, the tonnage o*f this 
unit of the co-operative was 
roughly 300,000 fleeces, or about
2.400.000 pounds. The Colorado 
unit also is getting a considerable 
volume of wool from new members.

It is the belief of Murray E. 
Stebbins, secretary of the Mon­
tana Wool Marketing Association 
and a member of the national 
board of directors, that Montana 
will pass its 1930 volume by fully 
2,000,000 pounds. He predicts the
1931 Montana co-operative tonnage 
will be better thn 15,000,000 lbs., 
coming from close to 3,000 grow­
ers. Last year the Montana co­
operative unit shipped approxi­
mately 13,000,000 pounds.

The Pacific Co-operative Wool 
Growers, Portland, which handled 
close to 10,000,000 pounds last year 
now has approximately 8,000,000 
pounds of 1931 wool signed and 
looks for the total tonnage for this

year to equal that of the past 
season.

The Texas units reporting so far 
indicate increased tonnages. The 
Lone Star association, San An­
gelo, expects its 1931 volume to 
amount to between 7,000,000 and
7.500.000 pounds. Last year the 
growers in the Lone Star associa­
tion shipped 6,582,000 pounds. Few 
withdrawals and quite a bit of new 
business is i*eported.

The Mid-Texas Association, Me­
nard, had 1,750,000 pounds signed 
the middle of March, according to 
J. R. Smart, secretary, contrast 
with a total volume of 1,663,000 
pounds for the entire 1930 season.

The Nevada Wool Marketing As­
sociation, Elko, reported approxi­
mately 300,000 fleeces or about
2.400.000 pounds signed the middle 
of March. Last year this associa­
tion assembled 1,977,000 pounds of 
wool. C. A. Sewell, secretary, ex­
presses the belief that the 1931 
volume will be materially greater 
than that for 1930.

The outlook is favorable in both 
North and South Dakota. Last 
year the North Dakota association 
handled about 3,375,000 pounds, 
while the South Dakota volume 
was 3,827,000 pounds. The North 
Dakota association reports that 
only 200 members withdrew dm*- 
ing the year from a total member­
ship in excess of 5,000. Both of 
these units expect their 1931 clip 
to equal or possibly exceed that of 
last year.

Reports from the Middle West 
indicate that growers in the fleece- 
wool districts will do their share 
toward advancing co-operative mar­
keting of their product.

Sutton county voated a $175,000 
road bond issue Saturday when; 
231 votes were cast in favor of the 
bonds and 89 against. Seventeen 
votes more than was needed to 
carry the election were polled.

One hundred and twenty-five 
thousand dollars of the amount 
voted is to be spent, together with 
state aid, on the Old Spanish Trail 
from Sonora to the Crockett coun­
ty line, and $50,000 is to be used 
in improving county lateral roiads.

About sixty to ninety days will 
be required to have the bonds ap­
proved, sold, etc., before work will 
start. It is thought that actual con­
struction of hard-surfaced road 
between here and Ozona will com­
mence sometime in June.

Voting of bonds in this county 
has assured good roads from San 
Antonio to El Paso, as other coun­
ties through which the Old Span­
ish Trail passes have hard-surface- 
ing or have voted bonds. Crockett 
and Pecos counties are expected to 
start work at an early date on 
gravel and asphalt roads.

Sonora gave the issue 216 votes 
for and 37 against; precinct 2, five 
for and three against; precinct 3, 
eight for' and 16 against; precinct 
4, 23 against and none for; pre­
cinct 5, two for and 10 against.

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WILL SUTTON DO HER DUTY?

Tomorrow Sutton county will de­
cide whether or not she wants bet­
ter roads when voters go to the 
polls to cast their ballots in favor 
o f or against the $175,000 i*oad 
bond issue. Other counties through 
which the Old Spanish Trail passes 
have their eyes focused on this 
county and will be eagerly awaiting 
the outcome of the election. These 
other counties have already voted 
bonds or have paving, and now it is 
up to the voters of Sutton county 
to do their part. Surely this coun­
ty, the pioneer road building coun­
ty of West Texas, will take ad­
vantage of the opportunity tomor­
row and assure a hard-surfaced 
road from San Antonio to El Paso.

The increase in tax rate will be 
very little, approximately 15 cents 
on the hundred dollars or about 
$2.00 per section, not enough that 
the ranchmen and other tax pay­
ers will ever be burdened. And the 
land all over the county will be en­
hanced in value more than enough 
to offset the additional tax. Each 
section of land would have an in­
crease in tax of about $2, and what 
is that compared to good roads?

People all over the county will 
be benefitted, as $50,000 of the 
$175,000 will be spent on lateral 
roads. Of course, that would bene­
fit Sonora, its merchants and citi­
zens, schools and churches; thei’e- 
fore every tax paying voter should 
want these essentials and should 
cast their ballots in favor of the 
road bonds. Let’s do our duty.

A Round of Slugs

A tourist camp operator 
of Kerrville was here Wednesday 
looking for a desriable location on 
which to put si modern apartment 
tourist camp, and if he can get the 
right kind of location he will come 
to Sonora.

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NEED BETTER ROADS
It is a fact that Sutton county 

needs to build a hard-surfaced 
road to the Crockett county line, 
not to mention the advantages of 
all-weather lateral roads through 
out the county.

Sonora has an opportunity to 
become a distributing center for 
this sector, but to accomplish this 
we need more and better high­
ways, and the only way to get this 
is to vote the bond issue, Satur­
day, March 28.

CLOSE THE GAP
I

(AN EDITORIAL)
If Sutton county fails to vote the 

$175,000 road bonds Saturday, 
March 28, there will be a gap left 
in the Old Spanish Trail between 
San Antonio and El Paso that will 
not have hard-sui’facing. Other 
counties through which the high­
way passes have voted bonds or 
have paving, and it is up to Sut­
ton to do her part. Surely “ The 
Stockman’s Paradise” Cannot afford 
to let the opportunity to link up 
the Old Spanish Trail go by.

The contract has been let in 
Kimble county for hard-surfacing 
to the Sutton county line, and it is 
understood that the highway de­
partment will soon have the gap 
paved through the Llano section. 
KeiT, Crockett and Pecos have all 
voted bonds to pave the O. S. T. in 
their respective counties.

Whether or not the link between 
San Antonio and El Paso will be 
broken will be up to the tax-paying

voters of this county Saturday, 
March 28. What are we going to do 
about it?

Of the $175,000 to be voted, $50,- 
000 will be spent on the county’s 
lateral roads which will benefit the 
entire county. It is likely that these 
bonds will be retired by the state 
under the gasoline tax plan—the 
person who uses the highway will 
pay the cost and not the tax payer.

Many of the heaviest tax payers 
in this county have signified their 
willingness to vote for the bonds 
which is evidence that they believe 
money spent for good roads is a 
good investment.

Not only will Sutton county peo­
ple profit from better roads but 
Sonora will eventually be benefi­
ted. And we are all interested in the 
progress of our modern little city. 
If the roads aid our town then our 
schools and churches would grow. 
In fact, everybody would be af­
fected.

YOUR OPPORTUNITY
A prominent man said recent­

ly that it is every good citizen's 
duty to do everything possible to 
aid in the development of his town 
and county, and added that we 
would be doing this by voting for 
the $175,000 road bond issue.

Fifty thousand dollars of the 
proposed bonds would be spent 
in improving our lateral roads 
which would benefit people from 
every direction.

Money spent for good roads is NOT a TAX, but is an 
INVESTMENT that the people will realize dividends 
from each year. The Old Spanish Trail is one of the 
leading highways in Texas and the United States, and 
to have this route paved would be of inestimable value, 
not only to Sutton county, but to our neighbors. Sonora 
business men have been losing money as thousands and 
thousands of tourists have been traveling the border 
highway because a bad stretch of road existed in this 
section.

EDITOR OF STERLING PAPER 
REPLIES TO PROPOSED 

REMEDY

“ A Remedy for Bootleggers,” 
contributed by H. M. Mills of Ster­
ling City, appeared in last week’s 
issue of the Sterling City News- 
Record and received comment from 
W. F. Kellis, editor of that paper. 
The remedy follows:

Is alcohol a good thing for man 
and society? It would seem from 
the attitude of a great many good 
and intelligent citizens of our state 
and nation that the answer should 
be in the affirmative. When such 
prominent men as Alfred E. Smith, 
late governor of New York and the 
Democratic nominee for president 
in the last election, John J. Raskob 
chairman of the Democratic Exec­
utive committee, Dwight W. Mor­
row, Republican senator elect, Jim 
Reed, Democratic senator, and a 
great many other good people that 
seem to have the welfare of their 
country at heart, take a firm stand 
for alcohol, wine and beer, surely 
they think the use of alcohol, wine 
and beer a good thing for our peo­
ple, and if it is a good thing for 
our people, the more we have of 
it the better it is, for it is not 
possible to have too much of any 
thing that is good. We hear peo­
ple say that education is good 
for the community; if good, we 
cannot have too much education. 
Truth is conceded to be a good 
thing; so we cannot have too much 
of truth. Honesty is also conced­
ed to be a good thing for the com­
munity; yet you never hear peo­
ple say we have too much honesty 
in the community.

So if we conclude that whiskey, 
wine and beer are good things and 
good for the individual, they must 
be good for the community, if good 
for the community, they are good 
for the state; if good for the state, 
they are good for the nation; if 
good for the nation, the only ra­
tional conclusion we can reach is 
that if they are really good things 
the more we have of them the bet- 
per it is for all concerned.

Considering that whiskey, wine 
and beer are good for the nation, 
we have a proposition to offer that 
we think will be a remedy for the 
much cussed and discussed prohibi­
tion question, and also a remedy 
for the much abused “ bootlegger,” 
also the good people that buy from 
the bootlegger, for without them 
the bootlegger could not exist.

The proposition is as follows: 
Let'each state levy a special tax 
known as the “Drink Tax” not to 
exceed $1.00 on the one hundred 
dollars valuation of taxable prop­

erty; The money from this tax to 
be used as follows:

The state to appoint a commis­
sion known as the “ Drink Commis­
sion” to take charge of all monies 
and use same:

(1) To manufacture whiskey, 
wine and beer;

(2) To furnish free drinking 
fountains and install one in each 
town in the state, and one for each 
two thousand population in each 
city in convenient locations over 
the city so that every person could 
find them;

(3) To appoint some county offi­
cer in each county to take charge 
of the drinking fountains, hig duty 
being to see that they are kept 
filled with good whiskey, wine and 
beer, each fountain to have three 
parts, one for whiskey, one for 
wine and one for beer.

(4) To allow all persons from 6 
years to 105 years old to drink at 
these fountains, each person to 
furnish his or her drinking cup or 
glass, wafer and sugar;

(5) To keep these fountains open 
from 7 a. m. until 9 p. m., no per­
son being allowed to carry whiskey, 
wine or beer from these fountains.

(6) In order to lesson the drink 
tax, each state should repeal all 
laws against the manufacture of 
whiskey, wine and beer, and let ev-

(7) When this plan is adopted 
and the fountains installed, all laws 
against drunkenness, driving auto­
mobiles while intoxicated or fight­
ing while drunk should be repealed, 
for it would be very inconsistent 
and wrong to furnish strong drink 
free and then punish the citizen 
for drinking it.
