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LOPEZ HELD IN MURDER-OF RODRIGREZ AFTER WEDDING
Bridegrroom Held 

in Fatal Stabbing 
Sunday Morning

Body Found in Draw in Sonora- 
Examining Trial Held Mon­

day—Bond Is $2,500

New Lawyer Here

G. A. Wynn, Ozona, Becomes As­
sociate of L. W. Elliott

Cleofas Lopez, 22, is being held 
in the Sutton county jail pending 
the making of an appearance bond 
of $2,500, charged with the murder 
of Manuel Rodriguez here Sunday 
morning. Rodriguez’ body was dis­
covered at about 8 o’clock Sunday 
morning, in a dry arroyo beside a 
road leading from Sonora to the 
Mexican settlement, apparently 
about an hour after his death. Lo­
pez was arrested later in the morn­
ing by Sutton county officials and 
held in connection with the case, 
along with a number of other Mex­
icans.

The tragedy followed an all- 
night dance and wedding celebra­
tion here in honor of the accused 
slayer and his bride at the home of 
her father, Romalo Hernandez.

According to testimony of wit­
nesses in the examining trial, 
which was held Monday before 
county Judge Alvis Johnson, three 
men, Francisco Ramos, Pedro Mar­
tinez, and the victim of the slay­
ing were drinking beer in the bot­
tom of the arroyo just after sun­
up Sunday morning. Lojez joined 
the group, and according to the tes­
timony of Kanu/5, '.vas invited by 
Rodriguez to drink a bottle of beer 
and did so. Then according to Ra­
mos’ testimony, he and Martinez 
walked away from the scene. After 
they had gone about 20 steps they 
heard Rodriguez call Lopez an in­
sulting name. A scuffle followed, 
and according to the testimony, 
Lopez stabbed the victim once. The 
two eye-witnesses then walked 
away, according to Ramos, with 
Lopez still standing beside the 
body. A total of about ten men 
were arrested during the morning 
by officers here, but most of them 
were released later in the day. The 
two eye-witnesses and Lopez were 
held, however, until after the ex-

Sonora-Rockspiings Road Sure
Commission Approves 

Paving O. S. T. to 
Ozona

Designation of a state highway 
from Sonora to Rocksprings seems 
definitely assured, with a prelimi­
nary survey of the route already 
ordex’ed by the Texas state high­
way commission. This assurance 
was given a Sonora delegation 
which met with the highway com­
mission in Austin "Thursday and 
Friday of last week.

Definite approval of the paving 
of the Sonora-Ozena segment of 
the Old Spanish Trail was also giv­
en by the commission. Surveys for 
the Sutton county portion of this 
project are complete, with plans 
yet to be drawn. The Crockett 
county sector has been surveyed, 
plans prepared, and contract for 
the grading and erection of drain­
age structures let. It will likely be

three to four months before con­
tract can be awarded for the Sut­
ton county route.

There is a probability that high­
way 30, leading from Sonora to 
Del Rio, may be re-routed through 
Edwards county, swinging east of 
the present route and saving the 
building of parallel routes from 
Sonora south to Rocksprings from 
here. The new road would enable 
building of a highway from here 
to Rocksprings by developing a 
stretch of a few miles leading off 
the proposed new route of highway 
30. The Del Rio road is paved to a 
point 22 miles south of Sonora, and 
it is at this point that the change 
in route would be effective. It is 
thought that in case the route is 
changed, with a short cut-off to 
Rocksprings, that highway 41, 
leading from Rocksprings to inter­
sect highway 30, would be aban­
doned.

College Station, Tex., July 27.— 
In view of the present prices of 
lambs and wool, it is necessary for 
OAAmers of farm flocks to make ev­
ery effort to reduce production 
costs a n d  increase t h e  re­
turns on the animal in order to 
make the flocks profitable, A. K. 
Mackey, professor of animal hus­
bandry in chai'ge of sheep and 
Angora goats, Texas A. & M. Col­
lege, advised members of the live­
stock group at the Farmers’ Short 
Course here Monday.

In bringing about lower produc­
tion costs, more efficient use of 
both permanent and temporary 
pastures in order to save on the 
feed bill was recommended. Atten­
tion was called to the importance 
of controlling parasites and other 
factors of loss that increase cost 
of producing lambs for market as 
well as wool.

Prof. Mackey suggested the slo­
gan, “ Grow to Marketable Age and 
Weight Every Lamb that is Born 
Alive and Strong,” as a good rule 
to follow in increasing the returns 
on the individual animal. He rec­
ommended earlier lambs and creep 
feeding in order to get them on the 
market when prices are usually 
higher and before hot weather be­
gins.

(Special to The News)
Washington, D. C., Aug. 4.—Ef­

forts to build up Gov. Franklin 
D. Roosevelt as a presidential can­
didate are concentrating on his 
physical ability to stand the strain 
of holding office. The most recent 
article about him tells how he is 
actually one of the most vigorous 
men in public life today, his only 
handicap being confined to his legs, 
where traces still remain of the at­
tack of infantile pai'alysis that 
nearly killed him several yaers ago.

Mr. Roosevelt’s only signs of ill­
ness now are that he has to rest 
against a support while delivering 
a speech, and that he requires two 
canes to lean upon when moving 
about. Otherwise he is physically 
fit, his friends say, and well able 
to stand the hardships of the nec­
essary campaign and the duties of 
the presidency, if he is successful.

Millions of words have been ’writ­
ten about the strain of being presi­
dent. Both Hoover and Coolidge 
have thrived on the long hours and 
responsibility. Mr. Hoover’s only 
concession to the office has been to 
work out half an hour each morn­
ing with a medicine ball, under 
supervision of the White House 
physician. It is the first exercise 
he has ever taken in his life and it 
has resulted in taking off twenty 
pounds and making him fit as the 
proverbial fiddle.

Mr. Coolidge bought himself an 
electric horse and found that gave 
him enough physical activity. Pres­
ident Harding refused to take any 
physical exercise and his early 
death is blamed more on that than 
anything else.

The main purpose of the Roose­
velt propaganda is to show that he 
is strong enough to handle the 
problems that will come to him as 
head of the civil service army of 
750,000 people, to say nothing of 
other executive duties he will be 
called upon to discharge. He re- 

j sembles his famous fifth-cousin— 
Theodore—in many ways. “ T. R.” 
was a physical weakling in his boy­
hood and his gallant and successful 
efforts to build up a powerful phy­
sique are known to everybody. 
“ Frank” Roosevelt has had an even 
harder fight as his weakness did 
not come to him until he was past 
40, when an attack of infantile par­
alysis forced his withdrawal from
public life for many months.

the Treasury Mellon to sit in at the 
conference of European Ministers 
in London. They are limited to the 
discussion of economic and finan­
cial phases that may be brought up, 
but there is a growing feeling that 
economics and politics are becom­
ing the same thing under a differ­
ent name. In other words, demo­
cratic chieftains see in Hoover’s in­
structions the more or less full 
adoption of Woodrow Wilson’s the­
ories regarding international rela­
tions.

Mr. Hoover, his friends assert, 
has displayed great courage in 
dropping the “ unofficial observer” 
fiction, by means of which the 
United States has been represented 
at former international discussions, 
and giving Stimson and Mellon full 
power to commit this country to 
definite action. Already republi­
cans inimical to him are seizing on 
his actions as a means of dicredit­
ing him in the eyes of voters but 
this unfavorable turn is more than 
made up for by the way he has dis- 
ramed democratic critics.

The “Chief” displayed in this ac­
tion the same qualities that enabled 
him to dominate in private business 
and raise himself above his fellows, 
and by his success as head of the 
Belgian relief committee and later 
as food administrator during war 
times in this country. He apparent­
ly is construing his powers as pres­
ident to extend as far as he finds 
necessary, subject only to those 
limitations expressly named by the 
Constitution. It is being freely 
commented here that Mr. Hoover 
is showing more initiative than any 
president has shown in recent times 
and, in working for the best inter­
ests of the country and the world in 
general, is making himself the log­
ical candidate to succeed himself 
and carry out the policies he is in­
itiating.

* * * n
Political wiseacres here predict 

that congress will devote many 
long hours during the coming ses­
sion, that start in Decembei*, to the 
Agricultural Marketing Act, and 
that little action will result. The

main purpose will be to “ sell” the 
country the idea of the marketing 
act and not to take any definite 
steps to change its provisions.

Democrats are expected to center 
their campaign attacks on the law, 
it is conceded here and the Hoover 
supporters figure their best reply 
is to broadcast the benefits it is de­
signed to give. For this purpose the 
Farm Board has started to build up 
a public relations section, C. S. 
Brown, of Arizona, already being 
signed up. Others are to join in the 
move and it is expected that for the 
next year the papers will be filled 
with reports of speeches designed 
to placate farmers and those de­
pendent upon them for their pros­
perity. . >

Sonora-Rocksprings
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Rocksprings to Sonora route will 
be submitted to the commission at 
its next meeting in the latter part 
o f September.

Sutton county has $125,000 avail­
able, as the result of a $175,000 
bond issue, for'the project leading 
west.

Stokes, 
with county Judge Alvis Johnson 
and J. D. Lowrey, represented So­
nora before the highway commis­
sion.

Anyone desiring to have a child 
immunized may do so whether or 
not the child was examined at the 
clinic. The ages for immunization 
are from six months through 
twelve years and health officers 
urge that every un-immunized child 
in the community be registered for 
the serum. Immunization may only 
be obtained by registering with 
either Mrs. Ira Shurley or Mrs. 
W. R. Nisbet before Monday. The 
price of the serum is fifty cents. 
An especial invitation is extended 
to the Camp Allison and Owens- 
ville communities to receive the 
serum at Sonora Monday. One 
family from Owensville attended 
the clinic on Tuesday.

On Thursday afternoon at three 
o’clock Miss Ahlschier and Mrs. 
Shurley will conduct a mass meet­
ing for Mexicans at the Mexican 
Catholic church, at which time

they were not able to secure all 
that had been hoped, in that the 
commission was overrun with work 
and they deemed it inadvisable to 
bring up the matter of designation 
of the Menard-Sonora road as a 
link in highway 10, trans-state 
route. Stokes plans to seek' this 
designation by enlisting co-opera­
tion of Menard, Brady, Brownwood, 
Fort Worth and other towns along 
highway 10.

Contracts were let by the com­
mission for a number of West Tex­
as projects, including the grading 
and erection of drainage structures 
on 30 miles of highway 123 be­
tween Ozona and Barnhart. The 
present route between the two 
towns will be retained as a stock 
lane, since a large part of the 
stock shipments from Crockett 
county go from Barnhart.
