The Sonora school cafeteria is 
being repaired and enlarged for the 
opening of school, through the co­
operation of the school board and 
the Sonora Parent-Teacher associ­
ation.

The room in the basement of the 
old building, which was used for 
the cafeteria last year will be used 
only as kitchen and serving room 
this year. A door has been cut 
through the wall leading to the 
room just north of the old cafeteria 
room, formerly the primary room, 
and this will be used for a dining 
room. It has been cleaned and 
painted, and is much larger and 
lighter than the bid room. New 
tables are being built in order that 
more students may be accommo­
dated than heretofore. The kitchen 
is being re-arranged and new equip­
ment is being installed. Both rooms 
will be screened. The entire out­
lay will be made much cleaner and 
more attractive than ever before.

The committee appointed from 
the Parent-Teacher Association by 
Mrs. Ira Shurley, president, to 
confer with the school board con­
cerning necessary equipment con­
sists of Mesdames W. C. Gilmore, 
Wiley McDaniel and Ira Green.

Sonora Boys Feed 18 Calves
\ D. White Directing 
Work; Needs Seven 

More Entries

Sonora boys are feeding 18 calves 
at present under the direction of 
Turner D. White, principal, of the 
Sonora schools and teacher of vo­
cational agriculture and animal 
husbandry. The calves are being 
fed to be entered in the South­
western Exposition and Fat Stock 
Show in Fort Worth next March. 
Although satisfactory progress is 
being made with the present num­
ber, Mr. White is trying to get 
seven more calves put on feed, 
since the number required for car- 
lot competition is 15 head, and he 
desires an excess number from 
which to choose.

The calves are being fed a care­
fully balanced ration of two parts

of oats, one of corn chops and one 
of bran, with all of the milk they 
want. They are given hay during 
the day and are grazed on pasture 
at night.

“ Pug” Roueche has been feeding 
6 calves for 4 weeks. The calves 
are of the Dan Cauthorn breeding. 
Cleveland Jones has been feeding 
three head all summer, as has Ed­
gar Glasscock. The latter group 
are of McKnight breeding. V. I. 
Glasscock is also feeding three 
head. The son of Joe Logan is 
feeding two head of McKnight 
breeding. Herbert Fields is plan­
ning to feed one calf, while Lemeri- 
al Johnson is planning to feed three 
head, yet to be secui’ed.

The calves of “ Pug” Roueche are 
all o f the junior class. They were 
weighed the first part of the week, 
and tipped the beam at 470, 465, 
430, 420 and 410 pounds, respec­
tively.

To Build Bridges

state to Build Structures on South 
Concho and Pecan Creek

An allocation of $97,500 was 
made by the Texas state highway 
commission for building of concrete 
bridges across the South Concho 
River at Christoval and across 
Pecan Creek, midway between San 
Angelo and Christoval on highway 
30. Work is expected to begin on 
the projects within the next 40 to 
90 days. ^

Tow Green county will not share 
in the expense, but in return for 
the bridges, has agreed to furnish 
100-foot right-of-way for the high­
way from San Angelo to the Tom 
Green-Schleicher county lines. This 
right-of-way has been almost en­
tirely secured for the county by 
deed or option.

The Christoval bridge will likely 
cost , about $65,000, with the re- 
mainin $30,000 to be spent on the 
Pecan Creek structure.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 12.— 

Government energies are now being 
bent toward a solution of the un­
employment situation that is ex­
pected to confront the county next 
winter. The President’s advisers 
have been working with him ever 
since spring, trying to devise way  ̂
to meet this condition.

Beyond question, the administra­
tion realizes that conditions for the 
men out of work are going to be 
much harder this winter than at 
any time since the stock market 
crash two years ago. The big in­
dustrial concerns, in most instances 

I are faced with heavily depleted re- 
j serves, and th esavings of most 
j workers have been dissipated in 
j  supplying the family larder. As a 
I result ther eis less money being 
‘ held in reserve right now than at 
I any time since the depression 
started.

] President Hoover has held many 
j consultations with John Barton 
Payne, head of the Red Cross, Sec­
retary of Labor Doak, Arthur 
Woods, chairman of the Committee 
on Employment, an dother authoi’i- 
ties, for the purpose of finding out 
what palliatives the government 
has with which to meet the coming 
condition. In addition, Mr. Hoover 
has spurred on those having public 
works in charge in n endeavor to 
create jobs. He has been keeping 
closely in touch with all plans be­
ing carried out by the various 
states on new public works and ar­
ranging federal plans to fit in with 
their projects in order that the 
greatest number of workers will 
be benefitted at the least possible 
cost to the taxpayers.

President Hoover has expressed 
gratification at the action of the 
United States Steel Company in 
cutting dividends and letting wages 
stand. His friends hope that the 
appeal made to John D. Rockefeller, 
Jr., reputed owner of a majority 
interest in the Colorado Fuel and 
Iron Company, will bear similar 
fruit. There is no question but that 
big business capital is taking a dif­
ferent stand during this depression 
than it ever took in any previous 
panic. Previously, the first thought 
has always been to cut down 
wges. Now the big interests have 
come to realize that a cut in the
b ilg in g  pov.'cr  o f  th e  v v o ik ci
lessened dividends and lower re­
turns from capital.

One hears from all sources that 
the shelves of the merchants are 
practically cleared, and that many 
of them are living from hand to 
mouth, as far as stocks are con­
cerned. Some industries have al­
ready gone back on full time pro­
duction and it is expected the rest 
of the mills and factories will fol­
low suit in a few months. Naturally 
i s htcannot be accomplished as 
quickly as mills can be shut down, 
and it is this in-between period that 
the goveiTiment seks ot bridge over 
with temporary jobs on needed pub­
lic works lik epostoffices, roads, 
levees and similar undertakings.

Another problem that is haiTying 
President Hoover is the question as 
to whether congress will b sable to 
pass the enabling legislation to per­
mit the President’s debt holiday to 
become effective. Under the Young 
plan, Germany is due to make a 
heavy payment on December 15 and 
congress, which was relied upon by 
Mr. Hoover to sanctino the post­
ponement of the debt, will not meet 
until December 7.

The whole ci'ux of the situation 
lies in the fact that, for the first 
time in many years, the two major 
parties are almost tied in their 
number of representatives. It is 
problematical yet as to whether the 
republicans or democrats will con­
trol and elect the speaker. Even if 
the republicans are shown to be in 
control, they will still have the dif­
ficult job fo conciliating the pro­
gressives so they will vote with 
the regulars.

Repi-esentative nTilson of Co - 
necticut is the logical choice of the 
regulars for speaker, with Repre­
sentative Luce of Massachusetts a 
close second. Luce is considered the 
best thinker in the house. It is cer­
tain that the insurgents will de­
mand that a western man be chosen 
and a long-drawn out fight may re­
sult. The democrats are but little 
better off if they gain control, as 
Garner of Texas, the man nearest 
in line for speaker, is not liked by 
Tammany, which has a powerful 
bloc in the lower house. That would 
leave Representatives Crisp of 
Georgia as the second choice. Crisp 
is the son of the speaker in Cleve­
land’s last ter mand the house as a 
whole admits his ability, the gen-

of talks began at 2:30, and was 
terminated at 4 by a meat-cutting 
demonstration. A moving picture 
show and dance followed in order 
as on the previous evening and 
night. The Round-up officially end­
ed at noon Wednesday, or rather, 
following the noon barbecue. Vis­
itors on Tuesday were invited to 
remain to supper, there having been 
a large amount of food left from 
the noon meal.

W. H. Dameron, superintendent 
of the local station, was in general 
charge, having had a large part in 
planning the program and then act­
ing as chairman of the program 
sessions.

A umber of the featured speakers 
were not able to attend for various 
reasons, and Tuesday afternoon’s 
program was altei'ed considerably 
in consequence. Congressman R. E. 
Thomason, El Paso, was unable to 
attend due to a washout on the 
highway west of Fort Stock- 
ton. T. A. Kincaid, Sol Mayer, J. 
E. Robbins, Dr. Jessie Whitacre, 
Coke Stevenson, J. M. West and 
John C. Burns were other speak­
ers who were unable to attend.

Dr. A. B. Conner, director of the 
Texas Experiment Stations, deliv­
ered the address of welcome Tues­
day morning. The response to his 
address was given by Judge James 
Cornell, San Angelo. Dr. W. T. 
Hardy, veterinarian at the local 
station, spoke on the progress be­
ing made in the investigations on 
soremouth in lambs and kids. Miss 
Mary Anna Grimes, College Sta­
tion, spoke on food fallacies, the 
topic which had been assigned to 
Dr. Whitacre originally. Dr. H. 
Schmidt, chief of the division of 
veterinary science of the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
at College Station, discussed swell 
head in sheep and goats. 0. B. 
Martin, director of the Texas Ex­
tension Service, College Station, 
ŝpoke in the moi’ning rather than 

after dinner, as planned.
In the afternoon a number of 

changes were necessitated, since 
most of the speakers who were ab­
sent had been placed in this period. 
V. L. Cory, range botanist at the 
local station, told of the types of 
vegitation produced on ranges of 
this locality. He was followed in an 
impromptu talk by the Hon. Harry 
Wurzback, San Antonio, formerly

a member of the directorate of A. 
& M. college. J. W. Hutt’s talk 
followed that of Judge Wurzbach. 
T. O. Walton, president of A. & M. 
college, spoke briefly on the '\ralue 
of education.

Frank P. Holland, Dallas, whose 
talk on the breeder-feeder move­
ment in Texas had been scheduled 
for Wednesday, spoke on Tuesday, 
since he was called away that af­
ternoon. E. S. Mayer, San Angelo, 
talked on lamb and mutton con­
sumption. The lamb cutting dem­
onstration conducted by R. W. Sny­
der, meat specialist with the Texas 
Extension Service, terminated the 
program.

The Wednesday morning session 
was opened by Dr. Schmidt with a 
discussion of treatments for inter­
nal parasites of shep and goats. A 
post mortem demonstration, con­
ducted by Dr. Schmidt and Dr. 
Hardy, illustrated points brought 
out in the former’s talk. Dr. O. 
G. Babcock, assistant entomologist 
with the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture, co-opei'ating with the 
Ranch Experiment Station, talked 
on treatments for external para­
sites affecting sheep and goats.

Judge J. A. Whitten, Eldorado, 
discussed the bitterweed problem 
and plans for control. A discus­
sion of this problem was then led 
by Dr. A. B. Conner. An address 
by Houston Harte, San Angelo, 
president of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce, followed 
the bitterweed discussion. D. W. 
Williams, head of the department 
of animal husbandry, Texas A. & 
M. college, then addressed the 
gathering. The inheritance of 
characters in sheep and goats was 
discussed by B. L. Warwick, ani­
mal husbandman, in breeding in­
vestigations, with the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station. S. P. 
Davis, also with the experiment 
station, talked on the grades and 
shrinkage of Texas wools.

The Round-up v/as the sixth an­
nual affair. Entertainment was in 
charge of a committee appointed 
from the Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raisers Association. Tom Bond 
was chairman. J. T. Penick was 
chief barbecuer.

11, 1891, published 40 years ago in­
stead of 35 years, announced on its 
front page that a sensation had 
been caused in the U. S. treasury 
department by the discovery of 
counterfeit two dollar bills so near­
ly perfect that they could hardly 
be distinguished. Its front page car­
ried an advertisement for David­
son and Silliman, attorneys, stat­
ing that they wex’e agents for all 
landowners in the city of Sonora, 
and offei’ing lots for sale on lib­
eral terms. The advertisement laud­
ed the educational advantages of 
Sonora, and stated that it was only 
two years old, but the largest town 
within a radius of 65 miles. At 
that time J. R. Holman was pro­
prietor of the stage line to San An­
gelo, with fares of $5 for a single 
trip and $8 for the round trip. J. 
C. Goodwin advertised that he was 
the leading barber, offering hot and 
cold baths.

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Wool Production 
in U .S . 1931 Gains 

in New Estimate

Is 25,000,000 Pounds, or Seven 
Per Cent Greater Than That 

of Last Year

Preliminary estimates reached 
hy the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture at Washington Monday 
placed the amount of wool shorn 
or to be shorn in 1931 at 367,655,- 
000. This is about 25,000,000 
pounds or 7 per cent greater than 
the revised estimate of 342,667,000 
IK>unds shorn in 1930.

The increased production this 
year was said by the department 
to be due to the larger number of 
fleeces and increase in the weight 
per fleece.

The estimated number of fleeces 
this year was 47,331,000 compared 
to 44,908,000 in 1930. The average 
weight per fleece was 7.8 pounds 
against 7.6 a year ago.

The department accredited 1930 
increased productions of wool to the 
increased production in Texas. Rec­
ords of wool shipments in Texas in­
dicate, according to the department, 
that estimates for the last two 
years have been low.

The 1930 Texas production was 
placed by the department at 48,- 
262,000 pounds and 1931 produc­
tion at 53,361,000.

College, Wednesday.

While charges for hunting priv­
ileges had been made prior to the 
passage of the law of 1925, it was 
not until legal status was given the 
procedure that landowners awaken­
ed to a true value of their game 
crop, the speaker Vent on to say. 
Whereas game, he continued, is the 
property of the people in their sov- 
-CTeign capacity, a qualified right 
3n such game is held by the land- 
owner whose premises it occupies, 
and therefore the lawmakers reas­
oned that the landowner has the 
right of profit in the game re 
£ources of his land as long as he 
takes this profit from the privil­
ege of hunting. There is, of course, 
Mr. Tucker pointed out, a vast dif­
ference in the sale of hunting priv­
ileges and sale of the game itself.

Sale of hunting privileges has 
been most extensive in Central 
West Texas, known as the Hill 
‘Country, where an abundance of 
Adeer and turkey attract the hunter 
and prove a source of considerable 
revenue to the rancher. Game is 
regarded no longer as an accident­
al crop but as an auxiliary crop of 
considerable importance to increase 
the potential harvest, the speaker 
said.

by 144,674 and mules increased by 
187,061.

The “ mule belt” of Texas was 
found in eight adjoining central 
Texas counties. Navarro led with 
17,809, following in order were El­
lis, McLennan, Williamson, Falls, 
Hill, Milam and Bell. Loving coun­
ty, in West Texas, had the small­
est number of mules, 12, but Crane 
had only 17.

There were seven leading horse 
counties. Lavaca county led the 
counties with 8,514 horses, follow­
ed by the adjoining county of Fay­
ette with 7,908. Coleman, in West 
Texas, ranked third, Lubbock 
fourth, Denton, in north Texas, 
fifth, Lamb sixth, and Hale, sev­
enth.

A persistant rumor, as yet un­
confirmed, has it that the Federal 
Farm Board will raise the advance 
on mohair from 5 to 7 cents a 
pound on the fall clip, shearing of 
which begins the' latter part of 
August. Sol Mayer, of San Angelo, 
president of National Wool Mai’- 
keting Corporation, is working on 
the matter but has made no state­
ment on what he thinks it will be.

Despite the distress in which 
goatmen have been during the last 
six months, bankers say that 'the 
loans on goats are in fair condition 
all over West Texas. As long as 
rains fall every few weeks the 
goatmen remain optimistic.

Low advances on mohair last 
spring caused a general break from 
the National Wool Marketing Cor- 
poi’ation and prices dropped to an 
average of 23 cents for adult and 
33 for kid hair. The co-operative, 
which has about 12 to 13 million 
pounds of unsold mohair on hand, 
is believed to be in a position to 
control this market if the advances 
are raised.
