The Democrats, however, planned 
to oppose portions of the recom­
mendations, particularly those seek­
ing a hike in various forms of taxa­
tion. With a growing deficit, the 
treasury is issuing repeated de­
mands for increased revenue, and 
income taxes would be stepped up 
sharply if its recommendations 
were followed.

Taxes on a number *of luxuries 
and articles in common use were 
also suggested.

The survey will likely be conduct­
ed in the early spring of 1932, in 
ample time to affect 1932 assess­
ments. Surveys have revealed in 
many towns a number of discrep- 
encies in evaluation, and usually 
pay for themselves the first year 
in greater revenue, without burden 
on the average small tax payer. An 
increased total evaluation, should it 
result from the survey, would likely 
mean a reduction in the city's rate.

Shot to Death

Dies of Bullet Wounds Fired By 
Sheriff Bill Fowler “  M'̂ hile 

in Line of Duty”

Graham Baimett, well known 
peace officer and border character, 
was shot to death at Rankin Sunday, 
December 6, being killed instantly 
with a rain of bullets from a 
Thompson sub-machine gun on 
Rankin’s main street in front of a 
filling station.

Shortly after the shooting a 
court of inquiry was instituted by 
Justice of the Peace D. M. North- 
cutt presiding. Questioning was di­
rected by District Attorne3" Roy R.

found that Sheriff Bill Fowler shot 
Barnett “while in ihe line of duty.”

Known throughout the border 
country, Barnett was sometimes 
known as “ Tv/o-gun 'darnett.”

He was a deputy sheriff in the 
Reagan county oil boom days, and 
was known as one of the “ handiest” 
men with a gun in the Southwest.

The body was sent to McCamey 
Sunday afternoon in an ambulance. 
There were bullet wounds in the 
head, left side, right shoulder, and 
abdomen.

Texas has over 80,000,000 pecan 
trees, according to fhe estimate of 
Dr. C. I. Smith, director of the 
Pecan Research Laboratory of the 
United States Department of A g­
riculture. Established in 1930 on 
the campus of the University of 

: Texas, the Pecan Research Lab- 
] oratory is devoted to the conduct- 
I ing of experiments relating to the 
growing of pecans in co-operation 
with individula pecan farmers 
throughout the various parts of the 
state.

The greater number of these 80,- 
000,000 pecan trees are native seed­
ling trees which grow on the low­
lands along streams, Dr. Smith 
pointed out. More and more trees 
of improved varieties are being 
planted each year, however, and 
many native trees are being top- 
worked to improve the variety. It 
is estimated that the Texas pecan 
crop will reach approximately 32,- 
000,000 pounds this year.

Dx% Smith was formerly a profes­
sor of plant physiology at the Uni­
versity of Maryland. Problems of 
biochemical and physical natui’e, re­
lating to moisture, cytology, breed­
ing, variety standardization and 
quality are studied under his di­
rection in efforts to promote the 
pecan industry.

Produces Crude of Different Grav­
ity from Two Strata at the 

Same Time

Austin, Dec. 10.— Several re­
markable featui’es can be attribut­
ed to the Big Lake oil field in 
Reagan county, located on a large 
block of land owned by the Univer­
sity of Texas. The most outstand­
ing of these is that it is there that 
the deepest oil and gas vvc-lls in 
Texas are located, and, in fact, 
they are the deepest large produc­
ers of oil in the world, not being 
exceeded in output by the deeper 
ŵ ells which have been brought in 
recently in California.

The Big Lake Oil Company and 
the Texon Oil and Land Company, 
the latter a subsidiary of the Con­
tinental Oil Company, own the 

I leases of the entire field. Develop- 
j ment has been carried on in an or- 
■ derly manner so far as the wide 
j spacing of the wells is concerned.
1 The two companies, under orders of 
the railroad commission to curtail 
production of oil and conserve the 
gi’eat waste o f gas, nave been en­
gaged for some time in recondition­
ing the deep \vells. In doing this 
they have drilled .itill deeper tome 
of these already record-breaking 
holes with the result that a still 
lower stratum of oil nas oeen 
found.

In tw'o of the deep wells of the 
Big Lake Oil Company the oil from 
the two different deep horizons is 
found to be of different gravity. At 
the 8,600-foot depth oil of 60 de­
grees gravity is being produced and 
at the 8,872-foot horizon in the 
same hole oil of 46.6 gravity is 
found. These two distinct grades 
of crude oil are being brought to 
the surface separately at the same 
time. The oil from the upper hori­
zon flows through the ca?;ing while 
that from the 8,872-foot stratum 
comes to the surface through tub­
ing.

The total daily production of 'this 
well is now averaging 4,750 barrels 
of oil and 25,800,000 cubic feet of 
gas. Another well of the company 
is on production in the same man­
ner. All of the other deep wells in 
the field will be similaidy equipped, 
according to information x'eceived 
here.

Marfa Army Post 
To Be Abandoned

Fort D. A. Russell to Be Evacuated 
Before June 31, 1932

Orders issued by the War De­
partment at Washington include 
one army post in Texas and two in 
Arizona among those scheduled for 
abandonment before June 30, 1932.

Fort D. A. Russell at Marfa, 
which is the only post located be­
tween forts at Brackettville and El 
Paso— a distance of 483 miles— is 
slated for evacuation. The fort at 
Marfa has been the lone govern­
ment outpost on the Mexican bor­
der in the wild Big Bend country.

The decision of the War Depart­
ment came on the heels of an inces­
sant fight waged by citizens of the 
entire state of Texas and particu­
larly the residents of the sparsely 
populated Big Bend section, to have 
the Marfa post retained in service. 
The fight to keep the fort has been 
based upon contentions of citizens 
that the territory under Fort D. A. 
Russell’s protection is infested with 
border bandits who smuggle arms, 
liquor and aliens across the Rio 
Grande and drain ranches of many 
head of livestock in addition to fre­
quent raids which often end in 
killings.

In Arizona the forts slated for 
abandonment are the Stephen D. 
Little and Harry H. Jones Posts. A 
fort at Lincoln, N. D., is also to be 
evacuated. The four posts are 
among 52 scheduled for abandon­
ment to cut army expenditures.

The new state medical practice 
registration law passed by the 42nd 
Legislature at Austin will go into 
effect January 1, requiring all phy­
sicians to register with the county 
or district clerk in the county of 
their residence. The registration 
fee of two dollars will be collected 
annually. Failure to pay within 10 

i days will result in suspension of the 
I right to practice in Texas and pay­
ment of an additional SI as penalty.

The money collected in the form 
of fees will create a special fund 
to be used for administering and 
enforcing other provisions of the 
medical practice act.

Lists of physicians prepared by 
county and district officials are be­
ing submitted to the state board 
for verification.

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TEXAS’ RICHEST MAN
DIES IN SAN ANTONIO

Dan Sullivan, 88, known as Tex­
as’ richest man, died at his unpre­
tentious home in San Antonio Mon­
day, November 30.

Sullivan, who was reputed to 
have amassed a fortune of $100,- 
000,000, operated a private bank.

Mr. Sullivan’s will was filed for 
probate Saturdy, making no esti­
mate of the estate’s value. The will 
names as independent executor 
without bond Dan .J. Sullivan, the 
late banker’s son, and directs that 
the “ entire estate shall pass, vest 
and descend according to the stat­
utes of descent and distribution of 
the State.”

Mr. Sullivan left two sons and 
two daughters. The will, dated 
Sept. 17 last, also authorizes the 
executor to continue for ten years 
the banking business of D. Sullivan 
& Co., although such business, 
should the executor deem it proper, 
may be discontinued and liquidated 
within the designated period.

The plan is to assign members 
of the club to certain portions of 
Sonora to solicit names of pre- 
school children whose parents will 
bring them to the next regular 
meeting of the club Monday, Dec. 
21, at which time local doctors, as­
sisted by Miss Stone, and members 
of the club, will administer the im­
munization serum. Parents inter­
ested in this movement toward 
community health assurance are 
urged by the club to notify Mrs. 
Clayton Puckett, club president, or 
either Mrs. W. D. Martin or Mrs. 
Vernon Hamilton.

Mrs. Sid Evans was elected as 
secretary of the health club, to re­
place Mrs. W. M. Armstrong whose 
departure from Sonora Nov. 15 left 
a vacancy in that office.

Monday’s program dealt with 
“ Infant Cai-e,” on which subject 
the following papers were read by 
members: “ The Birth of the Child 
and Care at Birth,” Mrs. Sid Evans; 
“ Registration of Birth,”  Mrs. Henry 
Wyatt; and “ Growth and Develop­
ment of the Child,” bringing out 
the importance of good habits in 
early life, by Mrs. J. D. West­
brook. Mrs. W^yatt’s paper created 
a great deal of interest in the mat­
ter o f birth registration, revealing 
that Texas ranks with three other 
states— Nevada, South Dakota, and 
Georgia— as lowest in percentage 
of birth registrations in the entire 
United States.
