The Rogers Company proposal

Lack of general interest and 
support, excessive cost, and the 
feeling that a 75th celebration 
should be more personal con­
tributed to the rejection of the 
outline presented by Sam Grogg. 
His plan would have called for 
a build-up of interest climaxed 
by a three or four-day celebra­
tion.
The Rogers Company would

have received $5,550 of the esti­
mated $114,000 income for plans, 
direction, stage and costumes.

Present plans call for the same 
officers and a body of directors 
increased from 14 to 20 members 
to plan a local celebration to in­
clude costume and beard-growing 
contests, store decorations, a 
parade, an historical pageant, a 
dance and a barbecue tied in 
with a homecoming.

Screwworm Drive Still 
Short of Quota Here

Mohair Improvement, Current Research 
To Be Reviewed at McGregor Field Day

Reports on current research 
and a discussion on mohair im­
provement and marketing are a- 
mong the highlights of the Sheep 
and Angora Goat Field Day to be 
held April 15 at the Livestock 
and Forage Research Center near 
McGregor. Three Bonora men are 
scheduled to be on the program.

Geneticist IMaurice Bhelton, 
who is in charge of sheep and 
goat research at the Center, says 
sheep reports will concentrate on 
current work in a three-pronged 
program of intensified sheep pro­
duction.

'The sheep intensification sys­
tem involves early weaning of 
lambs, use of high concentrate 
or high grain rations, and mul­
tiple lambing, according to Shel­
ton.

The discussion on mohair mar­
keting was scheduled at the sug­
gestion of producers. In a plan­
ning meeting, one producer told 
Texas A&M University officials 
that mills look to other regions 
for quality mohair and keep their 
employees busy during slack sea­
sons sorting Texas mohair.

Participating in the panel dis­
cussion will be Armer Earwood 
together with Jack Groff, Ex­
tension Service associate sheep 
and goat specialist; Hollis Black- 
well of the Blackwell Wool and 
Mohair Company in Goldthwaite; 
and a representative of the Bur­
lington Industry Mills.

Dr. W. T. Hardy, superinten­

dent of the Ranch Experiment 
Station, will review goat freeze 
loss studies and parasitism of 
sheep and goats. Dry lot feeding 
results will be discussed by James 
W. Menzies, assistant animal 
husbandman at the Ranch Ex­
periment Station.

Other research reports will 
cover such topics as fertility in 
Angora goats, fetal dwarfing in 
sheep due to effects of temper­
ature, and studies in wool and 
mohair.

The field day ■will begin at 
9 a.m. and end at 3 p.m. with a 
baiibecue served at noon.

Col. V. Z. Cornelius of Gold­
thwaite, president of the Texas 
Angora Goat Raisers’ Associa­
tion, and Gaylord Hankins of 
Rocksprings, president of the 
Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers 
Association, are slated to give 
reports on activities of their or­
ganizations.

“We are still short of our 
goal,” announced Bob Johnson 
Sr., Chamiber of Commerce man-, 
ager, Tuesday. With less than 
one week left in the drive to 
raise funds to continue the screw- 
worm eradication program, Jo'hn- 
son said that 91 out of 170 local 
ranchers have not yet contribut­
ed to the drive.

Deadline for the drive is April 
12, when Southwest Animal 
Health Research Foundation of­
ficials hope to have sufficient 
funds to match state and federal 
funds needed to operate the pro­
gram until July.

Of the estimated $1.1 million 
required to operate during the 
critical spring months, $250,000 
already has been appropriated by 
the Texas Legislature, while Con­
gress is considering a request 
for $550,000. Producer funds of 
$300,000 are needed to complete 
the package. Foundation spokes­
men point out, since the govern­
ment funds cannot be spent un­
less they are matched.

The funds are needed to oper­
ate a barrier of live, sexually- 
sterile flies along the interna­
tional boundary to keep fertile 
insects from Mexico from rein­
festing the southwestern United 
States, where screwvmrms have 
been eradicated. Sterile flies that 
mate with fertile flies prevent 
production of offspring.

Lack of sufficient funds to 
maintain an adequate level of 
operation could permit native 
screwworms to re-enter the U.S.,

jeopardizing gains achieved since 
the eradication program began 
three years ago.

Congress also has under con­
sideration a U.B. Department of 
Agriculture request for $5 mil­
lion, which, if approved, would 
make maintenance of the barrier 
a federal responsibiltiy beginning 
July 1.

Ranchers in Sutton Cbunty 
have been asked to give $7 per 
section of land they own or oj>- 
erate to the program.

Johnson says that local contri­
butions have passed the 50% 
mark, and a check for $5,000 
has been sent from Sutton Coun­
ty to the SWAHRF in Dallas.

Income Tax 
0  and A

Q - I’ve been told that students 
can reduce their taxes by taking 
the new minimum standard de­
duction. Is that so?

A - Yes it is. Under the pre­
vious law, a student or any other 
single person had tax to pay 
when his income reached $675. 
That allowed their |i600 exemp­
tion and the standard deduction.

Under the new tax law, a 
single person with less than $900 
in income will owe no tax. He is 
still allowed the $600 exemption 
and now gets the minimum stand­
ard deduction of $300 since it re­
sults in a lower tax than the 10% 
deduction. The tax tables are 
based on the deduction that gives 
the lowest tax.

Q - I’m entitled to sick pay ex­
clusion. However, since I’m paid 
on commis'sion each week I really 
have no regular rate of pay on 
which to base the 75 per cent 
wage calculation. How should I 
handle this ?

A - Take the total wages you 
received in the four weeks prior 
to the pay period in which your 
absence from work begins 
(assuming you weren’t absent 3 
or more days in any of those 
weeks). Divide this total by 4 to 
obtain your weekly wages for 
sick pay purposes. When you 
follow this method, be sure to in­
clude all the wages you received 
from your employer for the per­
iod. Include overtime, commiss­
ions, and the like.

The sick pay provision is ex­
plained on page 6 of the 1040 
instructions. Form 2440, State­
ment to Support Exclusion of 
Sick Pay, also has Instructions 
that will be helpful to you.

Q - The way I understand it, 
the more exemptions you have the 
more you are able to take under 
the provisions of the minimum 
standard deduction. Am I right?

A - Yes you are, up to a cer­
tain point. There is a limit of

$500 for married persons filing 
separately and $1,000 for single 
persons or married couples filing 
jointly.

Q - I just finished working 
out my 1964 tax return and find 
I owe more this year than I did 
last year. Why is this, wihen we 
were supposed to have received 
a several billion dollar tax cut?

A - The 1964 Revenue Act re­
duced all individual income tax 
rates. If you will check the re­
turn you filed last year, if your 
income was about the same for 
both years, you’ll probably find 
that your total tax liability was 
greater in 1963 than it is for 
1964.

However, you may find that 
your withholding in 1964 did not 
come as close to meeting your 
total tax liability as it did in 
1963. For this reason, you may 
think your tax bill is higher 
when it is actually considerably 
lower.
