In 1862 General Ignacio Zara-
goza, leader of the Mexican army,
successfully repelled the French
attempt to take the country in
a battle on the hill at Guadalupe
and Loreta. The victory was an-
nounced on May 5, and it is this
day that has become a traditional
Mexican holiday—Cinco de Mayo.

Plans have been made for the
annual Cinco de Mayo celebration
in Sonora. Raul D. Martinez,
master of ceremonies for the
celebration program, explained
that the purpose of celebrating
the holiday was “to make young-
sters as well as adults more con-
scious of their heritage” and he
added that the holiday was “a
patriotic, democratic, and social
event.”

Beginning at 6 a.m. with an
American and Mexican flag rais-
ing ceremony at Liberty Park,
holiday activities will continue
all through the day. The military
band from Piedras Negras will
take part in the flag ceremony.

At 10 a.m. there will be races
and games for adults and chil-

dren. Prizes will be presented to
the winners by the Roping Club

Queen, Gloria - Zapata, and the
Cinco de Mayo Queen.

The military band, authorized
to take part in Sonora’s celebra-
tion activities by Daniel Her-
nandez Medrano, mayor of Pie-
dras Negras, will be in a parade
which will start at 3:30 p.m. and
travel through Sonora on the
main streets. The Roping Club,
Boy Scouts, L. W. Elliott band,
and many civic organizations and
clubs will participate in the
parade, Martinez says.

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NORTHERN ROUTE BEST

Soon the route for the Interstate 10 high-
way will be announced. The question in the
minds of many Sonorans is will it bypass us to
the north or to the south. Let’s hope it goes
north of town.

The possibilities for a northern route are

many. Amistad Dam, located between the

point of intersection of the Deyil's River and

the Rio Grande and Del Rio will soon be com-
leted. The dam will provide a lake that per-
ps may extend as far as Comstock.

No doubt this lake will become a major
tourist attraction, a view which is shared by
many including Cecil Westerman, president of
the Chamber of Commerce, and Bob Johnson,
Chamber manager.

Many people will come to this portion of the
state for two basic reasons. First, there will be
carloads of Texans traveling to Amistad to
enjoy fishing and other water sports. Second,
Interstate 10 east-west travelers, upon coming
to Sonora will realize that they are closer to
the Mexican border than at any other point

Fother than El Paso. Numbers of these travelers

will want to take advantage of this opportunity
and travel to Del Rio to cross the border to
view the sights of Old Mexico.

If Interstate 10 bypasses Sonora to the south,
the Texans as well as out-of-state travelers
turning south will also bypass Sonora. However,
if the highway is routed to the north, all these
travelers will come through Sonora to arrive at
their destinations. And Sonora will be the last
stop for 90 miles for a meal and gas.

In summing it up, it's a matter of what is
best for Sonora economically. A southern route
?ight mean a drastic decrease in present traf-
ic.

Johnson, of the Chamber of Commerce, aptly
simplifies the question when he says, “Inter-
state 10 should bypass Sonora on the north so
more people will come through here. And if
they come through, we can expect them to
spend money.”

And that is, after all, very important to
Sonora’s livelihood.

25 Million Americans Are Overweight

Avoid Overweight—Eat to Live

An old saw maintains that the
only certainties we all face are
death and taxes. Now a third
can be added for many of us:
Overweight.

According to some estimates,
about 25 million Americans—
more than one in eight of us—
are overweight. We weigh be-
tween 10 and 20 percent more
than is healthy.

Apart from being an aesthetic
problem, overweight can lead to
serious medical problems. Heart
trouble, high blood pressure,
hardening of the arteries, dia-
betes—all seem to be related in
some way to overweight, although
scientists are not certain why.

According to Dr. Michael H.
K. Irwin, Medical Officer of the
United Nations and author of a
Public Affairs pamphlet on over-
weight, people who are over-
weight may have a shorter life
span than those their age who

Like spinach, puns, and wom-

en drivers, circumstantial evi-
dence has a worse reputation
than it deserves. Many people,
reading that a defendant was
“convicted on circumstantial evi-
dence,” jump to the conclusion

flimsy.

Yg;‘?t, all of us rely constantly
on circumstantial evidence in our
everyday routine.

Suppose you see steam billow-
ing out of your morning cup of

coffee. You don’t seek direct -

evidence of its heat by dipping
your finger into it. Instead you
rely on circumstantial evidence—
fact plus logic—to decide that
the coffee is very hot.

Nor would many readers doubt
Robinson Crusoe’s conclusion,
from the circumstantial evidence
of a strange footprint in the
sand, that another human being
had come to his island.

Of course, circumstantial evi-
dence can be weak. Ome court
gave this example: a country
doctor, upon iseeing a saddle un-
der his patient’s bed, deduced
that the patient had eaten a
horse.

But circumstantial evidence,
when strong, is what sends most
criminals to jail. How many bur-
glars have been caught by tell-
tale fingenprints, how many hit-
run drivers by dented fenders,
how many embezzlers by sudden
and unexplained wealth?

For crime is usually committed
under the mask of darkness or
the shelter of solitude. The mur-
derer, the forger, and the thief
seldom acts in the presence of an
audience.

Syphilis on Rise

Most of us think of syphilis
as exclusively an adult’s disease
but, alas, it is not. Adults can
and do pass it on to infants at
an alarming rate. Between 1960
and 1963 syphilis among the
newborn-to-one year age group
jumped nearly 180 percent, ac-
cording to the U.S. Public Health
Service Communicable Disease
Center, reflecting the rise in
syphilis in the adult populaticn.

To protect babies and mothers,
Dr. William J., Brown, director
of the center’s Venereal Disease
Branch, urges the following:

All pregnant women should be
blood tested for the disease both
early and late in pregnancy so
prompt treatment can be started
if necessary. Treatment during
the first 18 weeks of pregnancy
will prevent infection of the
baby. Proper treatment even
later may cure the baby although
it can’t prevent possible damage
to bones and teeth.

Lone Star Records Nef Income Growth

Lone Star Gas Company’s net
income increased an estimated
$1,360,000 for the 12-month pe-
riod ending March 31, 1965, over
the comparable period in 1964,
L. T. Potter, president, told share-
holders at the company’s annual
meeting April 20.

“This March was the second
coldest March in the company’s
history and the first time March
has been the coldest month of
the winter,” Potter said. The
cold March weather will favor-
ably affect the company’s April
revenues.

Potter pointed out that divi-
dend on the common stock was
increased for the first time in
four years from 2% cents to 28

cents a share for the first quar-
ter of 1965.

During that four year period,
gross additions to property were
made at a cost of $152 million,
and net additions were $111.2
million, for an increase of 25
percent in property account. Pot-
ter said equity capital was re-
tained and secured in thc amount
of $40.3 million. Lone Star bor-
rowed $150 million and paid $116
million on the principal of exist-
ing debt, with a net increase in
debt of $34 million.

Marbling of Beef Influenced by Amount

The amount of light to which
boef cattle are exposed prior to
slaughter appears to have a sig-
nificart influence on t:e degree
c1 marbling in the carcass, says
Dr. Jan C. Bonsma, visiting pro-
fossor at Texas A&M Univer-
sity.

Dr. Bunsma, a famed amnimal

scientist and head of the Depart-

ment of Aninal Science at thé
University ¢f Pretoria, Republic
of South Africa, came to this
conclusion as the result of ex-

periments conducted with two-

year-old Hereford steers in his
native country.

“l kept 14 animals in total
darkness for a period of 2%

months before slaughter,” says
Dr. Bonsma. “Fourteen other
steers were kept under normal
light conditions and another 14
were subjected to more light
than they would normally re-
ceive.”

The effects of the light were
clearly visille when the cuts
were graded by a meat specialist
aflter slaughter.
