years. Not since Nov. 24-30, 1963, 
when 82 infestations were re­
corded, have there been m.ore 
cases in a single week.

Some cases are being found in 
counties not far from Sutton, 
points out D. C. Langford, county 
agent. These counties include 
Edwards with 1 case; Medina, 3; 
Sterling, 4; Terrell, 1; Uvalde, 
8; and Val Verde, 3.

Officials of the Screwworm 
Eradication Program report that 
a special treatment area was 
mapped out in an 8,000 square- 
mile area west of San Antonio 
where the majority of the cases 
have occurred in recent weeks. 
Large concentrations of sterile 
flies are being released in loca­
tions favorable for screwworm 
buildups, and the center is aiming 
at production of 150 milion flies 
per week.

Authorities are convinced that 
migration of fertile flies from 
Mexico is the cause for the in­
creased num'ber of infestations 
appearing in the eradicated area 
this year. Nearly twice as many 
cases have been recorded thus 
far this year as had been de­
tected by this same time a year 
ago.

Officials say that most cases 
confirmed have been within 100 
miles of the international border, 
but some cases recently have 
been in the interior of Texas.

A relatively mild winter and a 
wet, favorable spring have also 
contributed to the screwworm 
buildup, officials believe.

The Texas Safety Association 
this week issued its annual “Ac­
cidental Death Alert” for the 
July 4 holiday period and called 
on Texans to put safety first in 
all activities.

“Holidays can be a time to re­
member, or a time of tragedy,” 
S. Ross Carr of Houston, TSA 
President said. “ It often depends 
on knowing and using your safety 
ruleŝ —whether you are driving 
on the highways, spending the 
weekend at the lake, or just re­
laxing at home.”

The TSA “Accidental Death 
Alert” begins at 12:01 a.m. Fri­
day and ends at 11:59 p.m. Sun­
day. It coincides with the Depart­
ment of Public Safety’s traffic 
accident watch—“ Operation Mo- 
torcide.”

The Association is coordinat­
ing its traffic safety program 
with the DPS and other state 
agencies. Subject for the TSA 
safety promotion is “ Courtesy 
and Caution.”

“Adding courtesy to caution.

can take you a long way in traf­
fic. Your attitude about your 
driving and that of other drivers 
has a profound effect on the pos­
sibilities of your being involved 
in an accident” , Carr said.

“Treat other drivers the way 
you want to be treated — with 
courtesy.”

In addition to issuing traffic 
warnings, the Association has 
urged care in recreational activ­
ities, especially those associated 
with water.

“ Boating enthusiasts should 
take all safety precautions when 
putting their crafts into crowded 
waters. Carry a life preserver 
for everyone on board. Don’t 
overload your craft with too 
many passengers, and watch for 
swimmers, water skiers and other 
boats,” Carr advised.

He reminded homeowners to 
be on the alert for the backyard- 
variety accidents and advised par­
ents to be on guard for fire­
works accidents.

“ If your celebration calls for

a backyard barbecue, be sure to 
use caution in handling starter 
fluids. Treat fires with respect. 
Keep a water hose handy to put 
out any fire that gets out of con­
trol,” he said.

“ Parents should take charge 
of any fireworks displays. Keep 
small children at a safe distance 
and supervise the handling of 
fireworks by older children.

“Even those harmless looking 
little sparklers can be dangerous. 
They burn at a temperature of 
1,650 degrees, which is nearly hot 
enough to melt copper.”

In concluding, Carr stated that 
each year many lives are lost 
during holidays simply because 
people put away their safety 
rules for the occasion.

“ But, the fact is,”  he said, 
“ there just aren’t any holidays 
on accidents!”

Agent Cites Rules of Herbicide Usage
Her'bicides can be useful tools 

for controlling weeds if they are 
properly applied. But Sutton 
Ck)unty Agent D. C. Langford 
warns that improiper application 
can cause crop damage and law­
suits from neighbors.

To get satisfactory results 
from herbicides, Langford says 
to follow the directions on the 
label as approved by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture.

‘ ‘These directions should be fol­
lowed exactly,” he said.

To avoid chemical wind drift 
onto susceptible broadleaf plants, 
Langford says to make appli­
cation only when wind velocity 
is below 10 m.p.h. He urges all 
herbicide users to have some type 
of wind gauge in the field so they 
can know when conditions be- 
cO'me dangerous.

Amine salt or low volatile 
formulations are safest, Lang­

ford said. They do not vaporize 
and drift as much as the high 
volatile formulations.

The county agent gave these 
three rules for applying herbi­
cides:

1. Use chemicals only on crops 
for which they are recommended.

2. Use only the quantity called 
for on the label.

3. Apply the chemicals only at 
time recommended on the label.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT
PROPOSED C O N S T I T U -  

T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON SEPTEMBER 7, 1965. 
SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 44 proposing an 
Amendment to Sections 2 and 
25 of Article HI of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas so 
as to provide for an increase 
in the membership of the State 
Senate from 81 to 39 members; 
to fix the membership in the 
House of Representatives at 
150 members; to require ap­
portionment of the Senate ac­
cording to population; and to 
delete the limitation that no 
single county is entitled to 
more than one Senator.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Sections 2 

and 25 of Article III of the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended to read re­
spectively as follows:

“ Section'2. The Senate shall 
consist of 39 members. The 
House of Representatives shall 
consist of 150 members.

“ Section 25. The state shall 
be divided into Senatorial Dis­
tricts of contiguous territory 
according to population, as 
nearly as possible.

“ Should the Legislature en­
act any enabling legislation in 
anticipation of this Amend­
ment, no such law shall be 
void by reason of its anticipa­
tory nature.

“This Amendment shall be­

come effective upon its adop­
tion.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on the 
7th day of September, 1965, at 
which election all ballots shall 
have printed on them the fol­
lowing:

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment increasing the 
membership of the State 
Senate from 81 to 39 
members, retaining the 
present membership of the 
House of Representatives, 
requiring apportionment 
of the Senate according to 
population, and deleting 
the limitation that no 
single county is entitled 
to more than one Senator.” 
“AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendnient increas­
ing the membership of the 
State Senate from 31 to 39 
members, retaining the 
present membership of the 
House of Representatives, 
requiring apportionment 
of the Senate according to 
population, and deleting 
the limitation that no 
single county is entitled .to 
more than one Senator.” 
Sec. 3. The Governor of the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment 
shall be published in the man­
ner and for the length of time 
as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this state.

Texas Ranks Eleventh Among 50 Stales 
In Total Pounds ot Production ot Milk

Since June is traditionally 
known as Dairy Month, it’s a 
good time to “ look at how we 
stand,” says A. M. Meekma, Ex­
tension dairy specialist, Texas 
A&M University.

Texas ranks 10th among the 
50 states in the number of milk 
cows on farms, 11th in total 
pounds of milk produced (but 
SSth in milk pro.duced per cow), 
9 th in the production of ice 
cream, 24th in the amount of 
cheese produced and 26th in but­
ter, the specialist points out.

Quite a bit of income is created 
as a result of dairy idustry ac­
tivities. For example, in 1964 
there were 16 million dairy cows 
on approximately 1 million U. S. 
farms whose production was 
valued at over $5.2 billion — the 
second highest source of cash 
farm income. This product (milk) 
was processed in over 30 thou­
sand dairy processing plants

which distributed an estimated 
58 billion quarts of milk a year 
in the form of fluid milk and its 
products.

And what about its nutritional 
merits ? Meekma says that nu­
tritionally, milk and milk prod­
ucts provide 28 percent of the 
nation’s essential food nutrients. 
This, according to the specialist, 
represents 40 to 45 percent of the 
American families’ requirements 
of protein, 65 to 75 percent of 
their calcium, 59 to 76 percent 
of their riboflavin, 85 to 39 per­
cent of their Vitamin A, and 
substantial amounts of other 
needed food elements. And all 
this, he concludes, for slightly 
more than 19 cents of each food 
dollar.

Furthermore, the specialist 
adds, in terms of today’s factory 
wages, we are eating better for 
less. In 1929 it took 15 minutes 
of factory work to pay for a 
quart of home-delivered milk. To­
day it takes slightly less than 7 
minutes to earn this same quart 
of home-delivered milk.

Not only is milk and its prod­
ucts nature’s most nearly per­
fect food—it is the best food on 
today’s food market. And, em­
phasizes Meekma, “you never 
outgrow your need for milk.”

Cattle Raisers Oppose 
Repeal ot Law

The Board of Directors of the 
Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association, meeting in 
general session in Nacogdoches 
June 18-19, unanimously opposed 
the repeal of Section 14(b) of 
the Taft-Hartley Law. Their res­
olution read as follows: 

“ Whereas there exists no justi­
fiable economic or moral rea­
son for the repeal of Section 
.14(b) of the Taft-Hartley Law, 
and whereas the repeal of this 
section would foster a harmful 
labor union monopoly and re­
strict a worker’s freedom of 
choice in earning his livelihood; 
now therefore be it resolved 
that the directors of the Texas 
and Southwestern Cattle Rais­
ers Association, in its quarterly 
meeting in Nacogdoches, Texas, 
go on record as opposing the 
repeal of section 14(b) of the 
Taft-Hartley Law, and that a 
copy of this resolution be sent 
to the President of the United 
States, the Texas members of 
Congress, and the Governor of 
Texas.”
The directors again went on 

record as opposing the proposal 
of the U.S. Department of Agri­
culture which would allow cattle 
that had been shipped to Canada 
from countries known to be in­
fected with foot-and-mouth dis­
ease, to be imported into the 
United States after a 60-day 
quarantine on an island in the 
St. Lawrence River. “We feel,” 
said president FTed Wulff of 
Brady, “ that there is too great 
a calculated risk involved in the 
plan, and too much to be lost if 
foot-in-mouth should ever be in­
troduced into this country a- 
gain—even by the slightest er­
ror, and the inherent dangers in 
the proposal far outweigh the 
small advantages that might he 
gained by the admittance of such 
breeding stock.”

Dolph Briscoe Jr., president of 
the Southwest Animal Health Re­
search Foundation, reported to 
the directors that the recent fund­
raising drive to raise $300,000 
to continue the fight against 
screwworms has been an unqual­
ified success. “ We set out to 
raise,” said Briscoe, “ $300,060, 
and to date have raised over 
over $620,000—$45,000 from Ok­
lahoma cattlemen alone. It is 
fortunate that we were able to 
secure the additional money, as 
the recent heavy rains and warm 
weather in most parts of Texas 
have contributed optimum grow­
ing conditions for screwworms 
in the warm, moist grass. No 
proper amount of credit can be 
given to those cattle raisers, 
stockmen, and other interested 
persons who gave so willingly to 
make the program possible and 
this drive a success.”
