Stay High and Dry...
Don’t Drive 

Around Barricades
The Sonora Police Department has asked us to remind local drivers that barricades, especially 

those placed in areas o f high water and constmction sites, are erected for the safety of the motorist.
In Texas every year, many drivers and passengers of motor vehicles are swept away and drowned 

by attempting to cross high water.
Driving around the barricades is a violation of the law and local law enforcement officers will 

ticket those caught driving around the barricades.
The official wording of the statute is found below.

Texas Criminal Law and 
Traffic Law

Sec. 472.022. Obeying 
Warning Signs and Barricades.

(a) A person commits an 
offense if the person:

(1) disobeys the instructions, 
signals, warnings, or markings 
of a warning sign; or

(2) drives around a barri­
cade.

(b) This section does not ap­
ply to:

(1) a person who is follow­
ing the directions of a police of­
ficer; or

(2) a person, including an 
employee of the department, 
a political subdivision of this 
state, or a contractor or subcon­
tractor, whose duties require the 
person to go beyond or around a 
barricade.

(c) Each violation of this 
section is a separate offense.

(d) An offense under this 
section is a misdemeanor pun­
ishable by a fine of not less than 
$1 or more than $200, except 
that:

(1) if the offense is commit­
ted in a constmction or mainte­
nance work zone when work­
ers are present and any written 
notice to appear issued for the 
offense states on its face that

workers were present when the 
offense was committed, the of­
fense is a misdemeanor punish­
able by a fine o f not less than $2 
or. more than $400; or

(2) if  a person commits an 
offense under Subsection (a) 
where a warning sign or bar­
ricade has been placed because 
water is over any portion of a 
road, street, or highway, the of­
fense is a Class B misdemeanor.

(e) In this section:
(1) “Barricade” means an 

obstmction:
(A) placed on or across a 

road, street, or highway of this 
state by the department, a po­
litical subdivision o f this state, 
or a contractor or subcontrac­
tor constmcting or repairing the 
road, street, or highway under 
authorization o f the department 
or a political subdivision of this 
state; and

(B) placed to prevent the 
passage o f motor vehicles over 
the road, street, or highway dur­
ing constmction, repair, or dan­
gerous conditions.

(2) “Constmction or mainte­
nance work zone” means a por­
tion o f a highway or street:

(A) where highway con­
stmction or maintenance is be­
ing undertaken, other than mo­
bile operations as defined by the

(3) “Warning sign” means a 
signal, marking, or device placed 
on a barricade or on a road, 
street, or highway during con­
stmction, repair, or dangerous 
conditions by the department, 
a, political subdivision of this 
state, or a contractor or subcon­
tractor to warn or regulate mo­
tor vehicular traffic. The term 
includes a flagger deployed on a 
road, street, or highway by the 
department, a political subdivi­
sion o f this state, or a contractor 
or subcontractor to direct traffic 
around or on the road, street, or 
highway during constmction, 
repair, or dangerous conditions.

(f) Articles 45.051 and 
45.0511, Code o f Criminal 
Procedure, do not apply to an 
offense under this section com­
mitted in a constmction or main­
tenance work zone when work­
ers are present

A. Marion Franklin Hamby was 
bom on June 9, 1864 in Fayette­
ville, Arkansas, some say Aus­
tin, and died Febmary 16, 1937 
in Austin. He was buried in the 
Sonora Cemetery. His wife Nan 
Casey Hamby, the daughter of 
John Casey, was born Decem­
ber 5, 1858 in Alabama and died 
on February 14, 1931 in Sutton 
County.

Her obituary lists survivors 
as 7 children: J. S. McMillon, 
Austin; Mrs. J. G. Baker, San 
Angelo; Mrs. A1 Stockton, Me­
nard; Mrs. Guy Landmm and 
Mrs. Gertmde Hart, California;

A. Joseph Abner Glasscock, 
according to Juanita Puckitt 
Keen in the Menard History 
book, was bom in Springfield, 
Illinois-in 1835. That same year 
he came to Texas with his father, 
Joseph Milligan Glasscock and 
his mother, Agnes Priscilla Ep­
person Glasscock. And two sis­
ters Lucy Ann and Catherine B. 
In the same party was George 
Glasscock, brother of Joseph 
Milligan Glasscock, and uncle 
of Joseph Abner Glasscock. Be­
fore coming to Texas, George 
Glasscock had been in partner­
ship briefly with Abraham Lin­
coln in a river barge business in 
Illinois.

The Party settled about 30 
miles north of Austin near the 
present city of Georgetown, in 
what was to become in 1848 Wil­
liamson County. At the time the 
county was organized, George 
Glasscock donated 173 acres of 
land for a townsite and the city 
was named Georgetown in his 
honor.

After the death of his father 
on January 26, 1832 and the sub­
sequent remarriage of his mother 
to Alfred Britton in 1853 and 
then to Jeptha Billingsly in 1856, 
Joseph Abner Glasscock went 
to live with his uncle George 
Glasscock in Georgetown where 
he was living at the time of the 
1850 census. (This census shows 
George W. Glasscock living with 
his wife Cynthia and children 
Elisabeth, Margaret, George W, 
Albert H. and six others, one of 
which is Joseph Abner, living in 
the household listed as black­
smith, carpenters and farmers.

Eliza Ruth Bowmer was 
bom in Missouri in 1838. Her 
father. Samuel Sellers Bowmer. 
was bom in Kentucky in 1815. In 
1851, the Sellers Bowmer fam­
ily came to Texas and settled at 
Georgetown where Sellers built 
and operated the first blacksmith 
shop. His father, Birkett D. Bow­
mer, carried the mail between 
Georgetown and Austin for sev­
eral years.

Eliza Ruth Bowmer and 
Joseph Abner Glasscock were 
married in Williamson County, 
Texas. They lived in Travis Co. 
in 1860, Williamson Co. in 1870, 
Menard in 1880 census records. 
They moved from Burnet to Me­
nard in 1874 with ox and mule 
wagons. Joseph Abner Glasscock 
is shown as a teamster and op­
erator of a freight line.

In 1877, the Joseph 
Glasscock family moved into 
the dog-mn log cabin on the San 
Saba River two miles below Me­
nard, which had previously been 
occupied by Company D of the

Texas Rangers. The cabin had a 
dirt floor, a sod roof and stick- 
and-mud chimneys. It was near 
the site of the log Mission Santa 
Cmz de San Saba, built by Spain 
in 1757 and destroyed by Indians 
in 1758.

Joseph Glasscock was a 
teamster and used Longhorn 
steers and Spanish mules to pull 
his freight wagons. He hauled 
supplies to Ft. McKavett from 
San Antonio, Austin, Fredericks­
burg, Lampassas and Bastrop. 
The wagons usually traveled in 
convoys protected from Indians 
by a detachment of soldiers.

To the marriage of Joseph 
Abner Glasscock and Eliza Ruth 
Bowmer Glasscock 11 children 
were born. Two of the children 
died in infancy and one child, 
Lucien. B. Glasscock, died in 
Menard at the age of 16. The fol­
lowing children grew to adult­
hood in Menard and Sonora 
and many of their families still 
live in the area: Samuel Joseph 
Glasscock, bom 1858, married 
Hannah Margaret King; Mos«s 
p. called “Mode” Glasscock, 
born 1877, married Annie E. 
Carmthers; William Andrew 
Glasscock, born 1861 died 1924, 
married Maturia A. White; Rob­
ert E. Glasscock, bom 1864 died 
1953, married Katie L. Trimble; 
Sonora (some say Senora) Agnes 
Glasscock, bom 1875 died 1949, 
married Irving Wilson Ellis; 
Priscilla Glasscock bom 1869, 
married John Allen Ellis; James 
B. Glasscock, bom 1875, mar­
ried Maude Trimble; Catherine 
Ann, bom 1873 died 1967, mar­
ried Jim Bradford.
Eliza Ruth Bowmer Glasscock

died in Menard on March 12, 
1907. Joseph Abner Glasscock 
died in Menard on October 5, 
1917, and they are both buried 
in the Pioneer Rest Cemetery in 
Menard.

William Andrew Glasscock 
is listed as one of the earli­
est people in Sutton County 
to install wolf proof fencing. 
Not only did he install the wire 
fencing but he and his workers 
hauled rocks to the fence and 
piled it so wolves couldn’t dig 
under the wire and get onto the 
property. Look at your property 
and figure how many rocks you 
would have to haul to do this and 
you can appreciate all the work 
that William Andrew Glasscock 
went to in order to insure the 
safety of his stock.

We are happy to report that 
the roof is finished on the Miers 
Home Museum. Next we will 
season and paint the flashing

and caulked areas on the second 
floor, and she will look as good 
as new. We plan to paint the en­
try hall o f the Depot, and then it 
is back to the Ice House. There 
is so much work to be done! We 
could really use some help from 
some of our other members with 
a few of these tasks. I’m 60 and 
Rick is 63 and we are limited by 
age and infimiity in what we can 
do.

Old School Catiishing
Jug-fishing and limb-lining let you fish  many places at the 

same time — and they work.
Jugs can be either free-float-By Larry D. Hodge

The Old School recreation 
area on Lake Aquilla near Hills­
boro is hard to find, but for those 
wanting to pursue catfish with 
jug lines, it’s worth searching 
out. Its boat ramp gives aceess to 
areas where jug lines and limb­
lines can put plenty of blue and 
channel catfish in your cooler.

John Tibbs, the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department Inland 
Fisheries district supervisor for 
the Waco area, shares my enthu­
siasm for jug-fishing.

I came to jug-fishing late 
in life. As a kid growing up in 
Central Texas, I was a frequent 
farm-pond fisher using a cane 
pole. Fishing trips started with 
digging earthworms in the yard 
or chasing down grasshoppers, 
swatting them with a willow 
switch and popping them into 
a Prince Albert tobacco tin to 
await their turn on the hook. The 
catfish we caught tasted firetty 
much like the muddy water 
where they lived, but catehing 
them was fun.

Not until I was grown did I 
discover jug-fishing. While on a 
float trip down the Lower Can­
yons of the Rio Grande, we found 
a number of abandoned jug lines 
fashioned from plastic quart mo­
tor-oil jugs. The cap screwed on 
over a knot on one end of a two- 
foot length of heavy twine that 
held the line in place. We hadn’t 
anticipated fishing, so the only 
bait we had was pimento loaf 
sandwich meat. It didn’t stay 
on the hook well, but the catfish 
didn’t care. We’d toss a baited 
jug into the water and watch it 
pull ahead of the rubber raft as 
the current took it. Suddenly the 
jug would disappear, surface a 
short distance away, and head 
for the bank.

About the third time that 
happened, I was as hooked as 
the fish.

Part of the appeal o f jug­
fishing is purely visual. It’s like 
fishing with a bobber, but in­
stead of having just one line to 
watch, you can have a dozen or 
more. Set out a spread of jugs, 
anchor nearby, put some rod and 
reel lines in the water, and wait 
for a cruising catfish to find one 
of your baits. Small fish may 
just move the jug around a little 
when they take the bait, but a big 
fish will take it completely un­
der. It’s as exciting as watching a 
bass smash a topwater lure.

mg, like those we found on the 
Rio Grande, or anchored to the 
bottom with a weight. Anchored 
jugs are like a vertical trotline, 
and you can adjust the length of 
the main line for whatever depth 
you’re fishing. Put them in a 
good location, and they stay put 
—  though if you pick the wrong 
place, you won’t catch much.

Jugs must be white and bear 
the angler’s name and address 
and the date set out. (Commer­
cial jug-fishers must use orange 
jugs.) You can use plastic milk 
jugs, but they are not very du­
rable. Ready-made versions are 
available, some of which tip up 
or “flag” to signal a bite. These 
have a short piece o f rebar inside 
a length o f PVC pipe and a collar 
o f closed-cell foam on one end. 
The jugs are deployed with the 
rebar in the foam-covered end 
of the pipe; when a fish pulls on 
the line attached to the opposite 
end, it pulls the pipe down, the 
rebar slides to that end, and the 
rig stands upright in the water.

John Tibbs makes his own 
anchored, non-flagging jugs 
out of two-foot lengths of white 
plastic pipe capped at both ends. 
He uses a main line about 25 
feet long weighted with a brick 
or a cement-filled tin can with 
an eyebolt embedded in it. Two 
drop lines about two feet long are 
attached to the main line; these 
hold the hooks. “For the main 
line I prefer at least 300-pound 
test so if  a fish pulls it into brush, 
you can retrieve the weight,” 
Tibbs says. “I prefer 150-pound 
test for the drop lines.' Hooks 
are 2/0 or bigger circle hooks.

“Circle hooks let the fish 
hook itself,” Nick Tibbs points 
out. “Also, fish won’t swallow 
the hook. They will take the bait 
and start to swim off with it, 
and the hook will turn and cateh 
them, usually in the comer o f the 
mouth.”

Legally up to five hooks ean 
be used on a jug-line, but it’s best 
to use no more than two. When 
handling the jugs, especially if 
there is a big fish on, it’s easy 
to get tangled up and even hook 
yourself if  there are a bunch of 
hooks flying around. Tibbs uses 
hooks attached to the main line 
three and six feet above the 
weight.

It’s a fine October morning 
when we set out on Lake Aquil­
la, and John Tibbs has a couple

of destinations in mind. The first 
is a flat adjacent to the Aquilla 
Creek channel. “One of the nice 
things about jugs is they can be 
set out on flats where there is no 
way to set a trot-line or limb-line, 
and you can catch cats cmising 
the flats looking for shad,” he 
observes. “I ’ve trot-lined and 
limb-lined and fished from the 
bank, but this is more fun. You 
see you have a fish and go pick 
up the jug. It’s a more personal 
way of fishing than a trot-line.”

Tibbs selects a flat between 
an island and the creek channel 
to set out a dozen jugs. The lo­
cation offers several advantages. 
Catfish can use the creek channel 
as an underwater highway. Shad 
will move to the shallow water 
next to the island as the water 
warms, and the catfish can trap 
them between the bank and the 
deeper water. Plus we can beach 
the boat after setting out jug­
lines and fish the flat using rods 
and reels while we wait for the 
jugs to get hit. It’s a lazy, relax­
ing way to fish, but there’s al­
ways the undercurrent o f tension 
as we watch and wait for one of 
the jugs to tip up.

But for now we have more 
jugs to set out in another spot, 
and John has another trick he 
wants to try: using limb-lines 
u n d e r  r o r m n r n n t  rr»r»n +  A f t e r
setting out a half-dozen jugs at 
the point where a line o f flooded 
trees marking an old fenceline 
meets a thick stand o f timber, we 
thread our way through the for­
est of dead trees to one that cor­
morants favor.

A limb-line can be nothing 
more than a length of stout line 
tied to a limb with a hook on 
the end, but the Tibbses have a 
refinement: mbber hold-down 
straps with the hooks removed. 
The rubber strap acts as a shock 
absorber, so that if  a big fish 
takes the bait, it’s less likely to

break the line or snap the limb 
off. It also provides enough 
give to help keep a big fish from 
straightening the hook and get­
ting away.

For bait we’re using pieces 
o f gizzard shad John catches 
with a cast net. “Chicken livers 
or worms work, too, and I’ve 
heard o f people using stinkbaits 
on jugs or live perch for flat- 
heads,” John says. “Anise-seent- 
ed soap is also a popular catfish 
bait, but I prefer to use what the 
fish would normally eat.”

Once the limb-lines are set 
out, it’s time to go back to our 
first spread o f jugs and check for 
bites. A flagging or moving jug 
doesn’t guarantee a fish has been 
eaught, however, and we have 
some false alarms during the 
day. But a few channel and blue 
catfish do find their way onto ice. 
To our surprise, the limb-lines 
under the cormorant roost pro­
duce not only more fish but also 
the biggest fish of the day.

By the end of the day, jug­
fishing for catfish has widened 
the circle o f friends for all three 
o f us.

That alone is reason enough 
to go jugging for cats. But fresh 
catfish fillets dredged in com- 
meal and fried to a crispy gold­
en Drown, served up nush 
puppies, coleslaw, french fries 
and savoiy pinto Deaii:» - - now, 
there’s the real payoff.

Range Condition vs. 

Forage Condition

We’ve been blessed with a 
wet spring and everything is 
green. Invariably, the question 
of range condition or forage 
condition comes up after peri-, 
ods of rainfall. But before it can 
be answered, we must ask our­
selves another question, “How 
does range condition differ from 
forage condition?”

The terms range condition 
and forage condition are often 
used interchangeably, although

their meanings differ greatly. 
Range condition is the current 
eeological condition (as deter­
mined by species composition) 
of range as compared to its eco­
logical potential. Forage condi­
tion relates to aspects such as the 
quantity of forage available and 
its nutritional qualities (protein, 
energy, minerals and palatabil- 
ity). Range condition changes 
gradually over a period o f years. 
Forage condition can change in 
a few days.

Why is range condition im­
portant? As range condition im­
proves, the number of different 
plant species growing on a spe-

cific range site usually increases. 
Greater species diversity im­
proves both the stability of the 
plant community over time and 
the diet quantity and quality 
available to the grazing animal. 
Overall plant production and sta­
bility of a range site improves 
as range condition improves 
because shallow-rooted plants 
(annuals or sod-forming peren­
nials) are replaced by deeper- 
rooted, perennial bunch grasses. 
This species shift creates better 
overall soil hydrologic condi­
tions. Rainfall infiltration rates 
increase while evaporation and 
soil erosion decrease. These fac­
tors, along with more efficient 
use of water within the soil pro­
file by deeper-rooted plants, re­
sults in greater forage production 
and stability.

Improved livestock production 
depends on higher range condi­
tion classes. Livestock are selec­
tive grazers. With higher condi­
tion classes, grazing animals can 
select from a greater diversity of 
plant species, thus maintaining 
a more optimum plane o f nutri­
tion. Diet quality levels will also 
vary less from season to season 
and year to year as compared to 
lower range condition classes. 
So let’s hope that these rains 
have enhanced plant vigor and 
improved forage condition. 
Along related lines, we want to 
remind you of the “Ranchers 
Roundup” annual workshop. 
Discussion topics and demon­
strations will range from fecal 
sampling for parasites and build­
ing cost-effective skid sprayers 
to predator trapping techniques 
and managing for prescribed 
burning. The cost is $15 by the 
registration deadline of May 18; 
$25 thereafter. Four (4) CEUs 
will be available for those with 
a pesticide applicator license. 
Call the Sutton County Exten­
sion Office at 387-3101 for more 
details.

Questions

What is Medicare?
Medicare is the federal health 

insurance program for people age 65 
or older, people under age 65 with 
certain disabilities and people of all 
ages with End-Stage Renal Disease. 
Medicare has many programs from 
which one may choose.

Part A; Most people do not 
pay a premium for Part A because 
they or a spouse already paid for it 
through payroll taxes. One qualifies 
for Part A after working and paying 
taxes for 40 quarters (approximately 
10 years). Medicare Part A helps 
cover inpatient care in hospitals as 
well as skilled nursing facilities; 
however, Medicare does not pay for 
long-term care (nursing home, as­
sisted living, etc.). It may also help 
cover hospice care and some home 
health care.

• Part B; Part B is completely op­
tional and most people pay a month­
ly premium for it. Medicare Part B 
helps cover doctors’ office visits and 
outpatient care, such as lab tests. It 
also covers some other medical ser­
vices that Part A does not'cover, such 
as physical therapy, occupational 
therapy and some home health care. 
Part B helps pay for these covered 
services and supplies when they are 
medically necessary.

While the monthly premium for 
Part B may go up each year, those 
who do not sign up when they first 
become eligible, usually within 
six months of turning 65, may pay 
higher monthly premiums as a pen­
alty. Programs are available to ben­
eficiaries who meet certain income 
requirements to reduce or eliminate

their monthly premium and/or de­
ductible.

Part D; Part D is completely 
optional and most people pay a 
monthly premium for this cover­
age. Medicare prescription dmg 
coverage is available to all Medi­
care beneficiaries. If a beneficiary 
signs up for this coverage, it may 
help lower prescription drug costs 
and help protect against higher 
costs in the future. While Medicare 
lends its name to this program and 
oversees it, coverage is provided by 
private companies.

While the monthly premium 
for Part D may go up each year, 
those who do not sign up when they 
first become eligible, usually within 
six months of turning 65, may pay 
higher monthly premiums as a pen­
alty. However, those beneficiaries 
who can prove they had existing 
prescription drug coverage dur­
ing that time may be able to have 
their penalty waived. Programs are 
available to beneficiaries who meet 
certain income requirements to re­
duce or eliminate their monthly pre­
mium and/or deductible.

Medicare Advantage:
Medicare Advantage Plans 

work more like private insurance 
and are usually administered by 
private companies but are still part 
of the Medicare program. If you 
join one of these plans, you gener­
ally get all your Medicare-covered 
health care through that plan. Medi­
care Advantage Plans may include 
Medicare Health Maintenance Or­
ganization (HMOs), Preferred Pro­
vider Organizations (PPOs), Private 
Fee-for-Service Plans and/or Medi­
care Special Needs Plans.

When you join a Medicare Ad­
vantage Plan, you use the insurance 
card that you get from the plan. In 
many plans, there may be extra ben­
efits and lower co-payments than in 
Original Medicare (Parts A and B). 
However, you may have to see spe­
cific health providers that belong to 
the plan or go to certain hospitals to 
get services.

To join a Medicare Advantage 
Plan, you must have Medicare Part 
A and Part B. You will have to pay 
your monthly Medicare Part B pre­
mium to Medicare. In addition, 
you might have to pay a monthly

premium to your Medicare Advan­
tage Plan for the extra benefits that 
they offer.

Where can 1 get information 
about all the changes with Medi­
care?

The best way to find infonna- 
tion about changes to Medicare is 
to go directly to the source: The 
Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services, also known as CMS.

Changes to Medicare are usu­
ally only made once per year and 
go into effect the following January. 
As such, every year, usually in Oc­
tober, CMS produces and distributes 
a publication entitled “Medicare & 
You” followed by the applicable 
year (for instance, in 2007 the pub­
lication was called “Medicare & 
You 2007”). A copy of this publi­
cation is mailed to each Medicare 
beneficiary and is also available for 
download from the Medicare web­
site in English and Spanish. Keep 
this publication until the next year’s 
publication is mailed or available 
for download from the Medicare 
website.

What is MediGap?
MediGap is a common name 

given to any number of supplemen­
tal, or back-up, insurance plans that 
may help cover some of the costs 
not covered by Medicare. MediGap 
plans are standardized and titled A 
through L, each with particular ben­
efits available. In Texas, you may 
visit the Texas Department of Insur­
ance website for a list of plans and 
their benefits: http://www.tdi.state, 
tx.us/consumer/medsup.html.

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Voters approve tax 
relief amendment 

for seniors, disabled

AUSTIN - Texas voters approved 
Senate Joint Resolution 13 in the 
May 12 election.
Unofficial results available May 13 
revealed the statewide turnout was 
only 7 percent, with 88 percent of 
the voters casting ballots in favor of 
the resolution.
SJR 13 amends the state constitu­
tion to authorize the Legislature to 
adjust the public school ad valorem 
tax or tax rates for taxpayers who 
are aged 65 or older, or are disabled, 
and who are owners of an exempted 
homestead.
The change benefits older or dis­
abled taxpayers who did not receive 
tax relief as a result of the school 
tax rate reduction passed a year ago 
in the 79th Legislature, 3rd called 
session.
Guv threatens special session
The bill the Texas House and Sen­
ate passed enacting a two-year mor­
atorium on private toll road projects 
landed on Gov. Rick Perry’s desk 
May 7.
The legislation, HB 1892 authored 
by Rep. Wayne Smith, R-Baytown, 
and sponsored by Sen. Tommy Wil­
liams, R-The Woodlands, puts Per­
ry’s Trans Texas Corridor on ice 
but grants powers to certain county 
and regional toll way authorities. 
Those entities would have first op­
tion in building projects within their 
jurisdictions.
Perry said the moratorium is not 
what bothers him the most about 
the bill.

The big issues, he said, are poten­
tial loss of federal funding and the 
wording of the bill, which he said 
would adversely affect the Texas 
Department of Transportation’s 
contracting and oversight respon­
sibilities. A letter from the Federal 
Highway Administration raises 
those questions.
Perry suggested lawmakers recon­
sider and rework the bill before the 
end of the current session. He hinted 
that the alternative to that would be 
a veto and then a special session. 
House passes TYC reform bill 
The House on May 7 tentatively ap­
proved legislation to overhaul the 
Texas Youth Commission, which 
earlier this year was put in conser­
vatorship after reports surfaced of 
sexual abuse of inmates and fiscal 
mismanagement at the agency.
SB 103 by Sen. Juan “Chuy” Hi­
nojosa, D-McAllen, is crafted to 
enhance transparency of its opera­
tions, prosecute offenses commit­
ted within the agency, and improve 
the hiring practices of guards.
The bill’s House sponsor. Rep Jerry 
Madden, R-Richardson, said, “The 
abuse and poor performance identic 
fied at the TYC cannot be allowed 
to
continue. This bill reforms the 
structure, management and over­
sight of the commission to provide 
true rehabilitation, not just the puni­
tive warehousing that characterizes 
the system today.”
In related news. Will Harrell, ex­
ecutive director of the Texas chap­
ter of the American Civil Liberties 
Union, was named ombudsman for 
the TYC, contingent on passage of 
SB 103. His job will be to evaluate 
and secure youths’ rights.

Agency would send border funds
The Ho\ise on May 7 passed its ver­
sion of the border security bill. HB 
13 by Rep. David Swinford, R-Du- 
mas, creates a border security coun­
cil to oversee distribution of more 
than $100 million to border law en­
forcement agencies.
Swinford’s bill encourages cities 
and counties to cooperate with fed­
eral agencies in immigration mat­
ters.
The bill also provides for a study to 
evaluate expedited deportation of 
illegal immigrants held in state jails 
and prisons for criminal offenses. 
Speaker Tom Craddick said, “This 
is one of the most important pieces 
of legislation that we will pass this 
session as it affects the safety of 
every citizen of this state and coun­
try.”
The bill moves to the Senate for 
further consideration.
Bill ties teacher raise to tax relief
Also moving to the Senate for fur­
ther consideration is HB 2785, leg­
islation reducing the school prop­
erty tax rate to 91 cents per $100 
valuation in the 2008-2009 bien­
nium.
An amendment to HB 2785 by Rep. 
Jim Dunnam, D-Waco, prevents the 
state from reducing property taxes 
further without giving school dis­
tricts and open-enrollment charter 
schools an amount equivalent to 
$6,000 for every full-time teacher, 
librarian and counselor. Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst, who presides over 
the Senate, said Dunnam’s 
amendment “tacks on $4.4 billion 
in other costs which would likely 
gut tax relief that we promised Tex­
ans last year.”

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Up On Eaton Hill

Sixth Graders Hold Culture Fair

Ever Eat a Agarita?

Crimson is the color of the 
day! A mating pair of Vermil­
lion flycatchers has been spotted 
on Eaton Hill. This is exciting 
news for our birding operation 
because the male Vermillion is 
an electric red with a handsome 
chocolate brown mask, back and 
wings, making him one of the 
most stunning North American 
birds. While Vermillion fly­
catchers commonly nest in this 
area, they seem to prefer the flat 
terrain, and this is the first re­
corded sighting for Eaton Hill. 
Jacqui Thomas first spotted the 
female bathing in the water fea­
ture at the Native American vil­
lage, with the male nearby, and 
again noted the pair several days 
later. We hope they’ve already 
built a nest and that this is the 
beginning of another annual ar­
rival.

Speaking of arrivals, the 
much anticipated first sighting 
of the supreme king of color, the 
unparalleled painted bunting oc­
curred last week, adding another 
humbling delight to an already 
giddy springtime procession of 
natural wonders.

And as if  the lush green veg­
etation, butterflies, incredible 
wildflowers, cactus blooms, and 
vibrant birds weren’t enough to

knock your socks off, here comes 
the holly-like agarita shrub don­
ning its succulent orange-red 
fruit! The agartia is interesting 
for its multiple attributes.

Not one to be pinned down, 
the Agarita goes by many names 
including Algerita, Agaritos, 
Chaparral Berry, Wild Currant, 
Larado Mahonia and Currant of 
Texas. In early spring, fragrant 
clusters o f bright yellow blooms 
are visually inconspicuous from 
a distance, but can be detected by 
their scent wafting on the breeze, 
sometimes without an actual 
plant in sight. The stiff, sharply 
pointed, holly-shaped leaves are 
an attractive blue-green and add 
a pleasing change o f hue to the 
landscape. Being an evergreen, 
the agrarita is a constant in our 
surrounding foliage but is native 
only west to Arizona and south 
into Northern Mexico. Per­
haps the small range is due to 
the plants’ only sensitivity: too 
much water. Aside from need­
ing well drained soil, agarita is 
adaptable, hardy and extremely 
heat tolerant.

The brilliant fruit, which is 
currently ripe on the bush, is a 
favorite o f birds, small mam­
mals, and some two-legged 
upright mammals as well. The 
enticing berries are said to make 
a lovely jelly, with a delicious 
and distinct flavor, as well as a 
nice table and desert wine! Hey, 
my spell check wants to change 
“agarita” to “margarita”, maybe 
I’m on to something...

With Veteran’s Day ap­
proaching, one other relevant 
point of interest is the use of 
agarita wood and roots for yel­
low dye. Early settlers made use 
of this, certainly Native Ameri­
cans did, and surprisingly, dur­
ing WWII the dye was used in 
color-coded parachutes!

However you choose to pro­
nounce the name, never underes­
timate the value of our limestone 
ornamental, the lovable - but not 
so huggable agarita bush. Hit 
the trails, and don’t forget the 
picnic!
