Rose Mary Jones Honored by TS4&GRA

Rose Mary Whitehead Jones, of Sonora, has been honored by 
the Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers Association, who named her 
the winner of the Clarence and Doris Dietert Memorial Award for 
her lifelong contributions to the Association and the Auxiliary in 
promoting lamb, wool, mohair, sheep and goats. “Her name came 
up immediately because of the outstanding contributions she has 
made over such a long period of time. It is an honor for us to be 
able to recognize her efforts in this manner,” said Gary McGehee, 
TS&GRA president.

Rose Mary Jones’ involvement with the Texas Sheep & Goat 
Raiser’s Association began in 1939 when they held their 24th an­
nual convention in San Antonio. That was the year the Woman’s 
Auxiliary of the Texas Sheep & Goat Raisers’ was organized. Her 
name was put on the list as a member at that time, and her moth­
er, Della Halbert Whitehead, was selected as the Auxiliary’s first 
president.

When her mother and a representative of the Dallas Apparel 
Mart came up with the idea for Miss Wool of Texas, Jones became 
involved in that project, too. She was taking care of her mother’s 
dress shop in Del Rio at the time, and all the clothes for the show 
came through the Rancho Tog Shop. By that time, Rosie had mar­
ried John McKinley Jones, Jr. of Bryan, TX. His father, John M. 
Jones, Sr., was the first County Extension Agent.

Della Whitehead became president of the Auxiliary again 
in 1958, and after she died in 1965, the ladies of the Auxiliary 
asked Rosie if she would take her mother’s place as President. 
Her mother had planned a large wool garment style show at the 
Apparel Mart in Dallas right in the middle of market season. Rosie 
followed through with the plans, and the event was a huge suc­
cess.

Rose Mary Jones has a tremendous interest in history. Her 
mother founded the Whitehead Museum in Del Rio and co-found- 
ed the Val Verde Historical Commission. Rosie chaired the Val 
Verde Historical Commission and led the restoration of Brown 
Plaza. She helped plan the Val Verde County Centennial Celebra­
tion and the county’s Texas Sesquicentennial and coordinated the 
restoration of the Val Verde County Courthouse. In recent years, 
she has been instrumental in the formation of the soon-to-be 
opened Old Ice House Museum in Sonora. She also researched

and wrote a book about her family, “The Halberts o f West Texas, 
The Ellises o f  West Texas, The Barksdales o f  West Texas”.

She has recently written a history of the presidents of the Texas 
Sheep & Goat Raisers’ Association and their wives. When asked 
why she included the wives, Jones answered, “It takes a special 
lady to live on a ranch and raise children.” The history of the presi­
dents will be available to anyone interested in the history of the 
Texas Sheep & Goat Raisers’ Association.

Rose Mary Whitehead Jones is a woman who gets things done. 
She is quick to say that she’s had lots of help and could never have 
done all she’s done by herself, but the truth of it is that she is a very 
special lady, and once she gets rolling, you can either get out of the 
way or hang on tight!

Members of the Jones and Whitehead families were on hand 
for the presentation of the award.

In the fall of 2005, the awards Committee of the Texas Sheep 
& Goat Raisers’ made the decision to establish an award in honor 
of Clarence and Doris Dietert of Boeme, TX, who were lifelong 
members of the Texas Sheep & Goat Raisers’ Association and its 
Auxiliary who attended all meetings and contributed in every way 
possible for as long as they could. They believed in the work of the 
Association and what the organization was trying to accomplish. 
Upon the deaths of the Dieterts, the Association was informed in 
July of 2005 that they had made a sizable bequest to continue the 
work the organization does for all producers of sheep and goats.
The person or persons to be selected each year must have consis­
tently given unselfishly of their time, funds and efforts for the bet­
terment of the industry with no thought of recognition or receiving 
anything in return.

In other business, two Sutton County ranchers were elected to 
the board of directors.

Lee C. Bloodworth, of Sonora, was elected Vice-President 
of TS&GRA. Bloodworth is a fourth generation Sutton County 
rancher. The son of L.P. and Marilyn Rice Bloodworth, he wasx^ .̂ 
bom and raised in Sonora and graduated from Sonora High School.
He graduated from Tarleton State University with a degree in Agri- -- 
culture Education. He is an Agriculture Science instmctor by pro­
fession and has taught in Ballinger, C^rrizo Springs and Sonora. 
Lee married Darlette Ramsey in Carrizo Springs in 1975, and they

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Judge Denies Wool Growers’ 
Bankruptcy Plan

A federal judge has is­
sued a motion denying the 
Wool Growers Central Stor­
age Co.’s bankruptcy plan.

In a memorandum opin­
ion written by U.S. Bank­
ruptcy Judge Robert L. Jones, 
it states that Wool Growers 
Board o f Directors should be 
held liable for the corpora­
tion’s debits that arose during 
a two-year period where the 
corporation’s corporate char­
ter was forfeited. The mo­
tion was issued on July 19th.

According to the opin­
ion, which was filed in fed­
eral court, the charter o f Wool 
Growers was forfeited from 
July 9, 2004 until April 10, 
2006 for failure to pay fran­
chise taxes. The company 
filed for chapter 11 bank­
ruptcy on April 28, 2006.

During this two-year pe­
riod, many o f the company’s 
funds were taken and improp­
erly used, the documents state.

The reason for the corpo­
rate charter forfeiture is due 
to irregularities found by the 
Wool Growers accountingfirm.

The firm said that there 
was something wrong with 
the com pany’s inventory val­
ues and that the fimi didn’t 
feel comfortable filing a 
franchise tax return with­
out a physical inventory.

The finn then told the 
Wool Growers Board of Di­
rectors to perform a physical 
inventory, which was never

done. The board o f direc­
tors are George Bunger Jr., 
Bill Black and John Allison.

Under state statutory law, 
directors and officers o f a cor­
poration whose corporate char­
ter was forfeited for failure to 
pay franchise taxes are liable 
for the corporation’s debts 
that arose during the time o f 
forfeiture, the opinion stated.

The Wardlaw Creditors, 
which consist o f Jack David 
Wardlaw, Jesse Lem Wardlaw 
and Warlaw Brothers, which 
is composed o f Jack David 
Wardlaw 111, Mack Miers 
Wardlaw and William Chase 
Wardlaw, objected to the 
bankruptcy plan due to breach 
o f contract, documents state.

The Wardlaw Creditors 
own a claim against the indi­
vidual board o f directors, and 
the individual directors have 
not filed bankruptcy. They 
were “trying to get the Ward- 
laws to drop that claim against 
the individual directors,” said 
Richard Miller, attorney for 
the Wardlaw Creditors. “This 
is just what we had been 
claiming all along and the 
judge finally agreed with us.”

The Wardlaw Creditors 
have two claims totaling 
$252,215.45. In either the fall 
o f 2005, or January o f 2006, 
the Wardlaws made a demand 
that their stored mohair be 
sold by Wool Growers, which 
is what happened with most 
o f the unsecured creditors in 
this case, the opinion states.

If  the Wardlaw Creditors 
are correct, the directors are li­
able for the breach o f contract

because the debt arose during 
the time that Wool Grower’s 
corporate charter was forfeit­
ed, Jones stated in his opinion.

The breach injures the 
Wardlaw Creditors, not 
Wool Growers, and Wool 
Growers held no breach of 
contract claim either be­
fore or after it filed bank­
ruptcy, the opinion states.

The next step will be 
to propose a new bank­
ruptcy plan that complies 
with the law, or the judge’s 
ruling can be appealed. 
“We hope to open some dis­
cussions to settle the case, 
but so far w e’re not getting 
much response,” Miller said. 
Wool Growers Bankruptcy 
Attorney, Bymie Bass, and 
the creditors’ committee at­
torney, David Langston, were 
not available for comment.

The board o f directors have 
contributed $2,625 million to­
ward the reorganization plan. 
This money will go toward 
the payout o f some o f the 
$4.3 million in claims to­
ward the more than 100 
creditors that have filed 
since Wool Growers filed for 
bankruptcy in April o f 2006.

The dividend to be paid 
to the holders o f unsecured 
claims should equal about 
60-70 cents on the dol­
lar, depending on the to­
tal amount o f claims by the 
court, court documents stated. 
Documents also stated 
that the payments from the 
Board o f Directors shall be 
in foims o f loans to Wool 
Growers Central Storage Co.

Two Arrested in Sonora on Warrants 
for Methamphetamine Ring

Sutton County Sheriff Joe Fincher confimied that Paula Gillit o f Sonora and Sheila Lucich 
o f San Angelo were arrested in Sutton County Monday, July 23rd in connection with the round 
up of persons suspected o f involvement in the distribution o f methamphetamine. Warrants for 
both women were issued as the result o f a sealed indictment following a year-long investigation. 
Thirty-three warrants were issued as a result o f the indictment for charges ranging from posses­
sion, or conspiracy to distribute a controlled substance, and participation in organized crime.

Gillit and Lucich have had bond set at $150,000.00 each and, as o f our news dead­
line, were incarcerated in the Sutton County jail awaiting transfer to Tom Green County.

Law enforcement officials are still looking for thirteen o f those indicted, in­
cluding a woman named Tammy Evans, who is also reported to be from Sonora.

The reorganization plan 
stemmed from disclosure 
statement that was put to­
gether by the creditors’ 
committee, made up o f Bill 
Pfluger, San Angelo, Du- 
ery M enzies, Fredericksburg 
and Beverly Ann Short, Pipe 
Creek. The statement was 
approved by the court prior 
to the plan being presented.

The order o f the payout starts 
with Administrative Claims, 
such as court counsel for Wool 
Growers and the committee, 
the accounts for Wool Grow­
ers and the committee and 
the consultant and disbursing 
agent for Wool Growers. Doc­
uments state that this amount 
should not exceed $150,000. 
The directors also agreed 
that their claims, which total 
$517,009.11, will be subor­
dinate to the claims o f the 
other unsecured creditors.

The plan was also over­
whelmingly approved by 
the creditors o f Wool Grow­
ers, with 85 creditors and 
28 shareholders voting for 
the plan.

Food Allergies: Do You 
H ave Them?

Does your tongue itch when 
you eat shrimp or nuts? Does 
your stomach ache when you eat 
dairy products? If so, you may 
have food allergies...but, you 
might not. People often con­
fuse food allergy with food in­
tolerance. Food allergy affects 
the immune system and can 
range in reaction from mild to 
life-threatening. Even if a tiny 
amount of the offending food 
is ingested, the allergic per­
son can have a severe reaction.

Food intolerance; however, 
is typically related to inability 
to metabolize an ingredient and 
is usually dose specific-meaning 
you can eat small amounts of the 
offending food without a reac­
tion. The most common food 
allergies are milk, egg, peanut, 
tree nut (walnut, cashew, etc.), 
fish, shellfish (shrimp, crab, 
etc.), soy, and wheat. Recent 
epidemiologic studies, sited 
in the Journal o f Allergy and 
Clinical Immunology, suggest 
that nearly 4% of Americans 
are afflicted with food aller­
gies, a prevalence much higher 
than appreciated in the past. 
Still, approximately 20% of the 
U.S. population alters their diet 
for a perceived reaction, which 
may or may not be food allergy.

“If you suspect you have 
food allergy, the first thing you 
should do is see your doctor,” 
says Extension Health Associate, 
Janet Pollard. “You will likely be 
referred to an allergist or immu­
nologist who specializes in such 
disorders. The allergist will like­
ly perform a physical exam and 
ask for a detailed history. This 
information is extremely impor­
tant,” says Pollard. Without your 
help in discussing past symp­
toms and reactions, it is very dif­
ficult for the allergist to assess 
the potential culprits of the prob­
lem. Once your doctor has some 
ideas about what may be caus­
ing the symptoms, he/she will 
try to diagnose food allergy with 
some of the following measures:

Having you keep a writ­
ten record of your diet and 
when you have a reaction. 
Having you participate in an 
elimination diet, in which 
certain foods are taken com­
pletely out of the diet to see if 
it eliminates the symptoms.

Performing a skin test, 
in which small amounts

of a potential allergen are 
placed under the skin to see 
if it creates a local reaction.

Performing a double-blind 
food challenge, in which cap­
sules are ingested with spe­
cific food ingredients to see if 
a reaction occurs: neither the 
patient nor the person admin­
istering the test knows what 
is in the capsules (this elimi­
nates psychological variables).

Performing a blood test, 
which is sent to a laboratory to 
see if food-specific Immuno- 
globin- E (IgE) antibodies are 
present. These IgE antibodies 
suggest that your body thinks 
the food is a foreign agent and 
tries to fight it off, producing 
harmful chemicals such as his­
tamine.Blood tests are typi­
cally expensive and used on 
those with severe reactions, 
since the other tests could result 
in a life-threatening reaction. 
Common, mild symptoms of 
food allergy may include hives, 
swelling, itchy-red rash, ec­
zema, itching or swelling of 
lips, cramps, nausea, vomiting, 
diarrhea, itchy-watery eyes, 
runny or stuffy nose, sneezing, 
coughing, or wheezing. More 
severe symptoms can include 
shortness of breath, difficulty 
swallowing, tightness of chest, 
itching or swelling of tongue 
or throat, change in voice, drop 
in blood pressure, fainting, and 
the most severe reaction ana­
phylactic shock. Anaphylac­
tic shock can be fatal, either 
through swelling that shuts off 
the airway or through a dra­
matic drop in blood pressure.

If you are diagnosed with 
food allergy, it is important to 
learn how to manage your food 
allergy and to educate others. 
There is no cure for food allergy. 
The only way to manage food 
allergy is by strict avoidance of 
the offending food. To avoid the 
food you must read food labels 
and learn terminology that may 
be used on the label to identify 
said allergens; talk to your host, 
chef, or wait staff when dining 
away from home; educate oth­
ers about cross-contamination 
and how to administer medica­
tions in an emergency, includ­
ing antihistamine and epineph­
rine. You can learn more about

have three sons, Graham, 
Thomas and Hilton.

Lee’s great-grand­
father, B.M. Halbert, was the 
second president of the fexas 
Sheep & Goat Raisers Associa­
tion. They presently run sheep, 
goats, and cattle in Sutton, 
Crockett and Val Verde Counties.

Active in civic affairs,

Bloodworth is an endowed mem­
ber of the Masonic Lodge and 
a past master of Laredo Lodge 
#547 and Dee Ora Lodge #715 in 
Sonora. He has been a member 
of the TS&GRA for nearly 30 
years and a director since 1990. 
He has served many years on 
the working group of the Live­
stock Production Committee 
and on the working group of the 
Natural Resources Commission, 

Marvin F. Shurley, also a 
Sutton County rancher, was 
elected second vice-president.

SISD Board Approves Security System

The regular scheduled meet­
ing of the Board of Trustees 
for Sonora Independent School 
District met on Monday, July 
9th at 5:30 p.m. at the Vocation 
Education Building. The meeting 
was called to order. Those pres­
ent were Tiyon Fields, Barbara 
Jennings, Tammy Favila, Dean 
Dermody, Mallory Rousselot, 
Scott Jacoby and Superinten­
dent Doug Bawcom. Mr. Baw- 
com gave the invocation. There 
were no visitor comments. The 
taxes were reported ak 98.74% 
collected on the current year..

Bawcom made some 
comments on an insurance pro­
gram called Texas Kids First, 
which was administratively easy; 
all the filing could be done online, 
and Sonora was already included 
in the network. After a brief dis­
cussion of the Texas Kids First 
Insurance program, Favila made 
a motion to accept the program 
as Sonora ISD’s insurance for the 
2007-2008 school year; Jacoby 
seconded and the motion carried.

The Update 80 policy 
was the next item on the agen­
da. Additions and revisions 
were made to the policy and af­
ter some discussion^ Jennings 
made a motion, and Dermody 
seconded. The motion carried.

Next on the agenda was 
the topic of Security Cameras for 
the school district. A company 
called Ener-Tel was the compa­
ny Bawcom had chosen to pro­
pose to the board. According to 
Bawcom, this is a Hi resolution 
digital system which would work 
well with our computer systems. 
It has a storage capacity of 30-60 
days, as well as some audio ca­
pabilities. Disks can be burned 
and saved for review at any time. 
Each campus was mapped out, 
and there would be wide angle se­
curity cameras at all entry ways, 
student gatherings, parking lots 
and high traffic areas. According 
to Bawcom, this system had bet­
ter doeumentation, and was rec­
ommended as his choice for the 
safety and seeurity of our students 
and staff. The AEP classrooms 
and the ISS classrooms would all 
include the audio cameras. Mr, 
Bawcom had already begun put­
ting out bid notices for this sys­
tem, not to exceed $100,000.00. 
He explained to the board that 
the funding would come from the 
Capitol Improvements Fund Bal­
ance and would be transferred to 
Function 52, which is designated 
as security and monitoring funds.

Mr. Dermody asked 
about any legal issues that could 
be a factor once the system was 
installed. Baweom assured the 
board that the cameras would 
be adjusted for exposure only 
to school property. The work 
would be guaranteed and under 
warranty. Dermody asked about 
surge protection and Bawcom 
assured the board that this was 
part of the work that was guar­
anteed. Mr. Bawcom stated that 
we are dealing with more prob­
lems than ever before within our 
schools. He felt that this system 
was the best investment that our 
board could make on behalf of 
the students. He commented that

Sometimes due to range 
conditions, we are faced with 
the need to test the quality of the 
forage that is produced on our 
rangelands and pastures. We’ve 
got lots of green out there, but 
what level of nutrition does 
it offer? With that in mind, be 
aware that there are laboratories 
available to answer just that. 
One of those is the Grazingland 
Animal Nutrition Lab at Texas 
A&M University. The other is 
the Texas Cooperative Exten­
sion Soil, Water and Forage 
Testing Laboratory.

The Grazingland Animal 
Nutrition Lab, also known as 
the GAN Lab, offers diagnos­
tic analysis and decision sup­
port software that is used as a 
nutritional monitoring program 
for grazing livestock. The GAN 
Lab serves livestock producers.

managers, and veterinarians. 
The Lab’s research and services 
utilize near infrared reflectance 
spectroscopy (NIRS) to analyze 
animal fecal samples. This tech­
nology allows the lab to return 
nutritional analyses within two 
days of receiving samples. Pro­
ducers and managers now have 
a reliable means of implement­
ing a nutritional monitoring 
program that can enhance their 
decision making process. Cost 
of testing runs about $25 per 
sample.

In the past, the GAN Lab 
has focused on analysis of nu­
tritional factors such as protein 
and energy. Research is now un­
derway that addresses livestock 
issues such as mineral status, 
parasite stress, and pregnancy 
status as well as soil analysis. 
This new array of diagnostic 
tools would offer livestock pro­
ducers, consultants, and wildlife 
managers a noninvasive means 
of monitoring grazing animals, 
as well as rangelands and grass-

There is also the Texas Co­
operative Extension Soil, Water 
and Forage Testing Laboratory. 
It is housed in the Department of 
Soil and Crop Sciences at Texas 
A&M University. The laboratory 
tests can perform soil testing , ir­
rigation water testing, plant and 
forage analysis, and other clien­
tele requested analyses have been 
added. The primary mission is to 
provide research based analysis 
and non-biased recommenda­
tions for agronomic and non- 
agronomic soil analysis, plant

tissue analysis, forage nutritive 
analysis, and non-drinking water 
analysis. Forage testing includes 
protein, protein + mineral, total 
nitrogen and more. Cost ranges 
from $5 to $30 depending on the 
test being conducted. Details for 
this lab are available at http:// 
soiltesting.tamu.edu.

Conaway Comments on 
FSA Office Closings

Anthrax Reported in 
Tom Green County

On July 13, the Texas Animal Health Commission confirmed 

that 17 head of cattle and a number of deer have died of anthrax 
in northern Tom Green County. The news release was posted on 
its Web site http://www.tahc.state.tx.us/.

Steve Sturtz, Texas Cooperative Extension agent for Tom 
Green County, said the cases were reported north of San Angelo 
near the Coke County line.

“Anthrax is naturally occurring across much of our area,” 
Sturtz said. “Most longtime ranchers here have been aware of it 
for generations. While it is a serious zoonotic bacterial disease, 
which causes sudden death, it is preventable and easily vacci­
nated against.”

Sturtz said a zoonotic disease is one that can cross-infect 
from animals to humans. Naturally occurring anthrax infections 
occur through ingestion of the spores; not by inhalation.

“The reason for this announcement is so area ranchers with 
a history of anthrax in their area will have time to vaccinate their 
animals, because as with most all vaccines, there is a lag time 
of several days before the vaccine becomes effective after the 
animal is vaccinated.”

This year’s unusually wet weather, followed by a dry spell, 
created a prime environment for anthrax spores already existing 
in the soil to resurface, Sturtz said. “Wet weather in West Texas 
is a blessing, but it can lead to problems, and anthrax is just one 
of these,” he said. “Hopefully, this will be an isolated instance.”

“I do want to emphasize that, though the public should be 
aware of it, the occasional dead bird or squirrel you might come 
across in town is not an indicator of an anthrax pandemic.”

Anthrax is a reportable disease, Sturtz said, which means that 
suspected cases should be reported to the Texas Animal Health 
Commission area office at 800-658-6642; after 5 p.m. call 800- 
550-8242 as soon as possible.

“The commission requires that anthrax carcasses, manure 
and bedding from affected animals be incinerated,” Sturtz said. 
Ranchers should not move the carcass, but should wear gloves 
and long sleeves when preparing the bum site.

“The commission reports that there is no need for vacation­
ers or hunters to worry about naturally occurring anthrax,” he 
said. “But they do say not to touch or handle sick or dead ani­
mals, bones or shed antlers.”

Recently, the Farm Service 

Agency (FSA) announced three of­
fices in District 11 will be closing. 
FSA offices in Sonora, Menard and 
Junction were voted to be closed to­
day in Austin. Congressman Mike 
Conaway (TX-11) made this state­
ment following today’s announce­
ment:

I believe the FSA used poor 
judgment in making the final deci­
sion to close the Menard, Sonora 
and Junction Offices. In my opin­
ion, these communities. Junction 
in particular, did an excellent job in 
laying out facts and figures stating 
their case to remain open. 1 strongly 
disagree with the decision FSA has 
made, and I will work to make sure 
this transition is as easy as possible 
while ensuring that services and 
benefits to producers in the area are 
not disrupted or diminished.

“Just this week, I voted in fa­

vor of an amendment to the Farm 
Bill that places a one year mora­
torium on the Secretary of Agri­
culture from closing any county 
field office of the Farm Service 
Agency, the Rural Development 
Agency or the Natural Resources 
Conservation Service unless the 
office had one full-time employ­
ee or less for more than 6 months 
out of the last two years. This 
amendment passed in the House 
Agriculture Committee and still 
must pass through the full House 
and Senate and be signed by the 
President before the ban will be­
come active.

“The contributions these of­
fices give to the counties are im­
mense, and the personnel perfor­
mance is critical to agriculture 
producers in the area, and I will 
continue to explore all avenues 
to keep these offices open.”

Sales Tax Holiday Approaches
Texas shoppers will get a 

break on back-to-school purchas­
es during the Sales Tax Holiday 
August 17th, 18th, and 19th.

The annual tax holiday, 
which gives shoppers a break 
from local and state sales tax, 
comes later than usual this year 
as Texas school children will be 
going back to school all across 
the state, during the last weekend 
of August.

The law exempts most cloth­
ing and foot wear priced under 
$100 from sales and use taxes, 
which could save shoppers about 
$8 on every $100 they spend. 
Backpaeks under $ 100 and used 
by elementary and secondary 
students are also exempt.
