City

Faces $65k Fine

for Sewer Spill

A contingent of Sonorans, includin
Mayor Gloria Lopez, City Attorney Bet
Wallace, City Manager Jim Polonis and
Scott Hay were scheduled to have a face -to-
face meeting with the Enforcement Division
of the Texas Commission on Environmental
Quality (TCEQ) in their Fort Worth offices
on Wednesday in response to a notice of
violation and enforcement action that could
cost the city $65,300.00.

The City of Sonora received notice last
week from the Texas Commission on Envi-
ronmental Quality of an enforcement action
and a demand for payment of an administra-
tive penalty for violations of the Texas Wa-
ter Code and/or commission rules.

The violations, according to the certi-
fied letter received by Mayor Gloria Lopez,
occurred on April 22, 2007. On that date,
Broblems at the wastewater treatment plant

egan with a power failure and resulted with
the discharge of 290,000 gallons of raw and/
or partially treated sewage into the Dry Dev-
il’s River. TCEQ alleges that the discharge
Ees}:ﬂted in a fish kill of approximately 711
sh.

City Manager Jim Polonis explained that
on April 22nd, the power outage caused the
basement of the treatment pént to flood,
knocking out the electrical pump that con-
trols flooding, and the auxiliary power
source.

TCEQ has cited the city for failing to
maintain the collection system “in a man-
ner as to prevent unauthorized discharges”.
Specifically, it notes, a manhole structure
located immediately north of the facility in
the bed of the Dry Devil’s River (within the
100-year flood plain) was constructed with a
bypass valve, which was not sealed. :

On April 22nd, the city notified TCEQ
of the discharge and broadcast information
regarding the spill to the public on KLST
television. Aﬁress release regarding the mal-
function at the wastewater treatment plant

was delivered to the Devil’s River News on
April 30, 2007.

Between the date of the spill and April
30th, city crews, under the direction of
TCEQ, replaced the batterﬁ' of the auxilia
power generator, repaired the oxidation ditc
aerator rotor motor, removed all contami-
nated soil next to the manhole structure that
allowed the spill to occur, and removed all
the sewage sludge from the pools of water
that received the untreated sewage. TCEQ’s
notes also indicate that the city bolted down
the manhole structure and the bypass valve
in May of 2007.

TCEQ is not just demanding money, ac-
cording to the notice of violation. The city
has 30 days - after the effective date of an
agreed order - to provide protection for the
electrical pump to keep the controls from
flooding and 45 days to submit written verifi-
cation (with detailed supporting documenta-
tion, including photographs, receipts and/or
other records) to demonstrate compliance.

Polonis said the timetable presented by
TCEQ is unreasonable. “There is just no
ﬁossible way we can meet those deadlines,”

e said, noting that the city will first be re-
quired to prepare an environmental impact
study and engineering design for submission
and approval by the Texas Water Develop-
ment Board. The earliest date the city could
expect to have the im%rovements in place
would be January or February of 2008.

Polonis said the group from Sonora
hopes to be able to reduce the penalty or to
have the penalty against the city dismissed
entirely, “We hope to be able to gain abate-
ment through implementation of a Supple-
mental Environmental Project (SEP) that the
commission will allow the city to carry out
to benefit the citizens of Sonora,” Polonis
said. Previous SEPs have been completed
through city wide trash cleanups or other
community activities that benefit the people
of our community.

Local Heroes Honored

Three local officers were invited by the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department to at-
tend their 3rd Annual Law Enforcement Division’s Awards ceremony held at the Austin
Headquarters on August 16th. The purpose of the annual awards is to provide a manner
whereby deserving employees, both sworn and civilian, and members of the general public
may receive official Departmental and public recognition for outstanding acts of valor or
meritorious service.

The teamwork demonstrated by law enforcment officers during a successful swift-
water rescue of a non-swimmer was recognized by the Department. The unidentified
man had driven his vehicle into rising ﬁoog waters and was about to be washed away at a
remote low water-crossing on county road 410 in Sutton County on May 9, 2007. Sutton
County Deputy Gary Harwell and Deputy Game Warden Robert Sol Mayer were each pre-
sented the Director’s Award and Game Warden Will Allison was awarded the Director’s
Citation by Peter Flores, Director of Law Enforcement. Among others honored during the
solemn ceremony were the families of fallen game wardens Justin Hurst and Ty Patterson,
officers who made the ultimate sacrifice while protecting and serving the people of the
State of Texas.

According to the officers, the healthy sense of teamwork which exists between the
members of our various law enforcement agencies and local citizens, such as Robert Sol
Mayer, is not all that uncommon in Sutton County. Mayer, who used his personal helicop-
ter to transport Harwell and Allison to the flood victim’s location this past May, has also
assisted the Sheriff’s office during manhunts and during searches for missing aircraft.

Three local peace officers, whose bravery and teamwork resulted in the successful rescue
of a non-swimmer from flood waters in rural Sutton County, received commendations
from the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department.

County Aces Audit

Wayne Beyer, the outside auditor hired by Sutton County to
examine its financial activities, funds, and statements for fiscal year
2006, concluded Monday morning that the financial statements
presented by Sutton County “present in all material respects the
respective financial position of the governmental activities.” He
added, in comments to the court, that this audit was a clean, un-
qualified opinion, the highest opinion an auditor can offer. Beyer’s
comments to the Sutton County Commissioner’s Court came at
their special meeting to consider adoption of the 2008 budget.

County Judge Carla Garner commented that the county’s solid
financial position is due to long-range planning by the county for
all operations, including equipment purchases and maintenance of
facilities. “We know that in the near future we’re going to have to
replace two vehicles for the sheriff’s office, one vehicle for 4-H
and two vehicles for road and bridge,” Judge Garner commented,
adding “we’ve been planning on this for years.” By keeping tabs
on maintenance and repair or replacement of county vehicles, the
county has built a working fleet of vehicles and equipment that has

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The Friends of Historic Sonora Main Street program hon-
ored the Haynie Davis Family as a Pioneer Family during the
recent Sutton County Days celebration. Following is a history
of this family written by Haynie Davis for publication in the
Sutton County Historical Society’s 1977 publication on Sono-
ra’s history. Dell Davis Tedford, and her husband, John, have
updated the family history. This is the first of a two-part series
on the lives of this extraordinary family.

My grandfather, R. W. Davis, moved after the Civil
War from Cobb County, Georgia, to Elgin, Texas, in Bas-
trop County, where my father, R. Walter Davis, was born
in 1869. In 1891, my father married Maude Cope. In 1897,
they came with their two children (me included—I was born
March 5, 1896) to Sonora to visit my Dad’s brother, J.L.
Davis (Uncle Love), who was sheriff of Sutton County and,
with his wife Savannah, owed a ranch five miles north of
Sonora. This was a 14-day trip for us by covered wagon.
My parents took a liking to the adjoining ranch, but it was
August, 1903, before M. H. Gilliam would sell it to us. In
November Dad rented a railroad boxcar, loaded it with two
horses, a wagon, buggy, a few household goods, and my
brother Tom and me, and we headed for San Angelo. Mama
and the three other children—Winnie, Birdwell, and Wal-
lace—rode the passenger train. We unloaded the car, hitched
the horses to the covered wagon, tied the buggy behind, and
started our exciting 2 1/2--day trip to Sonora, arriving here
Nov. 13, 1903.

My sister Nell was born here later. We six children grew
up on the ranch and attended school in Sonora by way of
buggy, bicycles, and on foot. Grandpa and Grandma Davis
lived a while with us, and Grandpa was buried in the Sonora
cemetery in 1907. In 1915, I graduated from high school
- the olgythree-sto rock one - and in the fall of 1916, went
to Texas A&M College for a two year course in agriculture.
But the threat of World War I prompted me to leave and
join the Navy. After 19 /2 months and three trips overseas,
I came home to the ranch for good. Mother and Dad moved
to Austin in 1919 to finish schooling the three younger chil-
dren at the University of Texas.

On March 22, 1922, Florence Matthis and I were mar-
ried in Ballinger, Texas, and have lived on the ranch ever
since. Her father, Rev. L. C. Matthis, was our Methodist
pastor at the time. Early in our married life, we were in
ranching partnership with Mother and Dad. He died in Aus-
tin in 1936, and we bought the ranch from Mother in 1939.
She died in 1954. Both Mother and Dad are buried in the
Sonora Cemetery.

Both our daughters were born on the ranch. Majorie
married Hal Wagner, and they have two sons, Daniel H.
and Harry. Dell married John Tedord of Dallas, and they
have a son and a daughter, Gregg and Valerie, and lived in
Sonora.

In spite of Droughts, depressions, wolves, bobcats,
cockleburs, screw worms, and hard work, we have had a
good life together for fifty-five years here on the ranch.

G. H. (Haynie) Davis, 1977

R. Walter Davis purchased another ranch immediately
south of the Schleicher County line, where Haynie’s broth-
er, Walter “Tom” Davis, ranched and raised his family. Tom
married Buena Hoggett, of Junction, and they- had four
children, only one of which - son Rodney Davis - survived
them.

Although Florence Matthis arrived as a newcomer to
Sonora with her recently-widowed father and younger sis-
ter in 1922, her family had much- earlier ties to Sonora. Her
grandfather and great uncle lived here in the 1890’s - one an
educator and one a doctor. The latter lost a baby son, who
is buried in the Sonora cemetery. Although Florence had
never lived on a ranch when she married Haynie, she took
to it instantly. Her great-grandfather was Youngs Coleman,
a partner in the Coleman-Mathis-Fulton Cattle Company,
near Rockport, so perhaps she inherited the love for ranch-
ing genetically. Florence died in 1979 and Haynie in 1992;
both are buried in Sonora Cemetery.

Dell Tedford, after graduation from Sonora High School,
attended Stephens College, which was then a two-year wom-
en’s school in Columbia, Missouri. She finished her educa-
tion at Southern Methodist University in Dallas, where she
met her future husband John Tedford. The Tedfords married
in 1957 and have made Sonora their home since 1959. John
was involved in professional musical theater from 1960 until
1971. Since that time, they have owned and operated Ted-
ford Jewelry in Sonora and ranched in Sutton County. They
recently retired from shop keeping in downtown Sonora after
thirty-two years.

The Davis/Tedford Ranch was entered into the Texas
Family Land Heritage Registry in 2004 by the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture, Susan Combs, and Commissioner. This
designation identifies a farm or ranch as having been owned
and operated continuously for a century by the same family.

The arguments for giving
children good nutrition at the
right time, in the right amounts,
and of the right kind are numer-
ous. One of the best ways to do
that is to follow the guidelines in
the Kids’ Food Guide Pyramid
MyPyramid and read the Di-
etary Guidelines for Americans.
Schools have begun to offer bet-
ter choices, such as salad bars in
the cafeteria and vending ma-
chines with healthy snacks, like
pretzels. Help your child learn
what is healthy, and make good
choices while at school or when
packing a lunch. “Encourage

your child to choose cafeteria
meals that include fruits, veg-
etables, lean meats, and whole
grains, such as wheat bread in-
stead of white. Also, avoid fried
foods when possible, and choose
milk or water as a drink.

If you’re helping your child
pack a lunch, start by brainstorm-
ing foods and snacks that he or
she would like to eat. In addition
to old standbys, such as peanut
butter and jelly, try pitas or wrap
sandwiches stuffed with grilled
chicken or veggies. The follow-
ing are some ideas when packing
a lunch for your child:

* Core and stuff an apple
with peanut butter; then slice it
crosswise. * Spread light cream
cheese and jelly of any flavor on
a tortilla and roll it up. « Make
mini kabobs on straws: use ham
and cheese, grapes .and melon
balls, cherry tomatoes and cheese
cubes. * Roll a slice of meat

around string cheese or a'carrot. ®
Cookie-cut sandwiches intp fun,
interesting shapes. In addition to
choosing nutritious foods, keep-
ing the foods safe for eating can
be a challenge when packing for
school. Here are some tips that
can help you and your child with
“safe sacking”: « Keep hot foods
hot and cold foods cold to pre-
vent growth of bacteria that can
cause foodborne illness. * Send
hot meals (soups) in an insu-
lated thermos. * Pack cold foods
(salads) with ice packs in insu-
lated lunch bags. * For drinks,
pack frozen juice boxes that will
thaw by mealtime. * Wrap sand-
wiches tightly; then put them in
a sealed bag or container. Refrig-

erate sandwiches if made ahead.

» Wash the top of beverage con-
tainers, or use a straw or cup. *
Clean plastic lunch boxes daily
with soap and water. Only use

paper or plastic bags once. ¢
Wash fresh fruits and vegetables
before putting them in a lunch
box or before eating them. e
Keep sandwiches in the refrig-
erator until leaving for school.
» Wash hands before preparing
lunches and before eating. ¢ Use
frozen juice boxes or freezer
gels to keep lunches cool. Keep
in mind, certain foods are not
safe at room temperature, such
as: * cooked or uncooked meats,
* cooked vegetables, and * dairy
products. Try these “safe at room
temperature” foods instead:
fresh or dried fruit,  fresh veg-
etables, * breads, and ¢ cookies.
Though you can’t completely
control what your children eat
once they get to school, you can
help them learn to make healthy
choices and help keep their foods
safe from foodborne illnesses.

The pecan crop in many parts
of the state is best described as a
“limb breaker” this year. Pecan
trees are losing many large limbs.
Due to the large crop, the insect
pressure from casebearer has been
minimal and as a result many trees
are still carrying a large crop. In
addition, the wet weather has al-
lowed the nuts to attain their true
genetic potential and, as a result,
are very large which makes the
nuts weigh even more. The nuts

will be the heaviest when the ker-
nels are totally full of water. As a
result, many of the limbs are break-
ing. Nuts can be removed from the
tree to reduce the crop load and pre-
vent limb breakage.

However, the freezes around
Easter did get some of the crop,
and disease is taking its toll as well.
We are seeing lots of scab, causing
many nuts to drop, especially on
Wichita and Burkett varieties. Scab
is caused by a fungus that affects
leaves, shoots, and nuts. Symp-
toms on all plant parts are similar.
Velvety olive-brown to black spots
occur on the husks. Several spots
may develop to form black blotches
or may blacken the entire surface of
the husks.

Severely affected nuts of sus-

ceptible varieties may drop prema-
turely, or they may stop growing,
die and remain attached to the shoot.
For example, in Southwest Texas,
the following varieties are rated
(from the most susceptible to most
resistant): Wichita, Hopi, West-
ern, Waco, while Cheyenne, Sioux,
Nacono, Desirable, Kiowa and
Choctaw are all about the same.
A spray schedule is available for
growers who have spray equipment
adequate to cover the trees, or for
growers who hire custom spray ap-
plicators. Realize, though, that it is
too late to treat for scab at this time
of the year.

Stink bugs and other insects will
also cause pecan drop in August.

“Limb Breaker”

Stink bugs and leaffooted bugs suck
sap from developing nuts. Nuts in-
jured - before the shells harden - fall
from the tree.

Feeding after shell hardening
causes brown or black spots on the
kernel. The kernel spots are vari-
able in size, sunken and bitter to
taste. Kernel spot lowers nut quality
and is undetectable until shelling.

The long and short of it is that,
though pecans are dropping, it is not
totally a bad thing. Many trees do
have a large crop, and the drop will
relieve some of the weight on limbs
as well as provide for better fill on
the remaining nuts. For additional
information, contact the Sutton
County Extension office or wvisit
http://sutton-co.tamu.edu .

Bad Motor Scooter, Two-Time
Horse of the Year, Dies at Age 26

He was a champion in a world of champions. Standing just
an inch taller than 14 hands high and weighing no more than
1,100 pounds at the peak of his career, he earned the respect and
admiration of the rodeo world and pockets full of money for
those men lucky enough to hitch a ride on this star at the National
Finals Rodeo.

“He weighed 1,000 pounds, and 500 of them were his heart,”
said Jimmy Powers, Bad Motor Scooter’s owner.

As announced in the Sports News, world champion cowboys
are marking the passing of two-time AQHA/PRCA Steer Wres-
tling Horse of the Year - Bad Motor Scooter. “Scooter” died July
27th from natural causes at his retirement home on the Powers
Ranch. He was 26.

Scooter retired from bulldogging at age 21. His retirement
ceremony was held at the location of his greatest achievements
— the arena at the NFR in Las Vegas. “He made two laps around
the arena. As far as I know, he’s the only horse that ever got a
standing ovation,” Powers said.

Scooter’s world titles were won in 1998 and 2001. He car-
ried Mike Smith to the world title in 1998 and Mickey Gee won
the gold buckle in 2001 at the NFR in Las Vegas. Scooter’s ath-
leticism and his huge heart were best displayed at the 1998 NFR,
where he carried five cowboys through all 10 rounds. Mike Smith,
Herbert Theriot, Steve Duhon, Jeff Corbello and Kurt Goulding
all rode Scooter that year at the NFR. Smith won the world cham-
pionship, Theriot placed second and Duhon finished fifth. Cow-
boys riding Scooter earned $255,000 in prize money that year, a
record for one horse at the NFR.

Powers said Scooter started his athletic career as a racehorse
at Ruidoso. He was trained as a bulldogging horse by Steve
Duhon’s dad, Billy Duhon. When Powers’ 1994 World Cham-
pion Steer Wrestling horse, Yellow Dog, came up crippled, he
bought Scooter. “You don’t do much training on these horses
— they will do what they want to do, the trick is to find out what
that is,” Powers said.

The Powers Ranch, just outside the city limits, has a very
special collection of horses — all of which have not had a saddle
on their backs in decades. Retired rodeo horses Yellow Dog and
Joe Lee are fed twice a day. They laze in belly-deep grasses of
liveoak shaded pastures and Powers, who rodeoed from the time
he was 12 until age 63, oversees their care. “These horses have
taken care of me, so I'm taking care of them,” he added.

Powers was quick to note that his horses are not the only lo-
cal rodeo horses to have achieved greatness in the rodeo world.
“Clay Cade had a world champion calf horse, which he has bur-
ied by his arena. Armold Felts’ roping horse, Santa Claus, was
Horse of the year. He is buried by Felts’ arena in San Angelo.
Keith Hudson had a super calf horse named Buttermilk and Rob-
ert Zapata produces and trains roping horses for world champion
trip ropers,” he explained

Powers says there is a great tradition of rodeo in Sonora, and

“But it’s not just the horses. Here in Sonora we have champion
rodeo cowboys and cowgirls carrying on the tradition,” said Pow-
ers. The parents of today’s young rodeo participants, (Jimmy’s son,
Houston, Keith Hudson, Ben Ingham, Stacy Pennington and Mike
Friess) are the teachers. All of them earned belt buckles and tro-
phy saddles signifying their success in the sport of rodeo. “They are
passing down their knowledge and spending time with their kids,”
he said.

The time is well spent. Powers proudly acknowledged the six
Sutton County participants at the recent AJRA Finals in San Angelo;
Word Hudson, Gunter Pennington, Steely and Stella Ingham, Macie
Friess, and his grandson Sam Powers. He remarked that all are “ex
cellent students, respectful kids” who participate in sports at school
and are active in their churches and community. “These kids are
already champions,” he added, “because they work until they are.”

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School Mural Depicts Student Life in Sonora

The mural in the board room of the Sonora Independent School District has been
completed, and provides for the board a “constant presence and focal point” of the
district’s mission and goals concerning the children of our community.

Nadine Eby, art teacher for Sonora High School, was commissioned by Superin-
tendent Doug Bawcom and the board of directors to create a mural depicting the pro-
gression of a student in Sonora schools from elementary school through graduation.

The canvas was a challenging space for Mrs. Eby, since it changes space and size
from one side to the other. “But that is the nature of mural painting,” she said. “Not
only must you consider your theme and viewers, but also the paint surface and ar-
chitectural limitations, as well as vantage point. For my inspiration I used yearbooks
ranging from 1967 to the present, as well as photographs from all the campuses,” she
explained. "

In drawing the students, Mrs. Eby used a composite of various faces, so that no
one was easily identifiable, but represented the students in general. “In completing
this project, which took approximately 200 hours, I gained an appreciation of the
architecture around the original campus with its elegant arches, as well as the many
faces of the Sonora ISD student body,” Mrs. Eby said.

She added that she utilized elements of the art curriculum from the past two years
to complete the mural. “Hopefully, this will lead to more murals for myself and for
my students,” Mrs. Eby concluded.

purchased out of budgeted dollars. “We don’t have to soak taxpayers, because we’ve planned,” Garner
concluded.

Prior to the regular meeting, commissioners held the second public hearing on the proposal to
increase total tax revenues from properties on the tax roll by eight percent. In other business, the com-
missioners court adopted the 2008 budget, which, among other provisions, includes additional funds for
raises for the county’s elected officials and funds maintenance and infrastructure projects.

In other business, precinct 2 commissioner John Wade updated the board on the predator con-
trol resolution approved by the commissioners on August 13th. Wade told the commissioners this
resolution has been presented to the Texas Sheep & Goat Raisers Association, Independent Cattlemen’s
Association and the Texas Southwest Cattle Raisers Association. The issue of predator control, he re-
marked, should be discussed by ranchers. Wade urged local ranchers to get behind the resolution and
to speak with their legislators regarding this matter.
