Reminded Hospital 
Deductible Now $44

Increased hospital costs of 
over 13% have resulted In 
10’% lncrea.se In Medicare costs 
to elderly patients, beginning 
Jan. 1, 1989. This comes as 
reminder from R. R. Tuley Jr., 
district manager o f the Abilene 
social security office.

Tulye said, "The average Med­
icare Inpatient hospital dally 
costs rose, nationally, from 
about $38 n 1966 to about $43 
in 1967 and continued upward 
in 1968. Keeping pace with these 
rising costs required that the 
deductible be Increased from 
$40 to $44 In each benefit per­
iod.

"The patient’s share of the 
cost from the 61st to 90th day 
rises fro $10 to $11. I f  he has 
to draw on his "lifetime reserve” 
from the 91st day to the 150th 
day In one benellt period, his 
share during that time has gone 
up from $20 to $22. Insured care 
in a skilled nursing home now 
costs the patient $5.50 per day 
after the first 20 days, instead 
of $5."

1 was only six years old. 18 
years ago, when a young man 
named Mickey Mantle broke 
Into major league baseball with 
the New York Yankees. This 
was the young man who was to 
replace Joe DeMaggio as the 
center fielder of the Yankees. 
Replace him he did. Mickey 
Mantle became on of the great­
est baseball players the game 
has ever known. His record as a 
hitter has been phenomenal. He 
won the triple crown once; hit 
536 home runs In regular sea­
son play; holds the record with 
18 World Series home runs; 
played 2,401 games, more than 
any player In Yankee history; 
and was named most valuable 
player In the American League 
three times.

I was fortunte enough to live 
about 80 miles from Boston, 
Massac:Iusetts In the mld-llltlcs 
when Mantle was In his prime 
I was able to see him play 
against the Red Sox. I'll never 
forget the thrill of seeing Man­
tle hit two booming home runs 
at Fenway Park In Boston In 
one game, one right handed and 
one left handed. I was also for­
tunate enough to talk to this 
great man In 1960 at a baseball 
players goll tournament In Flor­
ida. To a young person like my 
self, who followed Mickey Man­
tle's career throughout my 
jroung years, he will never grow 
old and he will never be for­
gotten as a great athlete, and 
an humble man.
