Communities Being
Canvassed For Users
Of Current.

As a result of a meeting held at the
court house Thursday of last week, at-
tended by about 60 rural citizens, in-
terested in obtaining the benefit of
rural electrification for their homes,
an organization was completed and
canvassing of various communities for
current users was begun.

A committee composed of I. F. Will-
man, Levi Churchill, Wm. G. Kennedy,
Walter Damron and John S. Wililams
was chosen, which committee in turn
named officers as follows: W. G. Ken-

“nedy, president; Walter Damron, vice-

president; John S. Williams, secretary-
treasurer.

Ralph Moore, member of the State
Rural Electrification committee, of
Hillsboro, was present and explained
details of the plan whereby electric
service may be financed and obtained.

Progress, West Camp, Y L, Muleshoe
and Balleyboro communities have
shown considerable interest in obtain-
ing such rural service and applications
for such will be first obtained in those
communities.

A. J. Whiting, representative of the
Texas-New Mexico Utilities Co., from
Clovis, N. M., was present and express-
ed his good will of the movement, stat-
ing his company would be glad to ren-
der service when the proposed line or
lines was completed and to be of any
aid possible in the project.

It is understood that under REA
funds may be obtained for construc-
tion of such lines on a 20 year pay-
ment plan and without any obligation
on part of the individual users, mort-
gage being retained by the government
on poles and wires of such line. Fur-
individuals may obtain
funds from the government for wiring
their properties on from three to five
years time, while appliances of various
kinds, such as washing machines, vac-
uum cleaners, refrigerators, etc., may
be purchased on from two to three
years time payment.

Just what such service will cost per
user has not yet been fully determined,
it being understood that the organiza-
tion buys the electric service whole-
sale, retailing it in turn to the users,
whether for light or power or both.

That citizens of Muleshoe have a
vital interest in telephone lines being
Tun out into the rural sections of this
and adjoining counties, thus furnish-
ing intimate contact with other towns
and communities not now being serv-
ed in such manner, was the concensus
of opinion expressed at the Chamber
of Commerce meeting held Friday of
last week.

A. V. Mays, prominent Baileyboro
citizen, was present at the meeting and
urged action on a telephone line from
Muleshoe to that point, stating citi-
zens of Baileyboro would defray half
the expenses entailed in running such
a line. The plan was to install a booth
in some prominent place in Baileyboro,
to be of a pay station type, where any-
ne might obtain desired service at any
time day or night.

Several business men attending the
meeting expressed their favorable re-
action to the proposition, and a com-
mittee composed of Dr. A. R. Matthews,
Neil Rockey and Ray Griffiths was
appointed by President R. L. Brown to
take further action on the matter.

It is pointed out that through the
lean economic years of the past this
district has never found it necessary
to default on any of its previous bond
payments, all having been met prompt-
ly when due.

Furthermore, bond issues require an-
nual payment of interest and setting
aside of a certain percentage in a sink-
ing fund to meet final payment when
such bonds become due, and it is stat-
ed by members of the local School
Board that such interest has been reg-
ularly paid as it came due and the
sinking fund today shows a surplus.

On present property valuation in this
district there is shown an income of ap
proximately $14,000 per annum. Fifty
per cent of this sum, will equal $7,000
per year, while only $5,180 is all requir-
ed to meet the present bonded indebt-
edness.

Floating another bond issue of $12,-
000 for the contemplated improvements
at four per cent interest per annum
for a period of 20 years, would call for
an additional average cost of only $825
per annum. With 50 per cent of the
local maintenance taxes, at present
property valuation, should be placed
in the sinking fund required by law,
there would still be left the sum of
$968 over the amount required should
this proposed bond issue be added.

Proponents of the bond issue claim
that instead of any necessary increase
of schébi i xe ause of favorable
vote on such issue, there is more likaly
a decrease may be shortly in order be-
cause of the property valuation in-
rease constantly accruing in this dis-
rict.

Present indications are that Coch-
ran county may, during the present
year, prove to be West Texas' great oil
field, reports constantly going out of

leasing of land and oll scouting in
general.

Latest reports are to the effect that
five test wells are slated to be put
down in that county in the near fu-
ture, the latest contract said to have
been closed with the Texas Co., for
a test well on Slaughter lAnd four
miles south of Lehman and to
started within 90 days.

Other negotiations are reported un-
der way for a test well 12 miles south
of Morton, two more within two miles
of Morton, while preparation are be-
ing made for drilling on the Cameron
land seven miles southeast of Morton.

7The test well to be made south of
Bula, just over the line in Bailey coun-
ty, by the Maracaibo Exploration Co.,
will be the first definite oil action in
this county, though other leases have
been corpleted ani s*i'l more are in
the process of completion.

For the past two weeks additional
‘and leases for oil prospecting have
been recorded at the court house here
and numerous oil men of various in-
terests have been in Muleshoe making
further ivestigations. Local dealers
report considerable trafficing in ol

Much of it is said to be going to the
United Kingdom while Japan is also
a good buying customer.

Last year Great Britain purchased a
total of 369,781 tons of old iron from
the United States, an increase of 92,-
415 tons over the preceding year, and
that country is said to be buying still |
larger tonnage this year. While much |
of this quantity will go into war ma-
terials, it is also said a considerable
percentage is going into general in-
dustry because of business recovery in |
that nation.

Exports to Japan in 1936 totaled 1,-
117974 tons, compared with 1057359
in 1935, Just how much of this quan-
tity bought goes into war materials
is not known; but it is being assumed
the larger percentage is so used.

At any rate, all this demand has|

created a local market of good prices
for scrap iron and steel, and those who
have an accumulation of such are ob-

taining considerable extra cash because |

THE

RESETTLEMENT ADMINISTRATION

URGES MORE AND BETTER GARDENS IN |
COUNTY, WITH BETTER LIVING AT HOME

That the Federal Resettlement ad-
ministration is taking an active part in
“living at home™ pro-
gram, is evidenced in numerous ways,
one of which is through a letter mailed
out the past week to farmers of Bailey
county by J. W. McDermett in charge
of the Bailey county office, containing
vital suggestions relative to gardening
this year.

These suggestions are all of a prac-
tical nature, based upon past exper-
iences and observation for this local-
ity, with the idea of making every
garden one of real economic value
and family pride.

The administration authorities ob-
serve that most gardens are too scat-
tered in their planting, requiring more
water for growth than is frequently
available, and suggest that plants and
seeds be put closer together so they
may provide a mutual shade protec-
tion, thus eliminating natural capil-
lary attraction of moisture and not re-
quiring so much water for healthy
growth, at the same time belng_care-
ful to not plant the tall growing
where they will make too much shad
for the smaller kinds.

essary part of the family yearly in-
come, and urges men to consider such
garden as one of the major enterprises,
spending more time toward its pro-
ducing a maximum part of the family
living.

It is insisted that most garden plots
do not have the necessary soil prep-
aration for maximum: production,
neither are they given the required
amount of water necessary for plant
stimulation. Frequently soils are not of
necessary strength to afford maximum
production, must be fertilized, and
still more water is needed before plant-
ting for fertilizer decomposition and
later for plant growth. All garden
planting spots should be thoroughly
prepared, the ground well mellowed
and clods mashed or removed, because
plant food must be made liquid before
the tiny rootlets can avall themselves
of its nourishment.

A warning is issued against Fusari-
um wilt to tomato growers; it being
suggested that tomato plants be raised
from certified seed of any wilt-resist-

& type, such as Marglobe or Norton.

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@ From figures gathered in all parts
of the country federal experts have de-
termined that the average rat con-
sumes $2 worth of grain a year.

Now if farmers near Muleshoe have
any way of determining how many
rats they have around their homes
they can tell just what it is costing
them in good hard dollars to maintain
them.

When one considers that a single rat
can get away with $2 worth of market-
able products annually it is hard to
understand why more attention is not
given to their elimination. If everyone
realized that the sum of $2 could be
saved this year by slaying a single rat,
think what a slaughter there would be,
yet Uncle Sam says there is a saving
of $2 worth of grain every time a rat
is killed.

He gives no figures concerning the
