Sonora’s Legacy: Dick McCalmont

There is this place I know 
about. It is a world that is 
not hindered by time or dis­
tance. In a moment’s notice 
you can travel around the 
world, and at a familiar sound 
or taste you can travel back 
in time. It is a world full of 
treasure, both dark and beau­
tiful. This world is memory. 
It is in memories that we keep 
those that we loose alive, and 
it is there that we re-leam our 
life’s lessons. Memories can 
be lost in the mire of time, but 
they never truly die. Accord­
ing to Kevin Arnold, “memo­
ry is a way of holding on to 
the things you love, the things 
you are, the things you never 
want to loose”. In a small 
house on Draw Street there 
is a man that has a treasure 
trove of memories enough for 
a dozen men, that man is Dick 
McCalmont.

To get the full experience 
of Dick’s story it would have 
to be written by Mark Twain 
and read out loud by Sam El­
liot. He has lived a dozen life­
times in his eighty eight years, 
and while time has weathered 
his body, his mind is as sharp 
as it ever has been. This past 
week I was fortunate enough 
to sit down with Dick as he 
sharedhis story with me.

Bom on a farm in South­
ern Ohio in 1920 on the eve 
of the great depression, Dick 
was no stranger to hard times, 
“I grew up on a farm in South­
ern Ohio, I stayed there till I 
was 17. Back then there was 
only two years of high school. 
Time was hard so I left. There 
was no money or jobs in 1937; 
depression was on.” Dick is 
•from a generation that looked 
at hardship differently than 
we do now. His generation is 
one that saw rough times as 
a simple reality, a reality that 
could not be changed but only 
worked with. It was a genera­
tion o f few words and decisive 
action, so when Dick decided 
to leave he stowed away on a

Mississippi Riverboat bound 
for New Orleans.

While in New Orleans he 
got a job on the docks as a 
longshoreman, “it didn’t pay 
enough to keep me fed, but it 
was a job (and jobs were a rare 
thing back then). We lived in 
a hotel inside of the docks.” 
Dick worked on the docks for 
about a month before he got 
a job on a tugboat, “it was a 
better job (none of that heavy 
lifting), until we had to push 
this big freighter out into deep 
water. Tug boats aren’t de­
signed to go into deep water, 
especially if the wind comes 
up. The captain didn’t want 
to do it, but it was a job. The 
pilot house sits about 15 feet 
above the water, and every 
time the wind kicked up I 
thought we were about to go 
over. When we got back to 
shore I told them that I was 
going to find something else 
to do”. Dick took some of 
his earnings working on the 
docks and tugboat and bought 
himself a bicycle and started 
his way to Houston. “It took 
me 3 days to peddle that bike 
to Houston (there weren’t 
much traffic in those days)”. 
Upon arriving to Houston 
Dick sold his bike and asked 
the bus station attendant how 
far west hi$ money would take 
him. The attendant looked at 
Dick’s money and said, “So­
nora, Texas”.

Dick arrived in Sonora 
late one evening and got him­
self a hotel room. The next 
morning he made his way to 
the barbershop where a local 
rancher had come into town 
for a shave. After a few min­
utes of conversation with that 
rancher he offered Dick a job 
on his ranch south of Juno. “I 
stayed with him till the spring. 
I liked the work; it was all on 
horseback (although it was 
on some real rough country). 
Horse shoes were something 
I had to learn. Where I grew 
up it was dirt country, so we

didn’t have to shoe our hors­
es... here there are a lot of 
rocks. I put in some pretty 
hard days learning that lesson. 
In the spring he told me that 
his neighbor wanted to bor­
row me, so I took my saddle 
and bedroll (I was really accu­
mulating a lot of junk at that 
point) and went to work for 
the Morriss Land and Cattle 
Company. There was a camp 
close by to the ranch, where 
travelers would stop and graze 
their horses. Apparently the 
camp was a place of interest 
for the local law enforcement 
“The Texas Rangers came by 
the ranch about once a month 
(they always came by around 
dinnertime). They always 
wanted to Imow who was stay­
ing at the camp in Juno; their 
names, what kind of horses 
they rode, what brands were 
on the horses, and where the 
people came from. We asked 
the rangers if they were scared 
of the men in the camp, and 
they told us “we aren’t scared 
of the men, we’re scared of 
the women because they will 
shoot you without saying 
anything.” We had a good 
time at that camp. In the eve­
nings they would break out a 
guitar and fiddle. Turns out 
that most of the people in the 
camp were wanted for some­
thing, which is why the Rang­
ers were interested in them. 
The camp is still there, but the 
spring has dried up. I believe 
that the buildings are all there, 
but the government owns all 
of that country now”.

In 1942 Dick and his 
friend Owen Gray (a well 
known welder out of San An­
gelo) took 2 welders out to the 
California shipyards to work. 
He met and married his wife 
Lois in California, they were 
married for 55 years until her 
death some years ago. “I was 
working in the shipyards in 
California right after the war 
started (World War II). A 
buddy and I were walking one

night and came up to a group 
of young people meeting for 
some kind of church meet­
ing. We bet each other that 
we wouldn’t go and ask one 
of the girls if we could walk 
them home (nobody had cars 
back then). I ended up mar­
rying the girl I walked home. 
They had 2 children, John 
who is a machines! in East 
Texas, and Judy who is retired 
with her husband are travel­
ing the country in their mo­
tor home. Dick commented 
on their travels, “they are in 
Big Bend right now. I don’t 
understand why, there’s noth­
ing to see there but rocks and 
Prickly Pear”.

Dick moved back to So­
nora with his wife and started 
ranching again, “I didn’t stay 
long, I missed ranch work. I 
came back and worked for 
the Sawyer Family (they were 
sure good people).” He didn’t

stay long, as hard times would 
step in and change the course 
of his life once more, it was 
1950, and it had stopped rain­
ing. “I leased land East of 
town and owned 150 head of 
cattle, I sold them and moved 
away. People thought I was 
crazy for selling cattle I had 
bought and paid for, but the 
next year they were kicking 
themselves that they hadn’t 
sold their own livestock. It 
didn’t rain again for 7 years”. 
Dick bought a ranch in Colo­
rado and moved there in 1951, 
“it was the best time of my life 
but I near starved to death. I 
liked the hunting, trapping, 
and fishing but there was no 
money up there. After 7 years 
I ran out of money and it was 
raining again in Texas so I 
came back”.

By my account there 
are two kinds of men in this 
world. Those that change the

world they live in, and those 
that are changed by it. Dick is 
both. His eyes sparkle as he 
travels back in time in his own 
memory, laughing to himself 
at those old stories that made 
him who he is (and smiling 
at those stories he won’t tell 
me). I asked him why he kept 
coming back to Sonora, and 
his answer was typical o f the 
man I had just met, but would 
never forget, “why did I stay 
here? Hell I was too broke to 
leave! It’s a damn good place. 
I worked 30 years on one 
ranch and went from a mid­
dle aged man to an old man 
in those 30 years. I ’ve been 
down for 2 years now, and 
you wouldn’t believe the food 
that comes through this house. 
The town is still small enough 
where people care about each 
other. I’m getting better, and I 
am going back to work. There 
is always a place for someone

Mattie Morrison, a 7 year old from Bandera, helped save her mom on Tuesday, March 

4. Shawn Morrison was about to saddle up a horse when one of the horses plowed over 
her, breaking her foot and knocking her unconscious. Mattie didn’t see the accident, but 
knew her mom was hurt. She called 911, and according to the dispatcher and EMT’s, she 
was calmer than most adults in giving directions and gate codes and staying on the line with 
them for 9 minutes while waiting for the ambulance. When asked about how Mattie knew 
what to do Shawn commented, “We live a very normal life, we have talked about 911 but 
not to extreme. Mattie knew her address and codes by every day use. She pays close atten­
tion to everything”. The following Friday, the EMT’s from Bandera County gave Mattie a 
special “life saving award” for her bravery and calmness during the ordeal. Mattie’s mom 
commented that, “I am proud of who she is and what she has done, and I am very glad she 
was there”. Mattie’s mom is fine with a concussion and broken foot, but very thankful for 
her brave little girl.

ASK THE HISTORICAL 
SOCIETY

Almost everyone knows 
wiio Paul Revere was and 
about his famous midnight 
ride to w'ani the people that 
the British were coming. But 
what else do you know about 
him? Did you know that his 
father w'as a French silver­
smith and goldsmith, named 
Appollos Rivoire and his 
w'ife, Deborah Hichhom Riv- 
oire, and that he apprenticed 
under his father to learn his 
trade? He ŵ as bom on Janu­
ary' 1, 1735 in Boston and 
attended Grammar school at 
the North Grammar School 
in Boston. He took over the 
family business when his 
father died in 1754. In 1756 
he volunteered to fight the 
French in the French and 
Indian War, specifically the 
Crow Point expedition. On 
August 17, 1757 he married 
Sarah Orne. He was initiat­
ed into the Masons in 1760 
and became a Master Mason 
in 1761. On May 3, 1773, 
Sarah died and on October 
10, 1773 he married Rachel 
Walker. He helped organize 
and participated in the Bos­
ton Tea Party and was by 
1774 serv'ing as a courier 
for the Massachusetts Com­
mittee for Con’espondence, 
in which capacity^ he made 
his famous midnight ride 
on April 18-19, 1775. He 
serv'ed as a Lieutenant Colo­
nel of the militia and from 
1778-79 commanded a gar­
rison at Castle Williams in 
Boston Harbor. He left the 
service after being brought 
up on charges of which he 
w'as acquitted but after that 
experience had no desire 
to serve with the men who 
had falsely charged him.. 
He served as a businessman 
after the war. He serv'ed as 
Grand Master o f the Grand 
Lodge of Massachusetts 
from 1795-1797 and wfiile 
in office opened 23 lodges 
in that state.

Many people have seen 
his silver work either on dis­
play in the Grand Lodge of 
Massachusetts or the National 
Heritage Museum. It is inter­
esting to note that he w'as also 
an engraver and a printer. On 
the death of George Washing­
ton he and several other mem­
bers of the Grand Lodge of 
Massachusetts sent a letter to 
Martha Washington express­
ing their condolences and re­
questing a lock of hair from 
their old friend and fellow  ̂
Mason. She sent the lock and 
it was put into an um engraved 
“This Um incloses a Lock of 
Hair of the Immortal Wash­
ington Presented January 27, 
1800, to the Massachusetts 
Grand Lodge by His amiable 
Widow.” The treasured urn is 
still in the possession of the 
grand lodge and carefully pre­
served.

In the National Heritage 
Museum you w'ill find on loan 
from Washington Lodge a set 
o f jewels created by Paul Re­
vere for which he charged, on 
a receipt dated April 20, 1796, 
the sum of 12 pounds. The 
receipt for “one sett o f silver 
Masons jewels,” is also on 
display.

Paul Revere kept meticu­
lous records and one of them 
shows that he charged $3,800 
to outfit the Constitution, bet­
ter known as “Old Ironsides,” 
with copper fastenings. They 
still have one of the copper 
spikes from the frigate Con­
stitution that he provided on 
display. Now remember this 
ship was built between 1794 
and 1797.

In 1800, when he was 65 
years old, Paul Revere decid­
ed to go into a new enterprise. 
He started a mill in Canton 
Massachusetts for rolling 
sheet copper. Now until he

started this mill the Ameri­
can people had to depend on 
England to supply most of 
their sheet copper. It was used 
as a protective plating on the 
bottom of ships to retard ma­
rine growth which could se­
verely slow the ships down 
and cause a lot of damage to 
the wooden hulls. The United 
States government gave him 
$10,00() to help with the ven­
ture and he spent $25,000 of 
his own money. By 1801 he 
wrote the Secretary' of the 
Navy, Robert Smith “1 have 
erected my works and have 
rolled sheet copper which is 
approved by the best judges 
as being equal to the best cold 
rolled copper.” Some of his 
earliest orders included 6,000 
feet of copper sheathing for 
the new Massachusetts State 
House dome and then he pro­
duced copper sheeting for St. 
Stephen’s Church in the North 
End of Boston, which was de­
signed by Charles Bullfinch 
in 1802. This copper sheeting 
has gold paint or gold leaf on 
one side. In 1811 he tumed 
the operation of the mill over 
to his son; the mill company 
was worth over $50,000.

So not only did the sound 
the alarm and fight for liberty^ 
he was a renowned silver­
smith, an engraver and print­
er, an expert at the designing 
of machinery to make copper 
sheeting and the making of 
same and the man who did all 
the brass fittings for Old Iron­
sides.

Paul Revere died of natu­
ral causes at the age of 83 on 
May 10 in 1808.

One little known fact 
about the famous ride of Paul 
Revere is that he left Boston 
about 10 PM and along the 
road to Lexington he warned 
residents the British were 
coming. He arrived in Lex-

ington around midnight on a 
borrowed horse. At 1 AM, Re­
vere, William Dawes, cind Dr. 
Samuel Prescott left for Con­
cord. Revere was captured 
and only Prescott got through 
to Concord.

Revere was released with­
out a horse and returned to 
Lexington. There he joined 
Adams and Hancock and fled 
to safety in Burlington. Revere 
returned to rescue valuable 
papers in Hancock’s trunk. 
When the British arrived on 
April 19, the Minutemen were 
waiting for them.

Since we didn’t have any 
questions this week 1 thought 
I would do this article on Paul 
Revere and a little bit of his- 
toty from the area I came 
from. I was pretty sure the 
history lovers that religiously 
read this column would enjoy 
hearing a little about the early 
days of our country^

ATHENS, Texas — Three 
lakes produced Budweiser 
ShareLunkers March 9; Lakes 
Arnistad, Richland-Chambers 
and Waco.

It’s not news that drv soil 
conditions this fall robbed our 
area of the traditional early fall 
growth by warm-season pe­
rennial forages. Consequent­
ly, forage quantity and quality 
has been lower than ‘normal’ 
for winter in our area. As we 
also know, forage quality has 
a major influence on the type 
and amount of supplement 
required to meet livestock’s 
daily nutrient requirements.

For example, a beef cow 
needs a minimum of 7% cmde 
protein in her total diet. At 
levels below 7% CP, growth 
of the rumen bacteria popula­
tion suffers and forage digest­
ibility is hampered. As digest­
ibility declines, forage intake 
must follow. And as intake 
declines, so goes perfonnance 
(weight maintenance or gain, 
milk production, etc.).

Protein supplementation 
of low quality forages yields 
an economically efficient pro­
duction response. When di­
etary' CP is less than 7%, the 
primaiy need of the nimen 
bacteria is degradable intake 
protein (DIP). Certain feeds 
can provide options for sup­
plying a natural source of 
DIP Supplemental protein fa­
cilitates greater intake of low 
quality forage. With increased 
forage intake comes increased 
energy intake and improved 
animal performance.

Bruton was using a Stanley 
Wedge spinner bait in three 
to four feet of water. He was 
fishing in a Richland-Cham­
bers Bass Club tournament. 
Bruton’s fish was the fourth 
Budweiser ShareLunker en­
try from Richland-Chambers. 
TPWD has stocked 3,992,469 
Florida largemouth bass fin- 
gerlings in the lake since 
1988.

Monday evening Cal Lamb

of Forney pulled a 13.02- 
pounder from Lake Fork, 
the 237th Budweiser Share­
Lunker from that lake. Lamb 
was fishing about 8 feet deep 
among stumps when the fish 
took his Jig. The fish was 25 
inches long and 21 inehes in 
girth.

Anyone legally catching a 
13-pound or larger largemouth 
bass from Texas waters, public 
or private, between Oct. 1 and 
April 30 may loan or donate 
the fish to Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department for use in 
a selective breeding program.

at (903) 681-0550. Keep try­
ing until you speak to Camp­
bell personally. Fish will be 
picked up anywhere in Texas.

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Parkinson’s Disease

Parkinson’s disease af­
fects nerve cells in the part of 
the brain controlling muscle 
movement. Parkinson’s dis­
ease is progressive, meaning 
the signs and symptoms be­
come worse over time; how­
ever, the disease often pro­
gresses gradually and most 
people have many years of 
productive living after a diag­
nosis.

Parkinson’s disease occurs 
when certain nerve cells in a 
particular area of the brain are 
damaged or destroyed. Nor­
mally, these ner\e  cells re­
lease dopamine which causes 
your^uscles to make smooth, 
controlled movements. Ev­
eryone loses some dopamine- 
producing nerve cells as they 
grow older; but, people with 
Parkinson’s disease lose half 
or more.

Age is one of the main risk 
factors for Parkinson’s disease 
and risk continues to increase 
with age. In fact, signs and 
symptoms of Parkinson’s dis­
ease may be dismissed as the 
effects of aging, particularly in 
older adults with the disease. 
Other risk factors may include 
heredity, gender, exposure 
to pesticides and herbicides 
and/or reduced estrogen lev­
els, among others. See your 
health provider if you have 
any of the symptoms associ­
ated with Parkinson’s disease 
-  not only to diagnose the ill­
ness but also to rule out other 
causes for your problem.

The earliest symptom of 
Parkinson’s disease may be an 
arm that does not swing when 
you walk, a mild tremor in 
the fingers of one hand, soft, 
mumbling speech and/or dif­
ficulty swallowing. You may 
lack energy, feel depressed, 
have trouble sleeping, slowed 
motion, rigid muscles, loss of 
automatic movements and/or 
dementia.

As many as half the people 
with Parkinson’s disease de­
velop depression, sometimes 
occurring months or even 
years before Parkinson’s dis­
ease is diagnosed. Although 
physical limitations resulting 
from Parkinson’s disease can 
be frustrating and stressful, 
depression is not usually a re­
action to physical disability. 
It more likely arises from un­
derlying brain changes associ­
ated with the disease itself.

A diagnosis of Parkinson’s 
disease is based on your medi­
cal history, observ^ations of 
your signs and a neurological 
examination. As part o f your 
medical history, your health 
provider will want to know 
about any medications you 
take and whether you have a 
family history' of Parkinson’s.

For many people with Par­
kinson’s, the initial response 
to treatment can be dramatic. 
Over time, however, the bene­
fits o f drugs frequently dimin­
ish or become less consistent, 
although symptoms can usu­
ally still be fairly well con­
trolled. Physical therapy may 
be helpful for people with 
Parkinson’s disease. It may 
help improve mobility, range 
of motion and muscle tone. 
Although specific exercises 
cannot stop the progress of 
the disease, improving muscle

strength may help you feel 
more confident and capable. 
When lifestyle changes are 
no longer enough, your health 
provider may recommend 
certain medications. Medica­
tions can help manage prob­
lems with walking, movement 
and tremor by increasing the 
brain’s supply of dopamine.

Levodopa is a natural sub­
stance found in plants and 
animals and is converted into 
dopamine by nerve cells in the 
brain. Treatment with dopa­
mine itself is not possible be­
cause dopamine does not cross 
the body’s blood-brain barrier. 
Today-ievodopa is combined 
with another drug, carbidopa, 
that helps more Ievodopa to 
get to the brain and reduces 
some of the side effects of this 
therapy. During early treat­
ment, side effects from car- 
bidopa-levodopa therapy are 
usually not a major problem; 
however, the dmg works less 
evenly and predictably as the 
disease progresses. Side ef­
fects may include hallucina­
tions, a drop in blood pressure 
when standing and nausea.

Unlike Ievodopa, dopa­
mine agonists are not changed 
into dopamine. Instead, they 
mimic the effects of dopamine 
in the brain and cause neurons 
to react accordingly. The side 
effects o f dopamine agonists 
are similar to those of carbi- 
dopa-levodopa, although they 
are less likely to cause invol­
untary movements and more 
likely to cause hallucinations 
or sleepiness. If you are tak­
ing any o f these medications 
and start behaving in a way 
that is not normal for you, talk 
to your health provider.

With the advent of le- 
vodopa and other drug thera­
pies, surgical approaches have 
been re-evaluated. A brain 
implant device is now widely 
used to help control many of 
the symptoms of Parkinson’s 
disease. The deep brain stim­
ulator consists of a pacemak­
er-like unit implanted in the 
chest wall that transmits elec­
tric impulses through a wire to 
tiny electrodes inserted deep

within the brain.
If you have received a diag­

nosis of Parkinson’s disease, 
you will need to work closely 
with your health provider to 
find a treatment plan right for 
you. Certain lifestyle changes 
also may help make living 
with Parkinson’s disease eas­
ier, such as eating a healthy 
diet and getting exercise.

Since Maria Carrasco is a nurse, she knew that there was 

a problem when she found a lump when doing a self-breast 
exam. What Maria had found was Stage I Cancer. Luckily for 
Maria, all of her lymph nodes were cancer free and she was 
able to beat the disease by taking an oral medication, Tamoxi­
fen. With her background in health care, she suggests that 
many changes must take place in an individual’s life when 
they are battling the disease, especially maintaining a stress 
free environment. She also suggests changing your diet to 
increase the amounts of fi'uits and vegetables you eat and to 
reduce red meat intake. In addition, women should perform 
self-breast exams on a regular basis. Studies show that doing 
regular self-breast exams, along with a yearly checkup by a 
doctor, improves the chance of detecting cancer early.

Maria has now been a survivor for nine years and five 
months. A lifelong resident of Sonora, she credits her faith 
and the support from her friends and family with helping her 
fight the disease. Although she retired from her nursing job 
in 2002, Maria continues to stay busy by volunteering at the 
Senior Center, being active at St, Ann’s -  her church -  where 
she teaches two classes, and ser\dng as a hospital board mem­
ber, Maria believes that educating the community is the key 
-  she recommends that all wonien over foity should be getting 
a mammogram.' Too much of the time, women have heard 
mammograms can be painful, and this keeps them from hav­
ing them done. But as Maria said, “It is only painfi.il for one 
or two seconds.” And as she knows from experience, that two 
seconds of pain can prevent much more pain later.

Clean School 

Buses

It has been said that the worst day of fishing beats the best day 

in the office, but the question still remains; what does the best 
day of fishing beat? Bandera resident, Randy Morrison might 
be the guy to ask that question. This past February he set off to 
Lake Falcon to compete in the Ingram Bass Club Tournament, 
when on his fourth cast of the day he landed this 10 lb 12 oz 
largemouth bass. He caught the fish on a calm sunny day in 
about 4 feet of water on a Gold Willowleaf Old Ham Spinner- 
bait with a white skirt and chartreuse tail. That fish was just 
the start for Randy as he ended up weighing in 43 lbs over the 
two day tournament securing a second place finish.

Austin, Texas - When Texas 
school superintendents open 
their emails after spring break, 
they’ll have a message from 
Railroad Commission Chair­
man Michael Williams. This 
continues an effort by Wil­
liams to get cleaner school 
buses on the road.

“Texas has over 1,200 
school districts which have 
a combined total of tens of 
thousands of buses,” said 
Williams. “By using alterna­
tive fuel school buses, such 
as propane and natural gas 
or by retrofitting older buses 
with technologies that reduce 
emissions Texas children can 
get to school and back safely, 
cleanly while using less for­
eign oil.”

There are 36,800 school 
buses in Texas, of which about 
1,500 (4 percent) are propane- 
powered. About 35 Texas 
districts currently operate 
propane school buses. There 
are an additional 40 plus CNG 
(compressed natural gas) 
school buses in the state, op­
erated by three districts in the 
Dallas-Fort Worth area.

“Incentives are available 
at the federal, state and local 
levels that make propane and 
natural gas buses a common- 
sense option for school dis­
tricts,” Williams added.

The federal 50-cents per 
gallon rebate on propane mo­
tor fuel brings in about $1,500 
per year per school bus. A 
typical grant from the Rail­
road Commission for replac­
ing a 15-year-old diesel bus 
is around $12,000 per bus. 
A federal tax credit o f up to 
$30,000 per installation is 
available for propane refuel­
ing infrastructure. And the 
TCEQ’s Texas Clean School 
Bus Program provides reim­
bursements o f up to $7,500 
per device for filtration sys­
tems on existing diesel buses.

Williams has been a con­
sistent advocate for cleaner 
burning alternative fuel school 
buses. In 2001, Williams spe­
cially recognized Northside 
ISD in San Antonio for the 
district’s commitment to air 
quality through its propane 
school bus fleet. He gave the 
keynote address at the 2004 
National Clean Cities Confer­
ence. In 2006, Williams joined 
other clean air proponents in 
securing $895,000 to develop 
and certify an original equip­
ment manufactured low-emis­
sions propane school bus and 
proudly hosted the 2007 un­
veiling of Blue Bird’s Propane 
“Vision” school bus, the first 
propane school bus offered by 
a major manufacturer in the 
U.S. since 2002.
