Sheriff Elijah Briant may
be long gone, but the action he
took one April afternoon is a
story the city of Sonora wants
to tell for a long time.

William Carver rode with
the wildest of outlaws in the
late 1800s, including Butch
Cassidy’s Wild Bunch. A life
of crime took Carver up and

¢ down the United States, from

train robberies in Montana
and Wisconsin to bank robber-
ies throughout Texas and New
Mexico.

He became so notorious in
those days that his name ap-
peared in the newspapers quite
frequently, which led to his
nickname, “News.” He loved
to see his name appear in print
for his dastardly deeds.

On April 1, 1901, every-
thing went south for the out-
law when Briant and his depu-
ties ambushed him on a back
street of downtown Sonora.
Briant got the best of Carver
in an ensuing gun battle that
ultimately left the outlaw dead
as he lay in the middle of the
courthouse, and he was later
buried near there.

Historical stories such as
Carver’s, and many others dat-
ing to the late 1800s and early
1900s, is what Sonora looks to
capitalize on. Tourism is one
of the biggest selling points
for Sonora, 65 miles south of
San Angelo.

“We’ve had a 30 percent
increase in European tourists.
They’re getting on the Inter-
net, and they’re finding us.
We’ve had people from Eng-
land, the Netherlands, Ger-
many, and recently some from
Brazil,” said Ann Kay, man-
ager of Friends of Historic
Sonora. “The reason tourists
come here is because of the
legends of the outlaws.”

Friends of Historic Sonora
is a Main Street program
dedicated to maintaining the

historic preservation of down-
town through economic devel-
opment, promotion, organiza-
tion and design.

“We’ve been a nationally
recognized Main Street city
by the National Trust and by
the National Main Street since
1999,” she said. “We just re-
ceived the endorsement again
this year.”

Since starting the program
in 1994, the community has
pumped more than $8 million
into the downtown area, Kay
said.

One of the biggest improve-
ments is the historic court-
house. It was completely
restored recently with a $3
million-plus grant.

Adjacent to the courthouse
is one of Sonora’s three mu-
seums. The Old Sonora Ice
House Ranch Museum, which
opened in October, offers a
peek of life decades ago. Ar-
rowheads and antique farming
equipment adorn the walls and
floor of the museum. Even the
gun Briant used to kill Carver

is on display. The museum
showcases Sonora’s role in
the agricultural and ranching
industry since the city’s be-
ginning in the 1800s.

Even today, the agriculture
and ranching industries play
a big role in the city’s econo-
my. The total agricultural in-
come excluding government
support programs is about
$15 million annually, accord-
ing to the Sonora Chamber of
Commerce’s Web site.

The recent decline in the oil
patch has delivered a tremen-
dous hit on Sonora’s econo-
my. A handful of employers
have been forced to cut back
or completely stop operation
because of the declining in-
dustry.

Highmount Exploration &
Production, an oil and gas
company, and Carl J. Cahill
Inc., a dirt contractor, have
seen business drop off.

“In the ’80s, we had slow-
downs. You know, that’s just
part of the oil field. This one
has been kind of like going
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off a cliff,” said Carl J. Ca-
hill, I1I, a manager of Carl J.
Cahill Inc. “I’ve heard prob-
ably 10 different business
owners here tell me that 2008
was their best year ever — we
would be included. Two thou-
sand and nine is just going to
be a struggle to tread water.”

The dirt contracting compa-
ny has been a major contribu-
tor to the city since the com-
pany began in 1947. He said
he has employed more than
60 people at any given time
for the past 30 years or so, but
his work force dropped to 47
in 2009.

Despite the oil field woes,
some businesses are hold-
ing steady during these tough
economic times.

The First National Bank of
Sonora is growing, with a new
branch in San Angelo.

Other major employers
in the city are: Sonora Inde-
pendent School District with
160 employees, the Lillian
Hudspeth Memorial Hospi-
tal with 65, Sutton County

overnment offices with 55,
he City of Sonora with 35,
nd the Texas Department of
ransportation with 30.

Dean Carrell, the city man-
ger, has big plans for Sonora
n the coming months.

His top priority is to build
wastewater treatment plant
nd upgrade infrastructure.
“The most important thing
y far is the $9 million the
ity has borrowed to upgrade
infrastructure,” he said.
We definitely want to utilize
very grant we can — USDA,
nything from the stimulus
ackage to Ortho Grant to
hatever we may have — and
e are out there looking for
,” he said. “As a matter of
act, I applied for a $14 mil-
ion grant right now.

“In order to grow or even
et the opportunity to have
ore business here, we are
going to have to fix the in-
frastructure before we can go
any further.”

Carrell said he wants to ex-
pand the city’s economy by
attracting other industry to the
community so it’s not depen-
dent solely on the petroleum
industry.

“Everyone knows that we
need a couple of businesses
here that can hold stable em-
ployment. We’re looking for
a manufacturing company,
where people can keep a job
all the time, instead of every
once in a while,” he said. “I
can give you examples of
Rubbermaid or something like
that hires up to 200 people.
I’ve been looking into that and
been pushing really hard.”

With Sonora sitting off U.S.
Highway 277 and Interstate
10, it’s in an enticing loca-
tion.

“Hopefully, we can take ad-
vantage of that positioning to
develop some transportation-

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An Experience to Remember

Bobwhite Brigade Camp in Coleman, Texas.

My experience at the Roll-
ing Plains Bobwhite Brigade
Camp was amazing. This
camp not only taught me about
quail but taught me how to
lead. While learning about the
quail’s habitat and the quail
itself, we learned how to ex-
press our thoughts and speak
in front of people.

At the Brigade we had to
do different teambuilding ac-
tivities that taught us the im-
portance of communication.
These consisted of the hu-
man knot, the cane pole, run
for your life, and more. We
learned about quail habitat
through activities such as the
habitat lap-sit, collecting and
pressing plants, analysis of

| seeds in quail crops and much
4 more.

The camp was intense be-
cause we had to get up early
and go to bed late, plus ac-

complish other things during
the day such as teambuilding,
marching, gun safety, radio
telemetry, how to do a pub-
lic presentation and do lots
of field work to learn about
quail. Sometimes our day was
so full of activities that by the
end of the day I had already
forgotten what we had done in
the morning. The most impor-
tant jobs of the camp instruc-
tors were to make sure each
cadet knew about quail and
knew how important leader-
ship is in life.

During the camp each ca-
det was given an inspirational
saying called a ‘silver bullet’.
The exercise of learning a sil-
ver bullet was to help us face
our fears of speaking in pub-
lic. We had to memorize and
learn our silver bullet and be
able to recite it and its ' mean-
ing in front of a crowd. My

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Mosquito Facts,
Protection

from West Nile
Disease

After a mild winter and
recent early summer rains in
West Texas, mosquitoes are
coming. People will be suf-
fering from the annoying itch
of mosquito bites. Before you
worry about West Nile infec-
tion, Texas Tech University
Health Sciences Center epi-
demiologist Ronald Warner,
D.VM., Ph.D., reminds us
of some facts and methods to
prevent this mosquito-borne
disease.

" Dr. Warner, in the Depart-
ment of Family and Commu-
nity Medicine, said between
March and June, “West Nile”
mosquitoes prefer to feed on
birds such as crows, ravens,
robins, sparrows and jays.
July to October, these mosqui-
toes shift their feeding prefer-
ence to mammals, including
humans. The female mosqui-
toes need to feast on protein
enriched foods (blood) to
develop and form their eggs.
Once winter arrives, adult
mosquitoes will seek shelter
in attics and under shingles
and the bark on trees. Some
unhatched mosquito eggs will
be resistant to winter weather
and survive until the return of
spring rains.

“Domestic pets, such as
dogs and cats, are rarely in-
fected with West Nile but
horses, mules and donkeys
are much more susceptible,”
Warner said. “There are sev-
eral vaccinations to help pre-
vent your horses from being
infected by the West Nile vi-
rus.”

Depending on a person’s
age and health condition,
some may have serious ef-
fects from West Nile virus, if
infected. Underlying diseases
such as hypertension and kid-
ney disease appear to increase
the severity of West Nile dis-
ease. Younger people, espe-
cially transplant patients and
others with immune suppres-
sion (e.g., cancer treatment),
can also suffer severe effects.

~ On average, most West
Nile diseases are acquired
near the home because that is
where people spend most of
their outdoor time. Outdoor
candles, torches and/or coils
may be burned to produce a
smoke that repels mosqui-
toes, but make sure the ac-

~_ tive ingredient contains the

oil of citronella. Be aware of

general fire hazards and use
only under calm or windless
weather conditions. A few
more household tips to keep

in mind: keep your grass fairly

short, remove weeds in your
alley, and always remember
to practice the “4 Ds”:

*DEET is the active ingre-
dient in “Off,” but avoid ap-
plying  high-concentrations
(no more than 50% DEET);
no more than 10% on small
children. Also, use skin repel-
lents sparingly; one applica-
tion should last 4 to 6 hours,
but apply after profuse sweat-
ing or swimming.

*Dress appropriately if
outdoors; wear long sleeves,
long pants and apply mos-
quito repellent to the remain-
ing area of skin that is not
covered by your clothing.
Permethrin-containing repel-
lents (permanone) may be put
on clothing, shoes and camp-
ing gear. Permethrin-treated
clothing repels ticks, mosqui-
toes and other arthropods and
retains this effect even after
repeated washings. However,
if a garment is dry-cleaned,
the repellent will need to be
re-applied.

*Dusk and Dawn are the
times during the day when
mosquitoes are the most ac-
tive.

*Drain ALL standing water
around your home. Wadding
pools - drain every other day;
also flower pot basins, dog
bowls, and kids’ toys. Any
standing water will attract
mosquitoes and provide a
place for their eggs to develop
and hatch.

There are many myths
about mosquitoes. Warner
said one myth is mosquitoes
become larger with more rain;
that is false.

“In Texas alone there are
approximately 80 different
documented species of mos-
quitoes. The time of year and
local weather conditions de-
termine what type of species
we will have,” Warner said.

Warner added that eating
bananas, washing your mouth
with Listerine and wearing
dark clothes will not protect
you from mosquito bites. Just
remember to practice the 4 Ds
and look for the active ingre-
dients that help protect you
and your loved ones.

Forage Testing for
Nitrates and
Prussic Acid

We had a good April and
May, but not all parts of the
state were as fortunate. The
drought has many producers
attempting to salvage failed
corn, sorghum and similar
crops by grazing or baling the
stover for later use as animal
feed. However, nitrate and
prussic acid toxicity are al-
ways something to be wary of
when forages have been grown
under stress conditions.

Toxicity generally occurs
when cattle consume large
amounts of forage containing
over 1% nitrate ion on a dry
matter basis. Symptoms of le-
thal nitrate poisoning include
labored breathing, frothing at
the mouth, rapid pulse, weak-
ness, diarrhea, frequent uri-
nation, muscle tremors, inco-
ordination and convulsions,
collapse and death. Cattle
are the most susceptible do-
mestic species to nitrate tox-
icity. This is because in their
rumen, nitrate (from plants)
is converted to nitrite. When
this occurs, nitrite accumu-
lates and is absorbed into the
bloodstream where it binds
to hemoglobin, thus reducing
the oxygen-carrying capacity
of the blood. The animals die
by asphyxiation. Post-mor-
tem examination reveals dark,
chocolate-colored blood.

Prussic acid, also called
hydrocyanic (HCN), normally
is not present in plants. How-
ever, several common plants
can accumulate large quanti-
ties of cyanogenetic glyco-
side. As with nitrate buildup,
some stress usually triggers
accumulation of cyanogenetic
glycoside in plant tissue. The
potential for accumulation
and HCN toxicity increases
during drought. Unfortunate-
ly, often the only indication
of prussic acid poisoning is
dead animals. HCN is one of
the most potent, rapid-acting
poisons known. When seen,
clinical signs occur in rapid
succession. Initially there

is excitement and muscle
tremors. Rapid and difficult
breathing follows. The animal
goes down, gasps for breath
and may convulse. The pu-
pils are dilated and mucous
membranes are bright pink.
A characteristic sign of HCN
toxicity is a bright cherry-red
color to the blood, a symptom

‘that persists for several hours

after death. Although blood is
oxygenated, HCN interferes
with the release of oxygen
from oxyhemoglobin to other
tissues.

There are several plants
that can have high levels of
nitrate. One of the most com-
mon are pigweed (a.k.a. care-
lessweed), Johnson grass,
mallow, and nightshades. In
general, concern for prussic
HCN is mostly directed to su-
dangrass, sorghum, Johnson
grass, and hybrids of these
species. Nitrate accumula-
tion and prussic acid forma-
tion occur in different parts of
the plant. Nitrate levels are
highest in the lower stalks,

-while prussic acid can form in

the newest leaves or recently
damaged leaves. Unlike ni-
trates, prussic acid will dis-
sipate after cutting; however,
tight bales may require more
than 9 months for prussic acid
levels to decline below levels
of concern.

If the crop is still green

‘and good rain is in the near-

term forecast, delaying cutting
may allow for nitrates in the
plant to be converted to pro-
tein and other nitrogen con-
taining compounds and struc-
tures. Generally, 3-5 days is
required, following adequate
rainfall, for sngmﬁcant nitrate
reductions.

Laboratory testing can be
done to indicate levels of both
compounds in forages. Con-
tact the County Extension of-
fice for more information.

Winning team members
were Chase Lantz (632
points), Amanda Weaver (633
points) and Jackie Nentwich
(5§77 points). Coaches were
Roy Walston, Agrilife Ex-
tension agent in Kerr County,
and Fred Speck, Kerr County

producer.

Second place team honors
went to the Tom Green Coun-
ty 4-H club with a score of
1,744 points. Team members
were Connor Hoelscher (592
points), Corey Schwartz (590
points) and Meredith Wilde
(562 points).

While its economic devel-
opment future is a work in
progress, Sonora is already a
special place for tourists and
outdoor lovers.

The community is home to
antiques stores, a top-rated
steakhouse, a nine-hole golf
course and natural attrac-
tions in the nearby Caverns of
Sonora and Eaton Hill Wild-
life Sanctuary, a 37-acre na-
ture park created in the city
through the SIDC that offers
hiking, biking, wildlife, na-
tive flora, and geological and
historical interests.

“The caverns would defi-
nitely have to be Sonora’s
biggest draw,” said Donna
Garrett, executive director for
the Sonora Chamber of Com-
merce.

I ventured to the South
Llano River State Park, look-
ing for cool relief from the
heat of the day, and found
life thriving along the river
banks. Apart from the abun-
dant plant and animal life,
people were fishing, floating
on tubes, and kayaking by.

The water moves at a
gentle pace, great for float-
ing and wading, with shallow
banks for fishing. The camp-
sites are well maintained, the
roads are all paved and park
staff were helpful and friend-
ly.

The river is the main
attraction at the park, but
there is plenty to do with the
18 miles of hiking and biking
trails, bird blinds, and a small
lake that is great for fishing.
The trails are an easy ride
through a canopy of pecan,
cedar, elm, juniper, oak and
sycamore trees in the park,

Sitting off of Fawn Trail, one of the four bird blinds in South Llano River

S

and extend to a more inter-
mediate level if you head
into the adjoining Walter
Buck Wildlife Management
Area (WMA).

The bird blinds are well-
kept, with many pictures and
guides identifying many of
the 220 species native to the
area, and provide a nice place
to sit away from the heat of
the day to watch the birds
feed and bathe while provid-
ing a great photo op. Deer,
lizards, squirrels and many
other animals are also easily
spotted from the river banks
and trails in the park.

“People come from all
over and other countries
to see the birds here,” said
Christopher Hanson, a park
officer. “We have one of
the biggest turkey roosts and
habitats in Texas and are in
a unique position where the
state park is joined with a
wildlife management area.”

In the winter months, the
park is home to 600-800 tur-
keys and a large portion of
the park closes from October-
March to protect the turkeys’
habitat.
