Pre-registration for the 2010-2011 school year will be
held on Tuesday, April 6th and Wednesday, April 7th from
7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at the Sonora Elementary School of-
fice. Students enrolling in Pre-Kindergarten must be three
or four years old on or before September 1, 2010.

Students who are three years of age on or before Septem-
ber 1, 2010 must meet one of the following qualification
requirements: 1) economically disadvantaged, 2) limited
English proficient, 3) qualify for special education services,
or 4) have a parent who is an active duty member of the
armed forces of the United States including the state mili-
tary forces or a reserve component of the armed forces or
a parent who was injured or killed while serving on active
duty.

Students four years of age on or before September 1,
2010 do not have to quality for Pre-Kindergarten as our
enrollment is open.

and San Francisco) because
the artificial turf can be used
year-round with little regard
to weather condition. The re-
ported costs for maintenance
and upkeep of these artificial
fields were much lower than
that of natural turf (when
added to the total number of
days each type of field could
be used). A study conducted
by Brigham Young Univer-
sity concluded that, “Artificial
turf surfaces have their place
in the turf industry. They can
work in environments where
grass will not grow and are
marginal”. Reports from the
City of San Francisco Parks
and Recreation Department
also commented that artificial
turf fields are excellent for
“multi-use” situations.

Health concemns related to
artificial turf center around
increased injury on artificial
turf, increased Staph infection
associated with artificial turf,
and heat stress. There are
large amounts of information
available on the first genera-
tions of artificial turf pointing
to higher instances of injury,
but little evidence seems to
exist to support that claim on
the newer products available
(what information that does
exist points to a much safer
playing -surface than earlier
versions of artificial turf).

Another major concern is
that artificial turf increases
the exposure of athletes to
Staph infections (a potentially
life threatening bacterial in-
fection). A study conducted
by the University of Texas
at Houston reported that in
Texas, “276 football players
were infected by MRSA [an
anti-bacterial resistant staph

_infection] from- 2003-2005
(an infection rate of 517 per

100,000 people). The U.S.
Center for Disease Control re-
ports an infection rate for the
general population as 32 out
of 100,000”. While the over
10 times infection rate for
football players is alarming-
the study could not connect it
with artificial turf, while a later
study conducted by Penn State
confirmed that artificial turf
does not directly contribute to
instances of Staph infection.
In 2004 a study published in
Clinical Infectious Diseases
studied the outbreak of anti-
bacterial resistant staph in a
college football team. That
study concluded that while
artificial turf does not spread
the bacteria, the occurrences
of turf burns facilitate infec-
tion, “players who sustained
turf burns had a risk of infec-
tion that was 7 times higher
than that for players without
turf burns”.

The topic of heat stress re-
mains a valid concern with ar-
tificial turf. In Brigham Young
University’s study scientists
evaluated the differences in
the amount of heat given off
of natural vs several different
kinds of artificial turf. Their
study showed that on a 98 de-
gree day artificial turf was on
average significantly hotter
than natural grass, asphalt, and
concrete (117, 78, 94, and 109
degrees respectively). The
highest recorded temperature
on artificial turf during that 98
degree day (during this study)
was 200 degrees. Spraying
the field with water did sig-
nificantly lower the tempera-
ture of the surface, but only
for twenty minutes. They also
concluded that “when the tem-
perature [of the turf] reaches
122 degrees it takes less than
10 minutes to cause injury to
skin. At this temperature, the
surface had to be cooled be-

fore play was allowed to con-
tinue on the surface”.

While artificial turf fields do
not require regular irrigation
or mowing, the University of
Arkansas Turfgrass Science
department states that, “it is a
myth that synthetic fields re-
quire less maintenance than
natural turfgrass fields or to
say that artificial turf fields are
maintenance free. Synthetic
fields require 1) additional
infill, 2) irrigation because of
unacceptably high tempera-
tures on warm-sunny days,
3) chemical disinfectants, 4)
sprays to reduce static cling
and odors, 5) drainage repair
and maintenance, 6) eras-
ing and repainting temporary
lines, and 7) removing or-
ganic matter accumulation.”
In a recent report given by
the Michigan State Univer-
sity Certified Sports Turf
Manager, “the typical annual
maintenance costs of our ar-
tificial turf fields ranged from
$13,720-$39,220, while the
typical annual maintenance
costs of our natural turf fields
had a similar range of $8,133-
$48,960.

Comparing the cost of main-
taining artificial turf fields de-
pends on the time scope you
use. Exact numbers are dif-
ficult to obtain, but the overall
trend across different reports
remain similar. Natural fields
cost much less to construct
(our research approximated
the cost at around $200,000-
$400,000) when compared to
synthetic fields ($600,000 for
a lower end field, and up to a
million dollars for premium
artificial turf). In the short
term-1 to 10 years-artificial
fields required less mainte-
nance cost, but after a peri-
od of 10 years natural fields
tended to cost much less to
maintain (one report indicated
that a natural soil based sys-
tem cost $33,522 per year af-
ter 10 years vs $109,013 per
year for artificial turf). This is
mainly due to the life-span of
artificial turf, which suggests
replacing the surface after 10-
15 years. The University of
Arkansas also raises the issue
of disposal once an old field
is replaced, “there is a hidden
cost of disposal. Because the
field is filled and top-dressed
with a crumb rubber material
(typically made from ground
automobile tires), the material
may require special disposal.
Disposal costs are estimated
at $130,000 plus transporta-
tion and landfill charges”.

The industry and science of
artificial turf has gone through
at least four major evolutions
in its development, and has
come a long way since its first
debut at the Astrodome. The
newest generations of artificial
turf better mimic the attributes
of natural grass making it a vi-
able option for many schools
at every level (the University
of Texas recently decided to
convert to artificial turf).

The answer to the question of
“which is better” is likely not
to be answered with any cer-
tainty any time soon. Around
every comer of this subject
are contradictions. Out of the
top 25 top rated NFL fields
only 2 are artificial turf (the
rest are natural grass), and
a poll of recent NFL players
showed that over 70% of them
preferred natural grass. Ad-
ditionally many colleges that
once showcased artificial turf
have since converted back to
grass. On the other hand many
universities are still using ar-
tificial turf, and its popularity
with high schools across the
nation is without question.

Judgers also evalu-
ate two classes of four fleeces
each.

Range Science itself has two
contests: Range Evaluation
and Pasture Grass Identifica-
tion. Contestants jdentify 20
to 40 range plants; determine
use, condition, site and man-
agement practices for a range
area; they also evaluate and
place four range plots.

Participants compete in 4-H
teams of 3 or 4 members, ac-
cording to age divisions. Con-
tests are held throughout the
spring. We will attend several
contests in our area: Ozona,
Eldorado, Kerville, Boerne,
Fredericksburg, and Del Rio.

of at least the innermost layers
of butterflies.

This year the weather where
the Monarchs overwinter
has been brutal, with torren-
tial rains and mudslides, and
Monarch butterflies cannot
withstand the world washing
away around them. Dr. Chip
Taylor, the Director of “Mon-
arch Watch,” estimates that
50 to 60 percent of the Mon-
arch population didn’t make
it. How do they count them?
Well, nobody actually counts
them in the winter. When the
Monarchs are on the fir trees,
they are measured in hectares
of trees holding clusters of
them. (A hectare is 2.47 acres).
According to a graph on the
“Journey North” website, this
winter it was estimated that
there were 1.92 hectares of
butterflies. Since 1975, when
the people studying them fi-
nally figured out where the
Monarchs roost, the most ever
counted was over 20 hectares.
The average is 7.44 hectares.
So 1.92 hectares isn’t so many
Monarchs, especially since
that’s the number before they
started north.

Now the survivors are head-
ed into a part of Texas that has
recently seen freezing weather,
high winds, and snow. There
have already been sightings in
the Rio Grande Valley, but the
numbers seem low.

The good news in this is that
the moisture should bring us
an abundance of milkweeds.
Most people hear the “weed”

part milkweed, don’t like
them, don’t want them, think
they are pest plants...you
name it. But the Monarch but-
terflies depend on milkweed
for food, for a place to lay
their eggs, and in a roundabout
way, for protection. In arecent
television interview, this same
Dr. Taylor explained that the
chemicals in the milkweed
are what make the Monarch
butterflies taste absolutely ter-
rible to the birds that would
normally feast on them. No
milkweed, no nasty taste, no
protection from being some-
body’s breakfast. As more and
more open land is developed,
milkweeds are disappearing
like crazy. “Monarch Watch”
has started a campaign to en-
courage individuals, highway
departments, and landscapers
to plant more milkweed. Eaton
Hill is working on it—it’s too
late for this spring, but people
can plant now and have but-
terfly food ready for when the
Monarchs come through in
the fall.
