Last Wednesday on Janu-
ary 26™ a call went out across
the Sonora School District to
evacuate. In approximately

30 minutes all four campuses
were empty, and the almost
1,000 students were safely re-
located off campus to different

secure locations. Thankfully
all of that was just a drill.
Brandon Duncan, Middle
School Principal, stated that
“we are a part of a grant
called the REMS [Readi-
ness and Emergency Man-
agement for Schools]. This
grant involves the overall
safety of the school and in-
cludes the whole scenerio of
school safety”. The REMS
grant was specifically de-
signed to fund the creation or
strengthening of emergency
management plans and pro-
cesses in schools. The most
recent mock evacuation was
designed to evaluate all the
logistics required to respond
to a campus wide emergency.
Due to a mid winter confer-
ence Superintendant Gibson
was not available for com-
ment, but Brandon Duncan
was available to state that, “I
was very pleased with how
the district responded to this
drill”. i
Duncan made it clear that
the success of the drill was a
team effort.

coordmatmg everyone. She
was in charge of organizing
meetings with law enforce-
ment and school employees.

“I commend Attorney Gen-
eral Abbott’s efforts to protect
Texans from this misguided
federal overreach, and look
forward to continuing to work
with Texas leaders and Con-
gress to find responsible solu-
tions for our state’s health care
needs.”

date in Obamacare, maintain-
ing that Congress does not
have the authority to force
individuals to buy health in-
surance.

Food Safety Tips
For Your Kitchen

(StatePoint) Is your dinner safe? A new survey has found that
more Americans are worried about becoming sick of an annoy-
ing dinner guest than they are of getting sick from the food on
the table. But their relatives should be the least of their con-
cerns, as more than one in five Americans (22 percent) admit
their kitchen would fail a food safety inspection.

The new survey, sponsored by the Water Quality and Health
Council, also found that less than half of Americans (47 per-
cent) typically use a disinfectant or disinfecting wipes after us-
ing the kitchen counter, despite knowing that chlorine bleach
kills germs that cause foodborne illnesses.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
estimates that 76 million Americans get sick from foodborne
illnesses every year and more than 300,000 of them are hospi-
talized. The CDC also warns that raw foods of animal origin are
the most likely to be contaminated.

"Home cooking introduces increased risks of foodborne ill-
ness as raw meats and vegetables are processed on kitchen sur-
faces that are not properly disinfected," says Linda Golodner,
president emeritus of the National Consumers League.

"Practicing good kitchen hygiene is not very complicated,"
says Golodner. "Thoroughly wash surfaces with hot, soapy wa-
ter and rinse. Then apply a simple chlorine bleach solution and
let air dry to properly disinfect the area. Follow these steps be-
fore and after handling raw foods on kitchen surfaces."

Just one-half tablespoon of bleach in one half-gallon of water
effectively kills common foodborne germs on kitchen surfaces.
Golodner says that most people may not realize this, however.
Many people overestimate the amount of bleach per gallon of
water needed to effectively kill common foodborne germs.

"Chlorine-based disinfectants are registered as safe to use
by the Environmental Protection Agency and proven to destroy
the germs that spread foodborne illness," notes Golodner. The
survey also found that by more than a seven to one margin,
Americans trust chlorine-based disinfectants over green clean-
ers to kill germs.

The Water Quality & Health Council lists the following
guidelines for safe food handling:

* Clean: Wash all food contact surfaces with hot, soapy water
followed by disinfecting with 1/2 tablespoon chlorine bleach in
1/2 gallon of water. :
* Separate: Keep fresh fruits and vegetables separate from raw
meat, poultry and seafood.

* Cook: To kill any bacteria that might be present, thoroughly
cook meat, poultry and eggs to the appropriate temperature.

* Chill: Refrigerate leftover perishables at 40 degrees within
two hours of cooking or serving.

Watering Plants
Before a Freeze

By Pascual Hernandez,
Sutton County Agricultural

Before a freezing spell, the
question sometimes comes up
“Does it make any difference
if you water your plants just
before the freeze arrives?”
In most cases, the answer is
“no”. However, the idea of
watering just before the freeze
is based on some legitimate
relationships between freeze
damage and water.

1) Cold winter air is usually
quite dry, and winter winds
can remove water from plants
faster than the roots can ab-
sorb it. In winter, dry con-
ditions can actually be more
damaging than the cold itself.
This means that irrigation is
a year-round need. Even dor-
mant plants need and absorb
water.

2) Water acts as an insulator.
Plant cells that are plump with
water will be stronger against
cold damage. Likewise, moist
~soil will tend to stay warmer
than dry soil, so a regular wa-
tering schedule in dry, cold
weather can help protect
plants from freezing tempera-
tures. Since we experience
freezing weather only occa-
sionally, on years when we’ve
had insufficient rainfall, we
need to water deeply a couple

of days before a freeze is fore-
cast. Water each plant so that
"you cover its entire root sys-
tem, which is usually as wide
as the plant's foliage. Gener-
ally, about an inch of water is
sufficient. Water early in the
day, so the plants have time to
absorb it before the tempera-
ture drops at night.

3) The idea behind watering is
more so to keep plants healthy
enough to endure freezing
damage. So irrigate once a
month throughout the winter,
between freezes. Plants will
not be absorbing water as fast
as they do during the growing
season, and usually don't need
any more than this during the
cold winter months. None-
theless, be attentive to newly
planted trees and shrubs. Not
only are their roots less estab-
lished, but the churned-up soil
can allow cold air to penetrate
deeper to the roots.

Finally, remember that an-
other way to protect plants is
to mulch. This will help your
plants retain water and it will
keep the soil warmer. Use
about 3 inches of mulch. For
additional information, con-
tact your county Extension
Office.

These technologies have
contributed to improved ani-
mal performance over the past
30 years by increasing dietary
energy concentration, weight
gain and carcass weight with
marginal increases in dry mat-
ter intake, MacDonald said.

“The improvements in feed
efficiency observed over this
time period likely would not
have been possible without the
adoption of growth-enhancing
technologies,” he said. '

Taking away one or more of
the technologies would mean a
loss of 150 pounds per animal,
a loss of average daily gain and
some feed efficiency, there-
fore costing more to produce a
pound of gain.

The key here is that it is abso-
lutely inappropriate to report
these things on a per head ba-
sis, MacDonald said.

“When you report on per pound
of hot carcass weight, taking
into account the improvement
in efficiencies, the carbon foot-
print of that steak is less today
than it was 30 years ago,” he
said.

“We make money in this indus-
try by adding weight. We are
more environmental friendly
by adding weight. We are pro-
ducing more with less,” Mac-
Donald said.

ammonia losses decreased 11
to 14 percent; methane pro-
duction decreased 12 to 30
percent depending on tech-
nologies used.

“So there is no doubt in my
mind if you are interested
in environmentally friendly
beef, you would accept the
use of technology in the feed-
lot,” he said.

A constant beef supply re-
quires fewer head therefore
fewer cows. The animal pop-
ulation has been reduced, as
has the feed energy, land use,
water use, fossil fuel energy
needed, methane, nitrous ox-

_ide and total carbon footprint,

MacDonald said.

“We have made progress in
terms of our environmental
footprint. It’s a mistake to al-
low components of society to
try to force us to take away
the very technology that has
allowed us to do this.”
Perhaps the most convinc-
ing piece of information is
that over the past 30 years,
the greenhouse gases per
10-ounce steak has dramati-
cally decreased, MacDonald
said.

“Don’t let these issues be de-
cided for you,” he said. “The
decisions that are being made
are not being made based on
science, but rather emotion.
The beef industry has been
silent far too long on these is-

sues.”
