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Summer Youth Program
To Come to Sonora

Have you ever wondered
what you can do to support the
youth of our community dur-
ing the summer? Something
new is coming to Sonora to do
just that! The Good Samaritan
Community Service, based
out of San Antonio, is offer-
ing our community a Summer
Youth Program for students
entering first grade through
students entering eight grade.
This program will run from
June 11th through July 27th.

On 13 February, the Execu-
tive Director Jill Oettinger
and The Rev. Andy Lobban,
Good Sam Chaplain visited
Sonora. They met with our
new school Superintendant,
Mr. James Hartman, Mrs.
Louise Dermondy, Elemen-
tary School Principle and Mr.
Sean Leamon, Intermediate
School Principle. Other indi-
viduals were present include
local ranchers, retired teach-
ers, members of the law en-
forcement community, the city
manager, a representative of
the local Child Welfare Board
and most of the town pastors.
Jill Oettinger gave us a pro-
gram on what the Good Sa-
maritan Community Services
can offer our community.

The Good Samaritan Com-
munity Services has its origins
in San Antonio, Texas. In the
early 1950s parts of the south-
west side of San Antonio had
no paved roads and no plumb-
ing or sewer system. Demo-
graphically and geographi-
cally a three mile triangular
area held the nation’s highest
mortality rate for typhoid.
Something had to be done to
address the impoverishment
and death. In 1951 The Right
Reverend Everett Jones, Bish-
op of the Episcopal Diocese
of West Texas initiated a soup
kitchen and health dispensary
on Saltillo Street.

This center has now grown
into a large year round multi-
building campus that services

inner city youth and aging
adults. It has a nationally ac-
credited child care center. It
adds youth and their families
enabling them to live full lives
through health and education.
Some of the many success sto-
ries of the Good Sam Center
can be seen today. You may
have once seen a Labatt Food
Service truck delivering food
to restaurants. Labatt Food
Service also holds the contract
to feed the United States Army;
their company president is a
Good Sam Graduate. In the
1960s his mother worked sev-
eral jobs and took him there
after school. They empowered
him to get and education and
go on to college. Likewise the
recent former Special Agent in
charge of the San Antonio FBI
office is'a‘Good Sam Graduate.

Since 2005 the Good Samar-'

itan Community Services has
developed satellite programs,
like the one here in Sonora. It
will offer a seven week sum-
mer program to local youth in
a four-tier youth development
curriculum focused on Educa-
tional Achievement, Strength-
ening positive behavior while
reducing risky behavior, tran-
sitions to college/career op-
portunities, and local civic
engagement through commu-
nity service. In larger urban
environments the summer pro-
gram focuses on inner city, at
risk youth whereas in smaller
communities like Sonora the
summer program will be open
to all students between 1st and
8th grade. It will augment the
Sonora ISD summer school
program. Mr. Hartman, Su-
perintendant of Schools, of-
fered to host the Good Sam
summer program on the school
campus. A staff of six local in-
dividuals needs to be hired to
run the program. The cost of
this program is approximately
$74,000 of which $10,000 has
been raised.

Man Pleads Guilty to
Capital Murder

On Monday, March 26, 2012, Robert Ben Rhoades, 66,
plead guilty to two counts of Capital Murder in exchange
for two consecutive life sentences. Rhoades is currently
serving a sentence of life without parole in Illinois for the
murder of a Houston, Texas teenager. The life sentences
for the Crockett County case will be served consecutively
to the life sentence he is serving in Illinois. As part of
the plea agreement Rhoades waived his right to credit
for time served while awaiting trial, waived his right to
parole, and waived his right to all State and Federal Ap-
peals. Rhoades was extradited to Texas on the Crockett
County indictment on October 19, 2009. Family mem-
bers for both victims were present for the guilty pleas and
provided passionate victim impact statements to Judge
Brock Jones after the guilty pleas.

Rhoades was indicted by a Crockett County Grand Jury
in May 2005 for the Capital Murders of Patricia Candace
Walsh and Douglas Scott Zyskowski. Walsh and Zys-
kowski were newlywed missionaries who were hitch-
hiking their way across Texas. Zyskowski’s body was
found along Interstate 10 in Crockett County in January
1990. The Crockett County Sheriff's Office and Texas
Rangers began an investigation at that time, but the case
grew cold as potential leads were eliminated. In 2003,
Texas Ranger Brooks Long reopened the case and com-
pleted the investigation. Long's thorough investigation
determined that Rhoades committed Douglas Zyskows-
ki’s murder. Additionally, Ranger Long searched for, and
found, an unsolved murder of an unidentified female in
Utah, which proved to be Candace Walsh. Ms. Walsh's
body had been discovered in 1990 near Interstate 15, in
Millard County, Utah. Ranger Long's assistance enabled
the Millard County, Utah law enforcement agencies to
solve their cold case. Rhoades was extradited to Utah
in 2005, but returned to Illinois after the Utah case was
dismissed in favor of consolidated prosecution for both
capital murders in the Crockett County case.

District Attorney, Laurie English, stated, "Ranger Long’s
tireless efforts and diligent investigation resolved two
unsolved capital murders and allowed these two families
to take the remains of their loved ones home for burial.
Ranger Long left no stone unturned during his investiga-
tion. He tenaciously followed every lead from state and
federal law enforcement agencies in multiple states in his
quest for answers and evidence."

"Under the laws in effect in 1990, "life without pa-
role" was not available as an option for a jury or for a
guilty plea. A person sentenced to "life" was eligible
for parole after only fifteen years. I agreed to waive the
death penalty in exchange for Rhoades' waivers of parole,
credit for time served, and waiver of his right to appeal.
Through this plea agreement we effectively plead this de-
fendant to life without parole. On February 20, 2012, the
defense attorneys and I reached an agreement to plead
this case. The victims' families distance from Ozona and
the Court's trial schedule delayed the guilty plea for a few
weeks. These sentences provide closure and finality for
the victims' families and Crockett County."

Engelmann daisy is a peren-
nial cool-season plant grow-

ing 2 ft. tall and are branched
above to form a rounded
crown. Long-stalked, yellow,
eight-petaled flowers open in
late afternoon then fold un-
der in intense heat and sun-
light the next day. There are
few to several flowers in the
terminal clusters. It is used
by wildlife and livestock.
