NOW ON DISPLAY HERE AT DEALERS 

MANY NEW FEATURES ARE IN CARS
Ford V-type 8-cylinder cars.for 1938 

are on display in Muleshoe Motor Co., 
dealer showrooms here. They are of­
fered this year as two distinct lines, 
differing in appearance and price. Both 
are in the lowest price field.

One is a newly-styled standard 
Ford line, in coupe, Tudor and Fordor 
body types, powerd either with the 85 
or the 60 horsepower V-8 engine. The 
other is a newlydesigned de luxe line 
for owners who desire additional style 
and appointments. Powered only with 
the 85 horsepower V-8 engine, the 
line includes eight body types, the 
coupe, Tudor and Fordor sedans, as 
well as the club coupe, convertible cab­
riolet, club convertible cabriolet, con­
vertible sedan and the phaeton.

The de luxe cars are larger in ap­
pearance. The hood has been lengthen­
ed. Its nearly vertical front is carried 
in a "V’’ well down into the radiator 
grille, with the familiar V-8 emblem 
at the tip of the “V” . Horizontal lines 
of the grille bars and the louvres are 
echoed in a bright rustless steel band 
which is carried along the belt to the 
rear.

Fenders in both cars are massive, 
formed lower to provide more com­
plete coverage of the running gear and 
extending farther back. Headlamps are

again recessed in front fender aprons, 
new type tail lamps in the tips of 
rear fenders.

Interiors of the two cars are roomy 
and attractive, styled in keeping with 
the exteriors. The de luxe sedan in­
teriors are larger.

A new instrument panel adds mea­
surably to the beauty of the front 
compartment. The panel of the de 
luxe line cars is in walnut grain finish 
that of the standard line cars in ma­
hogany finish. Instruments in both 
cars are lighted by improved fringe il­
lumination, designed to provide safer 
lighting for night driving.

Steering wheels of the de luxe cars 
are of flexible multiple steel spoke 
type, with hubs of rich brown bakeliz_d 
material and rims of lighter contrast­
ing color. Standard car steering wheels 
are of three-spoke type, finished in 
beige. The upper spokes are widely 
spaced to give the driver unobstructed 
view of the instrument dials.

Night driving safety is also increas­
ed by addition of a headlamp beam 
control on the toe-board of both lines. 
The control is operated by the foot. A 
tell-tale light on the instrument panel 
indicates the position of the beams, 
whether high or depressed.

Both front and rear seats are wide

enough for three persons. Seat cushions 
and backs are finished in piping and
pillow treatment. In the de luxe cars 
the finish is set off with rows of or­
namental buttons. Ash trays are re­
cessed in rear seat arm rests of the de 
luxe closed sedans.

Bodies of both car lines are all-steel. 
There is no metal-to-metal contact be- 
twen body and frame, the result of 
thorough use of insulation. Safety 
glass is used throughout in windshield, 
doors and windows.

The luggage compartment in all cars 
is closed off by a wall from the pas- 
sengerd space, and locked with a sep­
arate key.

' elude "centerpoise” construction, rub­
ber-cushioned engine, easy steering,

| softer springs, improved cable-controll­
ed brakes, semi-centrifugal clutch, fu ll!

ed rear axle driving pinion.

Refinemnts in the V-8 engines to 
provide better performance, particular­
ly at lower car speeds, and brake im­
provements increase the ease of control 
by the driver. Riding is made more 
comfortable by the improved springs.

College Station—A resume of rec­
ommendations made by program plan­
ning committees over the nation’s 
wheat belt shows they recommend 66 
million acres as the ideal wheat acre­
age, according to W. E. Morgan, eco­
nomist in program planning of the Ex­
tension Service division of Texas A. 
and M. college.

The recommendation is based on 
past acreages, yields, consumption, 
carry over, and land use, Morgan said.

If in 1937-38 farmers seed 81 mil­
lion acres to wheat, as they did last 
year, and if yields are average, they

will produce a crop of 950 million 
bushels. This, with the estimated carry 
over, will give a supply of more than 
a billion bushels.

A billion bushels supply would be 
some 350 million bushels more than we 
ordinarily use for domestic needs, Mor 
gan pointed out.

Exports of American wheat have de 
dined for the past 15 years, and ther 
is little likelihood that the export ma. 
ket will absorb any considerable pa. 
of a carry over that large. This situatioi 
probably would depress domestic wheat 
prices to an unfavorable level, accord­
ing to Morgan.

Sanitation Pays 
in Raising Hogs

Quarters, Feeding, Handling 
Are Important Points as 

Economy Measure.

The hog has been called “ an ani­
mal that deserves its name,”  but 
when it comes to economy in con­
verting feed into edible meat, the 
hog excels all other farm animals.

As one of the best housekeepers, 
a hog will keep his quarters clean 
if given a chance. He should not 
be criticized too severely for dig­
ging holes in the ground or for wal­
lowing in the mud, because this is 
the only way the hog has to cool 
himself.

Swine are not equipped with so 
many sweat glands as are other 
farm animals, and for this rea­
son they like to dampen their bod­
ies to become cool.

Many farmers would undoubted­
ly find that their hogs would be 
more profitable with more sanitary 
quarters and better feeding and 
handling. Every breeder should 
aim to produce the type of pig 
that feeders, breeders, and butch­
ers demand, and he should do his 
best to enable his swine to convert 
as economically as possible the va­
rious feeds suitable for swine into 
food for human use.

Plenty of Water, Salt,
Life-Saver for Horses

Sudden hot weather, intense and 
continued for days, usually brings 
reports of horses being lost from 
over-heating. This is unnecessary. 
Good horsemen do not lose horses, 
no matter how hot the weather 
may be.

The Horse and Mule Association 
of America advises taking a cou­
ple of barrels of water, on a wagon 
or stoneboat, to the field, and al­
lowing the horses opportunity to 
drink at the end of each hour. If 
this is done, and the animals are 
allowed access to all the salt they 
want in stables, or in pastures 
when turned out at night, heat 
losses will not occur.

The same plan—plenty- of water 
and all the salt they want—allowed 
to men who work about coke ovens, 
where the temperature is about 135 
degrees, has stopped heat prostra­
tions among men. It works, with 
men or with horses, and is so sim­
ple, so easily adopted, that there 
is no excuse for losing horses from 
overheating, no matter how hot the 
weather is.

Common sense in working ani­
mals, weiter every hour and all the 
salt the animals want, is all good 
horsemen use in handling their 
work animals in hot weather. It 
will save work stock from heat 
prostrations.

Foot Rot in Sheep
Foot rot in sheep is a chronic 

infectious disease of the tissues of 
the foot, and remains more or less 
localized to that area. The eco­
nomic importance of foot rot lies 
in the severe losses which the own­
er sustains from a long period of 
inactivity of the infected animals 
from the loss of body weight, from 
decreased wool clip, from the di­
minished milk production at lamb­
ing time, and finally from the prob­
able infection of the newborn and 
others.

Music for Milk
“ Music hath charms to soothe-the 

savage breast” —and to make cows 
give more milk. A farmer in a vil­
lage on the German-Czechoslovaki- 
an frontier plays the concertina 
every morning to his cows. He 
first noticed that one refractory an­
imal became docile when it heard 
the strains of the concertina, and 
applying this lesson to the other 
cows found that they submitted 
more readily to milking and gave 
increased yields.

THE REST OF 
THE RECORD

AUSTIN—A few daily papers last week 
carried the story of an incident in 
Waco, which while amusing, affords 
considerable food for thought.

The story reported the meeting of 
a group gathered from various points 
over the State to discuss the endorse­
ment of a candidate for governor who 
would stand for a full pension of $30 
for every person over 65 regardless of 
need. Various possible candidates had 
representatives there trying to line up 
the old folks’ vote.

The amusing thing is that with one 
exception none of the talked-of candi- 

tes have made any public statement 
to whether they favor pensions for 

everybody, or for the needy only. The 
meeting broke up without any candi­
date securing an endorsement, but with 
the understanding that one would be 
endorsed later on.

Now everybody is interested one way 
• the other. Whether we favor pen­

sions for everyone, or for the needy 
only, we ought to know jujst where 
these candidates stand. Certainly no 
secret commitments or premises should 
be acceptable to even those who favor 
pensions for everybody.

We don’t know yet, of course, just 
who will be candidates for governor. 
Several months are still ahead before 
the time expires for announcements,

but the point is that none of us ought 
to tie ourselves up to any candidate 
until we have some open public state­
ments as to their views not only on 
this important question but on many 
others.

Many people, for instance, cn both 
sides of the question would like to 
know the platform of each candidate 
on sale of liquor by the drink! on the 
general sales tax; on taxing oil and 
other natural resources; on an income 
tax; on a one-house legislature; on 
the race track gambling law; and on 
law enforcement.

You know of the fine work that has 
been done by the Public Safety Com­
mission in driving the big-time gam­
blers out of Texas. They have had to 
fold up their tents and get out of bus­
iness. There is hardly a large com­
munity in Texas that has not been 
benefitted by being rid of the presence 
of these racketeers. Naturally the 
gamblers and racketeers are intensely 
interested in electing what they call a 
“liberal” as governor next year. They 
have openly admitted that they are 
going to put up money to try and elect 
somebody who will not stand for law 
enforcement. Let’s find out what can­
didate they are backing before we 
commit ourselves.

There is another aspect of law en­
forcement just as important.

You will remember that I have said 
we were not going to have any “sit- j 
down” strikes in Texas; and we haven’t ! 
At the same time I said we weren’t go- I 
ing to have any violence on either 
ride of the controversy; that is no in­
terference with freedom of speech, as­
semblage or peaceful picketing.

I happen to know that agitators who 
are interested in bringing about “sit- 1

down" strikes in the future are trying- 
tc get quiet commitments from certain, 
candidates that they will not be inter­
fered with. I know the people of this 
State will not stand for this unlawful 
method of taking possession of proper­
ty; or for violence on either side.

Let’s find cut about a candidate’s at­
titude before we make up our minds 
to support him.

Finally, it might be a good idea to 
withhold judgment until we can ex­
amine the records of some of the sug­
gested candidates; and see how those 
records fit in with their platform dec­
larations, if they make any.

There is still lots of time for us to 
get the facts; and I have an idea the 
facts will be forthcoming in due time.

The Name “ Scioto”
Like the Cuyahoga, there are three 

explanations for the origin of the 
name “ Scioto,”  applied first to the 
river and then to the county, in Ohio, 
says a writer in the Cleveland Plain 
Dealer. Henry Howe, early Ohio 
historian, believes the name was 
first used by the Wyandot Indians 
who called it Sci-on-to, the meaning 
of which is unknown. The geog­
rapher, Gannett, however, believes 
the name was derived from the 
word “ Seeyotah,”  meaning “ Great 
Legs,”  and that it  was applied to 
the river because of its long tributa­
ries. Other authorities insist Scioto 
is the Wyandot for deer.

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WEEKLY LAY SERMON
WISHING vs. WORKING

By JESS MITCHELL

It 4s an old suggestion possessing 
considerable merit, to “spit in one 
hand and wish in the other, and see 
which fills the more rapidly.” In other 
words, wishing must be accompanied 
by working to bring success. There is 
no exception to the rule, yet there are 
multiplied millions of would-be workers 
today who can do nothing but wishing, 
largely because economic conditions of 
the nation are set dead against them

The worker with initiative and pride 
in his accomplishments is rapidly dy­
ing off. The pride of craftmanship is 
rapidly dwindling, and social unrest of 
various kinds is finding voluable and 
violent expression in the CIO. False 
thinking and sophistry has crept into 
a plan of renovating the Supreme court 
Bigger and better subsidies are being 
demanded as Federal government 
handouts, while the real spiritual life 
of the nation is being rapidly supplant­
ed by a dogged lust for material things.

Thfjfre are plenty of wholesome, sln- 
•JfTe and energetic American workmen 
today who would almost give their 
right hands to be able to go back to 
work as they once did; but they can­
not. Individual effort is rapidly be­
coming a something of the past, for 
labor has been collected and mechaniz­
ed and controlled. The spiritual entity 
of labor is fast disappearing, for much 
labor today has no more spirit than 
the machines by which it is performed. 
A few years ago men took pride in 
their ability to perform certain labor 
in an efficient manner far above any 
criticism. They were proud of their 
production. Plenty of workers were so 
absorbed in their work they even hated 
to hear the whistle blow. Foreman and 
overseers of different kinds were less 
numerous then, because not needed. 
Such is not the major case today.

Big business has demanded volume 
work—demanded men stand on their 
feet for eight consecutive hours and 
jab boltc into a certain piece of metal, 
twist in so many screws per day, sling 
the paint on to so many pieces or slap 
on so many mechanical parts—work­

ing like automatons, doing so many 
things per second br minute, working 
in never-ending rhythm for a certain 
time at a stipulated wage—all of which 
wears down incentive and satisfaction. 
Consequently this routine, mechanical, 
irksome system has resulted in de­
mands for shorter hours, more teisure 
and additional wages to enjoy that 
leisure in compensation for the added 
grind. Gradually there has grown up 
the principle of doing as little as pos­
sible for the most possible received— 
until today the “ line” has become nec­
essary for the employer to get value 
received from those he does employ.

Big business is largely relegating to 
the past workmen over 40 and fussing 
because there are so few skilled lab­
orers under 40, while on the other hand, 
young people in all trades and pro­
fessions, consider it an insult to be 
asked to begin at the bottom and work 
up toward the top. They want the same 
privileges and Income as the man who 
has been 10 or 20 years on the Job. 
Why is it so? Perhaps older workmen 
are responsible; perhaps Big Business 
system is more responsible; perhaps 
soap-box orators, agitators of various 
kinds and selfish seekers are contribu­
ting factors.

It is natural for everyone to want to 
“enjoy life;” but instead of there be­
ing rest and happiness, there is dis­
content and nervousness—a restless­
ness that is spreading in every direc­
tion and gradually, but certainly in­
vading every trade and occupation. 

[Fundamentally, most people are in­
herently lazy.„ Necessity of past < 
turies has largely spurred them on 
and wcrk brought its compensating re­
wards; but with advent of mass pro­
duction, the pride and satisfaction of 
this routine, piece work brought on an 
increased lethargy, a general dissatis­
faction and work became loathsome.

Some of this loathsomeness was mit­
igated when WPA and other relief 
measures sprang into existence a few 
years ago; yet this relief problem has 
also been considerably aggravated by

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State Doctor Warns 
Against Flu, Colds 

Now On Increase

Austin, Dec. 6—Reports from widely 
separated parts of Texas to the State 
Health Department indicate that in­
fluenza is on the increase. Recent 
snows and colder weather account for 
the increase, according to Dr. Geo. 
W. Ccx, state health officer.

Colds, grippe, influenza or whatever 
we may call them are believed to be 
spread from person to person dis­
charges from the nose and throat. To 
protect yourself and others from such 
discharges, here are preautions to be 
followed:

Influenza is highly infectious. Prac­
tically everyone is susceptible to it. No 
matter how many times you may have 
had the disease, you may contract it 
again. Therefore, keep away from peo­
ple who are sneezing, coughing, or 
sniffling, cr who are actively ill with 
colds, influenza or pneumonia.

Keep away from crowded places.
Have your own towel and drinking 

cup and always wash your hands be­
fore eating.

Keep yourself as fit as possible. Drink 
plenty of water, eat simple, nourishing 
food, exercise out of doors every day, 
dress according to the weather, get 
plenty of sleep in a well-ventilated 
room.

If you feel an attack of flu, or even 
what you may think is an ordinary 
cold, coming on, go to bed, send for 
your doctor, and follow his directions. 
A cold can too easily develop into a 
fatal mistake.

governmental desires to preserve the 
principles of democracy and capitalism 
Various administrative moves existing 
today have tended to remove the ne­
cessity of work by many people and 
thrown the responsibility of supporting 
the American social and economic life 
upon small groups of people who do 
work, and through the taxes they 
pay kept the U. S treasury from going 
bankrupt.

The President and his cohorts have 
.been trying to accentuate the principle 
of ownership in production, and in that 
idea he is largely right. Concentrating 
ownership into the hands of a few pro­
motes discontent and will eventually 
lead to a revolution; but the methods 
used in accomplishing this result have 
caused conscientious, hard-working 
groups to work harder to pay the big­
ger taxes thrust upon them and to 
meet the harsher denunciations thrown 
at them that satisfaction may come to 
the other vast group which has been 
encouraged to thrust out its hands 
for government largesse. Even hard­
working, conscientious people can b< 
goaded into revolt.

Clearly, America needs a spiritual re­
birth—a resurrection of desire to work 
coupled with compensating satisfactory 
rewards for such labor. There needs 
burying the growing idea that a gov­
ernment should support its people and 
a re-birth of the principle that people 
should support the government—and 
have a real delight in doing so. Work­
ers must get a vision of some kind be­
yond the drudgery of turning over so 
many spadefulls of dirt, screwing on 
so many nuts or slapping on so much 
paint during a given period and for a 
certain stipend. Indeed, if there is not, 
there are present indications that the 
present souabble between capitalism 
and communism is an outward mani­
festation of inward decay and it is 
only a matter -of time until our boasted 
civilization of this twentieth century 
will collapse. Even now, it 
quite near* the verge.

The Etz-Enochs oil test well drilling 
in the southern part of Bailey county 
was down 4,500 feet last Monday night 
when a party of Muleshoe citizens vis­
ited it.

Drillers were found to have been on 
a fishing job for the last three days, 
having lost a bailer in the hole be­
cause of dirt caving below the 2,000 
feet that had been cased. At that time 
they were within about 12 feet of the 
lost bailer, which they expected soon 
to recover and bring out, when drilling 
would be resumed.

When the bailer was lost temporar­
ily stopping drilling, the bit had gone 
through salt water at about 4,127 feet 
nearly filling the hole, and they were 
then drilling in brown lime. Officials 
in charge expressed their optimism re­
garding outlook for striking oil before 
many more feet of drilling.

Not very ong ago President Roose­
velt said that the recovery of business 
during his first Administration was not 
the result of pure chance or a mere 
turn of the wheel in a cycle: “We plan­
ned it that way and don’t let anybody 
tell you differently.”

Confronted now by the fact that a 
very substantial recession cf business 
has taken place, he has quoted an eco­
nomist to the effect that “ the continu­
ance of businesss recovery depends far 
mere uopn business policies than it 
does upon anything that may be done, 
or not done in Washington.” Accord­
ing to this reasoning, when business is 
good, the Government deserves the 
credit and when business is bad the 
fault lies with business.

Government policies have raised pro­
duction costs, and now propose to raise 
them more. Government taxes have 
prevented the plowing back of earnings 
into new equipment y/hich would lower 
prices and widen the market for pro­
duction. Government deficits have 
aroused a fear of still higher taxes 
than those which now prevail.

PARASITE CONTROL 
TO IMPROVE FLOCK

Poultrymen Can Help Birds 
by Routing Lice.

Poultry producers can improve 
the vigor and producing capacity of 
their flocks by controlling poultry- 
parasites.

Internal parasites such as round 
worms and tape worms are increas­
ing, but may easily be prevented by 
growing young stock on ground that 
has been plowed Sid .used for crop 
production, or on ground that has 
not been used by poultry for at least 
one year.

External parasites such as lice 
and mites can readily be controlled. 
The former may be eliminated by 
applying nicotine sulphate to the 
roosts or by using sodium chloride 
as a dip, or by sprinkling the dry 
powder into the plumage of indi­
vidual birds.

For the control of mites strong 
spraying material, such as com­
mercial clips, is recommended. 
These may be painted or sprayed 
on the roosts, walls and floors of the 
chicken house.

It is during the warm months that 
parasites multiply' most rapidly and 
become a serious menace to the 
poultry flock. These pests are re­
sponsible for much of the poor 
health and lack of vigor among 
many flocks.

Best Time to Caponize 
From Two to Four Months
Cockerels may be caponized at 

from two to four months of age or 
at from \Vt to 2 pounds in weight, 
the weight being a better guide than 
the age. They should be kept with­
out food for from 24 to 36 hours 
previous to the operation and by 
themselves for a few days there­
after, being then fed the usual ra­
tion. The American breeds, notes an 
authority in the Rural New-Yorker 
— Barred Rocks, R. I. Reds, Wyan- 
dottes and others of this class are 
preferred for medium - weight ca­
pons, weighing from 8 to 10 pounds 
at maturity. The heavy breeds, such 
as the Jersey Giants, Light Brah­
mas and others of this class will 
make capons weighing over 10 
pounds. The Barred Rocks are the 
most popular of breeds for caponiz- 
ing and the yellow skinned breeds 
have some preference in most 
markets. Market demand is great­
est from November to April and 
the heavier capons are preferred. 
Records show that it takes from 9 
to 10 pounds of feed to produce a 
pound of weight, the cost of this 
being the largest item in the ex­
pense account.

Unless exceptional opportunities 
for limiting production costs or ob­
taining superior prices in the mar­
ket are available, it is a question 
whether there is any profit in keep­
ing chicks of broiler age for sale as 
capons, though these latter fowls 
are of unquestioned superiority to 
mature fowls on the table.

Breeds of Geese
The most important breeds of 

geese are the Toulouse, Embden, 
African, Chinese, Canada Wild and 
the Egyptian. The last named are 
kept for ornamental purposes only 
and are usually found in parks and 
public gardens. The Toylouse goose 
originated in France, and the Emb­
den, sometimes called the Bremen, 
had its origin in Central Europfe. 
The African goose is a cross be­
tween the Chinese and the Toulouse, 
and there are two varieties of Chi­
nese geese, the white and the brown.

Must Keep Pens Clean
If poultry has had a disease and 

has recovered, the pens should be 
considered as infested with the 
germs. They must be cleaned prop­
erly before any new birds can be 
put into them with safety. The most 
satisfactory way of doing this is to 
cleanse the chicken yard thoroughly, 
making sure that all residue has 
been removed. Then cover all the 
damp places with unslacked lime.

Use of Cod Liver Oil
Cod liver oil and vitamins A and 

D concentrates in cod liver oil are 
of great importance to the poultry 
industry because of the important 
part that they play in preventing 
nutritional diseases due to a lack of 
vitamin A and D. The definite re­
sults that can now be obtained with 
tested oils speak well for the im­
proved technique of production, re­
finement and standardization which 
has been developed in the last few 
years, says the Rural New-Yorker.

Wheat, Corn Combination
When a good grade of wheat is 

available on the farm then yellow 
corn and wheat (equal parts) makes 
an excellent grain combination. 
When wheat is not available then 
either standard middlings or a com­
bination of wheat bran and mid­
dlings may be used. It is important 
that the whe^t by-products be of 
good quality. A mixture of dirt, 
weed seeds, and middlings is some­
times sold as wheat middlings with 
mill run screenings.

for commercial young toms and hens. 
These prices are based on farm dressed 
turkeys, one cent per pound being de­
ducted where turkeys were dressed In 
the plant.

It is reported many turkeys are also 
going into the Christmas pool.
