Bronco history and records 
have always been a passion 
for me.

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Chronic Wasting Disease Webinar 
October 12 and October 16, 2015

AgriLife To Offer Wildlife Recovery Workshop
In July, Chronic Wasting 

Disease was deteeted in a 
white-tailed deer in Medina 
County, Texas. This disease, 
first diseovered in 1967 in 
Colorado, affects the nervous 
systems of white-tailed and 
mule deer, elk, moose, and 
red deer. For the first time, 
the disease was seen in white- 
tails in Texas, creating signif­
icant concern among wildlife 
professionals, deer breeders, 
and hunting industry profes­
sionals. Although there is no 
evidence of transmissibility 
of the disease to humans or 
livestock, the seriousness of 
the disease for wild animals 
demanded a quick response.

While much effort has been 
spent on the part o f various 
organizations to address the 
concerns and needs of land- 
owners, we would like to 
reach out more specifically to 
the hunting public regarding 
education on this disease.

Although there is no in­
dication yet that CWD has 
infected deer outside o f the 
closed, high-fenced facili­
ties in Medina 'and Lavaca 
counties, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department and the 
Texas Animal Health Com­
mission are working to assess 
the scale of the situation, in­
eluding potential infection of 
wild white-tails. Hunters are 
the critical piece in the puzzle 
for monitoring and managing 
CWD: hunters can contrib­
ute tissue samples from har­
vested deer, and maintain­

ing healthy deer densities, as 
Texas wildlife managers have 
done for years, is the best tool 
to prevent the spread of CWD.

Texas A&M AgriLife Ex­
tension and Texas Wildlife 
Association will be hosting a 
two-part information webinar 
for hunters to educate them 
about the disease, its history, 
symptoms, and transmission, 
as well as informing hunt­
ers how they can participate 
in' monitoring efforts and re­
minding hunters of safe car­
cass handling practices.

These two webinars will 
take plaee on Tuesday, Oc­
tober 13th and Friday, Octo­
ber 16th, 2015. These FREE 
online webinars will be held 
during the lunch hour (noon 
-  1 p.m., CST) so that anyone 
interested may tune in during 
the work day. To sign up, on 
the day of the webinar, simply 
point your browser to https:// 
texas-wildlife.webex.com and 
click to join the CWD pro­
gram. (Please note: WebEx 
webinars are not supported 
on handheld devices such as 
iPads or iPhones.) At the end 
of each presentation, partici­
pants will be able to ask ques­
tions to the presenters to get 
further information.

If you cannot make the live 
webinar each part will be 
condensed and archived for 
viewing following the initial 
air date at the Texas Wildlife 
Association website: www. 
texas-wildlife.org.

The wet spring created good 
growing conditions for our 
pastures. As the summer got 
dry, it became fuel for fire, 
and our area saw its share of 
fires.

In response to those wild­
fires from earlier this summer, 
the Texas A&M AgriLife Ex­
tension Service will offer a 
Wildfire Recovery Workshop 
on October 23, 2015. The 
event will be hosted by Ed­
wards County, and will take

place at the Edwards County 
Park Building, located 2 miles 
out of Rocksprings on High­
way 377 North. Onsite Regis­
tration begins at 9:00 a.m. and 
the programs starts at 9:30. 
The educational program is 
being offered by Extension 
Offices in Edwards and Sutton 
Counties. It is meant to pro­
vide information on tools for 
recovering from a wildfire, as 
well as preparing for the event 
of future fires.

Topics for the day include: 
Rehabilitation of Firelines 
and Firebreaks; Slope Erosion 
Management, Road Mainte­
nance, Temporary T'encing & 
Evaluating Grass Recovery; 
Vegetation Recovery After 
Fire; Benefits of Prescribed 
Fire; Timeline For Incident 
Command Control.

The line-up of speakers 
includes Dr. Butch Taylor- 
Sonora Research Station 
Superintendent, Bill Nei-

m an- Owner of Native Amer­
ican Seed Company, Kendall 
Smith -  NRCS District Con­
servationist, and Lori Hazel- 
Staff Forester, Texas A&M 
Forest Service.

Texas Game Wardens Destroy 
$6 Million Marijuana Farm on Cooper WMA

Public Hunters Discover 
Illegal Camp, 6,500 Pot 
Plants during Opening 
W eekend o f Teal Season

AUSTIN -  Public hunters 
pursuing feral hogs at Coo­
per W ildlife M anagem ent 
A rea in northeast Texas 
over the weekend stumbled 
upon a sophisticated m ari­
juana growing encampment 
having more than 6,500 
m ature plants with a street 
value estim ated at more 
than $6 million.

A lerted by the public hunt­
ers, Texas game wardens 
led a multi-agency inves­
tigation o f  the well-estab­
lished site tucked away in a 
remote swampy area o f the 
14,480-acre W M A about 
70 m iles northeast o f Dal­
las. W ardens found a cam p­
site with tents, farming 
tools, fertilizer, a generator

and water pump irrigation 
equipment indicating the 
operation had been ongoing 
for some time.

“This was not someone 
playing around and experi­
m enting,” said Texas Game 
Warden Captain Steve Sta­
pleton. “The camp was at 
least a mile from any road 
in some harsh conditions. 
They picked this spot on 
purpose and spent day and 
night out there for some 
time. There was a lot o f 
trash to clean up.”

An extensive search o f the 
area from the air and on the 
ground by game wardens. 
Delta and Hopkins County 
Sheriff’s Offices, Texas 
Departm ent o f Criminal 
Justice tracking dogs and 
Texas Departm ent o f Public 
Safety troopers netted no 
arrests. Officials destroyed

all the m arijuana on site 
and seized the property and 
equipment.

“The destruction to the 
habitat and the damage 
these people did to the en­
vironm ent is probably the 
worst part,” said Texas 
Game W arden Chris Fried. 
“They cut m ature hardwood 
trees, including a pin oak 
that was at least five foot in 
diameter, and cleared parts 
o f  a levee that will take 
m any years to recover. The 
chem icals they sprayed, 
insecticides and pesticides 
that contam inated the soil 
and eventually run o ff into 
the stream s will have last­
ing im pacts.”

Fried said illegal m arijua­
na growing operations are 
not unheard o f  in rem ote 
areas, both on public and 
private lands, but it is un­

com m on to catch the illegal 
farm ers in the act.

“It’s som ething we keep 
our ears open to, but this 
is the first one I ’ve seen on 
Cooper,” he said.

In all probability, the 
growers w ould have har­
vested their crops and left 
prior to the archery deer 
season opener in early O c­
tober.

“They w ould’ve folded up 
shop by O ctober 1 ahead o f  
archery deer season open­
ing, but obviously d idn’t 
figure in the opening o f  
teal and feral hog hunting 
season in m id-Septem ber,” 
Stapleton noted.

Instead, they got an early 
season w akeup as their ef­
forts to grow m arijuana 
crops valued at $6 m illion 
w ent up in smoke.
