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AgrILIfe Research Station Celebrates Centennial
Station's Celebration Theme: 'The Next 100 Years -  You Be Involved'

“You be Involved for the Next 
100 Years," is the new mantra. 
The old sign located at the entry 
of the Texas A&M Agrilife 
Research Station was removed 
and sold at auction Saturday, 
April 23rd, during the facility's 
centennial celebration.

For 100 years the Agrilife sta­
tion has been home to research 
for the purpose of improving the 
quality of livestock and plants 
for ranchers and farmers in West 
Texas, the state, as well as, the 
country.

More than three-hundred, 
mostly West Texas ranching- 
based, folks participated in a 
full day of activities including 
morning talks regarding past 
accomplishments as well as

future objectives of the station 
and its contributors.

Additionally, patrons enjoyed 
food, dancing, lamb cooking dem­
onstrations, tours of the station, 
wool and grass judging contests, 
and an auction featuring ten 
Super Juniper eating goat billies 
and the old research station sign.

Dr. John Walker, Texas A&M 
AgriLife Research resident 
director at San Angelo and a cel­
ebration coordinator, recognized 
people who have worked, studied 
or conducted research on the 
ranch.

Featured speakers included 
Dr. Charles “Butch” Taylor, Dr. 
John Walker, Dr. Mort Koth- 
mann, ecosystem science and 
management professor at Texas

A&M University, College Station, 
Dr. Fred Smeins, ecosystem sci­
ence and management visiting 
professor, Texas A&M, College 
Station, Dr. Sam Fuhlendorf, 
natural resource ecology and 
management regents professor, 
Oklahoma State University, Still­
water, Oklahoma and Dr. Wil­
liam Edmiston, D.V.M., Eldorado.

Special guests included Con­
gressman Will Hurd as well as 
Texas A&M University System 
Chancellor John Sharp and Dr. 
Mark Hussey, Vice-Chancellor 
and Dean of Agriculture for the 
Texas A&M University System.

Hurd, recognized the Sonora 
station for its century of service 
with a special congressional 
certificate.

“This station is a leader in 
research for the broader com­
munity,” Hurd said. “I hope that 
it wiU continue to be a leader for 
the next one-hundred years.”

Stating that his goal is to con­
tinue to make grants available to 
help with the station’s financial 
support, the Texas A&M Gradu­
ate said he supports all of Texas 
A&M programs and extensions.

Further, Hurd said he is 
helping smooth out the process 
to acquire grant funding for the 
purpose of continuing the station 
and its work.

Founded in 1916, at the 
request of area ranchers and the 
then newly formed Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers’ Association 
the station focused on concerns 
on treating animal diseases 
and eradicating breed specific 
enigmas

Founding fathers in research, 
Basil M. Halbert, Virge A. 
Brown, R.E. Taylor and J.B. Mur- 
rah launched the research sta­
tion, investing their time, money 
and faith to its success.

Initially, the goals of the 
station were to study diseases, 
reproduction and management 
of sheep and goats raised in the

dry, rocky and rough west Texas 
terrain.

Over the years, the station 
has broadened its research and 
staff to help meet the changing 
needs of ranchers, including 
controlled burns and other areas 
related to land management.

Recent research includes 
other livestock, whitetail deer, 
hydrology and issues resulting 
from Juniper over growth.

Further, the Sonora Endow­
ment Auction, established by 
ranchers and supporters was 
established to help ensure the 
continued success of the station. 
Proceeds from Saturday’s auc­
tion helped fund this endowment.

The goal of the centennial 
celebration was to welcome the 
public to share in a day of fun, 
socializing and learning about 
the past, as weU as, present 
day works of the station and its 
personnel, serving West Texas 
ranchers, according to Walker.

Now, a new sign welcomes 
guests to the Sonora substation 
located on Hwy 55, less than 30 
miles south of Sonora and a new 
motto carried throughout the 
crowd on Saturday, “The next 100 
years -  YOU Be Involved.”

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Abbott Proclaims Flooding Disaster, Adds More Counties
, AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Abbott on April 
' 18 declared a state of disaster for Austin, 

Bastrop, Colorado, Fort Bend, Grimes, 
Harris, Montgomery, WaUer and Wharton 
counties.

Those counties were hit with severe 
storms and flooding beginning April 17, 
requiring the aid of emergency responders 
over many days.

, Abbott authorized the use of “aU avail- 
; able resources of state government and of 
! political subdivisions that are reasonably 
: necessary to cope with this disaster” and 
' suspended any statute that would prevent,
» hinder or delay necessary action in coping 
’ with the disaster, pending written approval

of his office.
On April 22, Abbott added the counties 

of Bosque, Fayette, Liberty, Milam, Palo 
Pinto, Parker and San Jacinto to his April 
18 disaster declaration. The governor’s 
office said even more counties could be 
added later.

On April 24, Abbott requested federal 
“individual assistance” for Harris, Fayette, 
Grimes and Parker counties. If his request 
is granted by President Obama, affected 
citizens would be able to apply for grants 
of up to $33,000 and low-interest disas­
ter loans from the U.S. Small Business 
Administration.

“As Texans recover from the severe

flooding that inundated several areas 
of Texas, it is crucial they receive the 
financial assistance needed to restore 
their communities,” Abbott said. “In facing 
these challenges, Texans have displayed 
enormous courage, with more than 1,000 
rescues from the rising waters. With much- 
needed financial assistance, I am confident 
Texans will continue to overcome the chal­
lenges before them as they begin to rebuild 
their lives.”

TEA grants waivers
Texas Education Commissioner Mike 

Morath on April 20 announced he would 
grant two missed instructional day

waivers for school systems 
in Houston-area coun­
ties that fall within Gov.
Abbott’s April 18 disas­
ter declaration.

Morath said school 
systems in disaster 
counties with more 
than two days missed 
due to flooding will 
not have to make up 
those two days on w  d i-
the remaining school bterling
calendar, but they will need to work with 
the Texas Education Agency on options for

I wish I had all the answers. I know 
some people who do. I’m pretty sure you 
do, too -  know someone who is smarter 
than the rest of us. Maybe you are even 
lucky enough to be one of them.

I think maybe I used to be one of them. 
Although I can’t be sure because I’m not

sure of most things. 
Slices of Life I have a hazy mem­

ory of a younger me 
who used to know 
it a ll-o r at least 
a lot of it. Then I 
blew out a few more 
candles on the 
birthday cake and 
realized how little 
I really knew and 
how much more 

there was to learn. I saw how my opinions 
about different subjects changed and 
evolved over time, making me even more 
knowledgeable than I was when I thought I 
knew so much, but didn’t, really.

But back to the good folks who really 
do know it all (it goes without saying, you 
know who you are). One would think, I 
think, that a person with all the answers 
would experience a certain, perfect form of 
inner and outer peace. Being all-knowing 
would bring with it a heightened tranquil­
ity and sense of serenity. There would be 
no need to be adamant or pushy about 
one’s opinions if those opinions were 
always 100 percent spot-on correct.

When I shout I’m not 
doing a very good job of listening because 
I am so busy being right that I forget there 
may be another way to look at things. 
Shouting most often does not work and is 
not advisable -  unless you are in a burning 
building, doing the laundry or for some 
reason find yourself holding a megaphone. 
If that’s the case, by all means, go right 
ahead.

To be fair, being around a bunch of 
uninformed people who don’t know as 
much as you must be frustrating for those 
enlightened few. Perhaps that’s why they 
hit the caps lock on their keyboards while 
signing on to social media to share non- 
fact-checked links. I wouldn’t know, since 
I’m on the negative side of the omnipotent 
and deep knowledge pool. But I can only 
imagine (which I’m probably not very good 
at, either).

Other techniques used by people with 
all the right answers include applying 
feigned humor or mockery to make fun of 
opposing opinions. What they lack in kind­
ness really knowledgeable people make 
up for in clever.

The state legislature 
of North Carolina 
attempted to retain 
the silly old notion 
that “single-sex, multiple-occupancy 
bathroom and changing facilities” should 
be entered based on a person’s biological 
gender, not what the one they imagine it 
to be. People on the left have gone berserk.

The most excitable cultural leftists 
at exotic publications like The New 
York Times argue that the rarest of rare 
exemplars of gender confusion having 
the liberty to use the wrong restroom is a 
human right on par with those who suf­
fered lynching or racial segregation. This 
epidemic of “discrimination” -  making 
those assigned a penis at birth use the 
men’s room -is apparently everywhere.

Go to Dallas or Pittsburgh or Mem­
phis or Detroit and read that quote to 
people. They will burst out laughing.
But go to New York City and watch some 
saddle up their horses.

The media in Manhattan are 
lionizing Springsteen for being a gender 
identity guerrilla. ABC’s sappy Steve 
Osunsami reported: “Bruce Springsteen, 
the rock legend who honors veterans and 
stands up for heroes, is refunding concert 
tickets today in protest of the new North 

Carolina law that rolls 
back protections for 
gay families arid stdp's '̂  ̂
transgender residents 
from using the bath­
rooms they need.” They 
can’t go to the bathroom 
without Bruce? News 
writers have called it 
a “transgender bath­
room ban,” as if the 
gender-confused are 
banned from restrooms 
altogether.

Springsteen’s not 
alone. This past Sunday, 80s rock star 
Bryan Adams canceled a show in Biloxi, 
Miss., due to the state’s new religious 
freedom legislation. The hypocrisy is deli­
cious. It was quickly revealed that Adams 
performed in Egypt just last month. And 
he toured other predominantly Muslim 
destinations in 2010, including Damascus, 
Doha, Dubai, and Beirut. We’re pretty 
certain those sites don’t have transgender 
bathrooms either.

The cultural left won one battle -  like 
the imposition of gay marriage on aU 50 
states -  and now it’s using every liberal 
instrument of corporate and celebrity 
power to suppress any pocket of resis­
tance to the next new sexual extreme, 
especially in states that most cherish 
traditional religious values. “Freedom 
fighters” is the last label they deserve.

A Fierce Love 
of Ketchup

When our oldest son went to France 
on a Rotary Youth Exchange visit, he told 
us the family he was living with served 
ketchup from a silver bowl at mealtimes.
Now we’re talking about an upscale fam­

ily that resided 
IT  on an estate and Rolling had a yacht on 

the Mediter­
ranean, a chalet 
in the Alps and 
upstairs and

just had a thing 
for ketchup and considered it special. We 
thought it strange to find that in a country 
known for its culinary delights. Sure 
enough, when the youngster from France 
came to spend a few weeks with us to 
complete the exchange, he had ketchup at 
every meal.

I have a friend who grew up thinking 
ketchup was a delicacy. His name is Jack 
Ed Irons and he lives in Dallas. He grew 
up on Big Spring’s north side where his 
father ran a cotton compress. His dad also 
ran a compress in Stanton and occasion­
ally Jack Ed would ride over there in the 
mornings with his dad. When his dad 
needed to stay in Stanton to tend to busi­
ness, he gave his son train fare and Jack 
Ed rode the train the 18 miles back to Big _I ,

. .  . . .  . .  *
; ! “Growing up in Big Spring was kind of 
a Normal Rockwell kind of expedience. My 
dad would come home from work and we’d 
have lunch and listen to Paul Harvey. We 
sat at a counter my grandfather made. We 
all had our special places. After lunch my 
dad went back to work and my brothers 
and I went back to school.”

Jack Ed admired his mother. A plaque 
on her wall carried the phrase: “There’s a 
special place in heaven for the mother of 
three boys.” Somebody added some more 
words: “Especially your three boys.” Jack 
Ed, the oldest of the three, says he was 
lucky to have the two brothers he had.

Ketchup was a big deal among the 
three Irons boys.

“My brothers and I loved ketchup,” 
says Jack Ed. “We put it on everything, 
much to the chagrin of my dad. He 
really didn’t like that too much but he 
put up with us. We used lots of ketchup.
My parents must have bought it by the 
case. Finally they started rationing our 
ketchup. They came up with a plan to 
give each of us one bottle of ketchup a 
week. And that was it. We would not get 
any more until the beginning of the next 
week.”

Well that wasn’t enough for the Irons 
boys. “We devised a way to sell ketchup 
back and forth to each other for ten cents 
a shake. Sometimes we would sneak some 
from another bottle from time to time. We 
aU knew how to do that. We were famous 
about our love of ketchup.”

They labeled their bottles and kept 
them in the pantry. Jack Ed says he 
always tried to hide his bottle behind the 
other two. But his brothers did the same 
thing. They ran out of ketchup occasion­
ally and those were horrible times at the 
Irons house.

City Council members 

approved the purchase of 
a Dura Patcher following 
a presentation by Peter 
Duran. The machine cost of 
$39,500 will be paid for with 
street sales tax monies that 
are currently available.

The Dura Patcher is 
used to dispense road patch 
materials for the purpose of 
repairing streets, roadways 
and parking lots.

Council members 
agreed to purchase a 32 
hour life refurbished 
machine including a six- 
month warranty.

In regular business, a 
lack of attendance resulted 
in many agenda items 
being tabled.

Agenda items tabled 
included future issuance 
of laptops and e-mail 
addresses for council mem­

Sine said his vision of 
the future of Bronco Nation 
has been clear since before 
his return to Sonora in 
April 2015.

“Our ultimate goal is 
to win the Lone Star Cup,” 
Sine said.

Across the board in the 
district, sights are set on 
bringing home a sixth state 
championship, according 
to Sine.

Further, Sonora ranks 
No. 1 in the 2016 Best High 
School Sports in the state of 
Texas, according to Niche, 
com, formerly known as 
College Prowler, a reputable 
source that offers rankings 
and site reviews for the 
best schools and colleges 
throughout the United 
States.

Currently, Sonora offers 
a wide variety of sports 
including Football, Volley­
ball, Track and Field, Soft- 
ball, Baseball, Basketball, 
Cross-country, Powerlift­
ing, Tennis and Golf Ten­
nis, golf and powerlifting 
were added when Sine came 
to Sonora in 2009.

Sine said he coined the 
name “Bronco Nation,” as 
an alteration of the moniker 
of the Los Angeles Raiders.

Of course, going into 
the fall and standing on the 
state championship path, 
football is at the top of the 
list for Sine.

Although Sonora is 
ranked in the top 5 in the 
region and top 10 in the 
state of Texas in division 2 
-3A, Sine said the real focus 
is on the Broncos instead of 
worrying about everyone 
else.

Collectively, they share 
a single philosophy heard 
in a chant off the field as 
well as on the field, “Who 
are we? Broncos. How far? 
All the way. What’s the 
goal? Next level.”

For Sine, his coaches 
and players, the next level is 
better than the year before.

“We have been talking 
about a state championship 
in the fall. Sine said. “If you 
don’t talk about winning, 
it’s not going to happen.”
* The blueprint is there 

according to Sine. Growth 
and team work over the 
summer dictates how far 
they will go in the fall. As 
well, it is important to stay 
healthy.

Upon his return in 2015, 
Sine took the Broncos to 
a season ending 8-1. This 
fall, the Broncos will once 
again, pursue their state 
dream.

“The toughest year is 
the first year,” Sine said.

Twenty-five lettermen 
are returning to the field 
in the fall with 8 players 
returning on offense and 
8 players returning on 
defense. This year, account­
ability is a key adjustment 
to helping the Broncos 
reach their goal.

Sine requires discipline 
and accountability of 
his team. From respect, 
uniform and commitment, 
every player must hold the 
other one accountable for 
everything from athletics to 
academics.

Participating in other 
sports throughout the year 
also benefits the players 
making them what Sine 
calls, "bigger, faster, stron­
ger." Any time athletes are 
competing they are getting 
better according to Sine.

Sine believes that 
well rounded athletes are 
more likely to get a college 
scholarship than those who 
specialize in one sport. He 
said if a player is athletic 
enough to be recruited they 
will want to know how 
many sports that player 
participated in.

“It’s a direct reflection 
of what we do, “Sine said.

Sine’s return and 
resolve to take the Broncos 
all the way to state didn’t 
come easy.

Following his best year 
ever as a coach, in 2011,
Sine left Sonora to accept an 
opportunity that he thought 
was too good to pass up.

Life was good -  for a 
short time until he realized 
that he couldn’t bring the 
spirit and resolve of the 
players, coaches, parents 
and community of Sonora 
with him to create his own 
winning team in his new 
hometown of Columbus.

It would take one more 
move to Bandera before 
Sine realized his real home 
was in his own Bronco 
Nation.

Paxton warns of scams
Texas Attorney General 

Ken Paxton on April 20 
advised Texans in disaster- 
stricken counties to protect 
themselves against scams 
and be ready to report pos­
sible price gouging.

“Unfortunately, people 
who have already been 
through so much also need 
to be wary of bad actors 
taking advantage of their 
circumstances,” Paxton 
said. “To that end. I’d like 
to caution everyone in any 
area affected by storms 
and flood to be extremely 
careful with people offer­
ing to help you rebuild or 
reconstruct.”

Texans in affected 
counties who believe they 
have been scammed or 
encountered price goug­
ing may call the attorney 
general’s toll-free complaint 
line at (800) 621-0508 or file a 
complaint online at texasat- 
torneygeneral.gov.

TxDOT advises caution
With more rain and 

flooding in the weather 
forecast, the Texas Depart­
ment of Transportation on 
April 21 posted a recommen­
dation to drivers to “Turn 
Around, Don’t Drown.”

TxDOT implored driv­
ers to “heed all warnings 
and never drive around 
barricades or cross roads 
that are either closed or 
submerged with water.”

Flash flooding, accord­
ing to TxDOT, is the lead­
ing cause of weather-related 
deaths in Texas. Highway 
officials noted that as little 
as six inches of water can 
float some vehicles.

Budget challenges ahead
Texas House Speaker 

Joe Straus last week 
encouraged members of 
the House Committee on 
Appropriations to consider 
a number of budget chal­
lenges that will face the 
Legislature when it con­
venes in January.

In an April 19 letter 
to the committee, Straus, 
R-San Antonio, identified 
the need to address the 
state’s foster care system 
and a shortfall within the 
state’s health care system 
for retired teachers. Straus 
also mentioned that the 
state’s school finance 
system is still under court 
review. The matter is 
pending before the Texas 
Supreme Court.

“Any of these issues 
individually would pose a 
challenge,” Straus wrote. 

“Yet they come at a time 
when our state continues to 
grow rapidly, bringing more 
children in our schools, 
more cars on our roads and 
an overall greater demand 
for state resources. At the 
same time, we do not want 
to abandon the commitment 
to low taxation and overall 
fiscal discipline that has put 
our state in such a sound 
budgetary position.”

Jobless rate stays same
Texas’ seasonally 

adjusted unemployment 
rate maintained a 4.3 
percent rate in March, 
matching the state’s revised 
4.3 percent unemployment 
rate in February, the Texas 
Workforce Commission 
reported on April 15.

In contrast, the U.S. 
Department of Labor Sta­
tistics pegged the national 
average unemployment rate 
at 5.0 percent for March.

Distinguishing Honey 
Bees Swarms from Colonies

Spring rains have pro­
duced quite a few wildflow- 
ers and there is much in 
bloom. Springtime is also 
when honey bees become 
more active and sometimes 
swarm. Honey bees are ben­
eficial by pro­
ducing honey, 
wax, and 
pollinating 
crops, but we 
should distin­
guish between 
swarms and 
colonies, so we 
can stay safe.

What is 
a swarm?
Swarms are produced as a 
part of the colony’s repro­
ductive process. An estab­
lished colony produces a 
new queen, causing the old 
queen and half the worker 
bees to leave the colony to 
search for a new nesting 
location. Honey bee swarms 
look like a large clump of 
bees clustered together. The 
swarm may stay in a loca­
tion from a few hours up to 
a week.

Swarms are not protect­
ing their home, food or off­
spring. Therefore, swarm­
ing honey bees are usually 
gentle and unlikely to sting. 
Scout bees are sent out from 
the swarm to search for a
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nesting site.
Colonies, on the other 

hand, produce comb and 
honey and are defensive. 
Bees from a colony are 
more likely to sting as they 
are guarding their home, 

food and offspring.
Of course, we 

want to prevent a 
swarm from form­
ing a colony in 
our home. To keep 
bees from entering 
a home, seal any 
holes found in walls 
where pipes enter 
the home, cracks in 
window framing, 

knotholes, weep holes, or 
cracks between wood and 
brick junctures.

Sometimes, however, 
honey bee colonies can 
be found in wall voids, 
chimneys, attics or sheds. If 
bees are in a wall void, DO 
NOT block their entrance; 
this makes them search 
for another way to exit and 
could lead bees into the 
structure.

While many people 
enjoy having honey bees 
around, some people are 
severely allergic to their 
venom. This, along with 
other situations, such as 
bees located near play­
grounds may require 
removal or extermination 
of the bees.

People should NOT try 
to remove or exterminate 
bees on their own. Bee­
keepers and pest control 
companies have equipment 
to carry out these jobs in 
a safe manner. For more 
information, or a list of bee 
removal services, contact 
the AgriLife Extension 
Office.

For the past decade, deer 

ranchers in Texas have led 
the way in CWD testing 
and preventive measures. 
Years before the index herd 
positives last summer, the 
deer industry in Texas 
readily participated in 
CWD monitoring programs 
conducted hy the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment (TPWD) and the 
Texas Animal Health Com­
mission (TAHC) to ensure 
responsible management of 
our herds.

Industry in Texas now 
has a reason to celebrate. 
For the first time, in a 
watershed moment for deer 
ranchers across the coun­
try, live testing has been 
used to officially confirm a 
CWD-positive through the 
use of a tonsil biopsy on a 
live white-tailed deer. Texas 
regulators are the first to 
accept live testing as an 
alternative to testing brain 
tissue from deer that have 
been killed for testing, as 
was the standard practice 
in CWD testing across the 
nation prior to agency ini­
tiative in Texas.

Over the past nine 
months, deer ranchers in 
Texas have overwhelmingly

supported ante-mortem 
testing, also known as live 
testing, for quarantined 
herds or CWD-exposed 
scenarios. Live testing 
for CWD is performed by 
removing small segments of 
the animal’s lymph nodes, 
tonsils, or rectum. There 
has been extensive research 
of these methods, indicating 
high degrees of accuracy, 
specificity, and sensitivity 
in each test.

The recent finding of 
CWD in Texas hit rural 
communities the hardest, 
impacting hard-working 
agriculture and wildlife 
families more than ever. In 
many cases, rural Texans 
committed their savings, 
their livelihoods, and their 
time building successful 
business models surround­
ing white-tailed deer. Initial 
increases in surveillance 
through post-mortem test­
ing across the state had last­
ing emotional, physical, and 
financial impacts on many 
Texas families.

State regulators from 
both the TAHC and TPWD 
answered the cries from 
industry to provide much 
needed relief to post­
mortem surveillance for

Chronic Wasting Disease. 
The Texas deer industry 
has continuously worked 
alongside state regulators 
to set a positive example for 
other industries across the 
nation, working with scien­
tists, biologists, veterinar­
ians, and epidemiologists 
in the hopes of developing a 
live testing plan that would 
protect both deer herds and 
deer ranchers. Industry in 
Texas worked in collabora­
tion with the Texas Animal 
Health Commission, the 
USDA, Texas A&M Univer­
sity, and others to pave the 
way for live testing of CWD- 
exposed herds.

There have been signifi­
cant developments in live 
testing procedures over the 
last nine months. The CWD 
Live Testing Symposium, 
held in January of this year, 
was a tremendous positive 
for our industry - with 
researchers, regulatory 
agencies, and leaders in 
the veterinary and epide­
miological communities 
coming together to seek 
answers to the questions 
surrounding the best prac­
tices in CWD testing. “The 
CWD Symposium was an 
extraordinary forum that

facilitated bringing ante­
mortem testing to Texas. 
With the recent CWD con­
firmation in a white-tailed 
deer using tonsillar biopsy, 
the Texas Animal Health 
Commission is optimistic 
and remains committed 
to utilizing and evaluat­
ing ante-mortem testing 
procedures and results to 
monitor, control and miti­
gate CWD in Texas,” said 
Dr. Andy Schwartz, interim 
executive director for the 
Texas Animal Health 
Commission.

Texas has truly taken 
the lead in the development 
and practice of live-animal 
testing. Regulators listened 
to industry’s concerns over 
the unnecessary death of 
healthy deer. Last October, 
the Texas Animal Health 
Commission, speaking at 
the United States Animal 
Health Association Annual 
Meeting, promised that 
Texas would lead the way in 
live animal testing. “TAHC 
officials truly went out on 
a limb at the national level 
with this pledge, and we as 
an industry are grateful 
for how they have followed 
through with that promise,” 
said Patrick Tarlton, the
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Texas Deer Association 
executive director.

Research institutions 
across the state have also 
answered the call for live 
testing. Most notably, vet­
erinarians such as Dr. Walt 
Cook from Texas A&M Uni­
versity have been instru­
mental in developing the 
confidence needed to accept 
live-testing procedures in 
Texas. Without the com­
mitment, determination, 
and expertise of Dr. Cook, 
industry and state regula­
tors would not have been 
able to accomplish such 
phenomenal developments 
in the applicability of live 
testing in quarantine and 
exposed scenarios.

Regulators have taken 
immense steps in managing 
the quarantine scenarios 
to minimize destruction of 
full herds. Now, one of the 
largest challenges facing 
industry and regulators 
is the reduction in federal 
indemnity money. Indem­
nity money has been used 
in previous cases across 
the country to euthanize 
and test full herds for CWD. 
With the reduction of fed­
eral money, Texas is meet­
ing this challenge head on

- using specific live testing 
herd plans at each facility 
to reduce the effects of the 
disease in Texas.

In the end, it is inevi­
table that we may find more 
positives. This is a reality 
that Texans must face. How­
ever, ante-mortem testing
- used in quarantine and 
trace in/trace out situations
- can be our most effective 
tool for the future manage­
ment of both the disease 
and the wildlife economy 
in Texas. The better we can 
position ourselves to take a 
science-based approach, the 
more solid the foundation of 
our industry will be in the 
years to come.

“The deer industry in 
Texas contributes nearly 
$1 billion to the Texas 
economy each year”, said 
Patrick Tarlton. “The 
acceptance and utiliza­
tion of live testing by our 
state regulators in cases of 
direct CWD exposure will 
help protect that invest­
ment in our state. The 
Texas Deer Association is 
extremely grateful for the 
leadership of the Texas 
Animal Health Commis­
sion for their commitment 
to live testing.”

DPS Seeks to Help Drivers with Communication Impairments
AUSTIN -  The Texas 

Department of Public 
Safety (DPS), along with 
the Texas Governor’s Com­
mittee on People with Dis­
abilities and AspergerslOl, 
today announced initiatives 
designed to assist Texans 
who have communica­
tion impairments. In an 
effort to facilitate effective 
communication, DPS first 
reminded Texans of the 
communication impedi­
ment option that drivers 
may select to be reflected 
on their driver licenses/ID 
cards. DPS also announced 
that it has recently coordi­
nated with AspergerslOl 
to allow them to provide 
training and education to 
DPS officers about autism 
spectrum disorders, other 
disabilities and potential 
communications challenges 
associated with those 
disorders. In addition, the 
department announced that 
it is working with Asperg­
erslOl to develop a Driving 
With Autism camp that will 
help increase driver confi­
dence and practical skills.

“At DPS, our mission 
is to serve and protect the 
people of Texas,” said DPS 
Assistant Director for the 
Driver License Division 
Joe Peters. “This optional 
notice on the driver license 
and ID card puts impor­
tant information in the 
hands of our law enforce­
ment officers, which will 
help them better serve 
and protect individuals

with a communication 
impediment.”

“Protecting and enhanc­
ing public safety for all Tex­
ans -  on and off the road -  is 
paramount for DPS,” said 
M^or Jason Hester, DPS 
Education, Training and 
Research Division. “We are 
pleased to offer these new 
training initiatives, which 
will be powerful tools in 
enhancing understanding of 
law enforcement as well as 
help prepare and build confi­
dence in potential drivers.” 

Individuals diagnosed 
with certain medical con­
ditions -  such as autism 
spectrum disorders, Down 
syndrome, stuttering or 
hearing impairment -  who 
experience challenges 
when communicating 
with others, may (but are 
not required to) request a 
communication impedi­
ment notice be placed on 
their driver license/ID 
card. Printed on the back 
of a driver license/ID card, 
the voluntary designation 
informs officers of a com­
munication challenge -  this 
awareness can help facili­
tate better communication 
during any encounter with 
the individual.

Working in conjunc­
tion with AspergerslOl,
DPS has expanded 
trooper recruit training 
to include segments that 
raise autism awareness 
among officers, and advise 
them on how best to 
approach and respond to

an individual with autism 
during traffic stops and in 
other instances.

Once the program is 
developed and launched 
(later this year), the Driving 
With Autism camp will fea­
ture classroom instruction 
and hands-on driving prac­
tice for eligible drivers with 
a communication impedi­
ment. Camp attendees will 
also participate in role-play 
scenarios about what to 
expect during a traffic stop.

“Our committee is 
devoted to expanding 
opportunities for people 
with disabilities in all areas 
of life -  one of those being 
transportation freedom,” 
said Ron Lucey, executive 
director of the Governor’s 
Committee on People with 
Disabilities. “We commend 
DPS for these initiatives 
that will put that oppor­
tunity within reach for 
more individuals within 
the autism and disability 
communities.”

“These initiatives are 
truly groundbreaking. I 
have peace of mind know­
ing that I’m protected 
with the communication 
impediment driver license 
notice,” said Sam Allen, a 
Texas driver with autism 
and the son of AspergerslOl 
Chief Executive Officer 
(CEO) Jennifer Allen. “The 
ability for me to drive is 
a stepping stone toward a 
life of independence; and I 
am grateful that initiatives 
like the ones announced

today are changing the way 
law enforcement interacts 
with those with autism 
or other communication 
challenges.”

“Much of my fear about 
my autistic son driving has 
been eased thanks to the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety. I deeply appreciate 
that DPS responded to our 
efforts to raise awareness 
and seek meaningful 
policies that accommodate 
those with a communica­
tion challenge related 
to autism, Asperger’s 
syndrome, brain iiyury 
or other speech impedi­
ments,” said CEO Jennifer 
Allen. “These initiatives 
set the stage for powerful 
well-rounded programs that 
other states hopefully will 
emulate.”

Founded by Jennifer 
Allen, AspergerslOl is a 
non-profit organization 
that provides information 
regarding high-functioning 
autism and Asperger’s 
syndrome, and advocates 
for the autism community. 
AspergerslOl consists of 
a team of professionals, 
doctors, therapists, educa­
tors and individuals with 
autism.
