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ook Brings Home Gold for Broncos at UIL State Track Meet

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Sonora presented five of its
finest athletes at this year’s 2016
UIL State Track Meet.

When it was all said and
done, the Bronco Track Team
placed 20th overall competing
against in a tough arena.

Ryan Martinez represented
Sonora in the discus, Carter
Zook in the 300 Hurdles and the
team of Wesley Dutton, Drew
Buitron, Abel Cruz, and Carter
Zook in the 4 X 400 Meter Relay.

Carter Zook brought home
the gold for Sonora securing
his win after clearing the sixth
hurdle.

Zook showed up to compete
coming in with the third best
time, assigning him to the ninth
lane.

“Most track coaches will tell
you that’s the worst lane but we
were kind of excited about the
lane, Coach A.J. Valdez said.

A veteran at the State Track
meet, Zook has triumphed run-
ning in lane seven at the Angelo
Relays and lane eight at the
Regional Meet in prelims win-
ning his heat. As a freshman,
Zook was the first leg of the 1600
Meter Relay that won gold, and
last year he ran the 300 hurdles,
placing sixth.

From the sound of the gun, he
took control of the race and the
field couldn’t keep up.

“After hurdle number six
there was not a competitor in
sight, Valdez said.

Zook earned his second gold
medal from the State Track Meet
with a time of 38.01.

Although the season is at a
close the remembrance of hard

work and accomplishment con-
tinue. All of the middle school
and high school athletes, espe-
cially state qualifiers represent- .
ing Sonora, deserve commenda-
tion for their endurance and
perseverance marking another
successful season.

Throughout his senior year, -
Martinez improved his distance
by more than 20 feet. Martinez
came into the State Track meet
with a throw of 155°06”. He fin-
ished with a throw of 140°07”,
140°08” and 139°02”.

“I was proud of Ryan because
he began throwing 90’ as a fresh-
man, “ Coach Valdez said. “His
hard work propelled him into the
big stage and pldced 7th best of
all throwers in AAA for the State
of Texas.”

The 1600 meter relay placed
eighth at the State Track Meet
with a time of 3:24.99.

“This group of young men
has also come a long way from
the beginning of the year, Valdez
said. “I believe they started with
a time of 3:38 at the beginning of

the year and ran a personal best

of 3:23.62 at the Regional Meet.”

Dutton improved throughout
the season and ran a great leg at
the meet.

Buitron improved at every
meet running his best time at
the State Track meet.

Cruz also achieved some
great times throughout the
season, improving with each
competition.

Zook championed throughout
the season, performing his best
this season, earning the win for
the Broncos.

Where Were You in “62?

Back in the good ol’ days
of District 8A, runners from
Sonora and Eldorado were tear-
ing up the track and showing the
way for their contemporaries

‘around the state. There is per-

haps no better example than the
Mile Relay teams from Sonora
and Eldorado who captured the
gold and silver medals at the
State Track Meet.

Track was the spring sports
event since baseball and ten-
nis had not yet developed into
major high school sports. It was
the era before the University
Interscholastic League (UIL)
began expanding and extending
districts and schools remained
in the same district for many
years. Consequently, area ath-
letes competed against their
neighbors week after week and
strong rivalries developed. So did
lasting friendships.

In the Spring of 1962 the mile
relay teams from Sonora and
Eldorado took turns placing first
and second at a series of track
meets that culminated in the
State Meet in Memorial Stadium
on the campus of the University
of Texas at Austin.

Sonora’s team was made up of
Buck Bloodworth, Primo Gonza-
lez, Danny Rutherford and Julio
Samaniego.

Eldorado’s team consisted of
Ray Lewis Ballew, Lynn Meador,
Jim Runge and Richard Self.

Rutherford had run for Eldo-
rado in 1960 and switched teams
after moving to Sonora. He later
joined the Marine Corps and was
killed in Vietnam at the battle of
Quang Tri on July 20, 1966.

The surviving seven mem-
bers met recently on the track in
Eldorado where they posed for
a photo and proudly displayed
a U.S. flag to represent Danny
Rutherford.

It is difficult to overstate what

a powerhouse District 8A was in
track and field during that era
and teams competed in a series
of meets leading up to the district
meet. Often times the teams
would set up tents on the infield
during the meets where they
would visit with one another
about a wide range of topics —
not just track.

In those days the track circuit
began with the Comanche Relays
in Fort Stockton, followed by the
Mason Relays, Ozona Relays,
Sonora Relays, San Angelo
Relays and the Plateau Relays in
Eldorado. There were a couple
of other meets sprinkled in at
which some, but not all of the
District 8A teams competed.

The odd thing about the 1962
season was the back-and-forth
nature of the results, especially
in the boys mile relay.

Sonora won the first week,
Eldorado won the next. That
continued week after week. At
one point, the Sonora team was
placed in one heat while Eldorado
was placed in the other and the
winner was determined strictly
by time with the two teams not
running against one another.
Sonora won that one, but Eldo-
rado won the following week.

The night before the Plateau
Relays were run in Eldorado
some of the Eagle runners came
to Sonora and ran a flag up the
school’s flagpole. It read, “Same
heat this time, Joe!” and was
directed at Sonora Coach Joe
Turner. The insinuation was
that Sonora only won because of
the decision not to let the teams
compete head to head.

The stunt backfired, however,
as Sonora’s mile relay team won
the Plateau Relays and some
Bronco fans went on the field to
drape the flag over the head of
Jim Runge, who ran the anchor
leg for the Eagles.

The district meet was held in
Ozona that year and Runge took
the lead for Eldorado on the final
lap. He remembers turning to
the Sonora runner and saying,
“See you at Regional!”

It was a different story, how-
ever, at the Regional Meet in
Lubbock when Runge couldn’t
catch Buck Bloodworth on the
final leg.

Still, both teams advanced

' to the State Meet and the show-

down was set.

As the seven aging track-
sters gathered two weeks ago in
Eldorado, none of them could
pinpoint why the two teams
alternated victories. They agreed

that none of the races were all
that close with one team and
then the other taking home clear
victories.

The same could not be said
for the finals run at the State
Meet in Austin. It was one for
the ages as the two teams battled
back-and-forth through four
quarter-mile legs and three
baton exchanges. But at the fin-
ish line, it was Runge ahead of
Bloodworth by a nose and Eldo-
rado took the gold medal.

The crowd in the stadium
gave both teams a rousing recep-
tion and marveled at how the two
towns, just 21 miles apart could
be so evenly matched.

To this day, the seven run-
ners look back fondly on the good
ol’ days when West Texas thin-
clads showed the rest of the state
how it was done.

The memories are tempered
however by the knowledge that
Danny Rutherford, a friend to
them all, died at such a young
age. Many of them attended a
memorial in 2013 marking the
50th anniversary of Rutherford’s
graduation from Sonora High
School. The 50th anniversary of
his death will be marked on July
20th of this year. Rutherford is
remembered in both towns every
Memorial Day as a favorite son
who gave his life for his country.
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High Court Rules School Finance Method 1s Constitutional

AUSTIN — The current method devised
by the Texas Legislature in 2011 to fund .
public education does not violate the state
constitution, the Texas Supreme Court
unanimously ruled May 13.

The lawsuit challenging the state’s
education-funding method originally was
brought in 2011 by more than 600 school
districts identifying themselves collec-
tively as the Texas Taxpayer and Student
Fairness Coalition. Lawyers for the coali-
tion argued that the state falls short of the
constitution’s imperative of equitable fund-
ing by failing to provide enough money
for school districts’ classroom instruction,
maintenance and operation and other

critical budget areas.

Article 7 of the constitution says: “A
general diffusion of knowledge being essen-
tial to the preservation of the liberties and
rights of the people, it shall be the duty of
the Legislature of the State to establish and
make suitable provision for the support
and maintenance of an efficient system of
public free schools.”

In a 100-page ruling, the court said the
current system ensures that “all Texas
children have access to a quality education
that enables them to achieve their potential
and fully participate now and in the future
in the social, economic, and educational
opportunities of our state and nation.” The

court agreed that the current funding
system, while imperfect, is “good enough”
to satisfy the constitutional mandate, and
going forward, it is up to the Legislature,
not the courts, to amend the funding
formula.

Gov. Greg Abbott called the ruling “a
victory for Texas taxpayers and the Texas
Constitution.” Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, House
Speaker Joe Straus, Attorney General Ken
Paxton and many Republican lawmak-
ers joined the governor in welcoming
the ruling. Paxton echoed the ruling in
saying school finance “must be debated
and shaped by the Texas Legislature,
not through decades’ worth of ongoing

litigation in the court
system.”

A few months ago, experts at the
University of Texas Medical Branch in
Galveston briefed me on their extensive

~work in Brazil studying the virus.
Above all, they stressed the urgent need
for the United States to proactively do
all that we can to mitigate the spread of
the virus. And in April, I visited with
researchers at the Texas Medical Center
to hear about their ground-breaking
work to create a rapid test for the virus
and strengthen mosquito control in
potential hotspots. They, too, urged
congressional action so that our country
can be prepared to handle this potential
health crisis.

After briefings like these as well as
with the secretary of Health and Human
Services and the director of the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention,
there’s no question that we need to act
with urgency to avert what could become
a public health crisis. And because of
our warmer climate and closer proxim-
ity to areas where mosquitoes currently
carry the Zika virus, states like Texas
will act as the first responders to Zika
in the United States this summer. Here’s
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common-sense way.

The third proposal, which I've intro-
duced, is nearly identical to this one but
with one important distinction. My leg-
islation would provide the same compro-
mise of $1.1 billion in federal funding. The
difference is my proposal is fully paid for
by using funds from the Affordable Care
Act’s Prevention and Public Health Fund
—resources made available for just this
type of scenario.

Most importantly, my legislation will
still provide health professionals and
local officials in Texas and across the
country the resources they need to help
protect against the spread of the Zika
virus in a targeted way, without adding to
our debt.

The Zika virus is a real threat with
real public health consequences. It’s
already impacted a generation in Brazil
and other Latin American countries. And
with the Summer months ahead of us,
no one doubts that Zika will continue to
spread in the United States. There is no
reason why Congress can’t give those on
the ground the tools they need to proac-
tively address this threat without sinking
our country further into debt. The time to
act is now.

Desiree Mone’t Ripple was born into a
fractured family and was physically and

. .sexually abused: She became homeless at

age 14 and stayed in school for one reason;
she could get food. She worked hard and
graduated from Brewer High School in
White Settlement at the age of 16. Within a
few years she had left a bad marriage, had
two kids and lived in a pickup.

Suddenly things began to change.
“When my daughter got sick, I was angry
at God for the horrible life I was living,”
she says. “I told him if he would spare my
child’s life I would give him mine.”

She moved to Big Spring and enrolled
in welding classes at Howard College.

One night she had a dream that gave her
explicit instructions on how to create a
metal sculpture. Using scraps of metal
from junkyards and dumps, she care-
fully fused the pieces together, each one
representing a terrible incident in her life.
When the work was finished, she felt a
great sense of relief.

She decided to tell her story in hopes it
would help someone who was having dif-
ficulties. She put a notice on facebook ask-
ing for a videographer to record her story
and put it on the social network.

James Fite and Brandon Johnson, two
Big Spring young men with aspirations of
doing action movies, contacted Desi and
interviewed her for five hours. Both men
decided her story deserved more than just
a video of an interview on facebook. They
spent a year making the movie at their
own expense. It premiered a couple of
weeks ago to a packed house. \

When the movie ended, there was
stunned silence. The music, narration,
interview and images of Desi making the
sculpture formed a moving documentary.
Project Mone'’t is a story that is told well. -

Desi now has a good job, a boyfriend,
lives in a real home with her two children,
and has an education and a bright future
as an artist.

At the premiere, Desi was dressed in a
formal gown and looked like a movie star.
She couldn’t believe the attention she was
getting. The lobby had a display of some of
her artwork. Before the film started, she
broke down in tears and told a friend, “Not
too long ago I was homeless, getting food
from a dumpster.”

The movie has been submitted for
entry in 43 film festivals.

Sen. Royce West,
D-Dallas, said, “The
Texas Supreme Court’s
ruling held that the state’s
school funding system met
minimum constitutional
requirements,’ turning a
cold shoulder to at least
two-thirds of Texas school
districts that were desper-
ately seeking relief from
an inequitable, inefficient
and unsustainable school
finance system that Texas
courts had previously
labeled unconstitutional.”

Rep. Carol Alvarado,
D-Houston, said, “Our
children deserve more than
aminimal education and
the Legislature should do
all they can to ensure we
repair this broken system.
Over five million public
school students are count-
ingonus.”

Speaker Straus acknowl-
edged “there is ample
room for improvement” in
school funding and said the
Texas House “will continue
working to deliver value for
taxpayers and provide an

outstanding educatlon for

our students.”

Texas Comptroller
Glenn Hegar on May 11
announced his office would
send cities, counties, transit
systems and special pur-
pose taxing districts $767.7
million in local sales tax
allocations for May.

The total was based on
sales made in March by
businesses that report tax
monthly, plus sales made
in January, February and
March by quarterly filers.

It is 1.1 percent more than
allocated in May 2015.

“The cities of Dallas,
San Antonio, El Paso and
Fort Worth saw notice-
able increases in sales
tax allocations,” Hegar
said.

A two-year project cul-
minates Saturday May 21 at
1 p.m., as the Fort Lancaster
State Historic Site, one of
the Texas Historical Com-
mission’s (THC) 21 historic
sites, celebrates the grand
reopening of its new visi-
tors center:.

This event is in conjunc-
tion with Fort Lancaster’s
free Annual Western Fron-
tier Days (May 20 and May
21, 9 a.m.—- 5 p.m. each day).

Fort Lancaster will
come alive with soldiers,
pioneers, Native American
dancers, chuck wagons,
cooking demonstrations,
livestock, camels, a stage
coach, and much more.

The new visitors center
and the Annual Western
Frontier Days provide com-
pelling visuals and inter-
view opportunities with

participants and attendees
alike.

Other opportunities for
coverage include appear-
ances and comments by
THC Commissioner Gilbert
E. "Pete" Peterson, III, THC
Executive Director Mark
Wolfe, Crockett County
Judge Fred Deaton, and
others.

Who: Texas Historical
Commission officials, Fort
Lancaster staff, as well as
elected officials.

What: With the end of
the U.S. war with Mexico
in 1848 and the discovery
of gold in California, thou-
sands of people journeyed
west.

One of the routes
stretched from San Antonio
to San Diego. Known in
Texas as the Lower Road, it
passed through Apache and

Comanche lands. The U.S.
Army protected the route,
which required soldiers and
forts.

Fort Lancaster played
an important role in
westward expansion by
providing escorts for mail
carriers, wagon trains, and
settlers on the Lower Road.

Spanning 82 acres and
surrounded by the wide
open spaces of West Texas,
Fort Lancaster State His-
toric Site is located between
Sheffield and Ozona in
Crockett County. It com-
memorates the vestiges of
one of the forts established
in the 1850s to protect the
route between San Antonio
and El Paso.

The THC recently
completed a two-year reno-
vation that includes a new
visitors center built from

the original building with
a substantial new gallery
exhibit on the north side.
The new exhibit presents
the story of Fort Lancaster
through artifacts, images,
scale models, a life-sized
camel replica, and an intro-
ductory video.

To increase visitor com-
fort, a large outdoor canopy
was built facing the fort
ruins.

This project marks the
first major site improve-
ment since the 1970s, and
reflects the THC’s commit-
ment to protecting cultural
resources while providing
enjoyable educational

opportunities for the public.
