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Texas Begins Long March Toward Recovery from Hurricane Harvey

AUSTIN — As contaminated waters
receded and mountains of debris from
flooded homes and ruined belongings
grew last week, a picture of post-hurricane
Texas developed and the process of weigh-
ing impacts to lives, property and infra-
structure began.

Gov. Greg Abbott delivered a series of
announcements and proclamations related
to catastrophic flooding and wind damage
brought by Hurricane Harvey to more than
50 Gulf Coast and inland counties in late
August and early September.

On Sept. 7, Abbott thanked Congress
for passing a $15.3 billion hurricane relief
package and called the bipartisan action

“an encouraging sign.”

On Sept. 9, Abbott wrote to EPA Admin-
istrator Scott Pruitt, expressing support for
arequest by the Texas Water Development
Board to streamline federal funding for
flood and water infrastructure projects
related to Hurricane Harvey. The board
administers EPA’s state revolving funds,
which will be used to repair and rebuild
water, wastewater and storm water sys-
tems in communities affected by Harvey.

Also on Sept. 9, Abbott and Texas A&M
University System Chancellor John Sharp,
who heads the newly created Governor’s
Commission to Rebuild Texas, met with
Beaumont officials along with leaders of
many state agencies. It was the first stop
in a three-city, five-day trip to discuss the

devastation caused by Hurricane Harvey
and get input on how the commission can
assist in the rebuilding and recovery effort.

Mosquito spraying begins

The Texas Department of State Health
Services on Sept. 6 announced the launch
of FEM A-assisted mosquito control mea-
sures over the Hurricane Harvey-stricken
counties of Refugio and Bee.

Areas of standing water may increase
the number of mosquitoes capable of
spreading diseases such as the West Nile
and Zika viruses, the DSHS said.

The system has given
way to numbers, and this
is regrettable. Numbers
can include various
cadences, of course, but
words can sing, rhyme
and humor, sometimes all
in the same food order.

My memory dredges
up the “Yellow Squeeze
Inn,” long since closed,
but a “hopping place” in

naming some veggies repeatedly. The
lady taking the order was old school.
That’s what her instructions to the cook
suggested, anyway.

“Drag it through the garden,” said she.

Upon reaching home, I found the “din-
erlingo.com” website, and sure enough,
“drag it through the garden” is an old
term.

It was enlightening to find hundreds
of colorful terms heard in diners. One was
“Adam’s ale

“Belly cheat”
slang for apron.

It’s worth an Internet
visit for readers of a cer-
tain age. Some of the terms
are worth repeating; some
of ‘em aren’t. Many are
obvious, but some are clev-
erly finessed.

Several I'd never
heard, such as “Bronx
vanilla,” garlic; “cluck and

the 1930s and 1940s.

The Brownwood
eatery had a yellow storefront, and was
perhaps the “narrowest” business ever.
Stools stretched single file, front door to
kitchen. The walkway between the stools
and wall was little more than a yardstick
wide.

Patrons entering as others exited
could--and did--sometimes get caught in
“squeezes” that warranted stares, if not
an urgent need for a crowbar. Thus the
“Yellow Squeeze Inn” name, I guess.

Casting a giant shadow in the diner
was Maggie, the waitress who seemed
ever present. She was into verbal jousting
with the clientele, most of whom were
men. She “out-jousted” most of ‘em.

A majority ordered a “bowl a’ chili,”
but Maggie had several names for it.
Heading the list was “bowl of red,” with
an addendum of “in a hat” if it happened
to be take-out.

Those passing on chili typically
ordered hamburgers, and Maggie had
a long list of instructions for the cook.
“Make it cry” meant, as one would guess,
“add onions.” Variations for hamburger
preparation numbered into the dozens.

Old-time diner orders came back into
focus recently as I stood in a sandwich
line.

The guy in front of me wanted every
possible vegetable on his hamburger,

“hamlette,” omelette

with ham; “make it moo,” add cream; - .

“nervous pudding,” jello; “on the hoof,”

rare; “wrecked and crying,” scrambled

eggs with onions, and “wimpy,” which, of

“Wimpy” was a character in the
popular Popeye cartoons, and it also is
the name of a well-known ‘burger chain’
founded in the 1930s....

All this talk about dining brings to
mind late comedian Jerry Clower, whose
bulk suggested he was fond of food.

He joked about an early diner visit for
breakfast. “How do you like your eggs?”
the waitress asked. “I like ‘em fine,” he
responded, and, asked how many: “I
wouldn’t ‘yeller’ up my mouth for less
than a dozen.”

While paying the cashier, he noticed
a small open toothpick holder. He
started using one, and perceived a glare
from the lady at the register. Fearing
he had violated “diner etiquette,” he
quickly deposited the toothpick back in
the holder, commenting, “I guess you
thought I was going to walk out of here
with that toothpick without paying for
it,” he said.

About fifteen years ago I had a call
from a woman who was writing an article
for a major magazine about Mrs. Con-
stance Wolf of Bluebell, Pennsylvania.

She said her mis-
sion was to take the record of women’s free
balloon flight away from the Russians. I
was news director of a radio station in Big
Spring then and accompanied her ground
crew on that adventure and reported on
the progress of the flight to the nation.

What got people involved in following
this 56 year old grandmother was the fact
that we in the ground crew never saw
her balloon after it left Big Spring, even
though we were reporting on sightings we
picked up from airports, news media and
law enforcement agencies in Texas, New
Mexico, Kansas and Oklahoma. We were
watching the clock and late in the flight
Ireported, “if Mrs. Wolf is still in the air,
she has broken the Russian record.” The
uncertainty of whether Mrs. Wolf was
still up there became a major story and
attracted listeners and readers across

Mrs. Wolf and I .cor-
responded by mail until her death.

A few weeks ago I received a call from
that same woman who had contacted me |
years ago. She is Jeanne Marie Laskas,
who has written books that appear on the
New York Times best-seller list. She wrote
the book CONCUSSION about football
injuries, which was made into a major
movie starring Will Smith. She has won
numerous writing and journalism awards
for her work that has appeared in Esquire,
The New Yorker, the Smithsonian, GQ,
the Washington Post Magazine and oth-
ers. She heads up the writing program
at the University of Pittsburgh. She is
writing a book about Mrs. Wolf. She previ-
ously wrote a book titled THE BALLOON
LADY AND OTHER PEOPLE I KNOW.

She sent two researchers down to
interview me and to look at the material I
have about Mrs. Wolf and her flight. One
of them recorded my every word from
hello to goodbye. Since the book will have
an accompanying audio feature, the girl
with the mike and recorder had me read
some of the reports that I had sent to the
station during the flight. They had me
take them to the former Hamilton Flying
Field, the place where the balloon launch
occurred and to the site of the motel where
Mrs. Wolf stayed.

Ididn’t know it at the time, but Mrs.
Wolf was extremely prominent in Phila-
delphia society. She and her husband, an
attorney who was a general in the armed
services, had lavish parties on their
estate. Occasionally they would require
guests to arrive in their airplanes. Mrs.
Wolf’s balloon was used in the movie
AROUND THE WORLD IN 80 DAYS.
Among other honors, she was the first
woman to fly a balloon over the Alps. The
researchers said I was the only person
they had interviewed who actually knew
Mrs. Wolf. They brought with them copies
of letters I had written to the woman bal-
loonist over the years. I still have some of
her letters to me.

County Hires New Librarian

Taking a minute to
reflect on the events of
911, Sutton County Com-
missioners began their

Additionally, Judge
Harris reported 32 cases
magistrate, 3 requests for
a court appointed attorney
and 1 inquest for the month
of August.

Next, Sheriff Oscar
Chavez reported a total of
447 dispatch calls, 3 civil
processes received and 12
civil processes served dur-
ing the month of August.
He also reported a daily
average of inmates at 10.8 at
a cost of $1.88 per meal.

Additionally, he
reported a total of $445.00
collected in fees, $369.49
inmate phone fees collected

and a total of $20,809.61 in
traffic citations paid to JP.

Extension agents Pas-
cual Hernandez and Jessica
Stapper updated commis-
sioners on current activities
and upcoming events.

Hernandez reported that
the annual Field Day this
past August was a success
benefiting 4-H students.

He also informed com-
missioners about an upcom-
ing Wildlife Habitat Work-
shop, set for October 26th.

Additionally, a youth
hunter education course
will be available in late
October.

Stapper updated com-
missioners on 4-H activities
including the club’s recent
meeting marking a new
year and officers as well as
plans for photography and
nutrition classes in the near
future.

preserving the requirement
of an ID while allowing
those without an accepted
ID to vote by signing a
sworn declaration stating
that they have a reasonable
impediment to obtaining
one.

Furthermore, Senate
Bill 5, a law passed by the
Texas Legislature this year
amending the voter ID law
to comply with a prior 5th
Circuit ruling, takes effect
in 2018, Paxton said. Paxton
echoed the U.S. Depart-
ment of Justice, saying the
new law “eradicates any
discriminatory effect or
intent” and expands voter
identification options.

DACA decision pleases
AG

Attorney General Pax-
ton on Sept. 5 applauded
President Donald Trump’s
decision to phase out within
the next six months the
Deferred Action for Child-
hood Arrivals program cre-
ated by President Barack
Obama in 2012.

DACA granted lawful
presence and work permits
to nearly 800,000 people
who were brought to the
U.S. as children by foreign
nationals. President Trump
left it to Congress to pass a
law by March 5, 2018, that
would allow affected indi-
viduals to continue residing
in the U.S.

Hegar reports on taxes
Texas Comptroller
Glenn Hegar last week

released the total of state
revenues collected during
the fiscal year that began
Sept. 1, 2016, and ended Aug.
31, 2017. Hegar also posted a
state revenue report for the
month of August.

Sales tax revenue for
the year was $28.9 billion,
0.3 percent ahead of the
$28.8 billion projected in
the January biennial rev-
enue estimate, and general
revenue-related revenue
was $52.3 billion, or 1.2 per-
cent ahead of the projec-
tion of $51.7 billion. State
sales tax revenue for the
month of August totaled
$2.48 billion, 0.9 percent
less than in August 2016,
he said.

Also, Hegar reported
that Texas’ “all funds” tax
collections for fiscal year
2017 came to $49.6 billion,
or 0.2 percent less than his
$49.7 billion projection, and
all funds revenue totaled
$111.2 billion, or 1.4 percent
less than his $112.8 billion
projection.

Revenue distribution set

Comptroller Hegar on
Sept. 7 announced his office
would send cities, counties,
transit systems and special
purpose taxing districts
$668.3 million in local sales
tax allocations for Septem-
ber, an amount 6.2 percent
more than the Office of the
Comptroller distributed in
September 2016.

Allocations are based
on sales made in July by
businesses that report tax
monthly.

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 21)

HJR 21 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would permit the
Texas legislature to expand the cir-
cumstances under which a partial-
ly disabled veteran or their spouse
may qualify for an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of part of the
market value of the veteran’s res-
idence homestead. Currently, the
Texas legislature may provide that
a partially disabled veteran or their
spouse is entitled to an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation of
a percentage of the market value
of the disabled veteran’s residence
homestead only if the residence
homestead was donated to the dis-
abled veteran by a charitable orga-
nization at no cost to the veteran.
The amendment would allow the
Texas legislature to provide that
the exemption also may be taken
when the residence homestead was
donated, sold, or transferred to the
disabled veteran by a charitable or-
ganization for less than the market
value of the residence homestead.
The amendment also harmonizes
certain related provisions of the
Texas Constitution.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment au-
thorizing the legislature to pro-
vide for an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of part of the
market value of the residence
homestead of a partially disabled
veteran or the surviving spouse
of a partially disabled veteran if
the residence homestead was do-
nated to the disabled veteran by
a charitable organization for less
than the market value of the res-
idence homestead and harmo-
nizing certain related provisions
of the Texas Constitution.”

Proposition Number 2
(SJR 60)
SJR 60 proposes a constitutional
amendment to require that certain
conditions be met for the refinanc-
ing of a home equity loan to be
secured by a voluntary lien on a
homestead. The amendment also
would: redefine what is excluded
in the calculation of the cap on
fees associated with a home equity

loan, lower the cap from 3% to 2%
of the original principal amount of
the extension of credit, and speci-
fy that such fees are in addition to
any bona fide discount points used
to buy down the interest rate. The
amendment would further specify
the list of authorized lenders to
make home equity loans, change
the threshold for an advance of a
home equity line of credit, allow
agricultural property owners to ac-
quire home equity loans, and up-
date technical terminology in the
Texas Constitution. The amend-
ment would be effective on Janu-
ary 1, 2018, and applicable only to
a home equity loan made or refi-
nanced on or after that date.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
to establish a lower amount for
expenses that can be charged
to a borrower and removing
certain financing expense lim-
itations for a home equity loan,
establishing certain authorized
lenders to make a home equity
loan, changing certain options
for the refinancing of home equi-
ty loans, changing the threshold
for an advance of a home equity
line of credit, and allowing home
equity loans on agricultural
homesteads.”

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 34)

SJR 34 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would prevent
certain office holders from serving
indefinitely beyond the expiration
of their term. Office holders who
are appointed by the Governor
and confirmed by the Senate and
receive no salary would only be
able to serve until the last day of
the first regular session of the Tex-
as legislature that begins after their
term expires.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
limiting the service of certain
officeholders appointed by the
governor and confirmed by the
senate after the expiration of the
person’s term of office.”

Proposition Number 4
(SJR 6)
SJR 6 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow the
Texas legislature to require any
court that is hearing a challenge

to the constitutionality of a state

statute to notify the attorney gen-
eral of that challenge, if the party
raising the challenge notifies the
court that the party is challenging
the constitutionality of such stat-
ute. Additionally, the amendment
would allow the Texas legislature
to set a period of not more than 45
days following the notification to
the attorney general that the court
must wait before rendering a judg-
ment that a state statute is uncon-
stitutional.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
require a court to provide notice
to the attorney general of a chal-
lenge to the constitutionality of a
state statute and authorizing the
legislature to prescribe a waiting
period before the court may en-
ter a judgment holding the stat-
ute unconstitutional.”

Proposition Number 5
(HJR 100) »
HJR 100 proposes a constitutional
amendment to provide a more de-
tailed definition of “professional
sports team” for purposes of their
charitable foundations, which the
Texas legislature may permit to
hold charitable raffles. The amend-
ment also deletes a requirement
that an eligible professional sports
team charitable foundation permit-
ted by the Texas legislature to hold
charitable raffles had to be in exis-
tence on January 1, 2016.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment on
professional sports team char-
itable foundations conducting
charitable raffles.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR1)
SJR 1 proposes a constitutional.
amendment that would allow the
Texas legislature by general law
to provide that a surviving spouse
of a first responder who is killed or
fatally injured in the line of duty
is entitled to receive an exemption
from ad valorem taxation from
all or part of the market value on
the surviving spouse’s residence
homestead, as long as the surviv-
ing spouse has not remarried since
the death of the first responder. It
would also allow the Texas legis-
lature to provide that the surviving
spouse, who qualifies and receives
the exemption and then qualifies a

different property as the surviving' |
spouse’s residence homestead, re-
ceive an exemption from ad valor-: !

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
provide for an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of all or
part of the market value of the
residence homestead of the sur-
viving spouse of a first responder
who is killed or fatally injured in
the line of duty.”

Proposition Number 7
(HJR 37)

HJR 37 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow the
Texas legislature to make an ex-
ception to the law regarding the
award of certain prizes. Currently,
the Texas Constitution requires
the Texas legislature to pass laws
prohibiting lotteries, raffles, and
other programs where the award
of gifts is based on luck or chance.
The proposed amendment would
make an exception to this general
rule to allow the Texas legislature
to authorize credit unions and oth-
er financial institutions to insti-
tute programs which, in order to
encourage savings, would award
prizes based on luck or chance to
the credit union’s or financial insti-
tution’s customers.
