
Committee reviewing findings in King case

WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Three leading pathologists ex­
amined bullet fragments and i 
tissue samples from the body of 
Martin Luther King Jr. in a 
search for fresh dues about his 
murder, the House assassina­
tions committee reported today.

One of them. New York 
City's chief medical examiner. 
Dr. Michael Baden, was to 
present the panel's rmding in 
the committee's second day of

hearings the civil rights 
leader's death in Memphis. 
Tenn., on April 4. 1968.

Working with Baden were Dr 
John I. Coe, chief medical ex­
aminer of Hennepin County, 
Minn., and Dr. Joseph H. 
Davis, chief medical examiner 
of Dade County, Fla.

As the hearing opened, com­
mittee counsel Robert Biakey 
said the medical panel was 
asked to pin down the path of 
the bullet that felled King and 
to determine whether it could

have been Bred from some 
place other than the bathroom 
window of a rooming house 
across the street from King's 
motel.

Previous evidence pointed to 
that window as the site of the 
shot But Biakey noted, 'from 
eyewitness accounts, there was 
disagreement over the point of 
origin of the fatal shot"

The new studies were not ex­
pected to challenge the basic 
conclusion that King died after 
a bullet severed his spine and

three major blood vessels He 
died less than an hour after 
being wounded

But who fired the bullet re­
mained a matter of controversy 
after the conunittee's first ses­
sion Monday at the start of a 
week of public hearings on the 
case.

Mark Lane, perhaps the most 
prominent exponent of an as­
sassination conspiracy theory, 
asserted to reporters once 
again that "people associated 
with the FBI are prime sus­

pects" Lane, an attorney, is 
representing James Earl Ray, 
who is serving a 99-year prison 
sentence after pleading guilty 
to the murder

Ray, who soon recanted the 
plea, is scheduled to give his 
sworn account to the committee 
Wednesday Under tight secur­
ity, federal marshals brought 
Ray to Washington Monday 
night from Tennessee's Brushy 
Mountain State Prison, the pris­
on warden said

The conspiracy theory also

found support Monday from the 
Rev Ralph David Abernathy, 
King's friend and successor as 
head of the Southern Chnstian 
Leadership Conference 

Abernathy told reporters he 
is convinced there was a con­
spiracy and suspects FBI in­
volvement But he said he has 
no proof for his beliefs 

Abernathy, however, avoided 
the conspiracy claim in his tes­
timony as the committee's first 
witness

Under questioning about the

FBI, Abernathy criticized the 
agency’s alleged harassment of 
King and other dvil rights 
leaders

He noted that King distrusted 
the FBI and its director. J Ed­
gar Hdover

The SCLC staff received nu­
merous threats against King 
and "we would report some of 
them (to the FBI) for the 
record but King and his aides 
never saw the FBI as a source 
of protection," Abernathy testi­
fied

He said he does not remem­
ber FBI agenu questioning hun 
about the events in Memphis. 
But the FBI said agents did in­
terview Abernathy Officials de­
clined to elaborate 

Abernathy told the committee 
he believes King was fore­
warned of the assassination and 
told reporters later he believes 
the FBI gave Kmg that infor­
mation "both to warn him and 
to threaten him"

Abernathy said that incident 
plagued him
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"The only method by which 
people can be supported is out of 
the effort of those who are 
earning their own way. We must 
not create a deterrent to hard 
work"

Abilene’s problems Apolitical matter'
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) -  Dis­

trict Judge Charles Mathews 
says Abilene's liquor problems 
are a "political matter',’ and 
should be settled by an election 
contest, not by a court ordw.

Mathews heard arguments 
for almost three hours Monday 
then extended for 10 days the 
temporary restraining order 
that keeps the Texas Alcoholic 
Beverage Commission from ap­
proving any liquor or beer 
permits for Abilene.

"Meanwhile. I hope you go 
 ̂forward with your election con­
test out there." Mathews told 

,8ttorneys for those who claim 
the Wets actually won the June 
17 wet-dry election.

Mathews said informally 
after the hearing, while still on 
the bench, that he "guessed 
those contesting the election 
would prevail And if there is 
another election it will go wet 
That's what my drinking uncle 
tells me"

MEMPHIS, Tenn tAP) — Rifle-toting 
National Guardsmen protected non-striking 
firefighters, and 39 people, mostly striking 
police officers, were arrested for violating a 
dusk-todawn curfew as Memphis waited out its 
latest round of labor strife 

But despite the dual strikes by police and 
firefighters, crime was reported down in the 
curfew-quieted metropolitan area of 800,000 
and fire officials said there was little sign of 
the widespread arson that marked a firemen's 
strike five weeks ago

Most of the 18 fire runs made Monday by 
fire department supervisors and non-striking 
members of the International Association of 
Firefighters were described as minor Dur­
ing a normal weekday. Memphis records an 
average 66 fires between 9 a m and 9 p m 

Gua^smen accompanied the firefighters, as 
well as standing watch over fire houses and 
police precinct stations.

The wildcat firefighters' strike showed signs 
of weakening late Monday, but there was no

indication of a quick end to the police strike, 
now in its fifth day

A federal mediator failed Monday to get city 
officials and the Memphis Police Association 
together in an effort to end the walkout

Mayor Wyeth Chandler said the strikers 
were trying to close down Memphis and that 
the city was taking applications for their jobs 
He said the personnel office had received more 
than 2.000 applications

Fire department officials said 13 of the city’s 
48 fire stations were fully manned with both 
supervisory personnel and nonstriking 
firefighters.

Fire Director Robert Walker said a steady 
stream of firemen had called in offering to 
report for duty. "They called in and said We 
want to come to work,’ and we said Come on ’ 
It was the greatest message I've had all day"

However, Chandler said striking policemen 
and firefighters were trying to talk sanitation 
workers, city hospital employees and workers

of the cityowned light, gas and water division 
to join them on the picket lines 

The president of the Memphis AFL-CIO 
Labor Council suggested late Monday a city- 
wide strike in support of the striking police 
and firemen

"O ur unions are prepared to start 
withholding from all industries and businesses 
our services for an indefinite period, " said 
Tommy Powell, head of the 60.000-member 
labor council "We will not allow the city to 
run the fire and police unions out 

Lorene Osborne, president of the Memphis 
Education Association, which represents 5.200 
public school teachers in the city, said her 
union is asking teachers to avoid crossing po 
lice and firefighters union picket lines if they 
are stationed at the schools 

Chandler said he would ask the City Council 
to withdraw recognition of the striking un­
ions today

The mayor also said the city may go to 
court for contempt citations against leaders of

both the 1,100-member Memphis Police 
Association and Local 1784 of the International 
Association of Firefighters which represents 
1,400 firemen Both unions are under court 
orders to halt strikes

The strikes and the cirfew. which permits 
only law enforcement and emergency serv­
ices personnel on the streets between 8 p m 
and 6 a m , came as thousands of people 
converged on the city for the first anniversary 
Wednesday of the death of singer Elvis Pres­
ley

Vester Presley, the entertainer s uncle, said 
about 4.000 people visited the grave at 
Graceland Mansion Monday, considerably 
below the earlier estimate that 20.000 people a 
day would visit the grave 

About 50 people, caught by the curfew, were 
allowed to camp Monday night on the lawn of 
Graceland Mansion. Pr^ley’s home 

Union president Kuhron Huddleston told 800 
firemen the court order that interrupted their 
three-day strike July 4 was still in effect

Dollar continues tailspin
LONDON (AP) -  The dol­

lar’s tailspin continued today 
on the world’s money markets, 
with the U.S. currency hitting 
new record lows against the 
Japanese yen, the Swiss franc 
and the West German mark.

The price of gold, reflecting 
the dollar's weakness, soared to 
new highs of $216.125 an ounce 
in early trading in Zurich and 
$216 in London. The previous 
highs, on Monday, were 
$213.625 in Zurich. $214.625 in 
London and $215.25 in New 
York

The British pound broke 
through the $2 level for the first 
time since March 5, 1976 It

rose from $1.9797 in late trad­
ing Monday to $2.0020.

The French. Italian and Bel­
gian exchanges were closed for 
Uie Assumption Day holiday.

In Zurich, the dollar was 
quoted at 1.5545 Swiss francs at 
midmoming. down sharply 
from the previous low of 1.5810 
Monday.

In Frankfurt, the battered 
U.S. currency was trading at 
1.9172 German marks, another 
sharp drop. And it was the 
fourth day in succession of new 
lows for the dollar against the 
mark and Swiss franc

In Tokyo, the dollar plunged 
to 181.80 yen. 2.50 yen below the 
previous low on Aug 2. and 
closed at 182.85.

PHOENIX, Ariz, (A P)-P in ­
al County Sheriff Frank Reyes 
has organized more than 500 
volunteers to track down es­
caped killer Gary Tison. be­
lieved to be hiding out in the 
Sawtooth Mountains south of 
Casa Grande.

Meanwhile, the FBI has 
joined the search effort for Ti­
son, 43. and a newlywed couple 
who may have fallen prey to 
him in (jolorado.

Authorities believe Tison fled 
into the unforgiving desert ear­
ly Friday when a speeding van

ran a sheriff's roadblock and 
crashed in a cloud of dust and 
hail of bullets.

Reyes said Monday the 
armed vigilantes were to have 
begun the search at dawn to­
day, with Pinal County officers 
keeping a watchful eye on the 
group.

"We plan to comb an area of 
about 10 square miles." Reyes 
said. "I don't want any acci­
dents. I've warned citizens not 
to bring high-powered rifles, 
but I told them they could car­
ry handguns for self-defense.

"If Tison is still in the area, 
he's probably dead or too weak 
to offer resistance." he added 
“ After all. he's a 265-pound 
rolly-polly fatman who can't 
outrun lawmen forever."

One of Tison's son. Donald. 
20. died in the attempt to run 
the roadblock. He was driving 
the van believed stolen from 
James and Margene Judge of 
Amarillo. Texas. ITie honey­
mooning couple was on a camp­
ing trip near South Fbrk, Colo., 
when they disappeared Wednes­
day, investigators said.

Photos of Gary Tison and the 
couple were provided to sher­
iff's deputies who joined FBI 
agents in searching the rocky 
pine-covered mountains of 
southern Colorado 

Questioning of brothers Rick 
and Raymond Tison and con­
victed slayer Randy Green- 
awalt by Arizona authorities in­
dicates that “ they made con­
tact with the Judge couple 
where there were lots of pine 
trees and it was a cold night." 
said Rio Grande County (Colo­
rado) Sheriff Jerry Wright

"We have many areas of 
pine trees and it has been cold 
— down in the 30s — for the 
last 10 nights here"

Rick Tison. 18. and Raymond 
Tison. 19. were arraigned Sun­
day in Yuma, along with 
Greenawalt. 28, of Thornton. 
Colo. They and Gary Tison 
were charged with murder and 
kidnapping in the deaths of 
Omaha. Neb., Marine Sgt John 
F Lyons. 24. his wife, Don- 
nelda. 23. and their 22-month- 
old son. Christopher

tzsite on Aug. 6, one week after 
Tison's sons allegedly used

The body of the Lyons' niece, 
Teresa Tyson, 15. was found
after the suspects were ques­
tioned Friday She bled to
death from a shotgun wound to 
the hip. after crawling a half 
mile from where the Lyons' 
were killed, investigators said

PHOENIX AP — Parents of a newlywed 
couple authorities think may have been 
victims of Arizona fugitive killers said Monday 
they have not abondoned hope that 
honeymooners still are alive.

"We’re doing a lot of praying." said James 
Judge Sr., of Amarillo, Texas. "We haven't 
lost hope yet.”

James Judge Jr., 26, and his new wife, 
Margene, 24, were last heard from last 
Tuesday, when Margene called her moth­
er from Cortez, Colo.

The couple had been honeymooning in 
southern Colorado when their van apparently 
was stolen by fugitives from Arizona. The van 
lurned up Friday near Casa Grande, when the 
Tisons and escaped killer Randy Greenawalt, 
29. attempted to run a roadblock if It.

Donald Tison, 20. was killed in that 
exchange GreenavSalt, along with Ricky Tison. 
18. and Raymond Tison. 19 were captured 
They had been at large for about two weeks, 
after allegedly helping their father, Gary 
Tison. 42. and Greenawalt escape from 
Arizona State Prison. The elder Tison, also a 
convicted murderer, still is a fugitive.

Colorado and Arizona investigators are 
attempting to determine how the escapees got 
the Judge's van, and what happened to the 
newlyweds. There was no indication that the 
couple planned to go to Arizona, so authorities 
assume at least one of the five men was in 
Colorado.

Mrs. Jenelle Davis, Margene Judge’s 
mother, said she won't give up hope until the 
couple is found.

TES company tries 
rate hike for Texas

to justify 
cities

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) -  
Texas Electric Service Com­
pany is building almost an en­
tire new operation "from the 
ground up" with addition of 
new generating plant?, a TES- 
CO executive said in defense of 
the firm's requested rate hike, i

William G. Marquardt. com- -  
pany president, drfended the 
utility's requested $110 million 
increase as necessary to sup­
port its massive exparaion pro­
gram.

According to TESCO figures, 
the average rsBldentlal bill of 
$40 a month would increase to 
$19.91 under the proposed rate.

Marquardt's testlinany came 
on ths opening day of the Texas 
Public Utility Oxnmission's 
hearing on the 11.4 percant sys­

tem-wide increase in the com­
pany’s 49«ounty service area.

The hearing is expected to 
last several weeks. It is the 
second TESCO appearence be­
fore the PUC in a year's time. 
The commission granted the 
utility a $44 millian rate hike 
that went Into effect in Decem­
ber 1977.

Large cities served by TES­
CO include. Fort Worth. Wich­
ita Falls, Midland. Odessa. Ar­
lington and 69 other municipal­
ities.

"A rate increase is necessary 
at this time In order to improve 
the company's financial posi­
tion.”  Marquardt said, “so that 
the company can continue to 
build new generating plants, 
which use fuels other than nat­
ural gas and oil.”

The company has three pow­
er plants currently under con­
struction — two lignite coal 
plants and one nuclear plant.

"Lignite will save our cus­
tomers a lot of nwney in the 
future.”  Marquardt said.
'  However, utility commission ~ 
attorneys questioned him on the 
company's sale of relativeiy 
cheap supplies of natural gas to 
Texas Power 4  Light Ooinpany 
in exchange for interest in a 
generating plant.

” I believe it was a good deal, 
a good deal for the.company 
and for our customers," Mar­
quardt said, despite the tact 
that TESCO customars even­
tually will sac rsflected bi their 
bills the loss of the cheaper 
fuel.

Findings withheld
in water study

Nation's Press
Regulators: New reactionaries

If the Capitalist Revolution of the 20th 

century created America s dynamic 
economic system, then today's army of 
government regulators reacting to that 
revolution are trying to turn back the clock 
to the detriment of today s standard of 
living In that respect, they clearly fit the 
role of reactionaries And as their power 
and influence have grown, they have, in 
effect made a counter revolution 

This counter revolution is both 
quantitative and qualitative William 
Lilley III and James C Miller III. who both 
served on the Council on Wage and Price 
Stability make this point in their study 
entitled The New Social Regulation " 
They write that the old-style' or 
traditional economic regulation focused 

on markets, rates, and the obligation to 
serve The new regulation — social 
regulation — affects the conditions under 
which goods and services are produced and 
the physical characteristics of products 
that are manufactured 

Because regulation itself — the 
counter-revolution — is constantly growing 
in new directions, the apparatus for its 
implementation also is expanding rapidly 
Between 1976 and 1975. according to Lilley 
and Miller, the number of economic 
regulatory agencies in Washington 
increased by 25 percent and their budgets 
by 157 percent, agencies of social 
regulation grew by 42 percent, and their 
expenditures by 193 percent Nor has the 
trend been reversed since 1975 

In the course of expanding their 
regulatory scope, the counter - 
revoluntionaries have succeeded in a 
massive transfer of power The result has 
been a shift of strength from those who 
produce goods to those who produce 
ideology — intellectuals, journalists, policy 
professionals, various rdamters. and the 
regulators themselves 

These counter • revolutionary ideologues 
— reactionanes. if you will — have shown a 
marked anti-busineas bias But their thrust 
is also aimed at the mass of Americans 
"who go around doing and enjoying things 

without permiaston." in the words of Paul 
H. Weaver, the political scientist and 
writer.

Thus. America has experienced a 
growing trend toward making 
manufacturers — and consumers — pay 
the social costs of modern goods and 
services The drive toward cleaner air and 
water and safer products — however 
desirable the goals — has not been clearly 
presented to the American people in terms 
of the costs they must pay to achieve these 
goals It has thus become a covert form of 
taxation

Dr Weaver has written that the 
" underlying interests and ethos” of the 
new regulatory class represent an animus 
"not so much against business or 

technology as against the liberal values 
served by corporate capitalism and the 
benefits these institutions provide to the 
broad mass of the American people: 
economic growth, widespread prosperity, 
material satisfactions, a sense of 
nationhood, a belief in an open and 
self-determined future, and the nuuiy 
options and freedoms these make possible 
for ordinary citizens"

He adds that "the hostility of the new 
class to acts of consumption by consenting 
adults is paralleled by a vigorous 
opposition to all institutions that promote 
consumption — advertising, the 
corporation, and above all the Old 
Regulation ”

Given today's reetkmary clinuite. it 
becomes easier to understand why 
American business finds it increasingly 
difficult to perform so many tasks that 
used to happen routinely — such as adding 
new plant and equipment, for example.

The coiBiter-revalution simple creates 
too many obstacles to new investment. As 
capital investment lags so does the 
productivity of American industry. Our 
country's recent record of productivity 
growth is among the lowest of major 
industrialized nMions — and most experts 
agree that increased productivity is the 
only way we can increase America's 
standard of li vagi

When capital formation fatten — and 
that's what's been happening — so does the 
nation's progreaa toward new and better 
jobs and new and better products.

WASHINGTON (NEA) -  It isn't easy to 

stump the W ^  House pre« office, but it 
can be done. Just try asking how many 
White House conferences on this • that - or • 
the • other burning issue are scheduled 
under the adniinistration of Jimmy Carter.

"Not our bailiwick." retorted OMB. 
"We've got nothiiig to do with those 
thii«s.”

Back to the White House. More chiKking. 
Days pass. At last, the answer — six.

There's only one problem. It's the wroiy 
answer. Not even dose, actually.

At least 13 Whke House conferences have 
been held or scheduled under the official 
auspices of the president, who seems 
bli^uily unaware of their existence.

Last year brought the White House 
Conference on the Handicapped, the White

We have stated our belief before that many federal agency studies are 
designed or manipulated to substantiate a pre-determined conclusion. But 
what if those doing the study proceed on an honest path to determine scien­
tific facts'’

The answer to that, in at least one incident^ was to hold back the truthful 
information until it would be too late to hinder implementation of the 
agency's plans.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) commissioned and paid for 
research on health effects of drinking water. It spent nearly $500,000 on the 
study, conducted by the Medical College of Virginia. It received quarterly 
reports on the progress throughout the two-year program.

The EPA has been insisting that costly carbon filtration and maximum 
contaminant levels are necessary to protect human health. It scheduled 
hearings in Washington for July 11-12.

The detailed two-year study of the effects on human health of trace organic 
chemicals in drinking water revealed no danger. No evidence at all to back 
EPA’s determined insistence on its costly idea to change normal methods now 
in use.

Although officials of EPA were cognizant of the results of the survey, they 
kept them quiet. Strangely, none of the research indications were included in 
EPA’s Federal Register rationale for its proposed regulations.

Nothing was published until Richmond Times-Dispatch Reporter Jerry 
Lazarus reported the facts in the May 21 edition of his newspaper. The 
research team leader. Dr. Jospeh Boraelleca, said study conclusions probably 
will be printed in six or eight months.

That would be five or seven months after EPA stops accepting public 
comment on its proposed regulations July 31. Dr. Borzelleca is a member of 
the National Academy of Science and chairman of the NATO committee on 
water problems.

The doctor says his team’s research indicates none of the trace chemicals 
found in EPA tests of drinking water in cities is even close to a level that poses 
any threat.

Dr Louis Harris, director of Medical College of Virginia’s department of 
pharmacology, observed that he felt too much attention was being given to 
the effects of high-dosage experiments and incomplete or poorly conducted 
research on the organics water issue. He detected a sort of "cancer-phobia” at 
work on the public.

Now that the "cat is out of the bag" it will be interesting to see how the 
eager-beavers in EPA will proceed on their plan to saddle water works acrosp 
the nation with terrific new costs.

Water consumers can ill afford higher water rates, and, as taxpayers, they 
cannot continue to be saddled with government agencies which increase their 
tax costs with projects clear out o f the realm of any reason.

Your money's worth

Feverish boom in art
Syivid Porter

In all history, there never has been a 
more monumental season for the world of 
art than the summer of 1978

In London in June, bidders from all over 
the world poured out a record $34 1 billion 
at Sothebji Parke Bernet's auction of the 
Baron Robert von Hirsch collection of 
splendid art. Walter Feilchenfeldt. * a 
Zurich dealer, paid the highest price ever 
at auction for a watercolor by any artist — 
$1.I77.6(X) for an Albrecht Duerer work. "1 
was amazed at the prices here.” said 
Feilchenfeldt. “but I paid them because we 
will never have another chance at some of 
these things"

In New York City also in June, Sotheby 
Parket Bernet repoi^ its first nine-figure 
month — record-smashing net sales of 3112 
million. Sales skyrocketed 40 percent on 
the strength of American bidding in such 
areas as Impressionist and modem 
painting. European Old Masters. French 
furniture and jewelry.

In Los Angeles at the same time, a new 
high was set for any American work of art 
— $980.000 '"The Jolly Flatboatmen,” by 
George Caleb Dingham. circa 1848. In 
April, a world peak was reached for an 
American portrait with the $265.000 sale of 
a Thomas Eakings

Sales of paintings of major importance in 
the $1 million range are actually becoming 
commonplace! A Van Gogh has sold for 
$1.300.000 and a Rembrandt self-portrait 
for $1.519.200. These prices are hundreds of 
thousands of dollars above the levels they 
would have commanded only a few years 
back and. if brought to tody's feverish 
auction market, the odds are they would 
bring siiistantially more.
. Among individual artists, the upsurge 
also has been sensational for Renoirs. 
Monets. Picassos and Braques.

You can find art prices published weekly 
in many newspapers and art departments 
in big-city deparUnerX stares.

Franchised art galleries have been set up 
across the nation. While art investment 
funds have not multiplied as expected in 
Paris and in New York, investment 
counselors are offcriiqj advisory services 
in investnwnt in art worics.

Adding to the frenzy is the entrance of the 
young American into the investment-in-art 
sphere, investing thousands of dollars a 
year in paintings and sculptures, for 
aesthetic as well as money-makii« 
potentials.
, Then there are the corporations — not 
only the famous giants who display 
contemporary sculpture and pakitlnp in' 
and around most, if not afl, of their' 
buildings, but also small conpenies

following the lead in investing for gain as 
well as for status

What are the key factors behind the 
raging art boom?

(1) Inflation, obviously. During this 
whole phase of rapidly climbing living 
costs, favorite investments have been 
tangible.-rare, valuable assets — ranging 
from rare books to old wines.

(2) The growing American sophistication 
along with the funds to satisfy the yearning 
for culture. As museums and universities 
buy art works, they. too. help drive up 
prices.

(3) And there are the basics behind every 
price upspiral: a growing demand coming 
head up against a steadily shrinking supply 
of the acknowledged, familiar master.

And if you're an amateur in the market to 
buy?

Don't move without the adviae of a 
reputable dealer You will be surprised at 
the number of original Old Master 
drawings available in a price range you 
may be able to afford. Even from today's 
lofty prices, fine Old Master paintii^ or 
drawings are expected to rise.

Study good American paintings on

subjects of unusual historical, social or 
georgraphic interest for investment. 
Prices range from $1.000 to $10.0(X) and up.

Artists of the German 19th century are 
strong — at prices from $600 to 16.000 and 
beyond.

Primitive art works, such as authentic 
African wood carvings and preGolumbian 
works are worth your time — but buy only 
from toprated galleries. Prinnitiveoceanic 
carvings from the Southwest Pacific 
islands start at around $100 and go up to 
many thousands for larger, euborate 
carvings. Beware of modern reproductions 
flooding this market.

Also study classical antiquities such as 
small bronzes, pottery, and sculptures 
from the Mediterranean. A large, 
significant collection can be built for a b ^  
190,000 (against $30.000 in the early 1970s) 
and antiquities are viewed as solid 
investments, with most individual art 
objects in this category priced at only a few 
hundred dollars. Spwialize and become 
known In a specific field to other investors 
with whom you can exchange information 
and items.

The list may be lo i^ . No one seems to 
know for sure. -And that is part of the 
problem.

Although every one of these events bears 
the impressive imprimature of the White 
House, they are r ^ e d  to it in name only 
for the moot part. It's been something like 
30 years since a White House Conference - 
was actually held in the White house, and 
some never even make it to Washington.

What such conferences really are is a 
focal point for special interest groups 
seeking visibility for the problems which 
concern them. Members of Congress allied 
with the interest groiqi advocates often 
help persuade the president to call a 
conference on a particular subject. Sen. 
Gaylord Nelson. DAHS.. chairman of the 
Senate Small Business Committee, 
single-handedly talked Carter into 
scheduling next year's White House 
Conference on Small Business, for 
instance.

Although White House conferences have 
been going on for 70 years (Theodore 
Roosevelt convened the first one. on 
conservation, in 1906). no one at the White 
House or elsewhere in the government has 
ever stopped to ask whether they produce 
anything worthwhile.

George Grassmitek. a University of 
Michigan political scientiat, is in the midst 
of the first full-scale acaderrac study of 
White House conferences and his research 
so far indicates their major product has 
always been "fat reports that molder on 
library shelves.”

"Th^ tend to churn out voluminous 
resolutions and reconunendations. in no 
order of priority, which simply cannot be 
achieved. Participants go home feeling 
they ought to be listened to because they've 
been to a White House conference, and they 
get about the same reception as the fellow 
just back from Europe with slides of his 
vacation trip.”  Grassmuefc said.

Of the 60 some White House conferences 
held since 1906. the scholar reports, only a 
couple ever had much concrete impact on 
public policy. The first White House 
Conference on Children, held in 1900. 
provided impetus for creation of the old 
Children's Bureau, now swallowed up in 
HEW, and a 1965 education conference 
contributed to development of federal aid 
to education.

Otherwise, it seems, the White House 
conferences have been largely a waste of 
time, enthusiasm and money. They are not 
particularly expensive, as government 
ventures go. The ill-starred White House 
Conference on Families, which Cwter has 
now postponed until 1961. is budgeted at a 
mere $3 million. But if they do relatively 
little harm, they also do little apparent 
good.

The current administration prides itself 
on combating waste and inefficiency, and 
yet President Carter is already committed 
to sponsoring — however nominally — 
more White House Qxiferences than any 
chief executive in history. Such is life in the 
nation's capital.

Investigating committee 
probes state insurance office

AUSTIN. Texas lAP) — A 
f o r m e r  Houston insurance 
agent who lost his license for 
s e l l i n g  unapproved group 
health policies says there was a 
pattern of "favocitism" at the 
State Insurance Department to-- 
ward the Nationwide Corp. 
holding company.

The House General In­
vestigating Committee planned 
to dig de^)er into the accusa­
tion today by <uestioning offi­
cials of the department.

“ I want to know what the de­
partment did and why they did 
what they did.”  committee 
chairnnan DeWitt Hale.' D-Cor- 
pus Christi, said near the end 
of Monday's session.

Cv Daniel Hurlbut testified 
under oath Monday that he and 
his partner, A. C. Hovater, 
were duped by officers of Gulf 
Atlantic Life Insurance Co. in 
1974-75.

Hurlbut said the Nation-Wide 
Health Insurance Trust plan he 
and Hovater were selling was 
cooked up by Gulf Atlantic Life 
Insurance. Gulf Atlantic denied 
this in board proceedings.

Hurlbut said Gulf Atlantic of­
ficials had assured him the pol­
icy had been approved by the 
b^rd and could legally be sold.

Among customers that bought 
Nation-Wide group policies 
from Hurlbut and Hovater were 
the Pasadena and Humble

Gulf Atlantic later consented 
to a fine — but got to keep its 
license — in a scheme in­
volving sale of another health 
insurance plan not approved by 
the board. Hurlbut said.

“The samfde policy form 
they gave us. telling us it would 
cover our trust, was the same 
/one that covers that other 
trust.” he said.

Later, he said. Gulf Atlantic 
left Texas, and the board ad­
mitted another firm in the Na­
tionwide chain. West Coast 
Life, to the state.

Hurlbut called this “ very 
highly suspect, very preferen­
tial treatment.”

Hale said Monday it ap­
peared to him. after hearing 
just one side of the case, that 
the department slapped Gulf 
Atlantic on the wrist “ for doing 
the same thing" that cost Hurl­
but and Hovater their licenses.

This would end the rating 
system that now forces a single 
male driver under the age of 21 
to pay three times the normal 
rate if he owns his own car.

The subcommittee proposal 
would replace Texas' 16 auto 
rating categories — baaed 
largely on age. sex and marital 
status — with only five.

There would be separate clas­
sifications only for drivers with 
less than three years' ex­
perience. farmers and those 
who use their cars in business 
Inexperienced motorists with 
driver education would be rated 
separately. All others — re­
gardless of age — would be in 
tbe “ standard” classificikion.

Stone said Massachusetts 
makes heavy use oi merit rat­
ing. punishing drivers who 
cause accidents with additional 
premiums.

' 'T h e  individual driving 
record is the most important 
variant in premium calcu­
lations,” Stone said.

Banowsky named head o f OU
NORMAN. Okla. (AP) -  Dr. 

William S. Banowsky, the con­
servative California educator 
chosen Monday night to be Uni­
versity of Oklahoma president, 
was to hold a press c^erence 
here today.

Banowdey, 42, currently pres­
ident of Pepperdine University 
in Malibu and Los Angeles, Ca­
lif., was the surprise choice of 
Oklahoma University regents. 
He had withdrawn his name 
from consideration last week.

But the regents, in a 3t4 hour 
closed door session, telephoned 
Banowk^ and persuaded him 
to reconsider.

The regents voted 7-0 to hire 
Banowsky to succeed Dr. Paul 
Sharp, effective Sept. 15.

Sharp announced his retir- 
ment last January after suff«*- 
ing a stroke.

Banowsky “ demonstrated to 
us that he could improve the 
image of OU throughout the 
state," said Bob Mitchell, 
chairman of the Oklahoma Uni­
versity regents.

Because of his political activ­
ities in C^ifornia. Banowsky 
had been the most con­
troversial of the finalists for 
the Oklahoma prsidency.

The Pepperdine president had 
come under fire from two Nor­
man legislators — state Sen. 
Lee Cate and state Rep. Cleta 
Deatherage — who said his po­
litical views were too con­
servative to administer a state 
university.

Banowsky had been a west 
cost fund-raiser for former (Cal­
ifornia Gov. Ronaln Reagan 
and had been asked to run for 
the U'S. Senate.

“ Paraguay has realized its 
will of being a sovereign and 
independent nation, free from 
the threat of extremism of any 
kind," Stroessner said in an in­
terview this week with the 
newspaper Ultima Hora.

Three riMderate opposition 
groups boycotted the in­
auguration. calling the 66-year- 
old army commander’s re-elec­
tion a fraud, and held talks 
aimed at forging a coalition to 
press for more liberalization of 
Stroessner's one-party rule.

P r e s i d e n t  Carter also 
snubbed the event, designating 
his ambassador to Paraguay to 
represent him.

Stroessner, South America’s 
longest-ruling chief of state, 
lost his chief supply of military 
and econontic aid last year 
when the Carter administration 
suspended it because of alleged 
human rights violations.

Banowsky “demonstrated to 
me and the rest of us that he is 
the man who could improve 
OU’s iiMge statewide,’’ Mit­
chell said.

Banowsky was touted as a 
strong fundraiser and a man 
who could improve relations be­
tween Oklahoma University 
and the state Legislature. He 
raised some $50 million for 
Pepperdine.

Sometimes labled a religious 
fundamantalist, Banowsky was 
a minister of the Church of 
Christ in Lubbock, Texas, for 
five years in the 1960s.

William Thurman, provost at 
the University of Oklahoma 
Health Sciences Center, had in­
formed the regents he wished 
to withdraw his name from 
consideration for the university 
presidency.

Mitchell said someone then 
suggested that “ Dr. Banowsky 
should be called and asked if 
he would reconsider."

Mitchell said the call was 
made and Banowsky "said he 
would accept it if it was of­
fered."

Banowsky, a native of Abi­
lene, Texas, has been president 
of Pepperdine, a Church of 
Christ school, siitce 1971 and 
has been at the university for a 
total of 15 years.

When he originally turned 
down the Oklahoma presidency, 
Banowsky told regents he "did 
not seek the job at Oklahoma- 
University and I do not wish to 
leave my post at Pepperdine 
for any other job."

Banowsky's educational back­
ground includes a BkA. in 
speech communication from 
David Lipscomb College in 
Nashville, Tenn.; a masters de­
gree from the University of 
New Mexico and a doctorate 
from the University of Southern 
California.

Banowsky and his wife. Gay, 
have four sons, ranging in age 
from 12 to 20.

Banowsky reportedly had 
been the choice of at least four 
of the seven Oklahoma regents 
before he witixFew earlier, de­
spite the controversy about his 
fundraising activities for Rea­
gan.

DEAR READER -  You 
have been hearing a lot of 
nonsense. There ia no health 
or nutritional difference be­
tween fertile and infertile 
eggs. As far as the choles­
terol Is concerned it's in the 
yolk.

The yolk is not fertilized 
and is nothing more than a 
big food sack for the devel­
oping chick embryo. The 
amount of cholesterol in the 
yolk or food sack is the same 
whether the egg has been 
fertilised or not and its ac­
tion in the body is also the 
same.

'  pathway so the sperm can­
not leave the testicles.

•fact, it used to be done to 
improve men’ s sexual 
capacity. Such results, how­
ever, are more likely to be 
related to a psychological 
response rather than any 
true benefit.

the testicles get smaller 
with age. Part of this may be 
caused by fundamental 
changes in hormone balance 
associated with aging. The 
testicles are under the con­
trol of hormones secreted by 
the pituitary gland under­
neath the brain. They really 
are the counterpart of ovar­
ies which are also controlled 
by the pituitary gland and 
undergo degenerative  
changes at the time of the 
menopause.

Another important factor 
which can aftect the size is ‘ 
the circulation to that area. 
If you have poor arterial 
circulation to the pelvic 
region, you could have a 
decrease in the size of the 
testicle.

Many men remain sexu- 
aOy active well past the age 
of 70. About haul of Ameri­
can men are still sexually 
active at age 75. In other 
societies where fatty-choles­
terol deposits in the arteries 
is less common, a higher 
portion of men remain ac­
tive well beyond that age.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Some 
producers in important farming 
areas remain vulnerable to fur­
ther setbacks but "the overall 
financial health of the industry 
appears sound.” the Agricul­
ture Department says in a mid­
summer look at fanners' pock- 
etbooks.

The department has been 
predicting for months that net 
farm income the year may 
reach S2S billion or $26 billion, 
a 25 percent boost from the 
120 1 billion in 1977

High livestock, dairy, fruit 
and vegetable prices, some im­
provement for grains and a 

'relatively mild 6 percent gain 
in production expenses are

mainly respirable, the depart­
ment has said

But debt was on the minds of 
the farmers who brought their 
grievances with federal policies 
to Washington last winter 

Farmers' returns as a per­
centage of their assets had 
reached 10.3 percent in 1973 be­
fore dropping last year to an 
estimated 2.3 percent, the low­
est in two decades, the new 
study said Monday 

In March, a check by the de­
partment of financial in­
stitutions in 12 states found 
"that about twice the normal 
number of farmers were having 
credit problems, although rela­
tively few farmers were in 
serious difficulty"

The new report concludes
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that beginning fanners and 
those who uMd record grain 
prices in 1973 and 1974 to invest 
in more land and new equip­
ment were hurt worst by the 
following four years of in­
flation. lower prices, d ro i^  
and higher costs.

But even many of thoee. it 
said, were able to use the in­
flated value of their land to 
refinance short-term debts.

New federal programs and 
incraaed export demand have 
imin-oved farmers' cash flow 
since then "and the improve­
ments should be sustained ... 
into 1979." the analysis said.

"Generally, farmers seem to 
be in a good equity position, 
particularly established farm­
ers who have benefited from 
rising real estate values.”  it 
added.

The report also said that in­
creases in farm families’ in­
comes from all sources, on and 
off the farm, have nearly kept 
pace with the sharp rises in to­
tal farm debt.

Debt has increased 33 percent 
in 30 months, but debts and the 
value of assets have risen hand 
in hand since 1968. it added.

Among the types of farms 
rated as improving but still vul­
nerable were southwestern Ok­
lahoma cotton, wheat and beef 
farms, cotton and sorghum op­
erations in the High Plains of 
Texas and Mississippi Delta 
cotton farms.

The report noted that credit 
burdens and relief are not 
shared equally by all farmers.
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Thoae wiUi sales of more 
than $100.000 represent only 6 
percent of the farms butalmost 
half the debt and 31 percent of 
the aasets. it reported. They 
also have 00 po*cent of the 
sales.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Most 
persons involved in the current 
battle in Congress over sugar 
price-support legislaUon focus 
publicly on producers’ needs or 
the effects on consumer prices.

They and others privately 
consider the battle “ the dirtiest 
game in town" among farm 
bills, because of the number of 
high-paid corporate lobbyists, 
interests that are never men- 
t i n n e d  and compromises 
reached in secret that are only 
ratified in public.

On Monday, Rep. William F. 
Lederer. D-Pa.. went public on 
that aspect before the Ways 
and Means Committee's trade 
subcommittee, which is draft­
ing ita sugar bill today along 
lines suggested by the adminis- 
traUon.

The major competition to the 
Carter administration's ap­
proach — the favorite in the 
Agriculture Committee — was 
drafted by “parochial and self­
ish interests.” partly at tax­
payers' expense, he said.

Lederer said that Michael 
McLeod, then Senate Agricul­
ture Committee staff dinKtor,

asked Agriculture Department 
sugar expert Robert Stansberry 
to draft the original competing 
bUI. which Stamberry has sup­
ported.

McLeod now has the Florida 
Cane Sugar League among his 
private law-practice clients.

The compromise on that, 
which the administration also 
opposes, was largely drafted by 
Dale Sherwin — formerly a Ag­
riculture Department trade offi­
cial. then an aide to Sen. Bob 
Dole. R-Kan., on that Senate 
committee. He also left the 
panel in March and is now a 
consultant to a leading com- 
sweetener manufacturer.

Other former tap department 
officials and former aides to 
Sen.
