So far they are on course 
for Paris and at the moment 
there is no reason why they 
should not make it,' said Brian 
Smith, a spokesman for Brit­
ain's Civil Aviation Authority 

In a radio conversation with

his wife, one of the balloonists, 
Larry Newman. 31. said they 
would push on until they run 
out of gas

Newman. Ben Abruzzo. 48, 
and Maxie Anderson. 44.• all 
from Albuquerque, were ex­
pected to bnng their balloon, 
the Double EAGLE II, down in 
the Paris area — possibly at l.e 
Bourget Airport where Charles 
Lindbergh landed the Spirit of 
St Louis on May 21, 1927, after 
the first solo airplane flight 
across the Atlantic

The three balloonists have set 
new time and distance records 
for balloon flight

We hope they keep going as 
long as. they can.' said the 
ground flight director. W.C 
"Doc " Wiley We want them 

to establish a record no one can 
break It s a great achievement 
to cross the Atlantic, but they

are in such good shape that 1 
think they can go on for a long 
while yet

The Double Eagle II com 
pleted the Atlantic crossing at 
10 pm  Wednesday (5 pm  
h^DT). Shannon Airport report 
ed. reaching the southwest 
coast of Ireland 121 hours and 
18 minutes after the 112-foot 
high, helium-filled bag tmk off 
test FYiday night from Presque 
Isle. Maine, near the Canadian 
border

It was the I8th a M fp t to 
cross the Atlantic b3Mplloon 
and the 16th from w ^H oeast 
The last previous attempt, and 
the closest to being successful, 
was made two weeks ago by 
Britons Donald Cameron and 
C h r i s t o p h e r  Davies, who 
ditched 117 miles from the 
French coast

Seven persons died in pre 
vious attempts 

By dawn today, the Double 
Eagle II had floated across 
southern Ireland and the St 
George s Channel and was over 
the Pembrokeshire coast of 
South Wales, moving southeast 
at 30 knots. Wiley reported 
from hik flight control center in 
the London Hilton Hotel 

One coast guard report put 
the balloon at 20.000 feet, anoth­
er at 10.000, but the heat of the 
sun-on the helium was expected 

.to  lift It to 20.000 if it wasn't 
already there

We expect them to cross the 
Bristol Channel. England and 
the English Channel about 
lunchtime Thursday, then the 
French coast in the Le Havre 
area and land somewhere in 
the Paris region at around 8.30

Dispute flares of city annexation; 
commission may have exceeded limit

A dispute has developed as to 
whether the city was legally 
entitled to annex unincorporated 
property surrounding north 
Pampa

T he c i t y  co m m iss io n  
a pproved the annexation Aug 8

Under law. the city cannot 
annex property totaling more 
than 30 percent of the area 
already incorporated in the city 
Jim Campbell, whose sons own 
land that was annexed, contends 
that the city overstepped the 30 
percent limit City officials, on 
the other hand, maintain the 
annexation fell well within the 
limit

During the Aug 8 commission 
meeting. Campbell asked Mayor 
R D Jimmy Wilkerson and 
City Manager Mack Wofford for 
the total figure of acreage 
subject to annexation Wofford 
then said the city was annexing

pproximately 1.223 acres, and 
that the 30 percent limit is 
1.277 85 acres

However Campbell Tuesday 
said he was told by Wilkerson at 
the meeting that the property 
being annexed was that listed in 
a legal notice printed in the June 
12 issue of The Pampa News 
The total amount of property- 
listed in the notice was 1.528 13 
acres, a figure substantially 
greater than the 30 percent 
maximum

They annexed more than they 
were legally able to.' Campbell 
said

W o f f o r d  d i s a g r e e d  
W ed n esd ay , saying The 
a c re a g e  being annexed is 
in c lu d ed  in the orig inal 
advertisement, but w ere not 
taking all that is annexed

The city has revised its 
acreage figures since the Aug 8 
meeting Wednesday Wofford 
said the 30 percent limit is

approximately 1.251 acres, and 
that the total area annexed was
1.234 93 acres -  still within the 
limit by about 17 acres

T he new figures were 
determined with official field 
notes that Wofford said were 
checked by a private consulting 
engineering firm. They said 
this is what your ability is and 
this is what you're annexing.' he 
said

Wofford did not give the name 
of the firm, in case the city is 
sued They have not agreed to 
represent us in the event of any 
litigation.'he said

The annexation figure of
1.234 93 acres does not include 
some property which is being 
voluntarily annexed, according 
to the city Wofford claimed that 
property not forcibly annexed is 
not subject to the 30 percent 
limitation Therefore, he said, 
the city may be annexing more 
that 30 percent, but all property

forcibly annexed amounts to 
less than 30 percent

We re within odr legal rights 
to do It that way.' Wofford said 
The way we read the law, 

acreage not forcibly annexed 
within the last three years does 
not apply to the 30 percent 
maximum that can be annexed

It boils down to a difference in 
the interpretation of the statute 
We contend that a lot of that 
total was annexed by request of 
the owners ' Wofford said it 
would be up to a court to decide 
the correct interpretation in the 
event of a lawsuit against the 
city

What caused the problem is 
that the original announcement 
is not what we annexed.' 
Wofford said If you're not 
going to change from what you 
advertise you may as well not 
have a public hearing What s 
the point'’

Of course, you couldn t

change it to include anything 
you didn't advertise

Did the mayor tell Campbell 
that the property listed in the 
notice was the amount being 
annexed’ I don't remember 
him saying that,' Wofford said, 
but that doesn't noean he 

didn't '

Campbell questioned the 
c i t y ' s  m o tiv es  fo r the  
annexation. Why annex it if 
you're not going to service it 
with utilities’ 'he asked ‘Just to 
show how much larger we are’ '

(The city has said that owners 
of annexed property will have to 
pay for the extension of city 
utilités to the property i

According to city officials, the 
land was annexed in an attempt 
to regulate growth around 
Pampa

Although there has been talk

of litigation, the city has not 
been sued over the annexation 
Wofford said that the large 
number of landowners opposed 
to the annexation made a 
lawsuit more likely than if only 
10 people were involved 

Campbell said Tuesday There 
has been some discussion (of a 
suit I but 1 don't think there s 
been anything concrete

If I talk to them it will be 
through an attorney '

B J Johnson, another 
l a n d o w n e r  opposing the 
annexation, said 1 haven't 
talked to my lawyer 1 haven t 
made up my mind on it I think 
right at the present time 1 11 wait 
and see how rough they are with 
the taxes

I don't think they re giving us 
a square deal unless they give a- 
some utilities -  water, sewer or 
something To hear them talk 
t h e y ' r e  not going to do 
anything

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WASHI NGTON ( API  -  The C a r t e r  
administration — .still smarting from a defeat 
in the House — is taking its case for a tax cut 
bill to the Senate Finance Committee, where 
the chairm an already is calling for major 
changes opposed by the president 

If the record of the last few years is any 
guide, the committee will write a bill that 
g i v e s  c o n s i d e r a b l y  mo r e  bene f i t s  to 
corporations and investors than would fit into 
President C arte 's  idea of tax equity 

The Finance Committee called Treasury 
Secretary W Michael Blumenthal as its first 
witness today He was expected to spell out 
how much change the administration would be 
willing to take in the tax bill the president 
proposed earlier this year 

That bill was shot to pieces by the House 
after the administration refused until the last 
minute to negotiate a compromise But there 
a re  reports the administration will be con­
siderably more flexible in the Senate in hopes 
of getting a bill that would not end in a presi­
dential veto just a few weeks before the 
November elections

The measure passed by the House would 
allow new tax cuts of about $163 billion, 
effective next Jan 1 The adm inistration 
appears willing to accept a reduction of that 
figure, even though the president originally 
had asked for more

The Carter administration has two major 
problems with the Hou.y- passed bill

—The individual tax reductions are tilted 
toward the upper if come brackets Tax cuts in 
recent years have given proportionately more 
reductions to lower income groups, a course 
Carter wants continued

—The bill contains a big reduction in the tax 
on capital gains that would all but wipe out the 
1969 “minimum tax.' which was designed to 
ensure that high-income investors pay .some 
tax regardless of how many deductions they 
have

Although the president's advisers reluctantly 
agreed to support some reduction in the tax on 
capital gains, which are profits from the .sale 
of stocks, real estate and other property, they 
insist that the minimum tax must be retained

CHICAGO (AP) -  Two

before reporting for duty.

Take them o ff the books

Nation’s press

Censorship via the ad door
( Editor and Publisber Magazine)

(îovemment censorship of the printed 
word has crept into our lives and like a boa 
constrictor threatens to crush freedom of 
the printed and spoken word before we 
know the serpent is in our midst

Nothing dem onstrates this more 
dramatically than the letter from Sen. 
James Abourezk to major oil companies 
and their ad agencies (on behalf of the 
sub-committee on administrative practice 
and  procedure. Senate  Ju d ic ia ry  
Committee) as part of a new inquiry into 
c o r p o r a t e  i ma g e  and  advocacy 
advertising

Editors are inclined to tolerate this 
because it involves "advertising " They 
should take another look

The excuse for the investigation is "to 
determine the exercise of jurisdiction and 
the degree of coordination among the 
Federal Trade Commission. Internal 
R e v u n u e  S e r v i c e .  F e d e r a l  
C om m unications Com m ission and 
Department of Energy” with respect to the 
advertising

Abourezk describes "the limited 
sta tu tory  jurisdiction” these agencies 
have, as follows: "Under IS U.S.C. 45. for 
exam ple, the FTC may prohibit the 
dissemination of advertisements held to be 
unfair, false or misleading. Under section 
162(e) (2MBloftitle36.theIRSmuBtdeny 
claims for busineH expense deductions for 
any attempt to influence the general

public, or segments thereof, with respect to 
le g is la t iv e  m a tte rs , e lec tion , or 
re fe re n d u m s .' The FCC has the 
responsibility to determ ine whether 
advertisements raise a ‘controversial issue 
of public importance' under its ‘fairness 
doctrine ■ Finally, the Department of 
Energy has responsiblity to determine 
whether utilities may pass on the costs of 
their advertising on to th é r  customers.”

The restrictions on advertising exercised 
by each one of these four agencies have 
grown and developed each independently 
of the others. Now we have a Senate 
c o m m itte e  about to  study  these  
jurisdictions “to explore whether there 
should be coordination between the 
agencies ” Lip service is paid to “speech 
protected by the First Amendment.” but 
with p proliferation of government controls 
on advertising the First Amendment 
protection of advertising will soon be 
forgotten.

And. whm that is gone, when much of the 
effectiveness of advertising is destroyed so 
that it will virtually disappear, printed and 
spoken opinions could be next.

We nMd a new John Milton. His 
AeropagRica spoke out against the system 
of licensing and oensoriiip of the press 323 
years ago. When advertisers have to have 
clearanoe of from one to four government 
agencies as to what they might say in their 
ads. aren’t we efoae to the same thfaig 
Milton was talking about?

All that glitters isn *t dollars

There's a pymroetry to it tiuR would be 
almost heaudful were not the Atuatk» 
itself so disturbing.

To start with, the scenes of the actfon, 
London and Tokyo, are nicely locMed on 
opposite faces of the globe.

In London, focus of the world's gold 
trade, the buitton price has lopped 1300 an 
ouhee, a  psychologicaUy signifleant level, 
and gone on to a asrlea of coneeculive 
record daily highs.

Simultaneously in Tokyo, the dollar has 
dropped through the  psychofogically

Rgnificaat NOysn rate and 
down through a  aarlos sf oonescutive daily 
lows HainM the Japanese currency.

There’s not only symmetry in these 
developments, there's a connectian. The 
continuiag depreciation of the doliar on the 
foreign exdiiage maitct is a primary

“ National tvealth insurance? Wow, that’s a great idea, Ted, but do you 
think we can afford it?”

Crime.
The word comes up a lot in print and conversation, but we wonder how often 

our readers ever stop a moment to consider that term.
In the first place, for something to be termed a''crime? it is not necessary for 

the act to be good or evil, merely against the stautory wishes of those in 
power.

Take alcohol, for example. For thousands of years people have used spirits 
for recreational, medicinal and religious purposes. Then during the 1920s in 
America a group of people took it upon themselves to make consumption and 
sale of spirits a crime. Of course after 10 years the dismal failure in forced 
morality was repealed much to the dismay of organized crime and local 
bootleggers.

As a result drinking went from being a crime back to being socially 
acceptable in most circles. So while the relative evils of drinking did not 
change through the years, politics dictated several conflicting ways for the 
state to react to it.

We would like to suggest to our readers today that there are two basic t3rpes 
of crimes. The first category includes crimes of violence, aggression or prop­
erty. Murder, assault, robbery and rape are, of course, crimes of violence and 
aggression. Property offenses include fraud, trespassing, shoplifting, larceny 
and theft. .

Such crimes are pretty generally thought of to be the results of evil acts; we 
would concur. And we ought to try to eliminate them.

The second category of crimes includes not the results of force or violence. 
Rather they are based on the current morality of the lawmakers. They are 
called victimless crimes.

Examples of victimless crimes include such things as prostitution, smoking 
marijuana, selling a mixed drink, providing peep show under the same roof as 
adult magazines are sold.

As the name implies, these "crimes” do not harm innocent people. Whether 
or not they are evil depends entirely on the values of each individual.

To be sure some people would prefer that no one smoked anything, abs­
tained from liquor, watched only G-rated movies and undertook the sexual 
act only for free.

The point is that just because we may find some of the victimleas "crimes” 
offensive to our personal sensibilities, we should not use the coercive power of 
the state, to wit the police and courts, to persecute others of a different 
persuasion.

Victimless crimes, as the name suggests, are ones in which no one has been 
involuntarily harmed.

In crimes of violence and property, the victim is usually on the phone to the 
polcie as soon as possible to report the act. There is no question but that a 
wrongful act has been committed and just who the victim is.

Victimless "crimes” on the other hand, require "undercover” agents and 
"stool pigeons.” The reason is that no one involved in the "crime” is willing to 
call the police. In many cases the alleged crime is merely a free market 
transzkction harming no one and mutually beneficial to all parties involved.

It is our contention that victimless crimes should be taken off the books. In 
the flrst place, so doing would free the police and courts to spend more of their 
time in prevention and prosecution of real crimes.

Secondly, abolition of victimless crimes would be a step toward individual 
reponsibility and personal morality.

It is a step that certainly needs to be taken.

Shadow over Congress
Any member of Congress calls my office 

for anything, he gets it.
It's always b m  that way and I hope it 

always will be.
Unless a confidential source is involved, 

anything the White House wants or any 
member of Congress wants is considered a 
comtnand.

Such is my old-fashioned respect for 
those offices.

But Congress recently has been doing 
very little to encourage that degree of 
respect. 'ITie whitewash of the Korean 
bribery scandal is far worse than the 
scandal itself.

For any official of our government to 
accept a bribe form another government to 
put the interests of the government ahead 
of the interests of our own government — 
that's not hanky-panky; that's treason!

The congressional sex scandals of 1976 
were sordid. The junketing exposes of 1977 
were shameful.

But the coverup of Koreagate is 
indefensible.

The Senate Ethics Committee’s own 
members refused to take an oath that they 
has not accepted gifts from South Korea.

The Jaw o rsk i investigation  . was 
sm othered by whispered innuendos, 
accusations and threats intended to silence 
the leadership of the House. “You talk 
about that. I’ll talk about you-know-what!"

So, says Jaworski, there never will be a 
thorough and proper investigation of who 
took what.

There has been testimony that 115 
m em b ers  and form er m embers of 
Congress accepted payola from the 
Koreans.

E ight were accused of receiving 
envelopes stuffed with $100 bills.

Jaw orski believes up to two dozen 
congressm en could be punished or 
expelled. Yet to date there has been only 
one conviction and one indictment, both of 
those involving “former” congressmen.

The only Senator implicated is dead.
So. however many members of Congress 

may have profited from payoffs, the 
reputations of all senators and all Houm 
members have been impugned.

Congress has smeared itself.
Investigators seized a document in the 

home of South Korean bagman, Tongsun 
Park, in which House Speaker Thomas P.

O’Neill (D-Mass.) was mentioned as 
having asked Park to  get some money for 
s e v e r a l  c o n g re ssm e n  who w ere 
instrumental in getting him — O’Neill — 
elected party leader.

Speaker O’Neill was guest of honor at two 
expensive birthday parties thrown for him 
by Tongsun Park.

It would be unfair to single out this 
circumstantial evidence a g e is t  O’Neill 
except that his position gives him such 
decisive clout over the rest of th e - 
membership.

Jaworski soys O’Neill cooperated with 
his investigation — but the investigation 
was never completed becauee there is no 
way we can experi a member of Congress 
to investigate fairly the conduct <rf a -  
colleague.

Coins not for spending
I Sylvia Porter'

In Chicago 10 days ago. a coin collection 
of 1.530 pieces, one of the most important in 
the nation, was auctioned off piece by piece 
for $2.25 million, well above the experts’ 
e x p e c ta t io n s .  A $5 gold p iece, 
1825-over-1824. went for $140,000 to a coin 
dealer. Even though only two such coins 
are known to exist, the price paid was 
characterized as "way over the estimated 
value”

This is merely the latest manifestation of 
the big boom in coins not meant for 
spending, along with the upsurge in books 
not meant for reading, paintings and 
sculptures not necessarily for viewing.

Do you own a 1964 SO-cent piece, minted 
in honor of President John F Kennedy the 
year after he was assassinated? It’s now 
worth 32 or four times its face value, a 1(X) 
percent increase just since 1974 when it was 
worth twice its face value.

Or a 1940 quarter from the Philadelphia 
mint, all silver and never circulated? It 
commands 19. or 36 times its face value, up 
from $7.50 just three years ago.

And how about a 1960 Jefferson nickel, 
minted in Denver in limited quantities? 
That nickel will bring you an astronomical 
increase of 220 times its face value — or 
111. And a ISOfpemy V.DB. (Victor D. 
Brenner series) uncirculated? This one will 
get you a 1,250 times increase over face 
value, or 112.50. Only four years ago, it sold 
at a hefty 500 times Rtface value.

But how do YOU find out if that box 
collected coins in your attic has any real 
value?

The chances are your “collection’’is only 
an “accumulation.’’ says George Parola, 
spokesman for the numismatic divisian of 
Deak-Perera, New York-boaed dealers in 
international currencies. But to make

most desirable in their original condition. 
What couidlbe a seemingly dirty coin just 
might appear beautiful to a dealer.

(5) If you are told you have expensive 
coins, do not keep th m  at home. Even 
when insured, put them in a safe deposit 
box. And if you are a beginner in coin 
collecting?

— Don’t try to collect every type of coin. 
Specialize. Read extensively. Get the 
advise of acknowledged specialists.

— Buy the best examples of coins you esn 
find. Over the long run, the better coins are 
likely to dim b the meet in value.

— Don’t succumb to coin “fads." In 
recent years, as an illustration, foreign 
governmmts have been adling virtually 
worthless proof sets in coins in fancy 
packaging for as much as 130. The prices 
then have fallen back to the IS range.

— Don’t invest for the short-term. 
Collections are to be dedgned for long-term 
investments.

— Beware of coins which appear groasly 
underpriced. They almost surely are not 
“super bargains.’’but just gyps.

— Don’t  buy or sell through unknown 
mail order coin dealers; obey the prime 
rule of patronizing only the repikable 
firms.

— Don’t  hoard on the bads of rumors. 
Treasury |1.00 silver certidates were 
redeemed in 1988 for as much as ll.H . 
Today, they caimot be redeemed abore the 
face value.

— Beware of coins that are overgraded. 
Unless the true condition of the coins is 
described, you are heading for trouble.

— Finally, note that the value of coins 
does not depend on the age of the coin, its 
face value, or the price originally paid. 
Rather, value is baaed on rarity, comfition, 
d e m a n d , d a te ,  .m in t m ark , and 
a u t h e n t i c i t y .  T h e s e  a r e  y o u r 
never-toJie-forBatten yarddfoks.

And the 
present thriving free gold market, an 
embarraasteg advertiaement of our lock of 
economic disdpitee, is to a great extents 
U.S. creation.

Gold, as a standard of value and ntedium 
of exchange, hat. of course, been around as 
long as civilisation. Thrifty French today 
aquirrel it away as they have for centuries; 
there is said to be nwre gold in the 
country’s mattresses than the Bank of 
France has ever held in its vaults. In lnda , 
gamishteg women with bailies and beads 
remains a preferred form for family nest 
eggs.

But if gold still has a worldwide popular 
following, officially it has lot« been out of 
fashion as the basis of internationai 
exchange. What Franklin D. Roeaevelt . ^ j  
began by taking the United States off the 
gold standard while fixing the price te  135 
an ounce, Richard Nixon cox pleted by 
sevarteg the tie completely and setting gold 
free to find its own price.

That was te 197L and in 1975 Wsahii^ton
followed up bMUhorizing U.S. ckizent-to 
own and trad M T  gold. With that, the
relatively small e x e teg es  in London, 
Z u ric h n d  other f ln d E b  centers were in 
big business.

As recently as five years ago. however, 
an ounce could still be purdiased for a 
bargain |70. But that was also the year. 
1973, of the OPEC oil embargo and the 
beginning of global energy politics. The 
decline of the dollar and appreciation of 
gold have been related consequences.

Gold, of course is used for more than 
stuffing mattresses and safe deposit boxes. 
It also goes jewelry, not to mentkm teeth 
and the circuitry of some sopyteticteed 
gadgets of the electronic era. There are 
several doUars worth in a color televisioa 
set — which, the way things are going, 
could eventually appreciate to one of an 
a v e r a g e  fa m ily ’s , m ost’ valuab le  
possessioas.

But as has been the case for millennia, 
official standards or not, gold continues to 
be prized mote for its representation of 
value. Some two thirds of ail the gold — 
1,607 tons — reachteg the market in 1977 
was acquired by investors rather than 
commercial users.

Gold watchers foresee no sipiiflcant 
change in the trend for some time to come. 
The price is expected to continue upward, 
possibly to $220 in another year.

The moral of this story te that when faith 
in currency fails, gold is still the shelter of 
preference for big deelers and small savers 
alike.

Maybe those French and If (bans have 
had the right idea all along — gold never 
goes completely out of fashion.

Former president 
defends findings

Insurance
scandal
broadens

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Don 
Odum stepped out of a pressure 
cooker job as state insurance 
commissianer and quickly 
found himself in the middle of 
a scandal as an insurance com­
pany president.

Odum, now a Dallas insur­
ance consultant, told the House 
General Investigating Com­
mittee on Wednesday there 
should be criminal penalties for 
financiers who milk insurance 
companies.

He quit after nine months as 
chief operating officer of Great 
Commonwealth Insurance Co 
in March 1976 because, he said, 
he didn’t want to be linked with 
unspecified things that were go­
ing on.

Odum said the company was 
solvent and his integrity was 
intact when he left 

Great Commonwealth was 
owned by American (}om 
monwealth Financial Carp, 
which was controlled by Loui 
siana promoter Roger LeBlanc 

Joseph Hawkins, who sue 
ceeded Odum as commissioner 
put Great Commonwealth un­
der state supervision in October 
1975 after it was learned the 
company had lent 83 million for 
a land venture in Louisiana 

“ It turned out LeBlanc was 
part owner of the land that was 
sold.” Odum testified.

Odum said Great Com­
monwealth’s treasurer told him 
he transferred the $3 million to 
Centram Corp. because "Mr. 
LeBlanc had told him to.” 

Hawkins paid a fine and ac­
cepted a probated ja|l term last 
year for accepting a ride in a 
Great Commonwealth airplane 
while the firm was under su­
pervision.

David Spencer, investigating 
committee counsel, said Hawk­
ins ordered a delay of the rou­
tine examination of Great f ^ -  
monwealth in 1976 that worked 
out to the firm’s advantage.

Committee chairman DeWitt 
Hale, D-Corpus Christi, said he 
would like to have Hawkins’ 
testimony but told reporters no 
decision had been made wheth­
er to subpoena him.

Hale asked Odum what 
changes in the law would “pre­
vent a Roger LeBlanc . . .  from 
loaning himself $3 million.”

“ If a criminal offense were 
there, it would be a greater de­
terrent.” Odum said.

F ifteen  years after the h istory-m aking  
gunshots rang out in Dealey Plaza, a House 
committee is trying to confirm a report on an 
often-repeated theory; that there was a con­
spiracy to kill Kennedy and that there was 
more than one gunman.

"I strongly believe in the single-gun theory,” 
Ford said "I very strongly disapprove of any 

lation from that”
Early Sunday morning, Dallas police are to 

seal off the area in front of the Texas School 
Book Depository Building, so that the House 
Assassinations Committee can record gunshots 
from Italian Army rifles sim ilar to those 
allegedly used by Oswald The sounds are to 
be com pared with those taped at police 
headquarters when a motorcycle officer inad­
vertently left his radio microphone open as the 
bullets ripped into the motorcade

The committee is seid to have received a 
study of the t w  by a Massachusetts acous­
tics company. 'The report is said to raise the 
possibility that there were more shots than Os­
wald could have fired.

Ford (ksagreed.
"The Commission had found no evidence of 

a conspiracy, foreifi or domestic Those con­
clusions are still valid, in my opifion, and I 
have seen no evidence d e v e lo p  by the House 
committee that would undercut the validity or 
credibility of those decisions.” the ex-presi- 
dent said.

I When asked whether he had been aware that 
a tape recording had been made during the 
foooting. Ford admitted, “tha t’s a detail in all 
honesty I do not recall.”

However, he added. "1 can assure you that 
every bit of evidence the Commission had was 
either fully examined by the seven members 
of the Commission, of which I was one, or by 
our top staff people.”

“We ended up with 26 volumes of evidence 
and testimony and what-have-you, so 1 think 
we went into it fairly carefully,” Ford said

Ford was also asked about politics, but 
d e n ie d  he is  th in k in g  ab o u t a n o th e r  
presidential campaign. Ford said he had not 
made a decision on whether to be a candidate, 
although he said it would be a good race.

Textbooks walk tightrope 
during committee hearings

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — As 
publishers hear their textbooks 
assailed by women s rights ac­
tivists and fundamentalists in 
annual hearings this week, they 
can take comfort in one thing:

If a text walks the Texas 
tightrope and lands on the ap­
proval list, it likely will be a 
best seller in other states 

“ People watch Texas, and 
usually if a book sells well 
here, it will be a success else­
where.” said Don Hale of Holt. 
Rinehart & Winston. “ It’s like a 
bellwether. Texas is one of the 
top five textbook markets”  

Hale’s commented following 
the first day of State Textbook 
Committee hearings on books 
propiosed for use during the 
1979-1960 school year.

Two simultaneous hearings 
continue through Tuesday as 44 
individuals and groups scruti­
nize elementary and secondary 
books. The committee meets 
Sept. 11 tom ake recommenda­

tions to the State Board of Edu­
cation which adopts textbooks
Npv. 11.

No other state conducts as 
far-flung hearings as Texas, 
said J. Henry Perry, director of 
the state’s textbook division. 
Critics and publishers exchange 
written comments before oral 
hearings begin.

American history, literature 
and life science books grab per­
ennial attention. Evolution stir­
red debate in material pre­
pared for today’s hearing.

A seventh grade life science 
book lacks sufficient ex­
planation of evolution, contend 
Americans United for the Sepa­
ration of Church and State.

“These furdamentalists have 
apparently so frightened the 
authorspiMshers that they at­
tempt in this text to downplay 
the truth about evolution,” the 
group said, “thereby seriously 
imparing the students’ chance 
for understanding this loiifying

principle of the life sciences”  
Reviewers appearing Wednes­

day included Mrs. Joel M. Pot­
ter of Pasadena, who objected 
to an E.E. Cummings poem 
“Buffalo Bill” being included in 
a tenth grade literature book. 
The poem uses the name Jesus 

"Since it is not permitted to 
use this name in schools in 
prayer, it should not be allowed 
to be mocked in schools.” Mrs. 
Potter told the committee.

The book publishers, Scott. 
Foresman St Co., replied in 
writing:

“This poem by one of Amer­
ica’s great modem poets has 
been anthologized in textbooks 
for over 20 years. We believe 
that the word-is used for em­
phasis. It implies admiration, 
awe, even envy.”

The Texas chapter of the Na­
tional Organization of Women 
charged some publishers per­
petuate sexism and traditional 
role stereotyping in textbooks.

Sponsor hopes Califano complies
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

sponsor of a motion to cite 
HEW Secretary Joseph A. Cali--, 
fano Jr. for contempt of Ck>n- 
gress says he hopes Califano 
will find some way to furnish 
by mid-September subpoenaed 
documents describing how ma­
jor drug companies make their 
products.

The House Commerce investi­
gations subcommittee voted 9-8 
Wednesday to recommend that 
the secretary of health, educa­
tion and welfare be held in con­
tempt if he did not turn over 
the documents. The motion was 
sponsored by Rep Albert Gore 
Jr.. D-Tenn

Members said the documents 
were needed for an investiga­
tion of whether major drug 
companies buy generic or

chemically named drugs, put 
their own brand-name labels on 
them and then charge steeply 
higher prices for the drugs.

At a hearing on Tuesday, 
Califano gave the subcom­
mittee confidential data on the 
generic drugs, their manufac­
turers and the brand-name 
drug company purchasers.

But he said Attorney General 
Griffin Bell had said Califano. 
could not provide documents 
showing the precise manufac­
turing process because they are 
legally protected trade secrets.

'T m  hopeful the secretary 
will negotiate more seriously in 
the next two to three weeks be­
fore the full committee is 
scheduled to vote (on the con­
tempt citation)," Gore said.

"1 think he now knows we're

very serious about this matter. 
I predict the full committee 
will vote the contempt citation 
as recommended, but I'm opti­
mistic we ll be able to reach a 
compromise solution between 
now and that vote." Gore 
added in an interview.

Califano says he and the 
Food and Drug Administration 
"a re  deeply committed both to 
promoting the use of less ex­
pensive generic drugs and to 
ending the drug companies' 
practice of secretly marketing 
generic drugs produced by oth; 
er manufacturers as vieir own, 
more expensive brand-name 
products."

Gore said brand-name drug 
companies justify the higher 
prices “by saying their factory 
processes are unique.” -

“However, we now know that 
all they do in many instances is 
contract with generic drug 
company factories who niake 
the medicine — and then all 
they do is put their label on it 
and mark up the price dramati­
cally," he said.

The brand-name companies 
contend they have one of their 
employees in the generic drug 
company factory. Gore said, 
but the subcommittee wants to 
know from Califano "exactly 
what that person does."

In recent years, the subcom­
mittee, headed by retiring Rep. 
John E. Moss, D-Calif., has 
v o t e d  contempt citations 
against other CaMnet members 
but none has gone beyond the 
full Commerce Committee.

DEAR READER -  I ’m 
su rp rised  you can  buy 
enough food to retain  your 
body weight. I presum e 
youVe gotten the idea that 
there’s something tha t en­
ables the body to use up 
excess fat from some of the 
wild advertisem ents you 
read about substances or 
plans tha t ea t up fat. There 
is no such thing.

Body fat is stored energy. 
The energy is released from 
the food tha t has been eaten 
and not used. The only way 
you can get rid  of th a t fa t is 
to use m ore energy than 
you’re  taking in on a daily 
basis.

You can either ea t fewer 
calories or you can use m ore 
calories with an  increased 
exercise program , or you 
can combine the two ap­
proaches which is usually 
the b e s t approach.

I ’m sending you The 
Health L etter num ber 4-7, 
Weight Losing Diet, which 
will give yon a plan tliat will 
enable you to lose weight 
aenaibly and perhaps pro­
vide you a  balanced diet 
program  tha t you can use 
thereafter to avoid getting 
fat in the future.

1 am  assum ing it is a 
muscle strain  and because 
of the pain am  unable to 
continue my exercises. Did 
the deep knee bends cause 
this and if so do you have an 
alternative exercise th a t 
does the job?

DEAR READER -  I 
doubt the knee bends caused 
your problem. When you do 
a deep knee bend the m ajo r 
strain is on the knee joint 
itself, not the hip. To protect 
the knees I usually recom ­
mend tha t people do a deep 
knee bend only on one knee 
a t a tim e by kneeling on one 
knee. This way you never 
bend either knee m ore than 
90 degrees and avoid the 
excessive weight bearing on 
the knee joint.loi

Your history is m ore sug­
gestive of a problem  in your 
lower spine or a  disc. Pain 
can be rad iated  aw ay from 
the a rea  which is actually  
involved. Anyone who has 
sudden back or hip pain 
from lifting is ap t to have 
had a ruptured disc and 
should have a  m edical ex­
amination before exercising 
and for a  proper diagnosis so 
correct trea tm en t can  be 
initiated.

Sweaters a re  assum ing new 
importance a t a tim e when 
few men can afford to buy 
entirely different wardrobes 
for the many asp e« ^  of their 
lives. Men’s fashion is un­
dergoing a quiet revolution 
but sw eaters a re  refusing to 
take sides. They’re  rem ain­
ing neutrally versatile.

On the one hand, the so- 
called classic revival is 
ongoing. M enswear contin­
ues to be less flamboyant 
Suit lapels and ties a re  n ar­
rowing; sh irt collars are  
shortening to moderation; 
trouser legs a re  less flared. 
In this vein, the classic 
sweaters would presum ably 
be cable cardigans, Shetland 
crewnecks, V-neck pullovers 
and flat knits. In actuality, 
any sw eater style mixes 
with the classic mood.

On the other hand, the 
Annie Hall look has been re­
gendered for men. Called by 
some shabby chic” or 
“ fashionable d isa rray ,” the 
look is hard to describe. 
“ Laid back” comes close.

Although the* choice of 
clothing may be, and proba­
bly is, painstaking, the man 
wearing it tries to project an 
aura of indifference about 
his attire. Nothing pleases 
him more than appearing as 
if he has dressed himself in 
what he ex trac ted  that 
morning a t random from the 

arm ents heaped on the 
o o r ... except, somehow, all 

the pieces come together in 
color, texture and pattern. 
True, there may be m ore of 
any of the three than one 
might expect, but unpredic­
tability is an underlying ad­
junct to the look.

Since this fashion ap-

proach is so individualized. 
It’s become fashionable to 
talk about "a ttitude  cloth­
ing.” We hear fashion com­
m entators saying, “Today’s 
fashion is an attitude .”

Their 
changeable n a tu res  and 
abilities to adapt to the other 
parts of an outfit m ake 
sweaters one. sure thin^. 
They can be worn “classi­
cally” or “attitudinally .” 
They can be over-sized or 
skimpy, subtle or brash, 
dressy or liberated, depend­
ing upon the part they’re 
requested to perform  Tied 
around t|ie shoulders, they 
are  a m ale 's alternative to a 
shawl. Tied around the 
waist, sw eaters pass where 
sashes wouldn’t. Big, loose 
sweaters assum e the roles oC 
jackets — one ol the big 
looks in attitude d ress ii^  — 
while more body-conscious, 
casual ones supplant sh irts 
but can also be worn over a 
shirt if desired.

However, even though 
m en's fashion today m ay m  
confusing simply because it 
is at some crossroad, the 
confusion is not necessarily 
bad This lack of a definitive 
d i r e c t i o n  m e a n s  t h a t  
menswear in general is be­
coming less one-dimension­
al. If no one trend is abso­
lutely right, then no one way 
of dressing is autom atically 
wrong. Menswear n u y  be 
becoming m ore complex, 
but a t the sam e tim e it’s 
becoming more free. Hope­
fully, men will accept the 
challenge and won’t simply 
give up and stick with their 
old wardrobes.

WALTHAM. Mass. (AP) -  
There's a new kind of daddy 
around. He chauffeurs his kids 
10 the dentist, plans their birth­
day parties, does diapers, din­
ners and dishes.

He is, in short, a monuny, 
too.

Since the breakdown of the 
ruled about who does what, di­
vorced men have been winning 
custody of their children. Half­
time, a t least, they bring up 
kids alone.

Two Brandéis sociologists 
who studied the results con­
clude .that fathers can cope 
quite nicely with the rigors of 
full parenthood.

Men are more than just sub­
stitute mothers, the experts 
say. They seem able to com­
bine the best of both parents: 
Dad's strength and authority, 
Mom's love and understanding. 
And along the way, they mas-

ter the traditional toils of moth­
erhood — making beds, cooking 
breakfasts, tying Ntoelaces.

In joiiA custody settlements, 
divorced parents agree to take 
turns looldng after the chilcben. 
They give them $ home on al­
ternating weeks or for three or 
four days at a time.

Harry F. Keshet and Kristine 
M. Rosenthal, both divorced 
parents, interviewed 127 of 
these fathers to Rnd how they 
were doing. They fotmd that 
keeping the kids is okay for the 
children and d o w n ri^  good 
for the fathers. It gives men an 
excuse to settle down after the

turmoil of separation.
“When men first separate, 

they often seem to take a delib­
erately uncomfortable room 
somewhere and say. ‘See how 
deprived I am ?’” Mrs. Rose­
nthal says. But the kids change 
that. The child is the person 
they ahe giving a decent place 
to live.

And fathers, it turns out, 
make good mothers.

Being responsible for runny 
noses, tom dungarees, baths, 
bottles and bedtimes gives fa­
thers an opportunity many men 
never experience: They really 
get to know their kids.

“One of the biggest problems 
men mention is t e n ^  tan­
trums, particularly when the 
kid seems Irrational,” Mrs. 
R o a e i^ l  says. “Men have 
trouble dealing with things irra­
tional.”

Juvenile crankineas isn't the 
only problem. The life of pa- 
tum ed-nu is full of new re ^ x » - . 
sibilities.

“ Packing limches. Choosing 
clothes. Deciding what to put 
on the kid in the morning," 
says Mrs. Rosenthal. “How do 
you decide if he or she is goii^ 
to be warm enough in this 
sweater?”

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Accurate economic forecast precious commodity f k m k  m w i

NEW YORK (AP) ~  One of 
the moet predous cf all com­
modities in this era of h i|h  in- 
flatioB and volatile hiisinras 
oooditioiis is an accurate eco­
nomic forecast.

The times have crested a 
heavy demand for what this 
month’s Morgan G uvanty Sur­
vey. published by Morgan 
Guaranty Trust of New York, 
calls “economic dairvoyance 
— the ability to foresee what 
lies ahead for overall business: 
activity, or for an industry, orj 
even for a  product.” j

But this dairvoyande, as

most economists readily admit, 
is in short supply. “Modesty it 
is said, is a most becomint, 
tra it,” morgan observed. “ In 
the case of recent results, alas, 
economists have much to be 
modest about:”

The problem of trying to fore­
see the economic future in­
volves far just about every 
American consumer — willing­
ly or not.

Even individuals of rdativdy 
modest means find themsdves 
faced with the problem almost 
daily. Opening a savings ac­
count is no longer the ample 
decision it once was, for ex­

ample. because of the good 
chance that inflation will erode 
the purchasing power of the 
money in the account faster 
than iitterest payments can 
build it up.

And inflationary expectations 
can read a consumer who feels 
he cannot afford a new car or 
appliance at a given time to go 
ahead anyway and “buy now 
before the price increases."
And of course anyone who 

puts money into an investment 
such as a house or a stock is 
making assumptions about the 
economic future.

“ Throughout mudi of history 
there was little need of fore­
casts of things to come,” says

Raymond F. DeVoe Jr., a stock 
market strategist at the firm of 
Loeb Rhoades, Homblower A 
Co., in a commentary entitled 
“The Black Art of Forecasting, 
or Futuristics."

“ During one’s brief life span 
very little changed, and the 
rate of change was so slow that 
it was virtually imperceptible.

“ 'Two things occurred over 
the last two centuries that 
changed attitudes toward what 
might take place in the future,” 
Oevoe said, “life spans ex­
panded” and “ ...the Industrial 
Revolution made it obvious that 
changes were under way. and 
that they were clearly visible to 
those living at the time."

The trap in economic fore­
casting. DeVoe said, is that 
change does not always occur 
in the sante direction orVate as 
in the past.

“Our conckjsion is not that 
economics defies forecasting ~  
only that the rules of the game 
are  changing. What worked one 
time may not apply now.”

‘Nightwing’ isn’t average

HOLLYWOOD (NEA) - 
We have lived through films 
about sharks, about snakes, 
about killer bees, and man- 
eating fem ale TV execu­
tives. I t’s high tim e that 
Hollywood gave vam pire 
bats ^ u a l  time.

Which brings us to the new 
movie, “ Nightwing," which 
Arthur Hiller is currently  . 
d irecting  fo r C olum bia. 
Hiller is one of our finer 
directors and finer gentle­
men, and to see him in­
volved with a  bat picture is 
like seeing Billy G raham  in 
an opium den.

But the thing is, according 
to Hiller, tha t “ Nightwing" 
isn’t  your average, run-of- 
the-cave vam pire bat pic­
ture. The idea isn’t to scare  
the blood out of your neck. It 
isn 't just horror for h o rro r’s 
sake.

In fact, they a re  trying to 
get away from bats as the 
focal point of the picture. I 
have a feeling tha t, when the 
time 'com es and the box 
office loot is on the line, 
Columbia will advertise this 
with a cam p a ig n  built 
around a slogan such as, 
“Ju st when you thought it 
was safe to go out a t n igh t."

But, until then, Hiller and 
the powers-that-be shake 
their heads in thunderous 
denial.

“ I wouldn’t have taken 
th is a s s ig n m e n t,’’ say s  
Hiller, “ If it were only a  film 
aboflf bats attacking people.
I see this a s  much m ore than 
tha t.”

It is, he says, a story about 
conflict betw een  Indian  
tribes, between those who 
want to hew to the traditions 
of the past and those who 
want to em brace the culture 
of the present. The bat a t­
tacks m erely heighten and 
hasten the conflict.

They did shoot for several
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weeks in New Mexico, but 
now they were back On the 
soundstage in Burbank. On 
one set, probably the tallest 
soundstage in Hollywood, 
they had built an enormous 
set.

It was the interior of a 
cave, with an old, forgotten 
Indian pueblo forming the 
backdrop. There were pools 
of bat'urine on the floor and 
deposits of bat guano here 
and there, and other goo­
dies, including thousands of 
make-believe bats clinging 
to the walls. G reat place for 
a sum m er vacation.

At the very top there was a 
hole, through which (pre­
sum ably) David W arner 
falls a t the clim ax of the 
film. His rescue, or a t­
tempted rescue, is a m ajor 
story point.

On a nearby soundstage, 
there is another large set, a 
desert landscape which du­
plicates a desert area  where 
they had begun shooting in 
New Mekico. There is a 
flipped-over van and the 
driver, Don Hotton, is dying, 
comforted by the film ’s new 
female discovery, Kathryn 
Harrold.

There is a flickering fire, 
the burning van, and its light
plays on the faces of the two 
actors. (The flickering fire 
is made by a bored crew­
man, idly flicking a large 
red celluloid sheet in front of 
a lam p.)

This is Miss H arrold’s first 
film, following 18 months on 
the soap opera, “ Doctors," 
and one episode of “ Starsky 
and Hutch.” What does she 
think about bats?

“I think bats are  pretty 
creepy,” she says.

They started  out planning 
to shoot in some of New 
Mexico’s real bat caves, but 
that turned out to be impos­
sible. It was, technically, too 
difficult. So they are  doing 
all the cave interiors a t the 
studio here.

They a ren ’t really talking 
about w hether or not they 
are  using rea l bats or only 
m echanical m ake-believes. 
If you ask the question 
directly, the film ’s spokes- 
people sidestep it.

“Our bats,’’̂ one of them  
says, “are  trained by a 
father-and-son team . The fa­
ther is the bat m aster. The 
son is the bat m asterson ."

A little joke there, but not 
much information. A rthur 
Hiller shrugs it off — “ we 
are using some live and 
some non-live bats."

Hiller w ears an Indian 
necklace around his neck, 
and he says he wore it tha t 
day to show it to me. He says 
that when the company was 
in New Mexico, Ja m e s  
Vance ,  th e  p r o d u c t i o n  
designer, kept after him to 
buy this necklace from the 
Indians.

“Finally,”  he says, “ I did 
buy it. The first day I wore it 
on the set turned out to be a 
particularly good day for 
filming — we finished a full 
day’s work in a half day — so 
everybody decided it was a 
lucky necklace.

“The next tim e I wore it 
was a day when we needed a 
soft light and the clouds 
came in and we had just the 
kind of light we needed. And 
so it went — whenever I 
wore the necklace, every­
thing was just right.

“On our last day on loca­
tion, I had to do three quick 
shots and then move very 
fast. But when I woke up, it 
was raining, thundering, the 
works. And so — I still can ’t 
believe that I did this — I 
went up 12 flights in the 
elevator to my room, and got 
the necklace, put it on and 
came back down.

“ It was still raining, but 
by the time we got out to the 
location, it had stopped."

He fingered the necklace, 
and smiled.

TUPELO, Miss. (NEA) - 

The faithful are  gathering 
up the road in Memphis this 
w ^ k  to observe the first 
anniversary of Elvis P res­
ley’s passing. But while 
many a re  going to the city to 
mourn the singer’s death, 
others will come here to the 
country, or the edge of it 
anyway, to celebr.ate his 
birth.

This is P resley’s original 
home town. “Toop-a-low.” 
Hard by the Tombigbee For- 

I est, south of Hickory F lats, 
60 miles from an In terstate 
Highway. Presley was born 
here in 1935, and raised in a 
house still standing. This is 
where he was schooled and 
churched, and this is where 
he began to sing his songs.

Not that anyone listened to 
Presley music back then. He * 
was a shy and unexceptional 
son of obscure parents. His 
fifth grade teacher, J.C. 
Grimes, rem em bers him as 
a “ fine boy," but somehow a 
bit sad and lonely. He wore 
bib overalls, had holes in his 
socks, and was known as the 
poorest kid in his class.

Indeed, Presley was from 
the wrong side of town. His 
handyman father was so

unpoverished tha t he once 
lost the family home for 
failure to m ake paym ents on 
a 6180 m ortgage, ^ m e tim e s  
there was no money for 
groceries. Presley attended 
the Assembly of God church, 
one of the most indigent 
congregations in Lee Coun­
ty

So it was that when the 
f a m i l y  l e f t  t o w n  f o r  
Memphis (when Presley 
was 12), it was not missed. 
The Presleys w eren’t white 
trash, but their standing was 
slight. When Elvis began to 
sell recordings in 1954, the 
first of some 500 million over 
the next two decades, few in 
Tupelo rem em bered him as 
a native son.

All this  c h a n g e d ,  of 
course. In 1958 a ladies gar­
den club concluded that 
Presley was worthy of civic 
recognition, and the decision 
was made to buy land for an 
appropriate com m em ora­
tion. The ladies enlisted 
Presley’s help, he responded 
with proceeds from a con­
cert, and the Elvis Presley 
project began.

Today the neighborhood in 
which Presley was born has 
been renam ed “ P resley

Heights," and it is flunked 
by a two-lane “ Presley 
Drive” which leads to a 13- 
acre “ Presley P a rk .” There 
is a Presley superm arket 
about, and a Presley restau ­
rant as well. la  addition, the 
poor boy’s home is now a 
city memorial.

The home is 30 feet by 15 
feet, painted white, and con­
tains two rooms. In the week 
following the en te rta iner’s 
death last year, m ore than 
30,000 people paid 50 cents 
apiece to walk through the 
dwelling. Even now, on any 
Sunday, a thousand people 
will tour the site, and some 
of them will kneel on the 
porch to pray.

The tourists have come 
from all 50 sta tes and dozens 
of foreign nations. Neighbor­
hood residents say people 
weep, kiss the siding of the 
house, and pick up yard 
stones for keepsakes. Many 
visitors sit for hours in their 
automobiles, in a nearby 
parking lot, listening to 
Presley cassettes on porta­
ble tape decks.

Occasionally the tourists 
will w r i t e  down th e i r  
thoughts while touring the 
homesite. Some have left 
notes to Elvis. O thers have 
composed poems. In one of

Besides information, Mrs. 
Boyd says tourists want 
m em orabilia. Hence her 
souvenir shop is open seven 
days a week. She sells every­
thing from $500 “ hound dog"

qiiilts to less expensive dol­
lar bills that feature a pic­
ture of Presley: as to the 
photo, Mrs. Boyd explains 
that “ Elvis is more famous 
than Mr. W ashington.’/

He is not m ore famous to 
everyone, however. Even in 
Tupelo there a re  people who 
feel Presley was a  clown, 
and wonder where the con­
tinuing adulation of the man 
will end. Qne city officer 
says he has nightm ares that 
a giant “ Elvis sta tu e” will 
be built downtown, “ and his 
songs will be broadcast 24 
hours a day."

A second-year pro from Jack- 
son State, Eddie Payton re­
turned 27 punts last season for 
273 yards and one touchdown, a 
98-yard burst in the season fi­
nale against the Minnesota 
Vikings

Brockington was picked up 
by the Chiefs as a free agent 
last season The former Green 
Bay Packer star carried 54 
times for 161 yards while be­
coming the 24th player in NFL 
history to rush for 5,000 career 
yards

The Lions also placed two 
longtime vrterans — *Larry

Hand, a 14-year defensive end 
and Jim Yarbrough, a 10-year 
offensive lineman — on the 
waived-injured list. The moves 
could mean the end to the long 
NFL careers of both players.

Initially it means they are on 
waivers for 24 hours, with no 
team likely to claim them be­
cause of injuries If they clear 
waivers, the league rules stipu­
late they must be placed on the 
team ’s injured reserve list, 
sidelining them for the season.

Gone from Coach Fred 
Akers’ first team at Texas are 
Heisman Trophy winner Earl 
Campbell, the nation’s leading 
runner and scorer; four three- 
year starters in the offensive 
line, and defensive tackle Brad 
Shearer, the Outland Trophy 
winner.

Campbell had a spectacular 
year in rushing for 1,744 yards 
and scoring l i  touchdowns as 
Texas finiJied third nationally 
in scoring with N.2 points a

Kermit (loode. an untested 
sophomore, will take over 
Jones’ old position 

To compound Texas’ offen­
sive problems, its top three 
quarterbacks are trying to 
overcome 1977 injuries, and 
four possible starters — three 
linemen and a running back — 
failed to make their grades and 
are ineligible.

"We’re fairly set on de­
fense.” says Akers, "and our 
kicking game should be fine.”

If linebacker Mark Martig- 
noni’s knee holds up. Texas will 
return nine starters from a de­
fense that ranked in the top 10 
last year in three categories.

Texas held opponents to 91.1 
yards a game rushing (fourth),

223.7 yards total offense (fifth) 
and allowed only 10.4 points a 
game (eighth).

Erxieben. the nation’s leading 
pun^r in 1976. averaged 45.9 
y a r ^  a kick last year, which 
would have tied for No. 1 ex­
cept his 32 punts fell eight short 
of the necessary total. He also 
kicked 14 field goals, including 
a 67-yarder that ties the NCAA 
record.

The kicking game touted by 
Akers Also includes Johnnie 
Johnson, the nation’s seventh 
best punt returner, and Olym­
pic sprinter Johnny “Lam” 
Jones as a kickoff returner.

Erxieben and Johnson have 
been named to at least one pre- 
season All-American team.

"We've got problems that I 
don't know the answers to, but 
I didn't at this time last year 
either," says Akers.

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NL owners reject DH
ST. LOUIS (AP) -  National 

League owners still are op­
posed to using a  designated hit­
ter,- but realignment of the 
American and National leagues 
into three divisions remains a 
possiblity.

NL owners voted 9-3 Wednes­
day, at major league baseball's 
summer meeting, to reject 
adoption of the designated hit­
ter rule now used in the AL.

‘ ‘ T h e  status has not 
changed.” NL President Chub 
Feeney said at a news confer­
ence after the day-long session. 
“Owners do not feel they want 
to go that route at this time.”

Commissioner Bowie Kuhn 
said a proposal to realign both 
the NL and AL into Uiree 
divisions was forwarded by the 
leaues to a 10-man study 
committee.

“A study committee would be

useful to determine exactly 
what it (realignment) would en­
tail regarding scheduling, etc.,” 
said Feeney. The two leagues 
likely will hire a consultant 

' firm to help map out such a 
plan, he indicated.

Also tabled was a proposal by 
some AL owners for inter­
league play. Nether that pro­
posal nor a recommendation 
for standardization of the desig­
nated hitter rule was on the 
formal agenda of the joint own­
ership council.

Proposals adopted by the 
joint council of owners included 
relaxation of the rule dealing 
with the option of players to the 
minor leagues at the outset of 
the season.

Under th^ nxxlification. the 
rule requiring players to re­
main at minor league levels for 
a minimum of 10 days will be.

relaxed in the event of an in­
jury to a player on the major 
league roster.

ITie modification was de­
scribed by Feeney as minor. 
Still, he noted, “Some clubs 
had been hurt by it.”

A four-nun committee to 
study variances in umpiring be­
tween the two nujor leagues 
and in the minors was appoint­
ed by the joint owners council.

There was no mention by 
league officials of proposed 
changes in the brushback rule, 
despite the appearance of the 
topic on the agenda.

“The control of announcers 
by ballclubs — owners, general 
managers, whomever — is a 
difficult thing to regulate.” 
says Shelby Whitfield, sports 
editor of Associated Press Ra­
dio. “You're dealing with 
wealthy, powerful men. Some 
are egocentrics who feel that 
when they purchase a club for 
$15 million they also purchase 
the broadcaster, It's sort of a 
fringe benefit.”

Whitfield knows about strong- 
willed owners. He broadcast 
Washington Senators games for 
two seasons while the chib was 
struggling und^r owner Bob 
Short to make ends meet in the 
nation's capital. When the club 
moved to Texas. Whitfield 
stayed home and wrote a book

“Then Cliff Robatson and 
Dina Merrill came to me with a 
story about the Mission Society 
in the Bronx.

Elrod Hendricks a rare bird

It is unusual to find a batter 

who has survived 10 years in 
the major leagues with a ca­
reer .219 batting average.

Officially. Hendricks is the 
Orioles’ third-string catcher;

warm the bench: he's coached, 
caught, cheered, pinch-hit. 
played first base and even put 
in a surprise pitching appear­
ance this year.

But what Baltimore Manager 
Earl Weaver likes most about

“Although he's mainly here 
as a coach. Ellie has been 
directly responsible for winning 
two or three games for us in 
the late innings this season. ” 
explained Weaver, adding. "1 
know I can count on him in a 
crunch — and a manager likes 
that.”

Hendricks shines under pres­
sure. He hit 304 during four 
Baltimore championship series '  
and batted .364. including a 
game-tying homer, during the 
1970 World Series. And he 
showqd his versatiliaty last June 
with an unexpected turn on the 
m o u n d  during a c e r ta in  
International Incident when the 
Toronto Blue Jays whipped the

Orioles 24-10. Although he never 
wants to repeat the experience. 
Hendricks pitched 2 1-3 innings 
of one-hit relief in his major 
league pitching debut and can 
now claim the team's lowest 
ERA-0.000.

"I was just lucky. Those 24 
runs tired them out before they 
reached me.” said Hendricks, 
laughing. “Besides, I felt nude 
out there without my catching 
gear.”

Clearly. Hendricks is an asset 
to the team. He admits he’s 
never been an outstanding play­
er. But be hustles.

"I wouldn't have lasted this 
long if I had been the type to 
loaf around.” said Hendricks, 
“but I’ve had my streaks and

I've played with a winning 
club.”

Hendricks never loafed dur­
ing his nine years in the mi­
nors. He was baptized “The 
Babe Ruth of Mexico” after 
batting .296 and hitting l09 
home runs in four seasons in 
the Mexican League.

(NEA) — As much tim e as 
the old boys spend in jail, 
you’d think they were habit'^ 
ual crim inals.

I t ' s  n o t h i n g  s e r i o u s ,  
though. They just go to jail 
when they sneak aw ay from  
their jobs and chores.

Mayor Floyd Holm does a 
lot of tim e — but never in 
solitary. T here’.s usually 
plenty of company — four, 
five, six, m aybe 10 guys. All 
are “ retired  or tired ,” says 
I.eo Haller.

“Never know who’s gonna 
be in here,”  says Byrel I..ang 
as he lights up his pipe and 
blows out a big cloud of 
smoke. It thickens the a ir  
even more and drifts toward 
the pink tin ceiling.

No women, of course. And 
no phone. Nothing interrupts 
the hucklebuck gam e — ex­
cept the noon whistle. The 
players sca tter when the 
hear the signal for lunch.

“Go home, have dinner, 
come back, just like when 
we was working,” Jim  Spen­
cer says as the cards a re  
shuffled and slapped on the 
white p o rce la in -co v e red  
table.

Sourdoughs fear environmental protection bill

way of life threatened by a bill 
designed to protect the environ­
ment. But the Earl Pilgrims 
think that what it will really do 
is abolish the sourdough.

“ I made my first trip across

The pack horse and the wife 
are gone, but I'm still here I 
plan on staying until I decde to 
retire "

Tough talk comes easy for an

authentic sourdough like Pil­
grim who got his first look at 
Alaska in 1915 from the bottom 
of a gold mine But even the 
toughest talkers — and there 
are a lot in Alaska these days 
— acknowledge that Pilgrim’s 
way of life is in danger of los­
ing its only remaining outpost 
in North America.

His claim is two miles over a 
ridge and a river from the 
northern border of McKinley 
National Park, a 19-mi|jion- 
acre mass of mountain and tun­
dra The U.S House of Repre­
sentatives voted this past 
spring to expand the park’s 
boundaries by 3.7 million acres, 
including Rlgrim’s 20-acre 
Stampede Mine. "

Known as the Alaska Nation­
al Interest Lands Conservation 
Act. the bill would protect 120 
million acres of federally 
owned land — an. area larger 
than California — as parks, 
wildlife refuges, wild and scen­
ic rivers, forests and wilder­
ness areas.

Opposition to the bill has 
been intense- in Alaska Sen 
.Mike Gravel has threatened a

filibuster in the Senate, and 
other Alaskans are circulating 
petitions to secede from the un­
ion

A poll commissioned by Gov 
Jay Hammond showed 67 per­
cent of Alaskans oppose the 
bill A poll commissioned by 
the Legislature found 61 per­
cent of Alaskans favored ex­
panding national parks and 
wildlife refuges, but not at the 
expense of continued access 
and development And the Leg­
islature has approved over­
whelmingly a resolution oppos­
ing the bill as it is now written.

The House bill, sponsored

NEW YORK ?AP) -  The 
Federal Reserve’s regular 
Thursday afternoon reports on 
the money supply will get espe­
cially dose scrutiny in the next 
several weeks from analysts 
who believe the central bank's 
monetary policy it  at a cross­
roads.

After G. William Miller be­
came its chairman early this 
year, the Fed pushed interest 
rates steadily higher in iU ef­
fort to retrain iitflation by con­
trolling the growth of the money 
supply.

Then, beginning last month, 
it seemed to back off urhile 
awaiting evidence of the impact 
of its credit-tightening strategy.

Jeffrey Nichols, chief econo­
mist at New York's Argus Re­
search Corp., pointed out that 
the figures on monetary growth 
in the coming weeks are likely 
to give the Fed a signal wheth­
er more upward pressure on in­
terest rates is needed.

And that, in turn, will do 
much to determine whether the

Man killed in

Nichols said there are rea­
sons for hoping that monetary 
growth will in fact ease off ; An 
easing of the pace of the econo­
my, for one. and the prospect 
that high interest rates will 
have ther intended effect of re­
ducing demand for credit.

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Senate debating tax relief

WASHINGTON (AP) -  ‘Pie 

Senate, intent on providing col­
lege tuition tax relief for 
middle-income families, is de­
bating whether to approve the 
grants favored by lYesident 
Carter instead of — or in addi-' 
tion to — a new tax credit

The president says the nation 
cannot afford both programs 
He has been sharply critical of 
the Senate's proposed iSOO-per- 
student tuition tax credit, which 
was approved on a S5-27 vote 
Tuesday night.

Although the vote was lop­
sided enough to override any 
presidential veto, the margin 
by which the House approved 
its version of the c r^ i t  last 
June was far short of the two- 
thirds majority necessary to 
override

Even so. Sen William V 
Roth. R-Del.. chief sponsor of

the bill, said the Senate vote 
was "a  clear signal that tuition 
tax credits are preferred to the 
costly, cumbersome Carter pro­
posal."

Final Senate action is ex­
pected today on a modified ver­
sion of 'the expanded grants 
program that Carter proposed 
as an alternative to the tuition 
tax credit. A similar plan has 
passed the House

The basic provision in the 
Carter plan would increase 
from $16.000 to $25.000 the max­
imum family income level for 

^which tuition aid would be 
"available The grants would 

range from $1.800 a year at the 
$6.000 income level to $250 at 
the $25.000 level Similar in­
creases would be made in col­
lege loan programs.

Before approving the tuition 
credit, the Senate ended three 
days of arguments over con­
stitutionality by eliminating a '  
provision that would have pro­

vided a credit for parents of 
pupils attending private ele- 
m e n t a r  y and secondary 
schools.

The House-passed b'lll in­
cludes tuition aid for those low­
er level schools and. thus, the 
issue will be among those to be 
decided by a House-Senate con­
ference conunittee But backers 
see little hope for retaining the 
elementary-secondary aid pro­
vision this year.

Senate elimination of that 
section left its version of the 
bill with these provisions:

—Effective last Aug. 1. a stu­
dent — or his parents if he is a 
dependent — would be entitled 
to a credit for half the cost of 
tuition and fees paid for full­
time. public or private under­
graduate college or post-secon­
dary vocational school. The 
maximum credit, which would 
be obtained when 1978 income
tax ie tu rns are filed next year, 
would be $250 per student

—On Oct. 1, ISM, the max­
imum credit would rise to $500 
and be extended to cover half­
time undergraduate students.

To allow a review of the pro­
gram, the Senate bill would end 
the credit at the end of 1984, 
unless Congress extends it. The 
House plan would expire at the 
end of 1980.

On a 59-39 vote, senators re­
jected an amendment that 
would have denied the college 
credit to any family with an in­
come above $40.000

But because of technicalities 
over budget-making proce­
dures. the Senate refused to in­
sure that the benefits would be 
available to families with in­
comes so low that they pay no 
income tax

That left the credit available 
to those with incomes of $100.- 
000 a year but unavailable to a 
four-member family receiving 
$7.000 annually.

artists' work.

Galinsky said it originally 
was thought there were 12 
prints, then two were located. 
Now no one seems quite sure 
exactly how many prints the 
school possesses, he said.

Galinsky said there have 
been several starts toward a 
complete inventory of the mu­
seum possessions in recent 
years but none was completed. 
He said if the Rembrandt 
prints were listed in cTifferent 
ways in different filing systems 
the result could be made to ap­
pear there were more prints 
than actually existed

Officials said it would be sev­
eral months before the current 
inventory is finished and com­
puterized. That's when they 
will know how many Rem­
brandts the museum owns and 
if any are missing.

Inmates revolt;

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President imveiling policies 
to aid several U.S. cities

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Pres­
ident Carter, in an effort to 
provide tnomentum for his 
troubled uftan policy, is unveil­
ing a number of personal direc­
tives to aid the nation's cities.

The president, acting in sev­
eral key areas where legisla­
tion is pot required, also hopes 
to aid other elements of his ur­
ban policy foundering on Capi­
tol HUI.

The president scheduled a 
mid-afternoon session today to 
sign several executive orders. 
Included are directives that:

—Require all major legisla­
tion to be analyzed for its im­
pact on cities.

City officials, who have long 
sought such reviews, contend 
that federal policies since 
World War II have inadvert­
ently hurt central cities.

—Set up an effort to increaae 
federal purchasing frorn'Rim  
in areas of high unemployment, 
with a goal of using federal 
purchasing power to. expand 
economic opportunities in areas 
of urban distress.

—Give priority to central 
cities in areas where new fed­
eral buildings are needed. In 
recent years, many such facil­
ities have gone to well-off sub­
urbs. contributing to the decline 
of downtowns.

—Establish an interagency 
group to coordinate the imple­
mentation of federal urban pro­
grams. City officials say a 
WhiteHouae-directed task force 
is needed because many federal 
aid programs cut across de­
partmental lines.

" T h e s e  administrative 
changes could be as important 
as millions of dollars." said a 
spokesman for the National

League of Cities. “We'hd 
p leued  that the president is fi­
nally taking these steps.”

All four initiatives were pr^: 
viously announced in the rough.' 
but it has taken months to work 
out the details.

But he said the league wiĥ  
continue to lobby for a White 
House Council of Urban Ad­
visers — similar to the Counotf 
of Ekxmomic Advisers — to 
"provide the president with e  
continuing process for assess-’, 
ing urban programs."
